The New York stock market Monday was
moderately active and irregularity character-
ized the dealings. There was hardly a trace
of commission business and the distribution
of trading was indifferent.

far In the lead and figuring for over two-

thirds of the aggregate dealings. The influ-
ences bearing on the last mentioned speclalty
were not mew, except that, in addition to
‘the /dissatisfaction over the protracted war
with the outside manufacturers and the an-

ticipation of an lssue of new preferred stock
to a considerable amount, it was suggested

that dissensions are now prevailing in the
management. The probabllity of these dif-
Sferencea being fought out in the stock mar-
ket was also discussed. The dellberations at
Washington respecting the Cuban belliger-
ency Imbroglio were the most Important
engral factor bearing on values, The deal-
ngs for foreign account were unimportant,
and the local market was unresponsive to a
firmer to"e in American securities in Lon-
dop. In T » forencon operations almost gen-
eral wealk: _ss developed, and some material
concessions In prices were reported. To-
bacco was decidedly erratic, and a decline of
1%, to T1%, oecurred on manipulation. The
same force was responsible for a rally to
7%, but subsequently a reaction occurred
to 718, on heavy realizing sales. In the late
dealings an extensive demand from the
shorts rushed the stock to 73%. and it closed
at an unilmportant recesslon from that fig-
ure. The size of the blocks of stock handled
attracted considerable attentlon, “General
Electrie advanced 1§ per cent. on fairly
large transactiona as a resuit of pool opera-
tions, but did not fully retain the Improve-
ment. Manhattan ylelded 2 per cent., to
103%, without particular explapation, aside
from a theory of speculative holdings. About
half of the loss was recovered In the closing
ecalings. Apprehension regarding the safety
of an overdue vuﬂ belonging to the Pacific
Steamship Company was reflected in a
eak of 13 per cent,, which was subse-
quently fully made up. Further unfavorable
rumors concerni the business of the Amer-
lean Cotton Oll Company caused declines of
2y in the common and 2 per cent. in the Pre-
ferred stock. The first mentioned rallied
eventually near to the high point. The
apathy which ked the forenoon specula-
tion was relieved In the later deallngs by
slightly increased activity and an Improved
tone due to the belief, Indicated by Washing-
ton 4 vhes, that action by the Senate on
the Cuban question may be deferred until
an impartial consideration can be had. The
declaration of the regular dividends on Sugar
stocks was followed by a slight decline, due
to sales by holders who had expected an ex-

IN BETTER POSITION

WHEAT RALLIED AND CLOSED 1-4C
HIGHER IN FACOE OF BEAR NEWS,

Corn and Onts Closed Firm, While
Provisionas Were Active
Made General Advances.

CHICAGO, March 9—Wheat was shaken
np considerably to-day by the conflicting
figures of last week, but was well sustained

ard closing figures show a gain of about
e since Saturday. Corn and oats show
but little appreciable change, though clos-
ing firm. Provisions closed at considerable
improvement for the day.

Wheat was only moderately active to-day
and kept within a rather narrow range, but

averaged slightly better than it closed Sat-
urday. Notwithstanding the 3¢ per bushel
decline in wheat here ot Saturday, Liver-

pool opened this morning with 3d advance.
This unexpected strength abroad In the face
of our recen: break was something of a sur-
prise and started some covering by shorts
and more disposition to buy for investment
and there was some early improvement.
*Northwest recaipts were 416 cars, which
was a strong strengthening factor, there
belng nearly 10 cars less than the same
day last week and a little smaller than a
year ago. But some of the developments
which followed were less encouraging. This
was especially the case with the world's
shipments, which were officlally reported at
nearly 9,500,000 bushels. On this the early
buyers commenced to let go and there was
a quick drop of over 15c. But private cables
did not agree with the Board of Trade's
ficures, claiming that the amount was fully
two million bushels too large and this doubt

caused some reaction and all the decline
was recovered. The visible supply showed a
decrease of 1,453,000 bushels, but as it in-
cludes she loss of 1,080,000 bushels at Minne-
apolis last week, the actual decrease from
the movement was only about 433,000 bush-
els, against 922,000 bushels a week ago and
1,044,000 bushels the same week last year.
This was not at all encouraging to buyers
and prices weakaned somewhat in conse-
quence. May opened about e hi r at
B33,@65ec, fell to 6i%0c, reacted to ec
and back to 6%c. e trade was still in
the dark up to the close of the market as
1o the correct figures on the world's ship-
ment for the week and with some expecta-
tion of finding the smaller quantity corrob-
orated to-morrow morning, the price be-
came firmiy established at 65%6% as the
market was closing.

Corn was emphatically dull and fluctua-
tions narrow In consequence. May opened
slightly higher at 30%c and sold off as
wheat showed weakness, but as the latter
rallied, corn revived to and closed steady
at 3ge.

Oats were fairly active. Some weakness
was caused early by the offering of several
heavy lines. Good support was given, how-
ever, and May opening fractionally lower
at 207%c and closed at 20%@21c bid.

Provisions exhibited me activity. The
opening was strong and higher on the firm
live stock market. There was a good gen-
eral demand and considerable buying by
packers and prices were well maintained.
At the close pork showed an advance of
15¢, lard .06c and ribs .07%c.

There was 150,000 bushels of wheat
loaded here to-day for Toledo, which goes
out as soon as navigation ns and there
was about §0,000 bushels taken by millers
for southern lllinois, There has been plenty
of bearish news to-day and yvet the market
closes higher than the opening. If the news
of to-day would not break the market it is
safe to say that we shall have to have
something extraordinary to break it. Puts,

Some Theories as to What May Be
Found There.

If Nansen has reached the north pole,
what has he found there? Many theories,
reasonable and absurd, have been advanced
as to the character of the regions immedi-

tely surrounding the pole, but since the

omain which still baffles intrusion is from

1,000 to 1,600 miles across, comprising &n
area of milllons of square miles, almost
any sclentific speculation on the subject
is as good as another.

A former theory, which has no scientific
apologists nowadays, was that the region
of the north pole I a balmy paradise. One
of the arguments advanced to support this
theory was that of John C. Symmes, fam-
ous seventy-five years ago for his notion
that all orbicular bodies are composed of
hollow concentric spheres, open at the
poles. He Dbelleved that by going far
enough to the north one could sall into the
hole at the top of the earth and reach a
land of perpetual summer. “All northern
explorers agree,”” sald he, ““that the musk
ox, reindeer, white bear, wolf, fox and
hare, as well as partridges, come from the
north in great numbers every spring, and
return again in the fall, and if man can
follow them it will take but little time to
determine if the pole can be reached.”

Symmes tried to interest Congress in hils
theory so far as to send him to the Arctic,
but nobody sympathized with him, and
“Symmes's hole" me a laughing stock.
Aside from his uliar theory, Symmes
was quite a notable character. He fought
in the war of 1512, was at one time a cap-
tain in the garrison of Fort Erle, and his
sister was the
dent Harrison.

Symmes’s information as to the migra-
tory habits of Arctic animals was incorrect,
Wlird fowl come south from the unexplored
regions in August or September and return
in late June. The few animals found north
of the 8S0th parallel usually travel toward
the south as September comes on and re-
turn notthward with the dawning of the
Arctic day. The records of the naturalists
with the Nares and Nordenskjold expe-
ditions afferd abundant evidence of this.
What probably gave rise to Symmes's no-
tion was the fact, observed by Commander
Markham, that along Smith sound, in lat-
itude =1 :Iemeet 21 minutes north the chi-
mate iz milder than farther south, and
animal life abounds. Therefore a local mi-

gration in a northerly direction may have
been mistaken for a general one. Since

this observation by Markham it has been
found that there are two local points of
extreme cold in the Arctic—one in Siberia,
and another in the Interior of British North
America (the region into which Casper
ted on his snow-shoe trip
