There was a meeting" of. the retail bicycle
dealers of the city at the Hotel Denison
last evening.' The result of the meeting
was the organization of the Indianapolis
Cycle Board of Trade, which will be In-

corporated with a capital stock of $1,000.
The object of the board is for mutual pro-
tection and keeping alive of the bicycle in-

terests.
By the business transacted last evening It

would seem the purpose of the board Is
chiefly In the Interests of the firms com-
posing it, bufi members have in mind the
holding of a bicycle meeting, while one or
two of the more enthusiastic hope to see a
bicycle race track .the property of the board.
The discussion last evening concerned thecutting of prices and protection against the
cyclists whose wheels "break while riding
along on a smooth road." Last season
wheels were sold on any kind of terms,
many dealers accepting installments without
interest. It is probable that some agree-
ment will be reached concerning, the pay-
ment trade. Dealers are constantly being
imposed upon by purchasers who allege
flaws in their bicycles. The dealers will
not be so lenient this year as they were
last.

FOtH SCHOOLS SiaY ARTICLES FOR
TUB NEW UNIVERSITY.'

They Iiclade Medical College of In-

diana, Under, Dental College
. and Law School.

The ttnlverslty of Indianapolis Is an as-

sured fact. It virtually eprang Into existence
yesterday afternoon, Although the details of
the plans under which It shall be founded
yet remain to be agreed upon. Representa-
tives of the Helical College of Indiana, But-
ler College, the Indiana Dental College and
the Indiana Law School signed articles of
confederation, which are to bind the different
Institutions together until the confederation
Is superseded by a corporation, which will be
organized Immediately, under the voluntary
association laws of the State.

Under the plans agreed upon yesterday,
representatives of the colleges named will
proceed to organize a corporation, which will
be the central body. Each of the schools
which have entered the federation will main-
tain their autonomy, control their own finan-
cial affairs, select their own faculties, retain
control of their property and be generally in-

dependent of the university. On the other
hand, diplomas will be granted by the regents
or senate of the university upon the recom-
mendation of the faculties of the different
colleges. Students in the several institutions
will at the same time, enjoy all the privi-
leges accorded students in large universities
throughout the world, and will be 'permitted
to attend the lectures, have access to the li-

braries of each of the other colleges and de-

rive all the benefits not now generally found
in the colleges. It Is proposed that cata-
logues shall be sent out as emanating-- from
the University of Indianapolis for the com-
ing school year, and after this year diplomas
will be Issued by the university Instead of by
the separate Institutions.

Ultimately it will be the purpose of th
university to acquire a large tract of land,
convenient to the city, where the different
schools may be grouped together as one
large, imposing Institution of learning. Tho
prevailing opinion of the members of the ad-

visory committee seems to be that people of
public spirit in the city will donate the land
necessary for a site, or give money for its
purchase, but it is agreed that this question
shall be postponed for the present. It is
thought that no legal complications can pre-
vent the university from getting upon a legal
status (forthwith, and the committee of Ave,
apppointed at the last meeting of the advis-
ory committee to draft plans, was Instructed
to draft articles of association in accordance
with the plan outlined above. Every one in-
terested in the undertaking agrees that action
should be taken at once, in order that cata-
logues lor the coming school year may be
sent out under the auspices of the unverslty.

John R. Wilson, chairman of the subcom
mlttee, submitted a report to the school com-
mittee, composed of representatives of the
four colleges named, recommending the for-
mation of a temporary confederation, upon
the following basis:

TILES AGRJJETMUXT. ,

"This agreement, made on this 9th day of
March, 1806, by and between Butler College,
party of the first part, the (Medical College of
Indiana, party of the second part, the In-

diana Dental College, party of the third part,
the Indiana Law School, party of the fourth
part, each of said institutions' being duly in-

corporated and located in or near the city of
Indianapolis, State of Indiana, wltnesseth,
that,

"Whereas, The union of the collegiate in-

terests of Indianapolis, looking to one great
school commensurate with the city's impor-
tance is desirable; and,

"Whereas, There ought to be ion

at this juncture in aid of such an end; and,
"Whereas, Such an end under existing con-

ditions can be better accomplished by an as-
sociation or confederation of the above-nam- ed

parties, each preserving its autonomy,
the control and ownership of its property,
but looking ultimately to a consolidation upon
terms to be hereafter ascertained;

Now, therefore. It is agreed by and be-
tween said parties aforesaid that each of said
named parties shall nominate and appoint a
representative upon a committee or board
consisting of four persons; that said board
shall have the power to fend out advertise-
ments in the form of circulars concerning
said existing Institutions with reference to
the work of the same during the approaching
school year."

The report was approved and signed by
Hilton U. Brown, rep-ssent-

ing Butler Col-
lege; J. W. Marsee, of the Medical College of
Indiana; II. S. Hicks, of the Indiana Dental
College, and W. P. FIshback, representing
the Indiana Law School. By taking this ac-
tion the colleges have formed the foundation
for a large university, and there seems to be
no question but that the art and music
schools will ally themselves with the confed-
eration within a short time. The committeeappointed to confer with the art and music
schools asked for further time.

Considerable discussion marked the pro-
ceedings of the advisory committee yester-
day. While the representatives of the dif-
ferent colleges have agreed frcm the outset
that the formation of a university would
redound to the credit of all the schooCa
and the city at large, considering the mag-
nitude of the undertaking, yet there hasbeen seme trouble In arrriving at a com-
mon point of understanding. The subcom-
mittee of five suggested the formation of acorporation, with a capital stock, having in
view the ultimate merging of the colleges
into a university. Dr. Oliver and Dr. Mar-se- e,

on behalf of the Medical College ofIndiana, asserted that their school wouldoppose any plan that would ever deprive
the college of Its autonomy and individual-
ity. Dr. Maxsee said that the college would
insist upon having reserved to it the rightto appoint its own faculty. The MedicalCollege of Indiana, he said, could not bepresumed to have sufficient practical
knowledge of law that would make it feasi-
ble for it to dictate who should be avpointed members of the faculty of the law
school, nor would It be possible for the law
school to appoint teachers for the medical
and dental colleges. Then, again, he said,
the medical college would never consent topart with its property and rights and turn
its money into the hands of the university
for the purpose of. supporting-- the whole.
From similar expressions made by others.
Dr. Marsee's utterances seemed to express
the general views of the different colleges.

BISHOP WHITE'S VIEWS. ,
"

Bishop White, who has been asked to
become a member of the advisory commit-
tee, Inquired If it would be possible under
the laws of the State to form a university
similar to those of Oxford and Cambridge.
He explained fully the operation, of Oxford
University, which, he said, was simply
composed of groups of colleges assembled
together under a form of government
which preserved to them their autonomy,
and which yet brought them under the
control of the regents of the university.
Some of the colleges were very rich, while
others were poor. No college was required
to contribute to the support of the other?,yet ail enjoyed the mutual advantages
which attend a confederation. Upon therecommendation of the faculties of the dif-
ferent colleges the regents of the university
awarded diplomas. When, a specific en-
dowment was made to one particular col-
lege, that college received the money for itsown use. Money bequeathed to the univer-sity was expended by the regents as tothem seemed best. Bishop White was in-
formed that such a plan could be followed
under the laws of this State without diff-iculty. He cald that, in his estimation, one
of the greatest benefits to be derived fromthe formation of a university would be lostif the buKdings .of the different colleges
remained scattered over the city. The uni-
versity would gain in dignity and Impor-
tance, he thought. If the colleges andschools were grouped together. So long
as the colleges were isolated from eachother students would be debarrrtd. to agroat extent, from the benefits that wouldotherwise accrue to them. It would hardly
be practicable, he thought, for studentsattending one college to hear lectures Inother buildings as long as they were remote
from one another. It was suggested thatwith tha rapid transit facilities of the city
this obstacle would amount to but littleand it was also said that it would probably
be an easy matter to have the professors
in the different colleges deliver lectures atseme place that would be accessible to allstudents.

As a possible solution of the question offorming a corporation with a capital stock.Dr. P. II. Jameson, chairman of the ad-
visory committee, said that Butler Univer-
sity had a charter already broad enough to
answer all purposes, and that a large portion
of its authorlz?d capital stock had never
been bougnt. He thought possibly It would
be well for the different colleges to acquire
this stock. The name could be easily
changed to that of the University of In-
dianapolis. Dr. Jameson raid that he mere

EVERY PART OF THE STATE.

What They Think They Accomplished
The Republican Primaries

In Allen County.

National Committeeman Sutherland, D.
S. Alexander and Col. Archie Baxter, who
have been here since last Friday In the in-

terest of Levi P. Morton, of New York, for
President, returned to New York last night.
During yesterday the New York; people
were in consultation at different time with
a number of leaders from various parts of
the State, who had been summoned here.

Colonel Alexander said last evening, Just
before the departure of hlraself and asso-

ciates, that they had accomplished as much
as they probably could if they were to re-

main a month, and they ld not desire to
stay long enough to make themselves ob-

noxious. While here the visitor; saw Re-

publicans from every district in the Statf .

As a result of the representations they
have made. Colonel Alexander said he be-

lieved that all the delegates from Indiana
would go to the St. Louis convention unln-structe- d,

except possibly the delegates from
the Eighth and Eleventh districts. These
are the districts now represented in Con-
gress by Charles L. Henry and Major
Steele. They embrace h& Indiana gas belt.
In which the State's greatest class, iron
and other manufacturing enterprises are
located and where the demand for a high
protective tariff Is most pronounced.

From expressions gathered from Repub-
licans about the hotels last night, the im-

pression seems to prevail that the New
York people have accomplished but little.
Their representations may have the effect
to prevent the pledging of delegates to Mc-Klnle- y.

Col. R. S. Robertson, cf Fort Wayne,
who was In the city yesterday, says there
Is a disposition on the part of Republicans
of Allen county to resent the methods by
which R. T. McDonald appears to have
captured a majority of the Allen county
delegates to the convention of the Twelfth
district on the lSKh, which Is to select dele-
gates to the St. Louis convention. There
was a tacit agreement that the candidate
who got most of the Allen county votes
should have the united support of the
county In the convention. If this agree-
ment is carried out McDonald will be one
of the delegates, because one of them is
conceded to Allen. Colonel Robertson
charges that the followers of McDonald
voted more, Democrats than they did lie-publica- n.,

and that the result, as declared,
dos not represent the wishes or sentiments
of Allen county Republicans. In the Inter-
est of harmony. and grxnl feeling the de-
feated element may not raise this issue,
but that remains yet to be decided. One
of the candidates represented in Saturday's
primaries was C. D. Law, a division super-
intendent of the Pittsburg, Fort Wayne &
Chicago railroad. The Republicans of Allen
county will present his name to the Re-
publican State convention as a candidate
for delegate at large.'

' Polltlcul Notes'.
Ambrose Moore, member of the State com-

mittee from the Ninth district, was in the
city last evening.

Fountain county held her convention last
Saturday for the election of delegates to the
district, congressional and State conventions.
State Committeeman Moore presided. All but
two of the delegates to the congressional
convention, which meets at Crawfordsvllle
April 7, are for the nomination of Charles B.
Landis, of Delphi, for Congress.

Captain David E. Beem, of Spencer, Ind.,
will be a candidate before the approaching
Republican State convention for the nomina-
tion for Judge of the Appellate Court from
the First district. Captain Beem is the first
candidate thus far mentioned from this dis-
trict, lie is a lawyer of acknowledged abil-
ity. His soldier record will commend him to
a Republican convention, he having served as
a captain in the Fourteenth Indiana Regi-
ment through the war.

CHARGES AGAINST COLBERT.

A Private Detective Slakes Complaint
Against Him.

Homer O. Steele, a private detective, has
prepared a complaint against Superintendent
Colbert, which he will present to the Board
of Safety, it Is addressed to the board and
the Mayor. It states that last Thursday,
after he had investigated an alleged theft,
Mrs. Helen M. Van Dake filed an affidavit
and Police Judge Cox Issued a Warrant for
the arrest of Malcolm McLaren and others
on. a charge of grand larceny. The war-
rant was placed in Colbert's hands and he
refused to allow a member of the police
force to serve it, saying he had detectives
to do such work and they would make
arrests when necessary. On account of the
refusal of Mr. Colbert to allow the war-
rants td be served all but two of the persons
charged escaped, it is claimed. These two
were arrested on warrants sworn out in a
Justice of the peace court. Steele asks the
board to Investigate these charges.

Superintendent Colbert says that when
Mrs. Van Dake called to see him about
the alleged robberies at her house he sent
officers to Investigate the case. Afterwards,
before they had had time to take action,
she called a private detective. Upon learn-
ing this fact, the superintendent says he re-
fused to have anything further to do with
the case. He sajs that he never has and
never will allow the police forc to be In
any wise associated with the so-call- ed pri-
vate detectives, with which the town is
overrun. He says that many of the private
detectives resort to underhand methods and
constantly, attack the methods of the police
department for the sake of receiving free ad-
vertisement.

The Court Ancry at the Time.
While ex-Jud- ge Stubbs was on the police

bench he sent Noah Russell to the .work-
house for ISO days for stealing- - & worth of
cloth from Magulre's dry goods- - store. Be-

sides the workhouse penalty Russell was
fined $5u. Yesterday the exOudge called at
the clerk's office and said he would like to
rectify the mistake he believed he had made
in Russell's case. He was angry, he said,
at the time, and now regretted his severe
action. With the consent of Judge Cox a
release was secured for Russell, who has
now served 3C5 days.

M. K. Church, last night adopted
resolutions, petitioning the Mayor, . prose-
cuting attorney and the city officials, asking
them to see that the Sunday baseball law
is enforced within the four-mil- e limit of
police jurisdiction.
