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FIRE AND PANIC.

Lives of Hundreds of People Imperiled
In a. Six-Sto- ry Building.

CHICAGO, March 10. During a flro in
a six-sto- ry brick building at Nos. 45 to 43

Randolph street this afternoon a. serious
panic among five hundred women employed
there was narrowly averted. Lizzie Smith
and Mary Marr fainted from fright, Maggie
Burns fell down a flight of stairs and two
bs, John J. Heis and Bernard Reinhardt,
were nearly overcome with smoke. This
was all the injuries suffered, but It was
marvelous that many lives were not lost.
The following firms occupied space in the
building: "Basement, first and second floors,
Lartz Wall Paoer Company; third floor.
Lord & Thomas, newspaper advertising
agents; fourth floor, Chicago Business Col-
lege; fifth and sixth floors, E. L. Mansure
Fringe Company. The fire started among
the wall paper on the second floor. It was
not discovered until it had gained a good
start and the building was soon filled with
smoke. '

A wild panic ensued among 173 girls who
were employed by the Mansure Fringe Com-
pany, and the girls were making a stampede
for the stairs, when Miss Dena liayrel, the
forewoman, managed to check them. She
formed them in line and marched them down
the smoking stairways and through the
hall on the second floor, which was partly
on fire. All of them reached the street with-
out injury, except Maggie Burns, who was
badly battered up by rolling down the last
flight of stairs. In the Chicago Business
College five hundred students, girls
and boys, were kept In line by
principals Gondrls. and Virden, and
all of them reached the street In
safety. The danger was too much for some
cf the girls, and several were carried from
the second story to the street. Heis and
Reinhardt reached the street safely, . but
went back for the wraps of some girls, who
were shivering in the cold. They were
nearly strangled by smoke, but were revived
in a short time. The fire damaged the
L.artz I'aper Company to the extent of J3o,- -
000. The other losses are trifling.

ALCOHOL AS A STUDY.

Some Scholars Express a. Desire for
Liquor.

New York Commercial Advertiser.
Only a few weeks have elapsed since the

law directing1 the study of alcohol in thocumcu.um or tne putuc sonoois went Into
errect, and already seme of the results are
noticeable In some of the schools. When
the law was framed little attention wasglcn to a certain phase of it, but the out-
come now Is of such a nature that it would
seem imperative for a repeal of the meas-
ure.

The phase referred to Is seen In the ef
fect protiirced by a practical study of alco
hol uy children of naturally morbid minds
and inquisitive natures. A few days aero
tne teacners attached to the grammar

A and li. while at luncheon, discovered
that the teachings for the four weeks of
the new term, which began on the 1st of
February, 'had produced In tho minds ofmany of the scholars, those between theages or twelve and sixteen, a slight desire
to taste and experience the effect of
liquors. The discovery rather startled the
teachers, but upon closer investigation they
round that, while many of the scholars had
expressed a llkinr for alcohol, the desire
had not Decom? a habit.

At about the same time it-wa- s learned
that a sixteen-year-ol- d elrl in grammar
scnooi :o. 7, at East Eighty-sixt- h street
and Madison avenue, had expressed a liking
ror liquor, but her parents and the teachers
denied the report. It was said, however.
tnat tne pupil might have made the ex
pression in Jest. If it Is true that as a re
sult of the teaching of alcoholic effects
creates a desire for it even If spoken only
in jest it can fce seen that the matter is
one which requires immediate attention.

Among the East-sid- e downtown schools it
Is not surprising-t- learn that some of the
children have shown a liking ror liquor.
Birth and environment may be the cause
for this, and if so, the study of alcohol
would seem superfluous. At the school on
Fifth street none of the teachers in whose
classes the students are said to have ex
pressed the deslro to drink would talk about
it to a reporter. When asnea to state
whether it was true of not. they evaded
an answer by declaring that it was not their
place to speak publicly of what took place
in the class room. From a reliable source,
thouerh. it is known that the boys did ex
press their desires for liquor, and that the
teachers in tne various class rooms were
surprised to lini that tho wish prevailed In
half a dozen classes.

Superintendent Jasper, of the Board of
Education, when interviewed to-da- y, said
that he had not heard of such a thing.
In the case of the girl in grammer school
No. 7, he had ordered an investigation, and
the report sent tovhlm showed tnat tne
remark was made ln'dest.

"The study of alcoholism," ne said, "nas
been worked upon from the first as unne-
cessary. If the effect upon the children is
such as you speak or. or course it snouid
be stopped at once. But tnat is tor tne
Legislature to say. and not ror us. 'mere
are two blll3 before the Legislature at the
present time, which, if passed, will repeal
the law. and this action we are mucn in
favor of. The desire to taste liquor among
many of the boys, although at present mani-
fest in a. very sllsrht form, is sufficient to
produce results contrary to the object of
our school system.

"If it be true that such a desire exists, it
will be brought to my attention before long.
and I shall immediately forward sucn in
formation to Albany in the hope that it
will help push the repeal bill tnrougn both
houses and thereby put a stop to what ap
pears to be a threatening evil.

In two schools which the reporter visited
it was stated that the children did not care
for alcohol. But this statement, coming
from the principals, who are not in con
stant touch with the scholars, cannot be
taken as a fact. In the schools referred
to the matter was treated very lightly, as
if it had no importance at an.

Hon. James F. Statesman, of Peru, Had
Xo Desire to De Run Down by the

Congressman's Band "Wncon.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
KOKOMO, Ind., March 10. Twelve years

ago MaJ. George W. Steele, of Marlon, re
ceived in this city his thhd nomination to
Congress at tho hands of a Republican
convention. Being then engaged In serving
his second term, the friends of other ambi
tious statesmen of the district were urging
the rotation theory and the contest was
spirited. There were several candidates,
but Major Steele's real competitor was the
Hon. James N. Tyner, of Peru, an able
and brilliant man, who had seen service in
Congress. In this contest Major Steele won
by tho exceedingly narrow margin of a half
vote. At the ensuing election ho scratched
through by a margin that was almost as
thin as the "skin of his teeth," defeating
MaJ. M. 11. Kidd, of Wabash, by 51 votes
In the district. Kidd contested the seat and
succeeded in drawing half pay through the
session. To-da-y Major Steele had but one
competitor, and he, too, was a Peru man,
the Hon. James F. Stutesman, one of the
leaders of the last Indiana House of Rep-
resentatives. This rivalry did not last until
the convention got to a ballot, for when
the name of Major Steele had been elo
quently presented by the Hon. Hiram
Drownlee, of Marion, Senator Robert Ive- -
land, speaking for Mr. Stutesman, second
ed the nomination of Major Steele and
moved his nomination by acclamation. It
waa a erreater indorsement than even the
popular Congressman had asked.

The counties composing the district and
the number of delegates to which each was
entitled were as follows; Cass, 19; Grant,
31; Howard, 13; Huntington, 19; Miami, 16;
Wabash, 20. All the counties caucused this
morning, and it 'developed that the oppo
sition to Major Steele was not sufficiently
formidable to make It interesting. The 31

votes of Grant county were a unit in the
support of her favorite, and with the ex
ception of scattering delegates In the other
delegations, also excepting, of 'course,
Miami, all were avowedly for Steele. Even
In Mr. Stutesman's own county of Miami
there was a Steele following, and had the
convention come to a ballot the votes of
probably five Miami delegate would have
been registered in the Steele column. It
was probably this that prompted Mr.
Stutesman to withdraw and make it unani-
mous.

The convention met in the Kokomo Opera
House, and at 1:10 o'clock District Commit-
teeman Osborn rapped for order. Admis-
sion was by ticket and the opera house was
packed. The Rev. Dr. Parr, pastor of the
Methodist Church, invoked divine blessing,
and the call for the convention was readby Harry McMonlsle, of the Kokomo Trib-une. The committee on permanent organ-
ization reported William T. Wilson, of Lo-gansp- ort,

for permanent chairman, andJohn B. Rose, of Wabash, for permanent
secretary. Mr. Wilson was received with
marked enthusiasm. There were mani-
festations of approval when he said he be-
lieved that the consequences attending: thewresting of the control of affairs from theDemocracy in 1861 were less disastrous
than those attending the departure of thatparty from tried and approved methods in
1SJ3. "Tho eyes of the American oeODle areupon us," he said, "and even Democratsare Joyously anticipating the prosperity thatwill come with the election of William Mc-Klnl- ey,

of Ohio." The mention of McKin- -
ley s name evoked tremendous aDDlaus.Continuing, the speaker said that "whetherwe stop where the waters of the Mississin.

M'KINLEY RESOLUTIONS.
The report of the committee on resolutions

was presented by the Hon. James B. Kenner,
of Huntington. The resolutions Indorse the
official conduct of Major Steele in Congress
and especially his efforts for the passage of
the temporary tariff bill, hich had for its
object the raising of revenue for the payment
of the expenses of the government without
the issue of bonds. The financial declaration
was as follows:

"Resolved, That we affirm the principles
oi ine last piatrorm or the national Republ le
an convention of 1S32. and unon the financial
questions agitating the public mind, we as
sert mat we are in favor of both silver and
gold as currency, but we insist that such
legislation shall only be passed that shall
provide mat each dollar shall be of eaual
value, whether gold, silver or paper, and
eacn worm one hundred cents."

On the subject of the tariff, and incidental
ly on the subject of McKinley for President,
the resolutions declared as follows:

"We believe. In the matter of raising the
revenue necessary to run the general gov
ernment, that it should be raised without
direct taxation. In the early sixties the Re
publican party placed upon the statute books
a revenue system known as the protective
tariff system. We hereby, assert that years
of experience -- and trial have demonstrated
this system to be the true revenue system
oi mis government, and we point with pride
to the fact that the Republican party has
trom time to time properly raised th Is pro
tective system as the necessities of the times
requred, and the last bill that was placed on
tne statute dooks included reciprocity with
other nations to the great benefit of thiscountry. This great measure Is and was
known as the McKinley bill. He is asso
ciated with this great Republican principle
or revenue so prominently, Desides bem a
statesman of great ability, that we hereby
indorso and assert that th!s convention is
for William McKinley for President of the
United States."

Sidney A. Vaughn, of Transport, moved
that the name of McKinley be stricken from
the resolutions. The suggestion was greeted
with a etorm or "noes." and Mr. Vaughn s
motion was not seconded. Mr. Vaughn said
afterward that he wondered what the In
diana, delegation to St. Louis would do
should It be chained to the McKinley candi
dacy, and a time come or the contingency
arise that might demand the nomination of
Harrison.

Hiram Rrownlee's presentation of the
name of Major Steele was a model of good
taste. George Steele, he said, studied law
and opened an office for its practice.

He did hear, how
ever, the bugle call of his country and during
the five years that followed, he never turned
his back to a gray uniform. Returning from
the war, ho had engaed In business with suc
cess, and h was something of a politician.
too. for he had been elected to Congress five
times out of six Jn a district made by Demo
crats for Democrats. He had never had
what might be termed a soft snap, and now
that the conditions had been made less
stormy, fair play demanded that he should
reap the fruits of the easier conditions.

STUTESMAN WITHDRAWS.
The call of tho counties proceeded, and

when Miami was reached ex-Sta- te Senator
Loveland mounted the rostrum, as the con-
vention supposed, to present the name of
James Stutesman. He recalled the gallant
and successful race that Mr. Stutesman had
made for the Legislature against seemingly
hopeless odds, and the excellent record that
Mr. Stutesman had made Jn the last Gen
eral Assembly. To the regret of his friends.
however, Mr. Stutesman had decided that his
participation In the present contest should
be limited to seconding the nomination of
Major Steele, and he therefore moved the
nomination of Major Steele by acclamation.
This sudden termination of the candidacv of
Stutesman will doubtless greatly enhance his
popularity In the district. The motion to
nominate by acclamation was carried with a
storm of applause.

Major Steele expressed his gratitude to the
convention for this, his seventh nomination
to Congress, and In a few well-direct- ed re
marks paid his respects to the "bond-sellin- g.

deal-contracti- ng administration." Reviewing
briefly the several distinguished names men-
tioned In connection with the Republican
nomination for the presidency, and the quail
tications of each, he said that all these quali
fications and more were embodied In In-
diana's own favorite son. General Harrison.
and at the suggestion that the St. Louis
convention might see fit to draft him for its
standard bearer, the yell that went up nearly
took the roof off the house.

There were loud calls for Stutesman. and
the latter responded with a stirring address
in which he pleased the unswerving loyalty
and support of himself and friends to the
nominee of tho convention.

The World this
caornln? says: Two attaches cf the Spanish
legation Li "Washington were boasting re-

cently at the atetropolitan Club. In that city,
of the military and naval resources of their
country, and, one made the 'remark that a
Spanish fleet could take New York In ten
days. Alarmed at this Indiscreet declara-
tion." hla companion hu?hed' him up, and
they shortly left the clubhouse. Enough had
been said, however, to excite suspicion, and
a quiet investigation revealed the cause of
the Spaniard's confluence. It was discovered
that Captain Carlos de La Casa, of the
Spanish army, has been la New York
for three months. He has avoided
the hotels and clubs and has taken a flat
la street.
From this retreat. It is said,, he has made
many visits to points of interest around
Dew York and it is learned collected an
Immense amount of valuable Information
concerning the fortifications at Willets point,
Sandy Hook, and other places within forty
or fifty miles of the city. It Is believed that
he enriched his collection with numerous
drawings and photographs, accurately locat-
ing the sites of the mines, which will aid
In defending the harbor. Of course, a great
amcunt of Information regarding New York
harbor can be obtained by any one, es-

pecially in relation to Its channels and ap-

proaches, but the military Information is
Jealously guarded.

Recently Captain De la Casa's room was
broken into and some of his valuable pa-
pers are said to be missing. The Captain
does not know whether It Is the work of
an ordinary everyday burglar or of a
"United States secret-servic- e agent. The
Spaniards think the administration may
have nipped Captain De la Casa's scheme
in the bud.

Captain De la Casa was seen at his homo
last night. 'The thief did not take any
papers, and I have received no report from
the police. It is true that I am the rr.lU
ltary atttache to ihe Spanish legation, but'
that does not cau e me to suspect that the
thief was other lan an ordinary burglar.
It I a singular fact that he deliberately
overlooked valua ale property within his
reach, but If he was after papers he did
not get any. ily work here is eimply llk
that of other military attaches, to go about
from pls.ee to place Inspecting t'is different
military posts, with a view of discovering
any improvements which may be servicable
to us. Then I report to the Minister of
War in Spain. I have visited Baltimore,
St. Paul and other places. I have a letter
of introduction from the Secretary of War."

"Do ycu mean that you take plans and
notes?' was asked.

Yes," said the Captain.
'Does the Secretary's letter cover that

ground?" said the reporter.
"It gives me the privilege of making ob-

servations. I am not an engineer, but an
oRlcer of artillery. I hAve Just returned
from Baltimore. 1 shall return to Washing-
ton w."

About an hour after the reporter left
Captain De la Casa's house, a friend of his
telephoned this statement to the World:

Captain De la Casa wishes it to be under
stood beyond doubt that his visits to the
different fortifications were connected solely
with matters of ordnance, and that he has
never taken a ptan of any fortification or
Inspected any harbor. The only plans he ever
had were those given him by the Secretary
of War details of ordnance and the like.
Ills object was to suggest improvements in
the system at home."

SEVER "WIS A FIGHT.

Xnsmricents Alvraya Rooted, According1
to the Havana Press Censor.

HAVANA. March I0.Colonel Salmero. in
command of " a Spanish column operating
against the Insurgents In the province of
Pinar del Rio, has won a victory and cap-

tured a fortified position occupied by the
enemy. The insurgents were found occupy-

ing a strong position in the neighborhood
of the Gaucamayo plantation, and it was
strengthened with artillery which protected
the insurgent infantry, put the troops dis-

lodged the insurgents who retreated to the
plantation of Dos Hermanos, where they
formed in line of battle. After an hour's
fighting, tlurlng which cannon shots were
exchanged, the insurgents were dispersed
with a loss of 120 killed and wounded.

The Insurgents have burned the village
of Martlnas, In the district of Guines, pro-

vince of Havana, and have destroyed by
fire tobacco houses and stores at Hato and
the villages of San Mateo, Gallano, Luis
and Iazo. situated in a picturesque valley
and the splendid tobacco plantations about
the village of Punta de la Cierro. They
have also burned the buildings on the estate
of Dos Hermanos at San Juan de Martinez,
province cf Pinar del Rio.

The Covadon.sra battalion has been engaged
with the insurgents who were found en-

trenched in the Vigilance farm, in the dis-
trict of Qulzar. Alter exchanging shots for
about half an hour the insurgents retreated
with a loss of rive kUIed.

General Lachamore has been engage In
the district of Ramon de las Jagues. province
cf Santiago de Cuba, with the insurgents
under Jose Maceo. The. Spanish troops cap-
tured the insurgent camp and hopsltal. One
guerrilla was killed and one ottlcer and
rune soldiers were wounded. The insurgents
If ft nineteen killed and retired with their
wounded. The troops also captured two
prisoners or. whom Important correspondence
was found.

Colonel Suarez, in the mountains of San
Miguel, province of Matanzas, has been en-
gaged with l.S insurgents under Iacret.
The loss in killed and wounded Li not
known.

Lieutenant Colonel Berrlz. with a squadron
of Bourton guerrillas, has been engaged
with th insurgents under Nunez, at Pe-dro- so.

Th insurgents left fourteen killed
and retired with their wounded. The loss
of the troops was insignificant.

Xatural Phenomenon Upon Which the
Flying; Dutchman Fablo Is Dared.

The atmosphere in the vicinity of thecape of Good Hope has that peculiar power

of unequal refraction which produces the
spectral mirages so well known to the
early settlers on the great plains and to all
travelers and explorers In desert regions.
This unequal blending of the rays of light
gives rise to what are known as "spectral
loomings," by which is meant the apparent
suspension of ships and other objects in
midair. The peculiar properties of the at
mosphere over that portion of the ocean
mentioned has been known since, men first
"rounded the cape" in their voyages from
western Europe to the Indies, and the reg
ular appearance of the mirage at tnat
point Is responsible for the legend of the
"Death Ship." otherwise known as thn
"Flying Dutchman." According to the
story, a Dutch captain, homeward bound
from the u.ast males, met witn long-con-tlnu- ed

bad weather while trying to "round
the cape." This series of soualls was
coupled with other circumstances which
made "turning the cape ' next to impossi
ble. The wind was "dead ahead" and the
weather was dark and foggy.

At the time when the brave little Dutch
captain was making a final effort to get
off in a northwesterly direction ana was
about to make a failure of it, the mate and
the sailors advised him to turn back and
seek shelter in a neighboring harbort until
the eale was over. But this he refused to
do, swearing that he intended "to turn the
cape ' if he had to beat back and rortn
along that shore until the day of judgment.
For this burst of profanity, so the tradition
says, he was doomed to steer against the
blustery winds forever. The sails of his
shin, so those who believe in the legend say.
have become bleached with age, and its
sides and bottom worm-eate- n and decayed
in the long struggle, which has ever since
been kept up between tne cursed vessel ana
the elements. The little Dutch captain and
his crew, like all persons living under a spell.
continue to exist, knowing: their condition.
but unable to help themselves. Shin cap
tains who have sighted the doomed vessel
time and again during tne past century ana
a half, report that the crew of the cursed
Dutch vessel appear to be living skeletons.
Yet they continue to live under the blighting
effects of what was brought on by tneir
masters rashness. Thev cannot lower a
boat, they are so weak. Yet they occasional
ly hall passing vessels, imploring to be res
cued from their awful rate.
