ﬁ'AﬂH]NG’!‘ON’. Diarch 10.—The House to-
day witnessed the annual attempt to cut off
the appropriation for speclal mail facflities
between Bosion, via New York and Wash-
ington, to Atlanta and New Orleans. This
appropriation has been carrled in the most-
office bill since 1873. This year it amounted
to $196,000, and coupled with it wera appro-
priations for special facilities between Kan-
sas City and Newton, Kan.,, and Chicago
&and Councll Bluffs, Ia. The laiter items,
bowever, went down before points of order.
An attempt was made also to rule out the
Southern subsidy on a point of order, but Mr,
Payne, of New York, overruled the point,
The motion to strike out was defeated—93 to
116. The postoffice bill was not disposed of.

On motion of Mr. Gellett, of Massachusetts,
a bill was passed making one year's ‘‘con-
tinuous residence” in a Territory a prere-
qQuisite to obtalning a divoree in such Ter-
ritory. The bil! was aimed at Oklahoma
Territory, where but ninety days' residence
is required.

IMPORTANT INVESTIGATION.

Ways and Means Committee Will In-
quire Into the Recliprocity Question.

WASHINGTON, March 10.—The subcom-
mittee of the committee on ways and means,
having under consideration several bills re-
lating to reciprocity and commercial treatles,
will have a series of public hearings at the
Capltol in Washington commencing Monday,
March 16, and closing Saturday, March 2,
at which all persons interested In those sub-
jects are Invited to appear. The committee
desires practical information concerning the
operations of the reciprocity treaties that
were negotiated by the last administration,
and the effect of their repeal; also concern-
ing the obstacles in the tariff or customs
regulations of foraign countries tending to
retard the extension of our export trade.
The inquiry will be confined to those two
points. Perzons desiring to appear belore
the committee will address the Hon. A. J.
Hopkins, chairman.

The commitiee has also malled about 3,000
circulars of inquiry to merchants and manu-
facturers actually engaged In the export
trade and asking a series of questions de-
signed to ellcit information that will be val-
uable In considering Tfuture legisiation.
These questions relate to individual effor:is
that have been made to reach foreign mar-
kets; the discriminations or obstacles i the
laws or customs regulations of foreign coun-
tries that have been met with and the means
by * which they may be removed; what
changes have recently occurred in the tariffs
of foreign countries and how far modifica-
tion would aid in the extension of American
éxports. The committee also has asked in-
formation concerning the present output of
the manufacturers of the United States com-
pared with that of six years ago, and what
changes have oceurred in the cost of produc-
tion, including wages, the cost of raw ma-
terial, transportation rates, ete.; also, what

proportion of the total present and possible
output of the manufacturers of the United
States can be absorbed by the domestic mar-
ket, and the natural surplus that would
remain for export if all the manufactories
Were running to their full capacity.

The direct question is asked also, whether
the general effect of the reciprocity arrange-
ments made in 1830 was favorable or un-
fq.vorable to the export trade of the United
Siates, particulafly so far as they concerned
the farm products, and wheliwr the manu-
fgcturers and export merchants of the
United States favor the application of the
reciprocity principle to futurs tariff legis-

tion, and the enactment of a general law
authorizing the President to negotiate reci-
proc!tfr treaties with both European and
American nations so far as possible. Nimilar
circulars to those gent to manufact irsrs have
been sent to commercial and industrial or-
ganizations throughout the country fcr the
purpose of obtaining public sentimeat on
these questions. The information received in
reply to these inquiries will be compiled in a
report for the use of Congress.

VENEZUELAN HISTORY.

An Officinl Statement of the Long-
Standing Boundary Dispute.
WASHINGTON, March 10.—A valuable
addition to the literature on the subject of
the Venezuelan boundary controversy was
made public to-day through the issue of
"“an official history of the discussion be-
tween Venezuela and Great Britain on the
Guiana boundaries.” This is part of tha case
prepared by the Venezuelan legation for
presentation to the United States commis-
sion, which is at present dealing with the
vexed boundary dispute. It makes 435 pages
of closely printed matter, the volume being
almost as large as that issued by the British
Forelgn Office in explanation of the British

side. As {is caption indicates this volume is
strictly historical, and in no place does it
exhibit a line of argument outside of the
diplomatic notes exchanged in the past.
Chronologically the volume covers notes and
correspondence as far back as 1522, and the
history Is brought down to include the cele-
brated Olney note of last July, the two re-
sporses of Lord Salisbury, the message of
President Cleveland to Congress on the sub-
Ject of Venezuela and the jolnt resolution
passed by Congress autnorizing the appoint-
ment of the American commission to define
the true boundary line. Thus the volume
makes a most complete and compendious
history of the entire case from a Venezuelan
standpoint. From a careful perusal of the
volume it cannot be noted that any new
matter has been brought to light and, in
fact, this volume, taken in connection with
the British blue book on the same subject,
just issued, may be regarded as making up
and setting out all of the substantial ele-
ments and facts on which our commission
will be obliged to reply in arriving at a
conclusion as to the boundary line. One
feature of the past correspondence, which,
if not new, has now been brought to the at-
tention of the public in detail recently, is
the fact that in 15894 an earnest effort was
made by the Pope, at the instance of the
President of Venezuela, to eompose the dif-
ferences between VYenezuela and Great
Britain. The detalls of the failure of the
project, being recited to the Venezuelans by
word of mouth of the papa! legate are not
set out in the correspondence, but it is evi-
dent fram the book that the refusal of the
British government to entertain such over-
turea was firm and final. The first article in
the volume is devoted to the celebrated
Schomburgk line.

Garbled and Perverted.

LONDON, March 11.—-The Chronicle this
morning calls attention to what it alleges
to be a garbled and perverted summary of
a Spanish archive of 1640, published on page
58 of the Venezueian blue book. The Chron-
icle adds: “It will thus be seen how flimsy
ig the English case timt the Dutch handed
us the coast from the Pomaron to the Ori-
noco by the treaty of Munster, The evidence
produced would not be considered for a
moment in a court of law."”

An Optimistie Venezuelan.
NEW YORK, March 10.—Jose Rojas, of
Venezuela, who {3 on hls way to England as

a representative of his government, is in
this ¢ity to-day. To a reporter Mr. Rofas
said that there is no danger of a revolution
in Venezuela. He also declared that the
boundary dispute with England will be ami-
cably settled.

FRAUDS IN ALABAMA.

Report on Senator Allen's Resolution
Asking for an Investigation.

WASHINGTON, March 10.—Senator Chan-
dler, from the committee on privileges and
elections, to-day presented to the Benate

the views of the majority of the committee,
consisting of the Republican members,
recommending the adoption of Senator Al-
lan's resolution providing for an investiga-
tion of the Alabama State and legislative
election of 18M. The report makes refer-
ence to the election of 15392, ip which Thomas
G. Jones, regular Democrat, and Reuben F.
Kolb were the rival candidates for Gov-
ernor, While in this election Jones was de-
clared Governor, the commitice assert that
this was “done by the wholesale falsifica-
ticn of the returns by dishonest election
officers in pursunance of a great conspiracy
deliberately organized long before the elec-
tion for the purpose of changing the political
complexion of the State in case it should
appear that Kolb and his supporters had
carried the State."

In 1834 Kolb was again a candidate for
Governor with Hon. W. O. Oates as his
opponentt on the regular Democraite ticket.
The report asserts that Kolb was elected
at this time as were a majority of the can-
didates for the Legislature on the same
ticket, but that they were not given the
offices on account of the fact that an er-
ranesusly fictitious vote was relurned. Fif-
teen couynties are mentioned as glving re-
turns of 00 votes, whereas, only 16,000
votes were cast. Therefore. Mr. Oates, in-
steadl of belng elected by 27,682 voles, was
defeated by about 7,000 majority.

The committee says the Kolb Leglsiature
Was counted out in the same way and that
in both «e¢lections the frauduient returns
came main!y from the *“black”™ counties;
that Kaolb and his ticket carried a majority
of the *“white” counties arnd that the
negroes, faiiing to register, false poll lista
were made and false returns made and
cortified favoreble to Kolb's antagonlsts.

Renerves of Corm and Wheat.
WASHINGTON, March 10.—The Agricul-
tural Department to-day issued the follow-
ing crop report on distribution and quality
of the corn and wheat crops of 1805:

“Returns from the township, county and
State correspondents of the department in-
dicate as the amount of corn yet held
by farmers 4.8 per cent., of the total crop,
or 1,072,000,000 bushels. Proportion and total
farm reserves are both unprecedented. A
vear ago the stock so held was but 476,000,000
bushels. The amount to be sold outside the
country is estimated at 21.9 per cent.; last
yvear's percentage having been 13.4. Average
value of merchantable corn, 5.6 cents, and
of unmerchantable 15.4 cents.

The wheat reserves in farmers’ hands
amount to 26.3 per cent. of the crop, or
123,000.0 bushels. Of this amount 49 per
cont, I8 reported as coming over from
1894 or before. The proportion of wheat
sold beyond county lines is 8.5 per cent

The tobacco crop of 1885 is found, after a
specinl investigation, to have been 491, -
544,000 pounds, an average yleld of 775 pounds
wr acre on 633,950 acres, Value of crop,

WASHINGTON, March 10.—-The House
committee on commerce to-day voted to re-
port favorably the bill introduced by Mr.
Murphy, of Tllinois, for a bridge to be bullt
over the Mississippi river, at East river,
by the East 8t. Louls Bridge and Construc-
tion Company. There was no dissent, but
several amendments proposed by Mr. Joy,

of Missouri, were attached to the bill. The
amendments provide that the bridge shall
be constructed +to accommodate double
JAtracks for passenger and freight trains; that
there shall be no consolidation or pooling
with any other bridge company, and that
no officer of the company shall be an of-
ficer of any other bridge company, violation
of these provisions to resug in a forfeiture
of the property to the vernment, the
Secretary of War to take possession. It
was also provided that the ratea shail be
$ for the passage of each freight and pas-
senger car (exciusive of passengers) and 15

Proposed Haid by Mexicans.
WASHINGTON, March 10,—The customs
officials here have heard nothing of the
reported raid by Mexicans into the State
of Sonora with a view to inciting a revelu-
tion nor have any instructions been sent

to the customs officers on the border to be
on the lookout for the raiders. Senor
Romero, the Mexican minister here, how-
ever, has received information of the pro-
poged Invasion, but he attaches mo Impor-
tance to the movement. He says that the
people engaged in it are cattle stealers
and marauders and but for the fact that
they are likely to commit depredations and
possibly kill a number of innocent people
their movements would be of no conse-
quence. The leaders are men of no standing
or character and represent no one but thems-
selves, he added.

No Place for Americans,

WASHINGTON, March 10.—Many Ameri-
cans have been making Inquiries of United
States Consul O'Hara, of Greytown, as to
the future cof that town in the event of the
pushing of the Nicaraguan canal project,
showing a widespread bellef that a great
field would be opened to American labor and
capital., The consul therefore makes a
speclal report on the subject to the State

epartment, taking the ground that the
many: improvements, such as rallw.ys,
bridges, wagon roads, etc., that would fol-
low the opening of the canal would tend to
build up the many small towns instead of
creating one great Buenos Ayres or Rio at

one entrance, and that at present American
laborers would hardly be contented in Nic-
aragua.

To Admit New Mexico.
WASHINGTON, March 10.—The subcom-
mitiee of the Senate committee appointed
to consider the bill for the admission of
New Mexico decided unanimously to-day to

report to the full committee in favor of
the passage of the bill. The subcommittee
will report the bill as introduced by Dele-
gate Catron, with a few verbal changes.
While it is understood that the bill will
encounter some opposition in the full com-
mittee, its friends express confldence thal
the subcommittee’s recommendation will be
accepted by the majority of the entire com-
mittee, and that they will soon get the
blll into the Senate with a faverable rec-
ommendation.

“Joe" Chamberlain! whose *“vigorous colo-
nial policy” has won the approval of the
masses, Newspaper representatives were

present by the score, and came from many
parts of the world. Included among the

audience were the Duke of Abercorn, chair-
man of the British Chartered South African

Company; Earl and Lady Coventry (they
had several relatives among the raiders);
Lady Finley, the Hon. Reginald Coventry,

admiral of the fleet; Sir John E. Commerel,
G. C. B. V. C.; Lady Annaly, who had a
brother-in-lay amsng the ralders wounded,
and a number of other people of equal im-
portance.

There was excited admiration, almost awe,
when Dr. Jameson and Sir John Willoughby,
the military commander of the expedition,
and their fellow-raiders mustered together
at the opening of the court, and had it not
been for the stern demeanor of the Chief
Justice a popular demonstration would have
occurred. The array of counsel on both
gldes is formidable. For the deiense there
are Sir Edward Clarke, Q. C.: =2ir F. Lock-
wood, Q. C.; Mr. Edward M. Carson, Q. C,,
and Mr. C. F. Gill. In behalf of the treas-
ury ¥the prosecution), thers are Sir Richard
Webster, Q. C.; Mr, R B. Finley, Q. C.;
8ir Charles Mathew, Q. C., and others, Sir
John Bridge, the chief magistrate, presided.

Sir Richard Webster opened for the crown.
He dwelt in forcible language on the gravity
of the charge against the prisoners, con-
tending that the South African republic was
a friendly state within the meaning of the
foreign enlistment - pet, *&nd - holding that
Bechuanaland, from which most of Dr.
Jameson's troapers came, was undoubtedly
part of the British dominion. Continuing
Sir Richard reviewed the circumstances o
the notorius raid, mentioned the speech
which Colonel R. Grey made to the Bechu-
analand police at Mafeking, in which he
sald: *I cannot tell you we are going by
25: thuee::‘llll Orﬂemh butt iouBare I!ﬂ%olng :o

or the support of the Brit flag in
South Africa.”

The address of Sir Richard Webster was
listened to with great interest. The most
intense silence prevailed in court, and evd
ery word which fell from counsel’s lins
seemed to cause the defendants to change
their attitude. Thelr nonchalant demeanor
gradually left them, and In time they began
to look nervous and worrled. There was
no mistaking the earnestness of the leading
counsel for the prosecution, and if any of
the defendants had the idea that the legal
action against them was to be a mere for-
mality that notlon was soon dissipated Ly
Sir Richard Webster's remarks. When
counsel sat down there was a murmuring,
quickly suppressed, of surprise among the
friends of the rald'ers. Evidently they had
not realized the gravity of thelir situation.

The first witness called was BSergeant
Hay, of the Bechuanaland police, a typical
troaper of the British South African mount-
ed forces, bronzed and wiry, well built and
smart looking. He testified to the muster-
ing of the troopers at Mafeking, and to the
endeavors of Dr, Jameson and Colonel
Grey to induce him and a few of his com-
rades to join the body of men being
equipped for the march towards Johannes-
burg. The questions put to Sergeant Hay
drew forth from that witness the state-
ment that Dr. Jameson and Colonel Grey
were much annoyed, and so expressed
themselves, at the fact that some of ihe
troopers hesitated and others refused to
join in the expedition.

Corporal Smith, of Bechuanaland police,
testified that Dr. Jameson made a speech
to the troopers at Pitsanipitiogo on Dec. 29,
and read them a letter signed by Messrs.
Hammond, Farrer, Philllps and Leonard, of
the Johannesburg reform committee, re-
questing assistance on behalf of the people
of Johannesburg, who, it was claimed, were
in danger from the threatening attitude of
the Boers. According to Corporal Smith
Dr. Jameson told the troopers that he did
not beiieve a shot would be fired. Later,
ammunition and rations were served out and
the troopers started on thelr march across
the frontler of the Transvaal.

There were no startling developments dur-
ing the examination of the witnesses. Aft-
ér the formal evidence had been submitted
the examination was adjourned for a week.

APPEALS TO BALLINGTON.

General Booth Wants His Son to Ask
Forgiveneas.

LONDON, March 10.—General Booth, of
the Salvation Army, has cabled a manlfesto
to the headquarters of the Salvation Army
in New York. Bramwell Booth also has a
manifesto in to-day’'s War Cry, in which he
gsays that “the fidelity of the American
troops is unshaken,” and warns the army
against the “misrepresentation of the anti-
English American presa.” He also says that
the General’'s heart Is *“torn and ‘“sorely

wounded,” but “he is determined to carry
on the government without respect to per-
sons."

A reporter asked General Booth to-day for
an expression of his opinion on the trouble
in the Salvation Army in the United States.
The General replied: “‘Ballington’s action is
inexplicable and Is a heart-breaking blow
to me. I =till hope that the differences may
be soothed over and I ecabled to Ballingion
last evening the assurance that it was still
not too late for forgiveness, and begging
him to come to England that 1 might pray
with him. He has, however, not answered.”

General Booth was asked what effect he
thought Ballington Booth’s new movement
would have on the Salvation Army. He re-
plied: “I do not think the movement wiil
affect the army, which, I hope, will, united,
pursue its work on the original lines.

TRIAL OF BLACKMAILERS.,

Mlle. Marsy's Testimony Agalinst Le-
baundy's “Biecders.'

PARIS, March 10.—The trial of Armand
Rosenthal, Jacques 8t. Cece, Count Lionel
Werther de Cesti, M. Belensi, a banker;
Ulrich de Civey, M. Peidedar de Ladruyere
and M. Zeidlowsky, on the charge of
blackmaliling Max Lebaudy, who Is said to
have been hounded to death by blackmall-
ers, was resumed to-day. Mlle. Marsy, the
actress, who is Lebaudy's legatee, again
took the witness stand and testified that

Count De Cestri visited Lebaudy during his
last iliness and made a scené which pros-
trated Lebaudy. The latter warned her

CHANGE OF SENTIMENT.

Italians Now Anxious to Push the War
in Abyssinin.

LONDON, March 11.-The Rome ecorre-
spondent of the Times notes a change in pub-
lic feleing there, and a predominance in the
demonstrations in favor of retrieving Italy's
military dignity before concluding a peace
with Abyssinia. *“It is certain,” this corre-
spondent continues, “that one result of the

disaster will be an Immense and much need-
e;i improvement in the military organiza-
tion."

The Standard’s Rome correspondent says
that the Cabinet which was announced to-
day will continue the war in Abyssinia. The
new Cabinet, as finally decided on, is as fol-
lows: Premler and Minister of the Interjor,
the Marquis DI Rudini; Minister for War,
General Ricotti: Minister of Marine, Ad-
miral Brin; Minlster for Foreign Affairs, the
Duke of Sermoneta; Minister of Justice, Sen-
ator Ceosta: Minister of Finance, Signor
Baneca; Minister of the Treasury, Signor Co-
lombo; Minister of Public Works, Signor Per-
azzi; Minister of Education, Signor Gian-
turio; Minister of Agriculture, Signor Gule-
ciardini; Minister of Posts and Telegraphs,
Signor Carmine. The new ministers will take
the oath of office to-day, and the Chambers
will be summoned to meet on Monday next,

'he Daily News has a Rome dispatch
which says that there are rumers there that
the Kalifa, with a large army, is moving
against Cassala. The English are preparing
to march against the Dervishes from
Buakim.

A dispatch from Cairo says that there are

native rumors at Wady Halfa that Cassala
has been attacked.

Disastrous Floods in Europe.
LONDON, March 11.—A Vienna dispatch
to the Standard says that there has been
a heavy snowfall for three days in Austria,
followed by a sudden thaw, which has
caused disastrous results. The telephone
service has been disorganized and the

Vienna streets are a network of fallen
wires, hindering traffic. There have been
floods in the Alpine districts of the Tyrol
and in Bohemia, with avalanches and land-
slips on the railways. It is feared that
many lives have been lost.

The Standard also has a dispatch from
Berlin which reports extensive floods in
the west and south of Germany, The
Rhine, Moselle, Saar, Maine and Neckar
are all overfowed and have submerged a
wide stretch of counury, causing much dam-
age. It is reported that several lives have
been lest. A bridge is also sald to have
fallen at Pforzheim while a train laden
with ploneers was crossing and eight hun-
dred persons were drowned. The inhabitants
of several places ask for military ald to
relieve the distress,

No Degrees for Women.
LONDON, March 10.—The Oxford congre-
gation rejected to-day all the proposals sub-

stituted for the previously Jdefeated motion
to confer the d & of bachelor of aris
upon women. his proposition was re-
jected by a vote of 140 to 136. The other
propoesals regarding conferring of diplio-
mas or certiicates were rejected by large
majorities.

No Hope for Mrs. Maybrick.
LIONDON, March 10.—Inquiries made to-
day at the United States embassy confirm

the report that the Secretary of State of
the Home Deparitment, Sir Matthew White
Ridley, has refused to reopen the case of
Mrs. Fiorence Maybrick, the American, sen-
tenced to imprisonment for life after hav-
ing been convicted of poisoning her husband.
