FRANKFORT, Ky., March H.-T- hls 11th
day of March, 1SDC, will be unenviably mem-

orable In the history of Kentucky State
politics. Blind partlsanlsm and bitter pas-
sion usurped the place of cool judgment and
sober thought. At times It looked as If
there mlht be an outbreak of mob violence.
When It became known outside that the
House had unseated Kaufman, the Democrat,
and that the Senate had unseated the Re-

publicans, James and Walton, the aspect
looked so threatening that many of the
great crowd that thronged the corridors
made a rush to get away. There was an
unseemly rush for the joint assembly room,
which was guarded by a large body of armed
men. At one time the explosive point was
almost reached. That point would doubtless
have been reached if the Republicans had
attempted to force the unseated Senators
Into the Joint assembly meeting. Kaufman,
the Democrat unseated by the House, was
already in the hall. Senator James, one of
the unseated Senators, got In by strategy.
This left one unseated Democrat and one
unseated Republican In the Joint assembly
hall. Thus honors were about even on that
score, and tended to promote peace. There
were revolvers waiting silent but ready at
the hall door, and had any one wanted
trouble he could have had It.

Within the hall of the joint assembly
matters were made to run more smoothly
by the ruling of Lieutenant Governor Worth-Ingto- n

that the clerk of each house should
call the roll for the vote of their respective
houses. Once under way the joint assembly
proceeded to business In true parliamentary
style. When It adjourned every member of
It went out Into the open air la a good
humor. The breaking of the quorum indi-
cates that this will be the strategy of both
parties through the few days that remain
of this session, and that neither party will
elect a Senator.

W.H. Dunlap, who on- - 5'esterd-A-i afternoon
withdrew from contest for the seat of Repre-
sentative Kaufman, returned to Frankfort
to-d-ay and Immediately was besieged by the
friends of tho Republican senatorial nominee,
who endeavored in vain to induce him to
withdraw his letter addressed to Mr. Blan-for- d,

Speaker of the House, in which he
abandoned the contest. To a reporter, be-

fore Kaufman was unseated, Mr. Dunlap
said: "My decision in the matter was made
only after a long and careful deliberation.
It Is final, and I will never consent to enter
the contest again. The House may go
ahead and unseat ' Mr. Kaufman, but it
cannot compel me to vote. I will refuse to
take the seat now If the House decides me
entitled to it. Of course,, in the event the
House decides to unseat Kaufman and puts
me In I shall be In the power of the House,.
and they can force me to go into the Joint
assembly, but they cannot force me to vote.
,1 came to Frankfort to-d- ay expecting to
receive 'all kinds of vllliflcation and abuse,
and am prepared to stand It. All of It, how-
ever, will not change me In the least."

Hon. St. John Boyle, the Republican nomi-
nee for Senator, to-d- ay received a telegram
from Senator John Sherman assuring him
that sixty-nin-e votes comprised a quorum
and would without question legally elect a

THREE .MEMBERS UNSEATED.
One Democratic Representative and

Two Republican) Senators.
Afrer the House had convened this morn

ing the clerk read the refusal of Mr. Dunlap
to. prosecute his contest against Mr. Kauf-
man. At Its close, Mr. Carroll arose and
stated that the House had no right to re-

fuse Mr. Dunlap the right to . withdraw
his .contest.v Thus, as far a3 the House
Is concerned, he claimed, settled the matter
entirely.

Progress of the Struggle in Cuba An
tonlo Mocpo Reported to Have

Slipped by the Spaniards.

WASHINGTON. March 1L The Cuban de-
bate In t)e Senate has advanced to the
stage of one of the great debates of th
American Congress, and the fpeech to-da- y

of Senator Hoar was another eventful feat-
ure of the discussion. In this debate the
Senators and the crowded galleries are kept
at high tension by such stirring themes as
war, and patriotism, and liberty. Mr.
Hoar's speech was notable in eettlng forth
the conservative view of the subject and
urging a postponement of action until
April 6. This developed many sharp contro-
versies with Sherman and other Senators.
In the main the ppeech was a plea for calm,
dignified and Judicial action. Instead of tht
excitement and disorder of the mob and
the impassioned speeches of orators. Mr.
Hoar characterized his colleague, Mr. Sher-
man, as one of the great statesmen of th
country, whoso name would go down la
history along with that of Lincoln, Grant
Seward, Fish and Ws illustrious brother,
and he lxught the Ohio Senator not to
obliterate this brilliant record by hasty
and unguarded action "on the Cuban ques-

tion. Mr. Hoar did not confine himself to
Cuba, but spoke Against congressional med-

dling in any foreign negotiation. In this
oonnection he paid a glowing tribute to
Secretary Olney, and, while differing with
him politically, Mr. Hoar eaU the Secretary
of State was a clear-heade- d, old-fashion- ed

Massachusetts Yankee, who could be cafely
trusted wjth our foreign negotiations. The
Senator added a like tribute to the sinceri-
ty of President Cleveland la dealing with
the Venezuelan question, and declared that
any action by Congress attacking the Pres-
ident's course would be an attack on Amer-

ica, Mr. Hoar's resolution for postpone-
ment lost Its parliamentary status at 2

o'clock and went to the calendar, Mr. Fher
man announcing that from this time for-

ward he wculi prts the p iuIcBeljyittloii , 'the conference report accep!i2gr!ie House
Cuban resolutions.

ALLEN'S RESOLUTION.
Mr. Allen offered the first development ss

to Cuba In the form of a joint resolution
authorizing and requesting the President to
make a thorough and rigid Investigation .

Into the present state of war In Cuba;
whether it Is being conducted in accordance
with the rules of civilized warfare; whether
extreme cruelties are being practiced by
either side, particularly toward noneom-batant- s,

and appropriating ),IKX, to be Im-

mediately available, for the purpose of the
President's investigation. Mr. Allen did not
press for immediate action, and without de-
bate It went to the committee oa foreign,
relations.

Mr. Hoar was then recognized on bis reso-
lution postponing the entire Cuban question
until April 6 and directing the commute
on foreign relations to make inquiry In the
meantime. The Senator sail his course was
taken with every fueling of respect for the
chairman of the committee on loreign rat-
ions (isherman). Turning to the latter, Mr.
Hoar added: "i regard him as the most
illustrious public character on the political
stage on this continent to-da- y. I sometirtHS
differ with him, but always with profound
respect tor him." ,

Mr. Hoar spoke ofthe serious feeling pre-
vailing In Spain, which had given the United
States minister at Madrid a feeling of In-
security for himself and family. The same
condition of public Irritation had stung the
Spanish minister at Washington to a viola-
tion of customary diplomatic proprieties. It
indicated the excited condition of feeling
prevailing. It was contrary to that calmness
and dignity with which subjects should bs
dealt. This was not a time for imitating
the clamor of the mobs, but for the exercise
of the Judicial faculty. Mr. Hoar Fpoke of
the entire absence of facts and information
on the Cuban question. The committee on
foreign relations had considered It and it
had brought in a resolution without any re-
port on facts. The committee had cited a
document which, on Inquiry, proved to be
the statement of the agent in the country for
the Cubans.

Mr. Sherman protested against this broal
characterization of the comrrittee. and in-
sisted that there was much information
which Mr. Hoar had prevented his seeing.

Amid much laughter Mr. Hoar beouht
his respected friend to let Mm prpeed with-
out Interruption. "I am not prepared," said
he. ironically, "to go to war cn the united
authority of a historian whose name th
Senator from Maine did rot know, nl
whose name the Senatcr from AUlim
(Morgan), who knows more than all or Mw

together, had forgom.r. and an art!clfut the encyclopedia by Clarence King. If
the committer on foreign relations has ex-

Mr. Sherman Jnterpofed to protest that
Mr. Hoar was not 6tating tb cae fairly,
calling hi attention to the official consular
correspondence from the State Depart men t.
which was comprised in a volume of 2 0
pages.

HOAR BECOMES TESTV.
Tdr. Hoar responded somewhat testily that,

what he complained of was the fact that the
committee cn foreign relations had made no
investigation. It was not able to report to
what was true and what was not. Mr.
Hoar warned Senators tliat the adoption of
the resolutions meant the denial of the rule
of international law, which we insisted on
so strenuously during the rebellion and to
which the Unled States committed itself
through our ministers to all foreign courts.
Including Spain. "Jf we are pledged In na-
tional honor o anything." said he. "It Is
that the Cuban are not rntiurd to belliger-
ent rights under any circumstances." He
read some of the Instructions of
Seward and quoted the wcrd3 cf President
Wolsty. of Yale Collece. against granting
the right of belligerency to how that if
granted, belligerency would have to 't
withdrawn onc the success of the revolu-
tion teemed Impossible. He would like to
know, he ald, if it wa not a matter cf
great gravity for forty-fiv- e States to de-
clare against our traditional policy and the
statement of that eminent International au-
thority.

DES MOINES. Ia., March 11. If doubt
existed as to the loyalty of Iowa Repub-

licans to Senator Allison, that doubt was
dispelled to-d- ay by the action of the State
convention. Never was there assembled In
the capital of this State a more enthusiast-
ic lot of delegates than those who to-d- ay

braved the blizzard to attest their fealty to
Iowa's candidate for the presidency. Four
thousand people were in the hall, and all
shouted themselves hoarse by cheering
every mention of Senator Allison's name.
The Senator will have a solid delegation to
support his candidacy at the St. Louis con-
vention. Tho delegates at large chosen to-

day are Hon. James S. Clarkson, Senator
John II. Gear and Representatives D. B.
Henderson and W. P. Hepburn. The al-

ternates are G. M. Curtis, Clinton; II. G.
McMillan, Rock Rapids; C. J. A. Ericson,
Boone; Philip Schaller, Sioux City,

The convention was without doubt the
most enthusiastic ever held In the State,
and It was, from beglnlng to end, an Alli-

son convention. It was manifest that he
was the first and last choice of the Repub-
licans of Iowx During the entire day's
proceedings no other name was suggested.
The names of Blaine and Harrison when
mentioned by speakers were invariably ap-

plauded. The Allison enthusiasm swept
everything before it. There were many
dramatic incidents that marked the
progress of the meeting. After the resolu-
tions were read by Hon. Jacob Rich, chair-
man of the committee. Governor Drake,
who was seated on the platform, jumped to
his feet and said: "Mr. Chairman and gen-

tlemen of the convention I move that those
resolutions be unanimously accepted and
Indorsed by the convention by a rising
vote, and that three cheers and a tiger be
given for Allison, the next President of tho
United .States." Almost before Chairman
Cummlngs cor.ld open his mouth to put fhe,
motion, the vast assembly of delegates and
the thousands of visitors in the galleries
arose and gave three cheers and a tiger,
the like of which has never before been
heard in Iowa.'

Before, the final adjournment there were
repeated calls for speeches. Congressman
Henderson responded to his name In a
masteMy speech. In which he told the peo-

ple of Iowa what the people of Washington
thought of Senator Allison. He denounced
the. present administration for operating a
bond-sellin- g shop in which mortgages are
placed upon the people. He referred to the
foreign policy of the administration, filled
with "hectic, blood-re- d delirium tremens,
declarations of war." At this mention the
audience cheered for several moments, and,
after subsiding, commenced cheering again.
Gen. J. S. Clarkson did not attend the con-
vention, having gone West last night. It
was thought there would be opposition to
him on account of a protracted absence
from the State, but he was unanimously
elected one of the delegates at large, and
received epeclal personal Indorsements In
several of the district caucuses. The men-
tion of Senator Gear's name in connection
with free sugar was cheered at great
length.

MR. DOLLIVER'S SPEECH.
A Tribute to Senator Allison Names

of District Delegates.
To-da- y was decidedly cold, with a driving

snow, making the prospects for the State
convention unpleasant, but when the time
arrived for holding the district conventions
the atmosphere cleared and the day be
came, while sharp and clear, delightful.
The district conventions were held at 9
o'clock this morning, and delegates and
alternates were selected for the national
Republican convention at St. Louis. Tho
Fifth and Tenth districts were the only
ones having contests. Following is a list
of the district delegates.

Mr. Jones, Republican, said that the pre-
siding officer of the Assembly was the ar-
biter, tho sole judge of the rules of the
Joint assembly.

Both clerka were acting under the direction
of the presiding officer of the Assembly,
said Barnett.

Mr. Flippen made the point of order that
the question had already been decided by the
presiding officer, and asked for a call of the
roll.

Speaker Blanford said that If it was the
intention to make tho chief clerk of the
Senate the chief clerk of the Joint assem-
bly for the purpose of counting the vote
of a member who has been legally expellei,
he wished to protest against any such rul-
ing.

After more wrangling the Chair ordered
the call of the roll. Senator Bronston asked
the presiding officer to repeat his ru:ing.
That officer then said that the clerks of
each house should call the roll of that
house. The calling of the roll was then be-
gun after the Lieutenant Governor had made
a strong speech. In which' he declared that
he would at all times do what was right.
The chief clerk, in calling the names of
the members of the Senate, omitted to
call those of James-an- d Walton, the two
Republican Senators who had been unseated
by the Senate majority a few minutrs before
going into joint assembly. T.ie clerk of the
House, in calling the rollof the House
members, omitted to call the name of Kauf-
man, Democrat, who had 'been unseated.
The roll call showed 130 members present
with two pairs.

Senator Bronston asked for the reading of
the Journals of the two nouses. He made,
the point that under the federal statute
the Journals of the respective houses should
be read, but agreed that the Journal of
the Joint assembly be dispensed with. The
clerks of the houses then read the Journals
cf the respective houses.

The ballot for Senator was then begun.
Senator Ellison voted for Carlisle, as did
Hollo way, Noe. Salyer. Stevenson, Carroll,
Rice, N. N, Speight. Vlolett and Walker.
Edington voted for Blackburn, while Poor
refused to vote. P. C. Smith voted for S.
B. Buckner. The names of dames, Walton
and Kaufman were 'not-called- The Repub-
licans refused to vote at all, with the object
of breaking a quorum. An exciting scene
occurred just before the . vote was an- -'

nounced. The names of absentees were
called and Flippin, Republican, who had
been absent, arose and started to vote.
Speaker Blanford shouted to him to sit down
and not vote and he was finally induced to
do so. The Democratic members criticised
Speaker Blanford for his action. He de-
clared he had a right to do as he had be-
cause he was only a member of the Joint
Hssembly. Tho ballot resulted as follows:
Blackburn, 54; Carlisle, 10; Buckner, 1. The
Chair decided that as only Vixty-flv- e votes
bad been cast there was no quorum and
therefore no election. On motion the as-
sembly adjourned at once an J the exciting'
events of the day, which were without pdece-de- nt

There was a
big crowd of sports in Madison-squar- e Gar-
den to-nig- ht, attracted by a prospective box-
ing bout between Jack McAuiiffe, the light-
weight champion, and George (Kid) LAvlgne,
of Saginaw, Mich. Defeat at the hands of
the clever Western boy meant for McAuiiffe
an end of his career in the rins; a draw
would sustain his reputation and a favorable
decision over lAvlsne . would placo . the
Brooklyn" boxer ahead of everything in bis
class. McAuiiffe knew this anl he trained
hard. He tipped the scale at 13S pounds'
and expressed himself as being1 very confi-
dent of cutpolnting Lavlgne. He was In fine
condition. The Saginaw "Kid" was equally
sanguine of success when he reacied the
Garden to-nig- ht. He showed by bis clear
skin and bright eyes that he had not neg-
lected himself while at Oceanic, N. J., train-
ing. He looked to be in the pink of condi-
tion.

Quite & damper was put on the proceed-
ings when it became known that Inspector
Brooks and Captain Pickett, who hid cbarge
of one hundred policemen la the big amphi-
theater, had warned the management that
no hard fighting would be allowed. The po-

lice officers also warned the fighters that
the first hard blow struck would be a signal
for the bout to be stopped and the arrest
of the principals and all others concerned
In the exhibition would follow.

At 8:30 there were fully five thousand peo-
ple in the garden and announcer John P.
Dunn Introduced the first pair of boxers for
a four-roun- d exhibition bout. They were
Billy SufTich and Jack Sweeney, of this city.
In the last round the boys hit rather lively
and the bout --was stopped, no decision be-
ing rendered.

LAvlgne entered the ring: at 10:30 o'clock
attended by Sam Fitzpatrlck, Paddy Purtell
and Ted Alexander. McAuiiffe was cheered
very heartily when he got through the
ropes. He was seconded by "Brooklyn"
Jimmy Carroll and Jimmy Nelson, the light
weight champions of the sparing partner.
The announcer informed the spectators that
Inspector Brooks would not allow a referee
to enter the ring and they therefore would
JuJge for themselves as to which of the
contestants was the better man.

Roudn 1 McAuiiffe led off with a light
loft on the face. Mack put his left on the
face. Iavlgne countered with his right on
tho body. Both exchanged rteht and left
body blows. Ivigne tried a left swing, but
fell short, and the round ended after about
two minutes fighting.

Round 2. Lavigne landed a hard left on
the lace. Again he sent his left on the face
and right on the body. McAuiiffe got in avery hot left on the body and his right on
the face. The "Kid" put a light left on the
face. McAuiiffe get in two lefts very hard
on the face and body.

Round 3. After clinching', Lavigne got his
left to the chin. They then exchanged right
and left swings oir the body and head. Mc-
Auiiffe put In three left hand Jabs on the
face and Lavigne countered with h!s left
on the face. At the end of the round both
jabbed their lefts on the face.

Round 4. Lavigne landed his left on thebody and they clinched. Both jabbed their
lefts In the face. Lavigne got in a left body
blow and a left and ri?ht on the face. La-
vigne pent his left hard on Jack's Jaw. Aftera clinch both exchanged left and right body
blows: Lavigne again larded bis right and
left on the face. McAuiiffe fell short in anattempt to land his right. Lavigne sent hisright on the face, which made McAuiiffe turn
around.

Round 5. Lavigne led with hhi left on the
face. The "KM" then hit Jark on the backof the head with his left and Jack staggered.
Jack sent his right hand to the face. La-
vigne got in another left on the head. Jacksent his left flush on the forehead and La-vie- ne

countered on the bodv.
Round Both Jabbed with their lefts on

the body. In a hot rally Lavigne landedhis right and left on the stomach. McAuiiffewas not equal to all this punishment, andLavigne continued to throw hN right andWt in on the body and face. Lavign4 hadMcAuiiffe in "quer street" when Insrfcctor
Brooks entered the ring and stopped thbout.
