Antonio Maceo Is once more In Havana
province, Yesterday it was announced that
Captain General! Weyler would shortly re-
move his headquarters from Havana ™ to
Matanzas In order the more conveniently
to direct the operations against the insur-
gents, who had retreated into S8anta Ciara.
Meantime, Maceo and his fodowers, includ-
ing Bandera and Lacret, seemed to have
turned upon their road, gone through the
line of troops llke small fires through the
meshes of a seine and made their way across
the entire province of Matanzas. Before
he encountered a force of troops to oppose
him he was at Nueva Pase, falrly across
the Matanzas bhorder and In Hayana prov-
ince again.

NO HOPE FOR CHICAGO

GOTHAM WILL FOREVER LEAD THE
CITIES IN POPULATION.

The Greater New York Bill for the
Annexation of Brooklyn and Long
Island Passed by State Senate.

ALBANY, N. Y., March 1L—At 530
o'clock this afternoon the Senate passed the
greater New York blll by a vote of 38 to &
The explanations of members when voting
were quite interesting. When Senator Hig-
gins’'s name was called on the final passage
of the blll he arose for the purpose of ex-
plaining his vote. He sald: “One year ago
I voted for consolidation, but since that
time my sentiments have changed entirely.
The bill does nothing but create a great
trust. I do not believe that the bill is in the
interests of good government. What the
people want s better citles, not greater
citles, and, without further explanation, I
will vote in the negative.”

Senator Malby, in explaining his vote,
said: *I do not think that the successful

government of a city of 3,000,000 le can
be accomplished. I have tried by n‘:;o %ate“m
he the ‘Brooklyn delegation to secure
fnr]o r and just terms, but that has been

possible, and as long as they are in favor
of some kind of consolidation I will vote
with the majority for this bill. While per-
sonally I do not think it a good thing for
the Republican party, nevertheless, jt i3 the
decision of the majority, and I will abide by
it. You are creating a normal mocratic
plurality below the Harlem, and the Re-
publican party will never aialn control any
part of that municipality. think the Re-
publican party is commitiing the eatest
political blunder of the century. However,
as 1 sald before, I will vote with the ma-

jority.

‘The bill, as passed, provides for a commis-
sion consisting of Andrew H. Green (Demo-
crat), Mﬁor trong, of New York (Repub-
lican); ayor Wurster (Republican), of
Brooklyn; yvor Gleason (Democrat), of
Long Island City: Siate Engineer Adams
(Republican); Atlorney-general Hancock
(Republican) and nine other persons, resi-
dents of the territory enlarged, to be ap-
pointed by the Governor, with the consent
of the Senate. The commission is directed,
on or before the first day of February, 1897,
to make a final report to the Legisiature.
The municipal officers of the territory shall
be voted for In November, 1897,

Lieutenant Governor Saxtion was the ob-
ject of a resolution of censure that was of-
fered in the State Senate to-day by Mr.
Pavey, a member of New York city. Mr.
Saxton’s offense was embodied In a letter
which he had written to the Rev. Dr. Storrs,
of Brooklyn, and which was published this
morning, in taking strong grounds azainst
the greater New York bill. The resolution
¥as withdrawn at the request of Senator
Iexow, who sald: “The Lieutenant Governor
of this State has no right to meddle with
legislation before this bady. T will not move
& vole of censure on the presiding officer,
for I think too much of him as a man, but
I resent any interference of this kind, a= it
is not within the province of a presiding offi-
cer of this body."

Mr. Saxton, In reply, sald that within the
past sixty days he had become acquainted
with many facts which led him to belleve
that the s#age of the greater New York
bill would be a very serious mistake on the
part of the Legislature, and especlally on
the part of the Republican members. He de-
nied that he had sought to Influence the ac-
tion of members, and upheld his right to ex-
press his opinion at any time.

PROGRESS OF STEAMBOATING.

A Feature Suggested for the Indiana
Centeanial,

In response to a circular letter sent out
by Col. Eli Lilly, of the Indlana centennial
commission, David S. Barmore, a promli-
nent steamboat man of Madison, writes:

“I am in receipt of your circular letter
inviting ideas and suggestions in regard to

the scope and character of the proposed
centennial anniversary of the establishment

of civil government in the State of In-
diara, to take place on July 4, 1900 I will
say that T am heartily in favor of such a
celebration, and have no doubt that the
State of Indiana will do itself justice on
that occasion. Taking it for granted that
you will receive responses to your request
from prominent men of every trade and
profession, I will confine my remarks to the
one department in which I claim to be
froncient and a representative—boat bulld-
ng. When we look at the long water line
boundary of our State on the north and on
the south, with its internal water courses,
we can easily realize that steamboating
and water transportation form no unim-
portant element of its prosperity. I think,
therefore, that such an exhibit as is pro-
posed should embrace a transportation de-
partment on some such general plan as
that of the Columbian fair in 1883. It might
display maps and protiles of the channel
of the Ohio and other rivers, which could
be obtained from the United States gov-
ernment engineers, and plans, and mogels.
and plctures of famous steamboats, with
yhistorical notes and statistics of the bulld-
ing and running of boats on river and lake.
All owners of ship yards and steamboats
will, 1 think, take an interest in giving
such help as they can to insure a creditable
and successful showing of these important
interests in cur State.”

Gllbert and Sullivan’s Latest.

“The Grand Duke; or, the Statutory Du-
el,'” is the name of Gilbert & Sullivan’s new
opera, that was produced at the Savoy
Theater, London, last Saturday night. From
all the stories cabled over it is a fair suc-
cess, and was received with much enthusi-
asm on account of the new prima donna,
Mme. Ilka von Palmay, a celebrated Hun-
garian singer, who made her English debut
on this occaslon. Sir Arthur led the or-
chestra and Gilbert sat in a box. A cable-
gram to the New York Herald says:

‘“The ‘Grand Duke,” produced Saturday
n‘ght at the Savoy Theater, is in no way
behind the other works of these wrilers,
excepting, perhaps, "Pinafore’ and the ever
charming ‘Mikado.” The music has a spar-
kle and dash which carries one quite away,
and there is a feellng that one could go on
forever listening to the lovely choruses,
duets, solos, quartets and quintets. The
characters are not numepous, and the piot
is what may be called ‘difficult to describe.’
The grand duke of a German court is a
miser and hated by his subjects, who are
counspiring agalnst him. Among the con-
spirators are Erest Dummkopf, a theal-
rical manager, and Ludwig, his leading
comedian. As the curtain rises Ludwig,
who is engaged to Ldsa, the soubrette of
the company, is entertaining his friends be-
fore going to church 1o be married. The
opening chorus, in which the sound of
church bells is blended, was perfecely giv-
en by about sixty voices. Then Ludwig de-
scribes the secret sign of the conspirators
in these words:

“ ‘By the mystic regulation
Of our dark associatlon

'Ere you open conversation
With another kindred: soul
You must eat a sausage roll
‘Which is very droll,

But bilious on the whole.’

“This is a patter song in Mr. Gilbert's best
style. The comedians include Julia Jellicoe,
who Is supposed to speak German with an
English accent, and .s possessed of  great
histrionic ambition. Dummkopf, the man-
ager, is in love with her. All affairs of honor
at the grand duke’'s court are settled by cut-
ting a pack of cards, the man who draws
the lowest being dead in law, though not in
fact. This is called ‘the statutory duel,” and
in this way the manager fights with Ludwig,
who, in turn, fights the grand duke. Lud-
wig being the winner, the Duke and manager
are dead in law, and Ludwig makes himself
Grand Duke, assuming, as the law has it,
all the responsibilities of the dead men,
which include two wives and several sweet-
hearts. Among the latter is the Princess of
Monte Carlo, to whom the Grand Duke has
been engaged since babyhcod, but whose
father has bean too poor to bring her to Ger-
many. Having, however, invented a game of
roulette, he mni:es a fortune, and with a ret-
inue of broken-down followers appears to
claim the Grand Duke’s hand for his daugh-
ter.

“Imndwig, as the Grand Duke, is enjoying
himself immensely. He is only a tentate
‘pour rire,’ and is attired as King Agamem-
non in ‘Troilus and Cressida,” with Louis
XIV wig. Lisa and Julia are also wearing
Greek dresses. It would be hopeless to de-
scribe al the topsy-turvydom that follows,
Suffice it to say that it is wildly funny, mag-
nificentl a::t«i1 and full of charming songs.
