TWO LINES DECLINE TO JOIX THE
FltElGHT ASSOCIATION.

Bis Four to Improve Ita Train Service
Original Stockholders of the

G. IL Ac I. Get Nothing.

Neither the Illinois Central nor the Chi-

cago & Eastern Illinois will become a mem-

ber of tho new Central Traffic Freight Com-
mittee, and their refusal practically de-

stroys all hop that the Ohlo River Asso-

ciation will amalgamate with the new
freight committee. The refusal of the
Illinois Central is based on tho fact that
the majority of the roads in the committee
are East and West roads, and. that it is
a north and south line exclusively. It was
not a member of the old Central Traffic
Association and it sees no reason why It
should become a subscriber to-- Its successor.
The action of the Eastern lllnols in de-

ciding to remain on the outside Is gov-

erned almost entirely by that of the Illinois
Central. It was not much Inclined to Join
the committee under any circumstances,
and the action of the Illinois Central set-
tled the matter. As the Eastern Illinois
Is one of the most important roads in the
OhI: river traffic territory It is not now
expected that any other of the Ohio River
Association roads will consent to have
their trafflc matters bound by an agreement
while a competitor like the Eastern Illinois
is left free to take such action as it likes.

Organization of the new Central Freight
Committee, which is to take the place of
tho freight department of the old Central
Traffic Association, and with the lines of
the. Chicago and Ohio River Traffic Asso-
ciation as members, was perfected in Chi-
cago yesterday. The new committee will
come into othclal existence on the first
day of tho coming month, with J. F. Tuck-
er, now chairman of the Chicago and Ohio
River TraKlc Association, as its governing
head, with the title of commissioner. Late
in the day the Ohio river committee brought
with it a resolution setting forth that the
lines of Its organization would consent to
become members of the proposed new com-
mittee only on condition that they should
comprise a separate and auxiliary commit-t- e

the province of which should bo the
exclusive control of all matter relating to
Ohio river traffic. The Ohio river lines de-
clared that they were willing that matters
affecting both Southern and Eastern lines
should be passed upon by the entire mem-
bership, but were not. willing that the East-
ern men, who could have little interest in
Southern business, should have a voice in
controlling that traffic. The general meet-
ing was then called and the organization
perfected on the lines Indicated.

The Sale of the G. IL & I.
The Grand Rapids & Indiana will soon

become a full fledged Pennsylvania line.
The Pennsylvania for some years has been
tightening its hold on the road by loaning
it money for improvements, keeping up its
Interest, etc. Now it is to be sold and the
Pennsylvania, being Its largest creditor, will
without doubt bid in the property. The
Fori Wayne Gazette says: "The sale of
the Grand Rapids & Indiana road to satisfy
first and second raortagages, of which the
Pennsylvania Company owns 90 per cent,
will be a calamity to more Interests than
one. Fort Wayne held $100,000 stock In the
road, which will, in all probability, be ut-
terly worthless after April 27. tho date of
the sale. This stock was issued to the
city in payment for money advanced for
the construction of the road. It was then
thought that the stock would some day
be worth at least W cents on the dollar,
but when the company began to fall behind
With ita Interests and mortgages were
placed upon the road and the rolling stock
until they covered the value of the property
two fold, then our citizens began to realize
that their holdings were not of much value.
However, the road has been and Is still a
great benefit to Fort Wayne and our people
feel that they have been well paid for the
investment, even if their stock is worthless.
The road will pass into the hands of the
Pennsylvania Company and will be operated
by them."

evr Fniit Train on the tlltr Tonri
The management of the Dig Four is so

well satisfied with the increase of passenger
business on the St. Louis division since the
establishment of the Knickerbocker special
that a new schedule has been prepared
for the St. Louis division, which will pro-
vide a fast train leaving St. Louis at 8 a.
m. and arriving at Indianapolis about 2:30 or
2:13. p. m. This train will have Cincinnati
connection, arriving at that point about 6
p. m. The new train will probably be known
as 'No. 12, as It will make connection with
the Chicago division train of that number.

Grande have met the cuts made by the
Union Pacific, Denver & Gulf to all Colo-

The action of the
Denver & Gulf was a surprise to the other
roads, as, after the last reduction, rates
were restored at the especial request of
that line, and it was forced to take all its
tickets off the market at a loss of con-
siderable money. Just why it should repeat
the action is not clearly understood here.

Reports aro being made to the . Western
Passenger Association that the market in
Denver is in a condition , far from satis-
factory. The brokers are said to be liberal-
ly supplied with tickets of various kind?,
with" which they are cutting the rates from
?2 to $3. Numerous calls for redemption
are being made on the roads.

CASE AGAIXST KO. 4 FIDELITY1
BUILDING AD SAVINGS fXIOX.

Friendly Suit Brought to Construe
n Paragraph of the Enclleh

Will.

Judge Brown, of the Circuit Court, has
ruled against the plaintiffs in the suit of
Minerva D. Vermllyea and others against
No. 4 Fidelity Building and Savings Union.
The suit was brought to have a receiver
appointed for the company. The court's
ruling practically throws the caso out of
court. The defendants filed a demurrer in-

sisting that the complaint did not show- -

that the plaintiffs had a rtandlng in court
that would enable them to ask for a re
ceiver; that they had borrowed from the as
sociation all they could utder the bylaws
and were not in a position to apply to
the court. Judg Brown holds that a bor-
rowing member has as much interest in
the association, even though he borrowed
to the full amount of his stock as a non-borrowi- ng

member. While he has got all
the money that he is entitled to, he has
mortgaged his property to secure the pay-
ment and is replacing the borrowed fund.
Hence he is as much interested in tl con-

duct and welfare of the association as if
he had not drawn out a cent.

"W;hilo this is true," said the court, in
sustaining the demurrer, "it Is clear that
in order that he may have standing in court,
he must not be In default. Under the by-

laws set out. If a shareholder does not pay
his weekly dues for a period of ninety days,
the stock may be declared forfeited, and

'
if a borrowing member does not pay his
Interest for ninety days, his stock may be
forfeited; that is the company has a right
to close the whole "'account as between the
parties under the bylaws, and it seems to
me that before the plaintiff can make a
good complaint he must In his complaint
negative any possibility that he is in de-
fault. The plaintiff can have no standing
In a court of equity unless he has done that.
If these plaintifrs have forfeited their
stock. It is clear to my mind that they
would have no right to apply to the court
for a receiver. Under the bylaws their
stock may bo forfeited, and before they
can present a good claim, they must state
that they are not in any way in default
and that they are paying their dues and
keeping up their chares. If the complaint
contained such a statement as that, a
different question would havo been pre-
sented to the court, because the borrowing
member has as much right to question
the management and apply to tho court
for a receiver aa a: Aonborrowlng member
or as a creditor, but before he can do that
he must show by his complaint that he
Is entitled to some Interest or that he has
some interest in tho fund for which he
asks the court to appoint a receiver.. This
complaint does not show that, but it shows
that the complainants have each taken
out twelve shares of stock and that they
have each paid $150, but the complaint does
not show when this was done. It may
have been done tight or ten months ago,
as far as anything is shown ' here, and the
stock may ail be forfeited.

"If, however, the complaint had stated
that they were not in default and were
paying their weekly dues, then it would
show to tho court that the plaintiffs had an
interest in the controversy and that they
had a right to ask of the management
that a proper accounting be made and that
proper action be taken for their Interests
and for the interests of any one else. A
mere stranger cannot come in and ask the
court to appoint a receiver, and on account
of the allegation of their interestj being
aa it is it seems to the court that the
plaintiffs arei in no better position than a
stranger. The demurrer carried back to the
complaint is sustained and an exception
granted."

HIS RANCHES A MYTH.

Alpharetta McCnrdy Wan Attracted to
Jacob H. Youd'k Alleged "Wealth.
When Miss Alp'naretta McCurdy awarded

her hand, and heart t5 he keeping of Jacob
B. Young twpcars'V !t 'Was the proud-
est day of her life. She had no other idea
than that she was becoming the wife of a
veritable "ranch kln.' These hopes of a
rosy future paved with wealth were speed-
ily dissipated, however, and now a decree
of divorce is sought. ; The complaint was
filed in the Superior Court yesterday by
Mrs. Young. She has been the victim of a
cruel deception, she claims, and wants-- to
be released from the man who was guilty
of the gigantic fraud alleged. Dec. 2, ISM,
the plaintiff and the defendant were mar-rie-d

They separated April .1, 1S05, and since
then their paths have not crossed. Mrs.
Young admits that she was Induced to be-
come the wife of the defendant because of
hLa glowing representations concerning his
financial affairs. She believed that he was
fabulously wealthy. He told her, she says,
that he owned ranches and farms in Col-
orado and other States, and valuable ren-
tal property in the city of Denver. Sho
and Young were married, and then came
despair. She shortly found out, she says,
that her husband. Instead of being all that
he had represented, was penniless. He had
to depend upon his wife and his mother-in-la- w

for a living, and the plaintiff alleges
that she was compelled to go out and work
as a servant in order to support her hus-
band. He would take her earnings, ehe
charges, and spend them for whisky, and
shortly after their marriage he became a
drunkard. She also. charges that he was
cruel to her. . He. neglected her when she
was 111 and required attention, and on some
occasions would curse her and humiliate her
in the presence of her friends. Occasion-
ally, she avers, he Hlcked and beat her and
offered other indignities. She praya for the
restoration of her maiden name in addition
to the divorce.

LT.DER "SPECIAL VEIIDICT" LAW.
The Judge Decided In Favor of the

Street-Ca- r Company.
Judge Bartholomew made a decision yes-

terday under the new "special verdict" law
that will have to be passed on by the Su-
preme Court. It was In the damage suit of
Alexander Thompson, who sued lor the
loss of services of his son, Frank Thomp-
son, a .minor. Yoang Thompson was em-
ployed by the Citizens Street-railroa- d Com-
pany, tending switches at Pennsylvania and
Washington streets. While engaged in per-
forming his duties he was struck by a trail-
er and permanently Injured. The case was
tried in Room 3, Superior Court, by jury, a
verdict being reached yesterday.

During the trial it was sworn that Alex-
ander .Thompson was divorced froru tla
wife several years ago. and the mother wasgiven the custody of the child. Frank. Mrs.
Thompson died two or three years ago.
The Jury found a special verdict for
$1,500, which the court at once awarded to
the defendant. He held that as the guar-
dianship of the boy had teen vested in the
mother the father had no right to claim
his services.
