One prominent Broadway
coinmission firm took about 40,000 shares.
The movement was, on its face, manipulated
by powerful interests. The ostensible basis
was reports of a compromise between the
¢rust and several of its most important com-
petitors, and of the probable ahsorption of
the property. The shorts suffered very se-
verely, and one professional dealer came to
open grief, his suspension being announced
on the Stock Exchange. The extreme rise
Was § per cent., to 8%, and was facilitated
by the catching of numerous loss orders.
Circumstantial denials of the reports from
official sources caused a reaction to 78y,
but the stock closed at a net gain of 2%
per cent. The strength eof Tobacco Im-
parted sympathetic strength to other in-
dustrial shares, notably to General Electric,
which came second in extent of trading,
and advanced 2% per cent. Vague rumors
of “something” favorable tc come out re-
garding the stock to-day were also in cir-
culation.

LOCAL GRAIN AND PRODUCE.

The Improvement in Trade Slow, with
Pricesn Steady.

To say that the improvement In business
with the better roads reaches expectations
would be an exaggeration, as in most lines
it is still up-hill work to keep up a fair aver-
age with the business of March of former
years, grocers and dry goods houses being
possibly an exception. Speaking of business
in a general way, it has a dragging ten-
dency, and many are holding on, expecting
a better turn in the near future. In staple
groceries prices carry a steady tone., Pro-
visions are firmer than ten days ago. In
dry goods there {8 no noticeable change,
On Commission row more is doing than last
month, but still commission men are look-
ing for further improvement If there s ever
again to be anyvthing in the business. In
fruits and vegetables prices are much the
same, poultry, eggs and butter markets carry
an easy tone, and with more springlike
weather lower prices will likely rule. The
hide market continues dull at unchanged
prices,

From a Broker's View Point.

(Chicago Dispatch to O. H. Faught.)

Just why the bears were so jubilant this
morning over the government report of
reserves In farmers’ hands it is hard to
determine, unless it is the fact that the
market has always sold off temporarily on
a government crop report, whether the tenor
was bullish or bearish. The fact of the mat-
ter Is that this one Is by comparison a
bullish report, at least so far, as wheat is
concerned. It shows amount of wheat In
farmers’ hands to be 123,000,000 bushels.
There can be no comparison between these
figures and those given out last year, as the
total of 75,000,000 for 1885 was admitted to be
an error on the part of the government
Agricultural Bureau. On the other hand,
the average for ten years, not including 1895,
is something llke 135,000,000, and figuring in
last year's total the average would be over
125,000,000, or considerable above the figures
given out last night for this year. The total,

therefore, of 123,000,000 can be looked on as
a bullish feature, Inasmuch as it can be
demonstrated that with consumption and
seed requiremen ether with an allow-
ance of only 2,500, els per week for
export between March 1 and July 1, the vis-
ible and invisible supply will be reduced on
the latter date to a smaller quantity than
ever before in the history of the trade. It
was conceded that the report should show
150,000,000 bushels In farmers' hands, but
the public mind is bound to compare the fig-
ures given out with those of last year, and
the Influence was bearish for the time belng.
It is foolish to sell wheat on the breaks. We
would rather buy it, even though we stood
a temporary loss in the purchase, for it is
sure to recover., It must be remembered
that at the bottom of the situation rests
the fact that the conditions which produced
such extremely low prices during the past
five years and the large stock abroad and at
home no longer exist, and cannot exist
during the coming crop year, for two of our
