CITY'S PROSPECT OF GETTING ONE
mvmp 2,000 PEOPLE,

All the Company Wants Is Improved
Streeins and Extension of
Water Malns.

If thie Board of Works wiil do a liitle for
the extreme South Side, the city Is in &
falr way to secure an addition to one of
its present factories of no mean proportions.
The National Card Compaay has been con-
solidated for about three years with the
Russell-Morgan Company, of Cincinnati, and
the Perfection Card Company, of New York.
The direciors of the consolidated company
are anxious to conzolidate the plants, thus
enabling the company to do more and better
work at less expense. They have been look-
ing over the ground in the three cities rep-
resented and have conciuded that, with a
few improvements by the city, this place
offers the best Inducements of any of the
three. The factory here., when running at

its full capacity, employs more than five
hundred people and is smaller than either
of the others:. Thus the combined factories
would employ nearly two thousand people.
The factory is located on the Belt rail-
road, near Shelby street, and the company
owns enough property adjacent to its present
bullding to increase itz capacity nearly ten-
fold if found necessary. Last year it bought
a strip of ground along the Belt road, be-
tween the present factory and Shelby street,
simply to prevent its purchase and use by
some other line of manufacturing that would
not be agreeable to the interests of the card
company, not in a financial way, but rather

to prevent nauseating odors from permeat-
ing its own factory to the detriment of the

health of Its employes, This i= the only
place where the company owns sufficlent
land to enable It to make the consolldation

without more purchases,
The company asks that the Board of

Works improve Beecher sireet, which passes
just north of the factory, so as togive it an
outiet to East street, This would necessitate
the bullding of a bridge over Pleasant run,
but this is a very necessary thing, for there

Is now no means of reaching the city except

over the Shelby-street and Raymond-street
bri , Which are about a miie apart. The
Beec er-street bridge would be about half
way between the others, The company also
wants Shelby street lmproved and wants
some water mains. The nearest waler main
to the large factory, where several hundred
girls are constantly employed, = almost
2,000 feet. There is a large double fire cls-
tern in the street just east of the factory,
but this Is scarcely a sufficlent protection
againet fire for this factory and the capsule
factory, only a short distance to the east.

It is stated that with these Imrosem,-nts
the company would consolidate the plants
in this ecity. There are nine directors and
it is understood that the matter of con-
solidation is now simply in abeyance, awalt-
ing the favorable action of the city authori-
ties. Of the nine directors it Is understood
that eight stand ready to vote for thizs city
if these Improvements are made,

Sixty per cent. of the employes of the
com v are girls, who earn reasonably
g w This makes the factory of
great benefit to the city. glving employment
to a class of people who otherwise would
find it difficult to support themselves.

PLEASANT RUN DRAINAGE.

Four Miles of a Needed Sewer Wounld
Cont About 350,000,

As spring approaches the people of the
goutheastern part of the city are wondering
if the present Board of Works will undertake
to provide a sewer system for them. The
systam as outlined by Rudolph Herring did

not include any of the Pleasant run drain-
age district, which, within the city limits,
has an area of about flve square miles. A
talk with City Engineer Jeup yesterday
showed that a main Interceptor could be put
in for this district at a cost of less than $2.60
a foot, and probably for as little as £ a
foot. It would require nearly four miles of

sewer to follow the bank of Pleasant run
from a point near where it crosses the Beit
railroad east of the city to the river. It
probably would be eighteen inches in diame-
ter at the beginning and three {eet in diame-
ter at the mouth. After allowlng for streots
and alleys, the cost for each 1,000 square
feet of private property within the drainage
distriet would be not more than 75 cents, or
this would be $2.25 for a thirty foot lot. These
figures are merely a rough estimate, but
they are belleved (o be high enough to cover
the cost of a sewer 20,000 feet in length at
£25 a foot, or $0,000. By condemning prop-
erty and tollowtns the course of Pleasant
run to Raymond street the size would be
made quite small, as no provision for the
sewer to carry any of the surface water
would have to be made. It would merely
intercept the sewage from the maln and
local sewers at the bank of Pleasant run,
and the overflow water would fo into the
run. The sewer would probably foilow Ray-
mond street from Garfleld Park to the river,
which would be a mile, and for that dis-
tance would be a main sewer as well as
the carrier of the discharge from the inter-
ceptor.

At the present time there is no provision
for house connections In any of the five
square miles within the territory, although
there are a few drain sewers merely (o
carry off the surface water,

THE NEW ASPHALT BIDDER.

Engineer Jeup Makes a Report
Aguninst Fruin-Bambrick Company.

City Engineer Jeup sald yesterday that he
would recommend that the Board of Works

refuse to consider the bids of the Fruin-

Bambrick Company for the four asphalt
streets on which it bi? Monday. He says

he finds that the company cannot comply
with the specifications in regard to the age
of streets built by it. The specifications re-

quire that any company in bidding must
show to the board that it can have a plant

in operation in the clty within sixty days
after receiving a contract; that it has the
abllity to complete the work given it; that
it can obtain the necessary material and
that it has built asphalt streets which are
now at least three years old and in good con-
dition. The company is able to show to the
satisfaction of the board that it can comply
with all but the latter part of these con-
ditions. In Peoria it has one sireet nearly
three years old, but in other places its work
dalu back only two vears. To offset this,

the company to give any kind of a
bond that may be required that its atreeu
will be a® good as any and satisfactory (o
the board.

While it is Mr. Jeup's opinion that the
new company should not recelve the con-
tracts, the members of the board are di-
vided on the question. They do not think it
necessary to compel a company to show that
it has streets three vears old, if it is able
to show that it can do first-class work, and
give sufficient security that it will be first-
¢class In every respect.

The board will further conslder the matter
this morning and mav lJet the contracts.
There will be a large delegation of property
owners living on the streets to be improved
before the board, some to insist that the con-
tract be awarded to the lowest bidder, while
others will uphold the old companies.

EIGHT-HOUR TEST WILL PROBABLY

Federation of Labor Council Reticent
as to the Nature of Its Pro-
ceedingns.

The execullve council of the American Fed-
eration of Labor closed up last evening like
geven oysters in the shell. They were ret-

fcent and deigned not to answer questions,
while their manner indicated that some mat-

ter of grave importance was under considera-
tion. Becretary MeCraith said the council
did absolutely nothing during the afternoon
which was of public interest, the time being
spent in settling the grievances between lo-
cal unions. It was hinted that something
more important was broached, and ¢that
something very important might develop to-
day.

It was saild that the committee having in
charge the selection of a trade to move on
May 1 for an eight-hbur day has not made
a report, but unofficially it was announced

that the carpenters will be chosen to make
the fight if any trade Is selected. The Broth-

erhood of Carpenters and Joiners Is one of
the most prosperous of ornnintlons afil-
fating with the federation, and the fight they
made a few years ago i1s a recommendation
for them. It also seems that tha carpenters’
brotherhood is the only trade which appears
really anxious to make the fight. They al-
lege that they have won half a victory and
they ask support in continuing the

The ca e-ners unions in this city are bad
demoraliz and members of the council
have beon trylng to restore the organizations
to their once prosperous condition.

REPUBLICANS MAY CARRY EVERY
CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT.

Status of Affalrs in the Thirteen Dis-
iricts of Indiana-—Dates of
Conventions.

The confidence of the Republicans in the
resull of the election this year is manifested
in the desire to secure nominations for every
elective office, There never was a time when
the rivailry for securing nominations on the
Republican ticket was so spirited and the
competition in a prellminary canvass so
close as this year. This shows a healthy
condition of the body politically, and {s an
encouraging sign for Republicans. Upon the
other hand, the Democrats are showing very
little ipterest in the coming contest, and
there are very few aspiring statesmen who
seem willing to sacrifice themselves as can-
didates on the Democratic ticket.

The indications point strongly to the elec-
tion of eleven Congressmen sure, and the
probabilities are that Indiana will again be
represented by a full Republican delegation
in the next United States Congress. Nom-

inations have already been made in the First,
Second, Fourth, Eleventh and Twelfth dis-
tricts. In the First, James A. Hemenway,
who has made an excellent record in Con-
gress, was renominated without opposition,
and will be re-elected by a good, safe ma-
Jority. A. M. Hardy, who made a great can-
vass and carried the Second district against
big odds in 1894, was unanimously nominated
on March 19, and his friends confidently be-
lieve that he will be re-elected.

The re-apportionment of the State for Con-

gressional purposes, in 1885, placed R. J.
Tracewell, of Coryden, Congressman f{rom
the Third, In a strong Democratic district.
Notwithstanding the fact, however, that the
change in his distriet largely increased the
Democratic majority in his territory, he will

ask for a renomination at the convention to
be held in Jeffersonville July 16, with a be-

liel that he will be re-elected.

In the Fourth, which 1s Democratic on a
normal vote, Marcus R. Bulzer, of Madison,
has been nominated. It is generally under-
stood that W, 8. Holman, the veteran Demo-

crat, who was deleated by James E. Watson
two years ago, will be renominated. The
change in the disirict made it more favorable
to the Republicans, and the pers=onal popu-
larity of Mr. Sulzer, who has always been
able to carry more than his party's strength
in his own county, makes hls election prob-
able. George W, Faris, the present Repre-
sentative In Congress from the Fifth, or

Terre Haute district, will be renominated and
re-elected.

Under the last apportionment James E.
Watson, of Rushville, who was elected from
the old Fourth, and Henry U. Johnson, of
Richmond, who represents the sSixth, were
both placed in the new Sixth districi, which

will hold its convention at New Castle April
16. Both of these gentlemen are ambitious
to be returned to Congress, and the contest
for the nomination has become so exciting
that it Is tttraoux'}‘ general interest through-
out the State, Aey are both strong men,
and both are young, active and aggressive,
Mr. Johnson has secured the indorsement of
Wayne, Fayelie and Union counties, and Mr.
Watson the indorsement of Franklin, Shelby,
Rush and Hapcock counties, This has nar-
rowed the contest down to Henry county,
which will, on April 1, decide by primary
election nhlch of the gentlemen will receive
the nomination, The contest, although a
very exciting one, will not In any way affect
the party vote in the election.

In the Seventh, or Indlanapolls district, the
