treated as a bandit and summarily vhot.
Reports received at headquarters here

say the insurgent leader ajcncia nas
burned the "village of Tepo Antonio, near
Guianabaco, a short distance out of Ha
vana, Including a church. They then
hatigcd the Mayor, Juaquln Lavanderea,
and the alderman, Rodriguez Gomez. ,

The bands of Sohmayor and Soccorcs aro
moving towards Cabanas to reunite with ,

Maceo, who was encamped at tho planta-
tion of Manuellta. They attacked BahlU
Honda. After firing, which wts kept up
for an hour and a half they retrealed with
considerable loss. The columns of General '

STILL EXCITED OVER GREAT BRIT-
AIN'S SOUDAN CAMPAIGN.

Rnmors Afloat that the Government
Contemplates a Warlike Display-Deput-ies

to Hare a Turn To-Da- y.

BULUWAYO, Matabeleland, March 29.
Captain G ifford, leading a rescue force, left
here on Thursday and succeeded in rescuing
thirty-eig- ht whites who had gone into "laa-
ger" at Inseza. This was not effected until
after repelling an attack by a force cf well-arm- ed

Matabeles and Inflicting on them a
heavy less. The loss suffered by Gifford's
force in the engagement was one killed and
six wounded.

Captain Spreckley, who repulsed a strong
force of Matabeles on Thursday, Inflicting
a heavy loss oa them, has returned to Bulu-way- o,

bringing with him a large number of
prisoners. Ho brings tho disastrous intelli-
gence that all the whites In the Fiilbusl dis-

trict have been massacred by the natives,
including Messrs. Bentley, Ed kins, Barag-want- h

and Carpenter. The corpses of all
these killed were horribly mutilated and
tfhelr faces were burned beyond recognition.

The native police, who are knfjwn to have
incited the uprising, have been disarmed,
and several Matabeles have been arrested.

A family of eight persona has been bru-
tally murdered, and two prospectora are miss-
ing in the country near here.

The enemy Is reported to be massing only
thirty miles distant from here, and the keen-
est anxiety is felt at the outlook, and an at-

tack on the town Is hourly expected.
Hon. Cecil Rhodes, who was expected to

arrive here by this time, has not yet re
ported. Noi anxiety Is experienced for his
safety, though hla position, traveling in the
country, is certain to become an unpleasant
ore.

Five thousand pounds cf arms and ammuni
tion havo been dispatched from Makeflng to
Buluwayo under the escort of the Bechuana- -

land police. There is tha keenest anxiety
throughout the. Traansvaal as' to the fate of
the unprotected Boers and their families in
Matabeleland. Many burghers are requesting
the government to grant them permission to
go to the assistance of their threatened coun-
trymen. -

Klnjr Lobenirnla Alive.

"Lobengula, King of the Matabeles, who was
reported dead two years ago, after the crush
ing defeat of his tribe by the British, is now
said to be alive."

FRENCHMEN DISTURBED.

Worried Over the Action ot the
- - - Eicyptlan Debt Commission.

PARIS, March 23. The political world of
France Is again in a highly perturbed con
dition and there are indications going to
show that the government seeks to retrace
some of the steps by which it has been
placed In the position of acquiescence In the
dispatch of an Egyptian expedition up the
Nile and the defraying of the expenses of
It out of the Egytlan debt surplus. The gov
ernment will be Interpellated in the Cham
ber of Deputies to-morr- oic and the Ministers
will be under the necessity of making como
kind of statement in reply. An Important
debate is expected to result,, and there Is a
feeling in some quarters that farreaching
changes of policy may be announced.

Among
those which are circumstantially formulated
are, that the resignation of M. Berthelot as
Minister of Foreign Affairs, announced yes
terday, was connected with the wish of M.
Bourgeois, the Premier, to recall Baron De
Courcel, the French embassador In London,
that France's naval reserve equadron has
been ordered to be placed on a war footing
and that France and Russia will convene a
European conference to discuss the powers
of the Egyptian debt commission to act
against the vote of a minority of the powers
guaranteeing the debt and to discuss also
the evacuation of Egypt

There Is a growing feeling among French-
men that the entente between Great Britain
and the drlebund as a whole Is not as cordial
as it was believed It was when the Nile ex
pedition was first announced. The signs of
the unreconciled attitude of Germany to-

wards Great Britain have'been keenly noted
in France for two weeks past and the con- -

viction has grown that Germany, though
glad to avail iherself of Great Britain's as- -
sistance to ner auy, naiy, win not take a
more lenient view on that account of any
other forward movements by Great Britain.

"VOLUNTEERS" AT CHICAGO.

Division of Ballfnnrton Booth's Army
Organised In the "Wickedest City.

CHICAGO, March 29.-Ball- ington Booth's
followers In Chicago fired the first volley
for the new American Volunteers this after-
noon at a hall on the West side In close
proximity to Salvation Army headquarters.
Majors Blackhurst and Trumble, who arrived
from New York to organize the Chicago con-

tingent were greeted with cheers mingled
with countless "amens" and "hallelujahs"
when they explained the causes of the revolt.
They announced their determination to re-

main loyal to the standard of Mr. and Mrs.
Eallington Booth, and to forever renounce
allegiance to the red-breast- ed soldiery with
which they have been identified for years.
Many former prominent members of the Sal-
vation Army grasped them by the hand and
co-opera- ted in the organization ot the Volun-
teers. One hundred others enlisted at the
meeting in the afternoon and the number
was Increased in the evening. As the Volun-
teer officers approached the hall they were
accorded one continued ovation by a Urge
crowd of people who lined the sidewalks
for several blocks. Notwithstanding the pub-
lic demonstrations in honor of the Volun-
teers, a number of Salvationists who are
fighting under General Booth's banner stood
on the curbstone end refused to be led Into
6?CPS3lOD.

Major Blackhurst was the principal speak-
er of the day. As the official mouthpiece of
Baliington Booth his remarks created In-

terest. The speaker said that Baliington
Booth had been misrepresented and that the
fundamental cause of the whole trouble was
the fact that Rallington Booth was in too
close touch with American Ideas, which con-
flicted with those of Lortdon. This was a
revolution of right and liberty. He said that
It was not true that Baliington Booth dis-
obeyed orders. Tt was no: true that he had
resinned. Frankly speaking, he said that
Baliington Booth was summarily dismissed
by Commandant Herbert Booth, of Canada,
who represented the English general. The
Major confirmed the rumor that General
Booth once ordered down the American flag
in a certain office of the, Salvation Army,
over which Baliington Booth had Jurisdic-
tion, and to this incident Major Blackhurst
attributes the widening of the chasm which
separated father and son. The speaker Ce- -
slred It to be distinctly understood that th
Volunteers bora no lllwlll towards the Sal
vation Army. Major Blackhurst announced
that headquarters would be established here.
and "barracks erected' In various parts of
the city.
