Johnson Suffers a Notable Defectlon

at Knightstown, hut the Result In
the County Is Uncertain.

Staft Correspondence of the Journal,

NEW CASTLE, Ind., March 31.—The night
before the day that Is to settle the question
at issue between James E. Watson and Hen-
ry U. Johoson finds each candidate and his
friends apparently confident of success. To-
day and to-nignht the finlshing touches were
put to & campaign that is a type of its own,
and that will be recalled and its incidents
recounted when the first voter of to-day be-
comes a grandfather.

To-day both candidates put in an excecd-
ingly busy day. Mr. Johnson arrived at 10
o'ciock from Blountsville, where he spoke
last nigh}. The rigors of the chase that
Watson has been leading him are telling on
him, and he admitted to the representative of
the Journal that he is tired out and is glad
the campalgn is over.

“I am ready at any time,” said he, “to hear
the verdict of the people of Henry county,
and shall cheerfully acquiesce In their de-
cision. I have talked with nearly all the
voters in the several meetings I have ad-
dressed; they understapfl the issue and can
vote knowingiy and understandingly now. 1
believe that 1 shall carry the county,”

Representative Watson Is not one of those
who lets his ambition and wishes run away
with his judgment. In his race against Hol-
man, two Vvears ago, he was ailways con-
gervative In his estimates, and at no time
did he claim that he would be elected. He is
not making any pasitive clatms now.

"R is just this way,” said he. “We have
had an awful ugly fight, When I came into
this county nine voters cut of tsn were
against me, Now, I believe my chances are
better tham ever. It has taken tremendous
work, amd no man was ever under such a
burden of obligation to his friends. I believe
we will win.” '

The final rallies and the last charges
occurred here and at Knightstown to-day
and to-night. An envious opponent of Wat-
pon’s sald of the latter, to-day, that he be-
gan the day's work by oonducting a sunrise
prayer meeting at the African M. E. Church.
This was not literally true, but the fact was
he began his speech making at 8 o'clock, his
first audience being of the Ethiopian per-
suasgion. There are sixty-five colored voters
in the township, and sixty-two of them were
in this moming's meeting. Watson has a
genius for placing himself en rapport with
any occasion or zny assemblage, and when
the colored brothers flled out of the meet-
ing place they had a more exalted opinion
of the majesty, dignity and worth of the
colored race than they ever d!d before.

Whatson spent a couple of hours after this
meeling in visiting the factories and shaking
hands with the employes. At noon he made
a speéech to the employes of the bicycle
works. This afternoon he shook hands all
round again, and to-night spoke to a crowd
at the opera house,

Representative Johnson was scarce less
diligently employed. This morning he did a
vast amount of handshaking, heard reporis
from all paris of the county, and was in
conference with his advisers. This after-
noon he spoke for two hours and a half at
the Opera House, then drove fifteen miles
to Knightstown, where he spoke to-night.
He will return here to-morrow, when both
candidates will assist in putting ¢the votes
inte the ballot box.

BIG CROWDS OF PEOPLE.

Early this morning the indications were
that the bulk of the voting population of
Henry county would spend the day in New
Castle. Representatives from the out coun-
ties began 10 come early. By 10 ¢'clock the
crowds on the sidewalks In some places be-
came 20 dense that pedestrians had to take
the middle of the street. It was not appar-
ent that elther candidate had any advantage,
There were about an equal number of John-
son and Watson badges visible, and for every
Watson man with a boast or claim or argu-
ment there was a Johnson man to deny or
refute It. As the day wore on there was
much argument and occasional loud talk, but
there was littie of it that was not good-
humored. As a promoter of good order, a
special force of deputy sheriffs was sworn
in.

The Johnson meeting at the Opera House
this afternoon was a greal success. The
Opera House will seat from 1,200 to 1,400 peo-
ple, and every seat was occupied and two or
three hundred people stood in the aisles, John-
son's appearance provoked deafening ap-
plause, ¢o0 which he bowed his acknowledg-
ments. The gray-haired leaders of the party
occupled seats on the platform, among them
being General Grose and ex-Judge M. L.
Bundy. During a lull Miss Anna Livesey
marched out upon the stage, and, in behalf
of the ladles of New Castle who are in favor
of the renomination of Johnson, presented
the speaker with a beautiful bunch of rea
and white roses. The introductory remarks
were made by General Grose, who vouched
for it that Johnson’'s constiuents already
knew much of him, but nothing ill of him.
The applause having subsided, Mr. Johnson
at once corrected the statement of General
Grose that he would address those present
upon the Iissues of the approaching cam-
paign. That was not his purpose in coming
here. If the campaign for a renomination
to Congress, he sald, had been conducted on
a plane of decency and honor, he would not
have been here, bul, having taken the turn
that it had, he was here to battle against
a conspiracy to blackguard him out of public
life. After the mnext election, ¢he

speaker said, all dranches of the
national government will be in the hands

of the Republicans, and after the cheers

lay hands on a seat in Congress and to
Just hold it. With a demand for tariff and
financial legislation, what would then avail
the faculty to deal in giittering generali-
ties, spin fancy sentences and grind out
panegyrics to departed Republican saints?
If a man who never had a case in court
could as well have charge of great legal
interests as an experienced lawyer, or if
one who had never been In a leglslative
body could deal with bllis as well as the
legislator of experience and knowledge of
parliamentary ways and rules then the
voters might as well send Watson as him.
If, however, years devoted to the study of
public questions qualified for the rendering
of more effective service, then he thought
that on the score of efficiency and ability
to serve the district and the people his
claim was superior to that of his competi-

tor.
PERSONAL CHARGES,

Mr, Johnson was disposed to hold Wat-

son responsible for the defamatory charges
with which the several counties had been

flooded. It was significant, he said, that
these charges had been-heard in the coun-

ties immediately after Watson's departure.

It was a cardinal prineiple of law of reason
that when a man does not prevent a thing

that he could prevent he bDecomes responsi-
ble for it. He asseried that if Watson had
wished he could at any time have stopped

those slanders., He declared it to be his
purpose Lo stand up and tear the mask
iromn the face of this man, who was arag-
ging the banner of the rpworth League
through the mire, and wno, through nis
frienas, was using tone weapons of siander,
delamation and detraction. Mr. Jonnson
charged that watson had secured the rol-
lowing in menry county toat he had by
promusing more offices tpan the entire dis-
trict is entitled to, “seckKing his personal
ends,” sald he, by bestowilig your omices.
1 have not promised an oimce. After the
election no arm can reach over the moun-
talns anda take me by the throat and say,
‘Give Tom Jones this othce; You promisca
it.” I have not promised an oftice. 1 have
not given a alme, nor will I permit that
any Jriend of mine shall give a dime 1o
innuence a vote, and 1 defy the boouler and
the machiae peolitician who are arrayed
against me."”

The speaker admitted that his daughter
was a8 member of the Catholic Church.
She had not married a Catholle, because she
was not married. He had not counseled
her to do it or not to do 1t. It was a ques-
tion she had decided for herself. He be-
lieved In religious tolerance and liberty
himself, and wondered if his competitor had
ever discovered that the national Constitu-
tion and the Constitution of most of the
States provided for the fullest religious lib-
erty.

Other charges were taken up and disposed
of seriatim, and in conelusion the speaker
warned his hearers that It was a struggle
of men against the machine, of men against

detraction and defamation, and he warned
the men of Henry county that the triumph

of the machine in this instance meant their

bondage to that influence in this county
hereafter. The speaker held his audience

to the close, and was frequently inter-
rupted with Joud applause.

THE WATSON MEETING.
The opera house was inadequate to hold
the crowds that came out here to-night to
attend the closing Watson meeting. A

great crowd had assembled, and when the
doors were opened the way the men and
women fought their way in was equal to a
bargain-counter rush. The attandance
was increased by a trainload of three hun-
dred people, most of them employves of the
Irondale mills, who came over from Middle-
town. These, with a brass band and trans-
parencles, marched from the station to the
Bundy Hotel, where’ Mr. Watson addressed

them briefiy, The Irondale ople aiso
brought their giee club, which interspersed
the exercises at the opera house with ex-
cellent music. A terrific yell, with beating
of drums and blowing of horns, marked the
appearance of Watson on the stage. The
din lasted a full minute, and was repeated
when Watson was introduced by Frank E.
Beach, the presidil officer of  evening.
Mr. Watson's ess, uinlke that of Mr,
Johnson, was devobed =)most exclusively to
a discussion of poli ‘ipaves, and was the
kind of an address would deliver n a
campalgn. He declared himself in favor of
the re-enactment of e MeKinley bill, or
one like it; in favor the broadest agsser-
tion of the Monroe dootrine, pensions for
soidiers and intdernational bimetallism. He
said he had nothing to say against his com-

titor, Mr. Johnson, and declared that he
K:d never, on the stump or in private, said
anything derogatory to his public or private
charaoter. He b:d declared his standing
on public questions, and he was willing (o
let the people of Henry county judge as to
the claims and merits of him and his com-

titor. He hadn’t served long in Congress, |
he admitted, but the little service he had
seen had satisfiled him that he would like
it, and he hoped the people would fend him
back. After all, it was a question of prin-
ciple, and not men, and the tciumph of the
party he declared to be paramount Lo that
of any man. Walson was vociferously
cheered at the end of almost every para-
graph, and it was plain the blg audience
was in intense sympathy with him. Wat-
son spoke for an hour and a half, and was
followed by [. B. Jackson, superintendent
of the Irondale mills and a recent convert
from Democracy to Republicaniem.

THE RESULT IN DOUBT.

The best informed politiclans here to-night
who will venture an opinion agree that to-
morrow’s election will be exceedingly close,
There will be in the nelghborhood of 4,000
votes cast, and neither candidate is likely to
have a margin of cver 200 votes., Full re-
turns will probably not be received unill a
late hour. There is a county ticket to mom--
inate, as well as this congressional gquestion
to decide, and some of the precincts are re-
mote from New Castle. Unless the vote

ghould be very close, however, the returns
from New Castle, Kn!ghutown and other
precincts accessible by telephone should ren-,
der a forecast of the result easy and certain
to-morrow night.

To-morrow the extra force of deput
sheriffs will be maintained, and, should cir-
cumstances seem to warrant it, the force
will be increased. It will be a notable day
in the history of Henry county. It will be
the stald, scber, conservative element back-
ing Johnson inst the enthusiasm, dash
and hustle of the younger element back of
Watson. The question is whether the John-
son column can withstand the rush line of
the Watson tigers. W. K L.

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PATRIOTS STRANGLED

FIVE OCUBANS TORTURED TO DEATH
BY GEN. WEYLER’'S BUTCHERS,

All Were Prisomers Captured in War,
but Convicted Under the “Terror's”
Outinawry Proclamation.

CRUEL, SICKENING SCENES

EXECUTIONERS WERE NERVOUS
AND BUNGLED THEIR WORI.

Some of the Vietims Ferced to Endure
Great Agony Before the Dread

Garrote Endfd Their Lives.

HAVANA, March 3L.—A startling exhi-
bition of bungling in the execution by the
garrote of five Cuban prisoners took place
to-day. The men classed as “murderers, vio-
lators and incendiaries,” belonging to Caya-
jaba, were recently sentenced to be garroted,
and at 7 o'clock this morning a strong force
of infantry was drawn up in the form of a
square around the spot where the garrolc
had been erected. The instrument of execu-
tion, a chair, with a post behind it, an iron
collar and screw behind it, which, when
turned, strangles or breaks the necks of the
victim, was set up by the famous execu-
tioner Valentine Ruiz, who, for some reason
not fully explained, acted on this occasion
as the assistant to his own assistant, instead
of as the principal executioner,

At the hour the troops were drawn up the
five prisoners were stlll in their dungeons,
receiving the ministrations of the priests.
One man confessed himself to be gullty of
the crimes charged against him, and as-
serted that his companions were innocent.
The latter stoutly maintained their innocence
to the last, prayed that their deaths might
be avenged on those who had falsely sent
them to the scaffold, and then the whole
party was escorted inside the square formed
by the soldiers.

The man selected to be the first victim of
the strangling machine quletly and coolly
mounted the steps leading to the death ohalr,
took his seat in an unconcerned manner, and
actually seemed to smile as the cap was
placed over his head after the iron collar had
been adjusted. The man acting as execu-
tioner then twisted the lever or screw handle
controlling the garrote, but he was evidently
terribly nervous, and this rendered him so
weak that his hands slipped repeatedly from
the lever. There were horrible, smolhering,
choking cries from the scaffold, and it was
only after a long period of agony for the
condemned man and almost torture for the
spectators that the Cuban was pronounced
dead. The executioners, priests, soldlers and
prison officials present turned thelr heads
away In horror and necame deadly pale as
the stifled sounds came from the sufferer.
But this was only a beginning of the terribie
performance,

The second victim was brought to the
front and led up the steps to the scaffold by
the priests and assistant executioner. On
reaching the platform the unfertunate man
made an effort to say something to the peo-
ple around him, but the executioner's hand
was placed over his mouth, fie was hastily
bundled into the deadly chalr, and in an-
other moment the iron collar was around
his neck, the cap was over his face and the
first turn of the lever had been given. If
the executioner was nervous on the occasion
of the first killing, he was ten times more so
on this occasion. He fumbled and fumed,
alternately turning to a deathlike whiteness
and flushing erimson with excitement. The
result was more slow, fearful, strangulation
and another horrible experience for the spec-
tators.

By this time the prison officials, the priests
and officers in command of the troops had
endured so much that they openly denounced
the acting executioner and called on him to
get down from the scaffold and let another
man take his place. Thereupon the acting
executioner feverishly called on the execu-
tioner in chief, Valentine Ruiz, who, from
long experience, is looked on as belng an
expert in his line, to come and help him out
of his difficulty. Rulz, however, was almost
as nervous and excited as his assistant, and
fumbled badly as he handled the third Cuban.
But Ruiz succeeded in accompiishing the ex-
ecution in shorter time and with less horror
than his assistant, which was a great relief
to everybody.

The fourth Cuban was then turned over to
Ruiz for strangulation. By this time Rulz
was shaking all over, and he was much
glower and considerably clumsier in sending
the unhappy man out of the world. 80 much
so that there was renewed murmuring at
the official incapacity, and Ruiz stumbled
away from the death posts, insisting, In
choking tones, that his assistant must finish
the day's work. Consequently the assistant
executioner again tried his hand at the ter-
rible screw, and was as unlucky as before,
for thers was another scene of horror which
nearly caused strong men to faint before the
fitth Cuban’'s life was pronounced extingl.
And then the bodies were carted away, the
shame-faced executioners gathered up their
sickening framework and its accessories, the
priests, prison and other officials hurried
away, the troops were marched back to their
quarters and another chapter had been added
to the black history of Cuba.

Alleged Yankee Citizens.
MADRID, March 3l.—The Madrid press
scouts the notion that the American governs
ment can claim indemnity for alleged Amer-
jcan citizens and their property damaged
during the present Cuban Insurrection, as it

will be easy for the Spanish authorities to
show that most of such "alleged Yankee

citizens'' were conspiring with the rebels,
and passed themselves off as Spanish sub-

jects until they believed they could profit by
a dublous claim to American protection.

The government will send to General Wey-
ler by the next mail, it is reported in official
cireles, a letter asking his opinion upon cer-
tain important political and military trodjocta
affecting the colonjes, which will be laid be-
fore the new Cortes, and upon the expe-
diency of putting In force the tariff-reform
and home-rule measure passed las: year.

DESPERATE EFFORT OF 250 “TO-BE

Almost a Riot in the Ellis Island Im-
migration Bullding—Blows Struck
and Knives Drawa.

NEW YORK, March 31.—It was one con-
tiuous round of excitement on Ellis island
to-day. Twice a large body of Italians,
held for depoftation, made desperate at-
tempts to escape from their place of lm-
prisonment, and but for the courage and
alertness of the few keepers and inspectors
who had them in charge riot and blood-
shed might have resulted. It was shortly
after 10 o'clock when the first outhweak oc-
curred. There were 50 savage-looking gus-
tomers, mostly Italians, shut inside the “to
be deported” pen on the second floor of the
main building. Suddenly there was a mur-
mur among them. It increased to a growl

and to a howl of defiance and rage. Hun-
dreds of sunburnt, dirty hands tried to

tear open the wire-work of the pen. It
begen to bend, and in a moment more

would have given way had not the keepers
““’“’ﬁu up ahnd down outside, pounding the
proetruding fingers.

IN JACKSON'S DEFENSE

WILL BE CLAIMED PEARL BRYAN
DIED ON AN OPERATING TABLE.

A Cincinnati Phywsician, Whose Name
is Not Given, Sald to Be the
Cnuse of Her Death,

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
CINCINNATI, March 31 — A well-known
and prominent criminal lawyer of this city,
whose name is withheld at his request, for
reasons which add weight to his statements,
says that the attorneys for Jackson and
Walling have bullded a strong defenseé in be-
half of the prisoners, In discussing the case
he said: ‘“The gheory of the defense is tha:
neither of the men were the murders,  The
defenze will assume that when Pearl Bryan
came to Cincinmati she was induced to go
to a physiclan, who is really the gullty party.
She died while under the influence of drugs.
“Neither Jackson nor Walling was present
at the time, but were sent for and threat-
ened with exposure by the physiclan unless
they would at onete dispose of the body.
Jackson threatened (o invelve the operator,
and the three joined in the after proceedings.
George Jackson lells a straight story. The
only circumstance which will mitigate
against his evidence is that he has not re-
lated the truth of his meeting with Jacksaon,
The fact of the matter is he was well ac-
quajnted with the physician, and the theory
of the defense is that, fearing he would be
criminally involved, prepared and shrewdly
gave to an officer a story which was calcu-
lated to cover his criminal knowledge, If
you look over the list of names subpenaed
on behalf of the motion for a postponement
you will see that the defense assumeées the
truth of George Jackson's story. It contains

a number of men, who will attack the repu-
tations of both ester Mullen, the MHvery-
man, and Jacksen himself.

“They have aiready procursd from the
county prosecutor a transcript of .the pro-
ceedings in the Hamilton county criminal
courts In which these men were concerned.
