As it declares, the
expulsion of Burns was illegal, restrains
Winters from acting as president of L. A.
300, restores Burns to the position and places
the casts on the defendant." Judge White
said there was evidently a preconcerted plan
of Winters's friends to .oust complainant,
and that the expulsion was in direct viola-
tion of the laws of the association and of
every principle of good faith and fair deal- -

- DISCHARGED FOR CAUSE.

New York Grlpmen Accused of Enter-
ing Saloons During Working Hours.
NEW YORK. April 4. President Vree-lan- d,

of tho .Metropolitan Street-railwa- y

Company, to-nig- ht issued, the following
statement:

"The reports in the morning' papers of
the trouble between the Metropolitan street
railway and its employes have tho following
foundation only: The company employs on
its entire system about 5,000 men. Six
hundred of them are grlpmen, on whose
sobriety, cool Judgment and nerve the safe-
ty of 250,000 passengers in tho cable cars
daily depend. It Is that there
should be rules to regulate tho conduct of
these employes, that the rules should be
enforced, and the only way of enforcing
them effectively is by discharging every
employe whx disregards them. Discharges
for violations of the rules have averaged,
since tho Lexington-avenu- e was opened,
about ISO per months on the entire system.
The discharges for the month of March,
1896. were 19

"Yesterday a committee of employes
called on the president and demanded the
reinstatement of nine out of the 192 who
were discharged in March, all of wfoom
were Lexington-avenu- e grlpmen, and of one
Broadway conductor, who was discharged
on the 2d of April. All of these ten men
were informed when notified of their dis-
charge that th cause would be stated to
them by the superintendent, if they chose
to apply for it. None of them ever appJled.
The demand for their reinstatement was
absolutely peremptory, and Irrespective of
the cause of discharge. The ten men who
were thus selected to bo forced back into
the company's employ were in fact, all
dlcharged for the violation of the rule
which provides that the.men shall not enterany drinking saloon during their hours of
duty. Each one of them had a copy of
this rule in hU possession, and his atten-
tion was personally called to it when he
was employed. Each of them was shown,
on evidence satisfactory to the superin-
tendent, to have violated it.

"I consider that It would be criminal not
to take precautions to see that no man un-
der the influence of liquor shall have charge
of a cable car on Broadway. We cannot deal
with degrees of drinking. Absolute sobriety
must necessarily be insisted on, and the
only way to secure it Is by insisting, that the
men shall keep out of saloons while on duty.

"Theire Is no question between the com-
pany and Its employes about hours or about
wages or labor organizations, . or about any-
thing except the one question, whether the
company Is entitled to keep its grlpmen out
of drinking saloons during the hours of
duty. We have no doubt of our duty on
that point. The demand of the committee
was, therefore, refused.

Employes, stating he will reach this
city Sunday and attend a meeting of the
committee, to be held to-morr- ow afternoon.

Mr. Mulligan said, after the meeting had
concluded, that the first thing to be done
would be to prepare a statement for publi-
cation denying the truth of that made by
President Vreeland that the nine grlpmen
recently discharged from the Metropolitan
Company's employ were discharged for
drunkenness. "We can prove," Mr. Mulligan
said, "that both ..President Vreeland and
Superintendent Brown acknowledged that
these men were exceptionally good men,
sober and honest, and that they were not
discharged for drunkenness or incom-
petency, but because tney took part in or-
ganizing the men here. We shall do nothing
until Mahon arrives. Tnen we shall, prob-
ably. In adltion to publishing our denial of
President's Vreeland's Statement, come to
a conclusion to ask him to leave the matter
to arbitration. Should he refuse it is ex-
tremely probable that a general strike will
be ordered."

Street-Ca- r Employes Organising.

GAMBLERS AT 3IOXTK CARLO MUST
PAY FOR TIIEIIl PRIVILEGE.

Trice of the Concession Rnled hy the
Prince of Slonaco Receipts Fall-

ing Off German Scandal.

(Copyright, 1SW, by the Associated Press.)
LONDON, April 4. Advices received here

from Monte Carlo show that there Is a bitch
In regard to renewing the gambling conces-
sions. According to the terms of the present
contract, the Prince of Monaco receives
$230,000 yearly for the exclusive right to main-
tain a gambling establishment within the
borders of his dominions (the area of the
principality of Monaco Is six square miles),
in addition to $100,000, which are the expenses
of the principality, wheso population is
about 12,000. The Prince now demands
JGOO.000 for the expenses cf the principality
alone, in addition to the large sums which
the Casino spends1 annually in the mainte-
nance of roads, buildings, etc. The receipts
from the gambling tables for the year end-

ing March 31 were 40,000 under those of the
previous year, and so the company will only
be able to pay a 6 per cent, dividend. It is
explained that there 13 much less playing
than usual, and that the people who frequent
the Casino are a less desirable class than
formerly.

Princess Maud, of Wales, while riding a
bicycle in Regent street, early in the week,
on her way to visit her old nurse, "skidded"
and fell. A policeman promptly helped the
Princess into a hansom cab, placed her
damaged wheel cn the roof of the vehicle,
and "Harry" returned to Marlborough
House decidedly discomfited.

The report printed in a New York news-
paper that a British expedition had left
Georgetown, British Guiana to establish
stations west of the Schomburgk line ia of-
ficially pronounced to be unfounded. It Is
added that the report probably originated
in the fact that the colonial government nas
sent a urveyln party into the country oe- -
tween Urlnl and the lower Cjyunl In order
to ascertain the possibility of making a
road or railway to open up the gold helds.

The hotels of Moscow have already dis-
posed of every room available for the cor-
onation ceremonies and fetes. Suits of
three rooms have been rented at from $l.oO
to $2,500.

In
this he will be assisted by Lilly Belmore In
the character of his wife and by Violet Rob-
inson, as his daughter.

A GERMAN SCANDAL.

Effort to Suppress n Pamphlet En-
titled A Revelation from Above."

(Copyright, 1SD0, by the Associated Press.)
BERLIN, April 4. A number of high court

persanagca, Including Emperor William's
brother-in-la- w, Duke Ernest Gunther of
Schle3w:g-Hol3teI- n, Baron Von Schroeder,
Prince Altenberg, Prince Arlbert of Anhalt
an J others, have subscribed the sum of 3C0,-0- 01

marks. It is said, in an effort to prevent
the Ollendorf publishing house of Paris from
printing the sensational pamphlet entitled
"A Revelation from Above" written by Dr.
Fritz Frledmann, the lawyer who absconded
from this city, leaving debts to the amount
of 1,000,000 marks and taking with him Nellie
von Wildenfels, an actress. Dr. Friedmann
was counsel for the court chamberlain. Von
Kotze, who was at cne time believed to have
been the author cf a series of anonymous
communications sent during a periolJ of
years to various high personages. The in-

side history of this scandal Is said to have
been revealed In the pamphlet, and other
startling affairs connected with court circles
are believed to have been described. The
negotiations ara understood to be still pro-
ceeding.

Dr. Teters, the former Imperial commis-
sioner in Africa, states that, whatever the
result of the inquiry Into his conduct, he
will leave the German government service.
It appears tnat he has been offered and will
accept a post at the head of a select force
in seme land In behalf of a New York and
Boston syndicate at a salary cf $20,0iO per
annum.

Poor Attendance of Mfnibem Mr. Bou-
telle Aajnln Handed Over the Conls.
WASHINGTON. April 4. Mr. McCall. of

Massachusetts, presided at the evening ses-

sion of the Hou.ce, which was devoted to de-

bate on the Cuban resolutions. Mr. Qulgg, of
New York, had charge of the time In favor
of the resolutions, in the absence of Mr.
Jlitt. A dozen members were on the floor,
though the galleries were well filled when the
House was called to order, and when Mr.
Dockery took the floor he remarked that "in
the Inspiriting array of empty benches" on
the floor he would make some remarks in
favor of the resolutions. He maintained that
in casting his vote for the Senate resolutions
he represented the wishes of his constituents.

Mr. Daniels favored the first resolution, but
thought the second went too far and violated
the spirit of our national policy, which, from
the beginning, had been against interference
in the affairs of foreign countries. He feared
the resolutions might result in war.

Mr. Baker supported the resolutions, but
said they did not go far enough. He would
vote for a resolution recognizing the Inde-
pendence of Cuba.

Mr. 31ahoa said that the nation that used
a garrote to put to death political prisoners
was not fit to be recognized as civilized.
During the late war no prisoners of war were
executed. He quoted Mr. Boutelle's speech
in the Fifty-thir- d Congress, when the Maine
member warmly supported a republican gov-
ernment in Hawaii. Change "Hawaii" to
"Cuaa," Kild he. and Mr. Boutelle would tefound supporting the resolutions.

Mr. Otey created considerable merrimentby expressing h.s deep sympathy with theCuban rebels, lie had been a rebel once him-
self. The opponents of this resolution had
dwelt on the unfortunate position It would
leave us in if Cuba failed to attain her inde-
pendence. Our position, he argued, would beno more unoomtortable than tnat of the for-
eign governments, jpaln among them, whichrecognized the Contederacy.

THE YOGI PHILOSOPHY

TEACHINGS OF SWAMI VIVEKAXAX-D- A

WHICH MADE CONVERTS.

The Hindu Religion of Work and Duty
With Highest Power Shown In

Nonreststjince to Evil.

New York Herald.
"Elnes schlckt slch nlcht fur Alle; Alles

schickt sich nlcht fur Elnen." "One thing is
not fit for all; everything is not fit for one."
This maxim of Goethe is the rule to which
the great Hindu preacher Swami Vlvekanan-d- a

strictly adheres in his propagation of the
Yogi philosophy in this country and to
which he owes the success he achieved In
gaining followers.

According to the Hindu preacher the great-
est misfortune to befall the world would be
if all mankind were to recognize and accept
but one religion, one universal form of wor-
ship, one standard of morality. This would
be the death blow to all religious and spir-

itual progress. Instead of trying to hasten
this disastrous event by inducing persons,
through good or evil methods, to conform
to our own highest ideal of truth, we ought
rather to endeavor to remove all obstacles
which prevent men from developing in ac-

cordance with their own highest ideal, ana.
Instead of making the vain attempt to es-

tablish one universal religion, we ought rath-
er to favor the splitting up of the existing
religions into as many creeds and sects as
possible, until every Individual will have a
religion of his own and be free to live in
accordance with its dictates.

The ultimate goal of all mankind, the aim
and end of all 'religion. Is but one reunion
with God, or, what amounts to the same,
with the divinity which is every man's true
nature. But while the aim is one. the meth-
od of attaining may vary with the different
temperaments of men.

Both the goal and the methods employed
or reaching it are called Yogi, a word de-
rived from the same Sanscrit root as the
English yoke, meaning "to Join," to Join us
to our reality, God. There are various sucn
yogas or methods of union every religion, in
fact, represents one but the chief ones are
Karma, Bhaktl, Raja and Gnana Yoga.

TEACHINGS OP SWAMI.
The following extract from one of Swami' a

recen; class lectures on Karma Yogi, or the
religion of work and duty, wjll best illus-
trate how the great Hindu preacher applies
this maxim to ethics:

'Human society is an organism in which
there are different grades and states. We
all know about morality and about duty, ana
at the sam."! time we find thit morality in
various countries differs greatly. What is
regarded as moral in one country, in an-
other may be regarded as immoral. For
Instance, in one country cousins can marry,
in another they cannot; in one men can mar.
ry their sister-in-la- w, in another it is re-
garded as immoral; In one people can marry
out once, in another many times, and so
forth.

"So, in all departments of morality, we find
this variation of the standard. Take, lor in-
stance, the idea of duty, whica varies, so
greatly among the aitterent variety of na-
tions. In one country if a man does not do
certain things people will say ne acted
wrongly, and if the same thing should be
done in another country people will still say
that his action was wrong, and yet we know
that there are universal duties. In the same
way, one class of society regards certain
things as its duty, while another class would
be horrified if it did the same, thing.

Two ways are left to u eltner the way
of the ignorant, who imagine that only the
standard cf morality is the true one, and all
the rest are wrong; the other that of the
wise, who admit that, according to the men-- Ul

constitution, or the different plane of ex-
istence in which we are, duties and morality
may vary. So the Important thing is to
know that there are gradations of duty andmorality; that what is the duty of one state
of life, in one state cf circumstances, will
not be that of another.

Resist not evil' that nonreslstlng evil is thehighest ideal. We all know that if In thepresent state of society in this country some
of us were to try to carry out this teaching
to its fullest extent the whole social fabric
would fall to pieces the violent and the
wicked would be free to take possession of
our propwty, our lives. Even If only one
day of nonreslstance were practiced it would
lead to the utter dissolution of society.

"Yet, intuitively, in our heart of hearts we
feel the truth of the teaching. 'Resist not
evil. This seems to us the highest ideal, but
to teach this doctrine only would be equiva-
lent to condemning a vast majority of man-
kind. Not only so; the impossibility of liv-
ing up to this highest standard would dis-
courage and weaken men. and that constant
dissatisfaction and self-disappro- val would
breed more vice than any other weakness.
To the man who has begun to hate himself
the gate to degeneration has been opened.
And so it is with a nation.

"Our first duty is not to hate ourselves,
because to advance we must have faith first
in ourselves and then in God. He who has
no faith In himself can never have faith in
God. Therefore, the only alternative remains
to us 'to recognize that duty, morality and
all these things vary under different circum-
stances not that the'.man who resists is do-
ing something wrong, but that In certain cir-
cumstances in which he Is placed it may be-
come his duty to resist.

THE EXTREMES SIMILAR.
'Some of you may have read the Bhaga-vad-Glt- a,

and many of you In Western coun-
tries, perhaps, felt astonished when reading
in the first chapter that Krishna calls Ar-Ju- na

a hypocrite and a coward because of
his refusal to fight and to offer resistance
on the plea that nonreslstance was the high-
est ideal of love. To understand this repri-
mand we must know that In every case the
two extremes, the extreme positive and the
extreme negative, are always similar.

"Man enters this world without teeth and
crawling; he goes out without teeth and
crawling. When the vibrations of light are
too slow we do not see them, nor da we see
them when they become too rapid. So with
sound. When very low we d not hear;
when very high we do not hear. In like
manner is the difference between resistance
and nonreslstance.

"One man does not resist because he is
weak, lazy and cannot, and not because he
will not; the other Is the Man on the Cross,
who, knowing that He could bring legions
down to defend Him, instead did not resist,
and blessed His enemies. The one who re-
sists not from weakness commits a sin, and
the other who resists from strength commits
also a sin. Buddha gave up his throne and
position; that was true renunciation, but
there cannot be any question cf renunciation
In the case of a beggar who has nothing to
give up.

"So, in speaking of this nonreslstance and
renunciation, we must first take care whit
we really mean. We must first know wheth-
er we have the power of resistance or not.
If, having the power, we renounce and do not
resist, then we are doing a grand act, but If
we cannot resist and at the same time want
to deceive ourselves that we are actuated
by motives of the highest love, we are do-
ing the exact opposite. Thus Arjun be-
came a coward at the sight of the mighty
array against him; his love made hhn forget
his duty toward his country and king. That
Is why Krishna told Mm that he was a
hypocrite: Thou talkest like.a wise man,
but thy actions betray thee to be a coward;
therefore, stand up and fight.'

"Such is the idea of the Karma YogL The
Karma Yogi Is the man wh) understand
that the highest Ideal is nonreslstance, but
who also knows that it is the highest mani-
festation of power, and that what is called
'resisting evil' is but a step on the way to-
ward nonreslstance. Before having attained
this highest ideal, his duty Is to res4st; let
him work, let him fight, let him strike
straight from the shoulder. Then only when
he has gained the power to resist non-resistan- ce

will become a virtue."
