ATHENS, April 6.—-The athletic contests
which are intended by the projectors as a
revival of the ancient Hellenic contests
cpened to-day, and the preliminary exercises
were accompanied by an impressive cere-
monial. Great enthusiasm was manifested
by the people, and the occasion was ob-
served as a national festival, the city beiug
gaily and brilliantly decorated and thou-
sands of sightseers being abroad. Many vis-
ftors are here, attracted by the athletic
events. The day opened with a religious

ceremony, the singing of a Te Deum in the
Cathedral. This was attended by the royal
tamily and & great throng of spectators and
auditors. Although the sky 'was overcast
and threatemed rain, this did not detract in
any appreciable degree from the enthuslastic
{nterest in the sports. The number of the
spectators who looked on at the contest is
estimated at eighty thousand—a gathering
.of truly Homeric proportions.

The ~yyval family entered the irclosure at
3 o'clock, except the Crown Prince Constan-
tine, the Duke of Sparta, whe has been an
artive factor in the making of the arrange-
ments for the contests and who to-day ac-

companied the organization committee, The
Crown Prince and the committee met King

George as he advanced in the middle of the
arena. Here he was welcomed by his son
in behalf of the committee, the Crown
Prince begging him to take over the Sta-
dion, which had been restored as nearly as

possible te its pristine condition through the
generosity of a noble Qreek, M. Averof.

The Field Against Charles B. Landis,

Whe Claims the Nomination om
the First Ballot,

‘Bpedal to the Indianapolis Journal.

CRAWFORDSVILLE, Ind., April 6.~From
five to eight hundred visilors are here to-
night to atiend to-morrow's convention,
which nominates a Republican candidate for
Congress for the Ninth district. The delega-
tions from Boone, Hamilton and Tipton coun-
tles arrived at 1 o'clock this afternoon, and
Carroll, Clinton and the others came later.
All were met at the stations by the Craw-
fordsville Band and escorted to the head-
quarters of the candidates whom the various
delegations favored. The Tucker and Harrl-
son people went to the Nutt House, Graham
delegates to the Sherman and the Landis peo-
ple to the Robbins. The candidates before
ithe comvention are Dr., A. R. Tucker and
Robert Graham, of Noblesville, R. W. Harri-
gon, of Lebanon, and Charles B. Landis, of
Delphi.

The convention will be composed of 22
delegates, 111 being necessary to nominate,
apportioned as follows: Boone, 34; Carroll, 24;
Clinton, 36; Fountain, 28; Hamilton, 40; Mont-
gomery, 41, and Tipton, 20. It is conceded
here to-night by all the other candidates that
Landis is in the lead, and that he can be de-
feated only by a combination of the other
candidates against him. Dr. Tucker said, in
the Crawfordsville Journal, that If Landis was
not nominated on the first ballot that his
“name was Dennis,”” and that he himself
would be nominated if he secured a fair
count. Dr. Tucker, however, refused to make
an estimate of the vote he would poll on the
first ballot. Robert Graham said that if
Landis was not nominated he (Graham) would
be. He would get, he said, half the Hamilton
delegation to start with, with votes from a
numper of other counties. Mr. Harrison sald
he would have his own county (Boone) to start
with, and he expects (0 gather delegates from
most of the other counties, Mr, Landis would
not give figures by counties, but he was no
more bashful than the others, and confidently

claimed that he would be nominated on the
first ballot and have votes to spare. Ambrose

WASHINGTON, April 6-—Mr. Terrell,
United States minister at Constantinople,
arrived in Washington ilast night and to-
day reported his arrival at the State De-
partment. He had a long interview with
Assistant Secretary Adee, who has been
specially charged with the conduct of the
branch of the diplomatic work of the de-
partment, including Turkey, and described
to him at length the conditions existing in
Turkey when he lefi that country. later
he saw Secretary Olney, but only for a

ghort time to pay his respects, and a fuller
exchange of views between them was left

to farther interviews, for the minister ex-
pects to remain in Washington for a few
days at least,

Mr. Terrell is looking remarkably well
and is much stouter than when he left
Washington two years ago. Touching the
work of his mission he was noncommuni-
cative, taking the view that beyond the mat-
ters made public by the department it was
not for him to talk. Also, he said that the

American public had later information than
he of the progress of events in Turkey. Not
much could be gathered fram the minister

respecting his future movements. He ex-
pects to remain in Washington for some

days yet at least, but could not say whether
or nct he would go 10 his home in Texas.

It was evident that he intends to shape
his movements oy the wishes of the State

Department officials and consult their con-
venience entirely. In response to the direct
question as to how long he would be in
in the United States, Mr. Terrell referred
vaguely to the departmental regulations
(permitting a leave of absence of sixty days
from his post) and declined 10 say whether
orhnot he intended to return to Turkey or
when.

The State Department has received word
from Mr. Riddle, the United States charge at
Constantinople, to the effect that the Turk-
ish government has no official knowledge of
the attempt of the local authorities to expel
missionary Knapp from Bitlis. Minister Ter-
rell has advised with the denartment offi-
clals as to the instructions to be sent to Mr.
Riddle for his guidance in the case.

All Missionaries May Go.

but no time is to be lost.” The Dally News
says in an editorial on this matter: *‘'There
is reason to believe that the Sultan has
signed this decree, but that it has not yet
been issued. It is Lord Salisbury’s obvious
duty to leave no dipiomatic stene unturned
to prevent the threatened disaster. No doubt
Mr. Riddle, the U'nitel States charge d’af-
fatres, will act with energy.”

The Chronicle thinks that the irade is
almed at the agents of the relief fund and is
due to the fact that the missionaries give
publicity to the massacres. The Chronicle
believes that l.ord Salisbury could count
upon French as well as American support
in demanding the withdrawal of the irade,

“FILLED CHEESE.”

Bill That Provides for Taxing and
Bonding the Bogus Stufl.

WASHINGTON, April 6.—Representative
Grosvenor to-day reported from the committee
on ways and means a bill to tax and brand
“filled cheese.”” The bill was drawn Dby a
subcommittee, and is a substitute for those
introduced by Representatives Cook and Wil-
bur, The bill provides for a tax of $4X on
manufacturers, 3250 on wholesale merchants

and $40 on retallers. It prescribes that the
cheese must be packed in wooden boxes and
s0ld from the original packages, and .when
80 =0ld shall be inclosed in a wrapper bearing
the brand. Rach cheese musf also pe branded
conspicuously on each side,

The report states that *“filled cheese" s
manufactured by the extraction from-milk of
all butter fat and the substitution o® what'is
known as ‘‘neutral lard™ The commlitee
found that a large proportion of thig cheese
{¢ branded and sold as a h-grade genuine
article. *"The claim is made,” says® the re-
port, “and we sustain it, that it is a fraud
on the purchaser to m a manufactured
article branded falsely or unbranded.”” The
manufacture of this article, it is sald, has
increased largely in recent years, and has
had a deirimental effect on our European
markets,

A minority report, signed by three Demo-
cratic members, holds that i Is unjust to
single out *“filled cheese,” Wwhich is not
known to be detrimental to health, and tax
fts manufacture, even were it proper to sup-
press its manufacture. A resort to taxation
for this purpose, the minority report says,
is an abus=e of power. N0 objection would be
tnade to its being branded for interstate com-
merce only, .

PENSION RULINGS.

Casnes Involving the Reimbarsement
of Meney Wroungiully I'aid.

WASHINGTON, April 6.—The policy of
the Interior Denartment in cases involving
the reimbursement to the government for
fraud or mistake of pension claimants is
taid down in several rulings of Assistant
Secretary of the Interior Reynolds just pro-
mu.gated. In these it i& held that the gov-
ernment cannot withbold the pension
granted under the act of June 27, 1880, to
reimburse jtself for moneys erroneously
paid as pension money under the general
law, when such pension was not procured
through fraud or mistake, but was allowed
as the result of an errcneépus judgment on
the evidence, Th's decision reverses the
recent action of the Commissicner of Pen-
sions in the case of Christian May, an
Ohio volunteecr. : :
