Gen. Franklin 'Will Remain a So-

ldiers Home Manager.

WASHINGTON, lApril 16.-- Mr. Blue's fight
against the reappointment of Gen. William
B. Franklin as a member of the board of
managers of the National Home for Disa-
bled volunteers, which was the feature of the
proceedings in the House yesterday ter-
minated unsuccessfully to-d- ay when his
amendment to substitute the name of Gen.
O. O. Howard for that of General Franklin
was rejected CI to 143. The debate on the
stfbject waa continued until 3 o'clock, and
was at times quite spirited. Both General
Franklin and Governor Smith, of the Leav-
enworth home, were eloquently defended by
General Grosvenor, of Ohio; General Hender
son, of Iowa; Mr. Hull,' of Iowa, chairman of
the committee which reported the resolu-
tions, and others, ddr. Hepburn, of Iowa,
Mr. Kirkpatrick, of Kansas, and Mr. Calder--
head, of Kansas, tpoke against General
Franklin. The resolution adopted to-d- ay ap
points General Franklin and MaJ. George
W. Steele, of Indiana, to succeed themselves;

.George L. Beal. of Maine, to succeed General
Fessenden, and Gen.' Thomas J. Henderson,
of Illinois, to succeed Gen. John C. Black.

Representative Steele was gratified at the
overwhelming majority by which Represent
ative Blue's amendment was defeated. The
sentiment of the House was a great surprise
to all friends of both the board and of the
military affairs committee. Mr. Blue's un
pleasant attitude toward Major Steele and
his intemperate langauge toward the Indiana
member had much to do with the revulsion
of feeling among Mr. Steele's friends. Fur
thermore, the Kansas Representative's re
fusal to accept' the Mahon amendment, pro
viding, for an investigation of the Leaven
worth home, caused many members to de
sert him. Had he accepted this amendment,
which was acceptable to Mr. Steele, as rep-
resenting, the board of managers, and to
Mr. Hull, the chairman of the military af
fairs committee, Air. Blue would have ac
complished the suspension of General
Franklin's confirmation until after the in
vestlgatlon. Then, had the charges alleged
by him yesterday proved to be true. General
Franklin's name would hardly have been
presented again. As it is, Mr. Blue's ob
stinacy defeated his own purposes. It Is un
derstood to-nig- ht that the military affairs
committee will bring in a resolution shortly
providing for an investigation by Consrcs3
of the Leavenworth home.

At the opening of the session Mr. Hender-
son, chairman of the judiciary committee,
secured consent for the consideration of tne
bankruptcy bill on Wednesday and Thurs-
day of next week.

Mr. Tracey then spoke against General
Franklin's appointment.

Mr. Mahon declared that he would not
vote to strike down General Franklin or any
other man on ex parte testimony, but he
urged the adoption of his amendment to
investigate the charges against Governor
Smith, of the Leavenworth Home, with in-

structions to the board to dismiss him if
they are substantiated.

Mr. Grosvenor supported the recommenda
tion of the military affairs committee. Ho
regretted that ex parte testimony, scandal
cus In its character, had been brought into
the House astillng the management of a
great national institution.

WASHINGTON. April 16. The resolution
for an investigation of the recent bond Is
sues was taken up in the Senate to-d- ay and
Mr. Hill made a sensational and dramatic
speech in opposition. The New York Sena-
tor defended Secretary Carlisle and his ad
ministration of the treasury against loose
insinuation of irregularity and showed the
prevalence of charges of this character by
presenting and reading In full the charges
made by Senator Chandler agamst the
friends of Mr. McKinley that a levy of
money was being made on protected indus-
tries In behalf of Mr. McKlnley's candidacy
for the presidency. As i further evidence
of the prevalence of charges, Mr. Hill spoke
of the sugar investigation, where, he said,
one Senator, referring to Mr. Quay, had
franklv admitted that he bought Sugar stock
and had a right to buy it and to-d-ay that
Senator was the favorite son of the leading
Republican State as a candidate for the
presidency. In the course of his speech Mr.
Hill disclaimed that he had authority to
speak for the administration in orposing this
investigation. The speech will be continued
to-morr- The early part of the day was
given to Mr. Gray's speech on tho Dupont
case.

Mr. Morrill opened the proceedings in a
speech urging additional quarters for the
National Museum. Although Just past his
eighty-sixt- h birthday, the Senator spoke
with firm voice and vigorous style.

Mr. Gray then resumed his speech in op-

position to the claim of Mr. Dupont to a
seat In the Senate. Mr. Gray closed at 2:15.

Mr. Peffer was immediately on his feet
asking that the agreement to take up the
bond resolution be executed and a wrangle
ensued, Messrs. Vilas, Cullom, Piatt, Hale
and Allison wanting precedence for the ap-

propriation bills. Mr. Cullom said tha-- t Vif

Congress expects to get through and get
away this summer the appropriation bills
must be disposed of speedily," to which Mr.
Peffer retorted, "the whole cummer is be-

fore us; our salaries are paid and we might
as well tay here and attend to business."
Finally the opposition conceded the matter
and the bond Investigating resolution was
read in full. It directs a committee of five
Senators .to Investigate all the faots con-

nected with the several bond issues. '

MR. HILL'S SPEECH. ,
Mr. Hill addressed the Senate in opposi-

tion to the bond resolution. "This Is a Popu-

list resolution," declared Mr. Hill, "and Is
properly urged by the Senator from Kansas
(Peffer). It has its inspiration In the Popu-

list party. It has Its inspiration In the
Populistlc opposition to all bonds. Mr.
Hill said this resolution was presented
without formal charges, without specifica-
tions, without allegations or wrong-doin- g,

irregularity or corruption. It Was, as had
been admitted by the Senators clamoring
for a bond investigation, a mere concession
to public curiosity. It was a fiasco. "This
resolution is to be passed in the dark," de-
clared Mr. Hill. "It is not urged on specific
allegations against the honorable Secretary
of the Treasury, but merely to gratify the
curiosity of the friends of the Senator from
Kansas. The country Is to be treated to
this spectacle for the novelty of it, the fun
of it." It was belittling to the Senate that
it should at this time seek to cast doubt as
to the action of the Secretary of the Treas-
ury in issuing bonds. The farmers of the
Senate the Senator from Kansas (Peffer),
from Nebraska (Allen), from South Caro-
lina (Tillman) these farmers had asserted
that the farmers denied authority to issue
bonds. He Insisted that the Senate could
not go Into the private affairs of the bond
bidders, and the public transactions were
already known.

"What Senator dare rise In his place."
asked Mr. Hill, "and utter the slander that
the Secretary of the Treasury or some of
his subordinates have received some com-
pensation, some reward?

Mr. Hill said such a resolution wouldcarry an Insinuation arainst the KansA
Senator. Mr. Hill declared that the courts

Mr. Allen interrupted, remarking that thissubject sewned to make Mr. Hill "as madas a massasauga in August' He said the
Ne? York Senator knew perfectly well thata suit at law against the Secretary of theTreasury was not permissible under the
laws.

ANIMUS OF THE RESOLUTION.
"On the contrary, I will assert and

show," exclaimed Mr. Hill, "that this reso
lution Is In aid of a speculative lawsuit;
that the suit was instituted in the courts
here on the very day when it was ex
pected this debate was to begin In the Sen
ate." Mr. Hill went on to ask why the
authors of this resolution, if they really
bellevcl their insinuations, did not propose
Impeachment. "Instead of an investigation
the Secretary of the Treasury should have
a vote of thanks from the Senate for fus
tainlng the credit of the government."

Mr. Stewart interrupted frequently, at
last asking: "Is the administration opposed
to this investigation?"

"I am not authorized to speak for the
administration," replied Mr. Hill, in ring-
ing tones. "I oppose these resolutions be-
cause they embrace silly, foolish, unworthy
propositions. I would oppose it whether a
Republican or Democratic Secretary was
Involved."

OXLY T1IRCB FOR BRADLEY.

One of the Kentucky Delegates at
Larxe I McKlnley 3Inn.

LOUlSVILiLE, Ky., April 18.-- The Repub
lican State convention completed its labors
and adjourned, this afternoon after indorsing
the presidential candidacy of Governor Brad-
ley with a second Instruction for Major
McKinley, adopting a platform declaring for
the gold standard, protection and reciprocity,
and expressing sympathy with Cuba, and
electing four delegates from' the State at
large to the St. Louis convention, with alter-
nates and electors. From 2 o'clock yester-
day afternoon until S this afternoon, the
fight between the Bradley and McKinley men
was waged unceasingly. The Governor's
friends organized the convention and secured
the Indorsement of his presidential candi-
dacy, but the McKinley men forced recogni-
tion of their Idol in the Instructions for del-
egates and broke the Bradley slate for dele-
gates. If the McKinley men had been asked
at the outset to name their terms they would
not have asked for more, for they have at
all times professed admiration for Governor
Bradley and a willingness to concede In the
platform a recommendation of his fitness for
the office of President and Instructions carry-
ing the State's vote, If the delegates were in-

structed to go to McKinley when Bradley's
name is withdrawn. The liveliest fight in
the convention was that of the colored dele-
gates to secure representation among the na-
tional delegates, and they won by the with-
drawal of opposing candidates. Three of the
delegates were on the original Bradley slate.
The McKinley delegate la A. R. Barnum.

The convention reassembled at about 10
o'clock thla morning. Chairman Blanford
announced that the first business in order
was --the report of the committee on resolu-
tions. The committee was' not ready, and
nominating speeches were resumed. The
rules were then suspended, and Judge O. S.
Deming, of Laurel county, and Samuel
Cash, of Clay, were chosen presidential
electors at large. The resolutions commit-
tee then filed on the stage and through Its
chairman presented its report. The reading
of the resolutions aroused great Interest.
The speaker had proceeded but a few sec-
onds when he .came to the declaration
against free silver. This caused the great-
est demonstration of the day, except when
the presidential candidates were' men-
tioned. The resolutions follow:

"We are opposed to the free and unlim-
ited coinage of silver, believing that rt
would Involve the country in financial ruin.
The gold dollary is the best dollar, and least
liable to fluctuation, and for these reasons,
and in order 'to conform our standard to
that of other commercial nations, we favor
it as the standard money of the United
States and the maintaining on a parity with
it every other dollar, whether silver or
paper.

"We favor a tariff so regulated as to protect
the interests of all classes of our citizens on
articles which may be successfully manu-
factured or produced in this country, thus
insuring good wages to the laborer and a
home market to the producer, and In this
connection we favor the of
the doctrine of reciprocity. We believe that
such a system will defray every govern-
mental expense, gradually liquidate all in-
debtedness, restore public confidence, put into
motion every wheel of industry, rekindle the
fires in our furnaces, lish the mar-
kets for the products of our farmers and
relegate to the rear tho undue excitement
now prevailing concerning the currency.

"We believe In an American policy which
will protect Americans and American Inter-
ests in all parts of the world, and will main-
tain the doctrine of noninterference in Amer-
ican affairs of the monarchies cf the East.

"We sympathize with the people oi Cuba In
the struggle for independence, and trust that
their efforts may establish a republic based
on the intelligence and patriotism of a free
people.

"We believe that the Intelligence of its
citizens Is a safeguard of the Republic, and
to that end we believe it is necessary to
maintain and extend our system of free
American schools.

"Believing in the availability and fitness of
Governor William O Bradley as a presiden-
tial candidate, minlful of the splendid State
victory under- - hii leadership, proud of his
executive ability, knowing the soundness of
his views on the tariff and financial ques-
tions, and confident that his nomination will
secure for the Republican party the elec-
toral vote of Kentucky and other Southern
States, we declare him our choice for the
presidency, and Instruct the delegates elected
by this convention as delegates from the

tatP to the- - next Republican national conven
tion to cast their votes for him as presiden- -.

tial nominee. But in tne event nis name is
withdrawn before the St. Louis convention,
and he ceases to be voted for there, then
they are directed to cast their votes for the
Hon. William McKinley. the great friend of

Kean, Jr., and State Chairman Franklin
Murphy, as delegates at large to the St.
Louis convention, with Congressman .H. C.
Loudenslager, C. E. Breckenridge, Barker
Gummere and Charles A. Reed as alter-
nates.

X KAYS KILL BACILLI.

Diphtheria and Typhoid Germs Can-
not SarTlve the Sen Force.

CHICAGO. April 16. Prof.'. It P. PraU
and Prof. Hugh Wlghtman ajinounce to the
World that - diphtheria and typhoid
germs are absolutely killed by the Roentgen
rays. Thla statement is made without re-
serve. The decision was reached thla ever.-ln- ?

In the laboratory when the last of the
germ which had been exposed to the ray
failed to show signs of life under the glass
the deadly bacilli remaining Idle and Inac-
tive In the midst of the best and most
tempting Imitation of human tissue. Pro-
fessor Wlghtman prepared four new colonies
of epidemic breeders. They were labeled as
cholera, tuberculosis, hor cholera and diph-
theria. They were located in tubes fitted
with nutriment. Professor Pratt turned the
current Into the great cell, and the ray,
which l: believed to be the great solution
of Infectious and contagious diseases, was
thrown into the groups of bacilli. All the
faults of the first trial were eliminated. The
magic agency was allowed to work sixty-tw- o

minutes.
A critical and elaborate examination

bowed a great chemical change. It was
evident that the force had acted upon the
artificial tissue. It is expected that free
oxygen was made and an acid created, ex-
actly sj would take place in ihe human
body. This acid either kills the germs or
puts them to sleep. They will now be trans-
planted. The two physicians are risking
their professional reputation by the prophecy
that not one of the four groups will ever be
able to recover. They are certain of the
effect on the diphtheria conlldent concern-
ing other three. There can possibly be no
failure on the score of machinery or appl-
iancesand they have already proven the
correctness of their theory.
