THEY FEAR THE PLAGUE.

Steerage Passenger on the Gaelic
from lions Kong Qaarantlned.

SAN FRANCISCO, April 19. The steamer
Gaelic arrived to-d- ay from. Hong Kong and
Yokohama via Honolulu. Owing to the
prevalence of the black plague at Hong
Kong the steamer was sent to Quarantine
island. The cabin passengers, fifty in num
ber, were allowed to land, but the 200 steer
age passenger were kept on board. A case of
smallpox developed during Jie voyage from
Yokohama to Honolulu, and there was a
case of. black plague Just before the steamer
left Yokohama. There was no sickness on
board when the steamer arrived to-da- y, and
after steerage passengers and their baggage
have been fumigated they will probably be
allowed to land.

The plague news from China Is not alarm-
ing. There Is a great deal of sickness
among the European colony at Hong Kong,
but nothing very serious. it has rained
there constantly for seven weeks and the
city Is in an unhealthy state. A fatal cattle
disease has broken out which almost mined
the dairy business. Ud to March 20 there
had been 2C4 case of plague in Hong Kong
since Jan. 1. Most of the South China and
island ports have declared a Quarantine
against Hong Kong. A case of plague is re
ported from Singapore.

The German officers enraged In organiz
ing and drilling the. new Chinese army atNang King were attacked and badly beaten
by a Chinese mob.

News from Corea states that the Corean
King is still domiciled at the Russian lega-
tion, but that the Russians are endeavoring
to persuade him to return to his palace.

Outbreaks among the Coreana against theJapanese are still frequent and a number of
Japanese have been killed.

SPAIN'S WEAKNESS SHOWN IN RE
PLY TO CLEVELAND. V

Contemplate a Cabnn Home-Rul- e

Dill Anotber Alleged Insnrgent
Defeat In Cuba. s

LONDON, April 20. The Standard's ' cor
respondent at Madrid says: "Despite the
persistent denials both from Washington
and Madrid, it Is now an open secret that
both governments have freely discussed
tneir attitudes toward eacn other in the
Cuban affair. Spain is aware that Presi-
dent Cleveland wishes to be conciliatory,
but that he cannot an3wer for the control
of American opinion if the struggle in Cuba
be prolonged to the injury of American
commerce. Spain, on the other hand, has
informed President Cleveland that she is

t

willing to conciliate the sympathies of sen
sible Americans, but that she cannot en
tertain a proposal for the Independence of
Cuba, or even for a suspension of hostili
ties to negotiate with the rebels, as public
opinion would never tolerate such a humil-
iation. paln has beeji silently preparing
to execute a Cuban ome-ru!- e bill directly
the colonial authorities regard it advisable
to do so. No date has yet been fixed for
this, however." ,

Plan to Entrap Mnceo.
HAVANA, April 19. The Spanish troops

have had an engagement with the numerous
forces of the Insurgents which, have been ad
vancing westward to attempt the relief of
Maceo, and the official reports show a severe
reverse for the Cubans Lieutenant Colonel
Elota. with the battalion of Luzon, engaged
the Insurgents near Cienfuegos, In Santa
Clara province.'Ttts-iinsurgen- t band was a
numerous one and hot fighting ensued. The
reports show that: the Spaniards took the in
surgents' position by a brilliant bayonet
charge. The enemy left on the field eighty- -
six killed and carried off more than two hun
dred wounded. The amount of the Spanish
loss Is not stated In detail, but it is reported
that Capt. iaro. a doctor, one lieutenant and
eight puerllleras were wounded. Next news
from Plnar del Rio is awaited with Interest,
both by the Spanish authorities and the sym-
pathizers with the insurgents. In spite of the
numerous Instances in;whlch they have been
disappointed the government expresses its
complete confidence that now their operations
against Maceo are- - to bo crowned with suc-
cess. The columns within or west of the
military line south from Mariel have been
largely reinforced and the military authori
ties announce their intention to rorce Maceo
to fight or to come toward the line. The line
they consider impregnable, and they believe
that they will thus entrap Maceo. The In- -
surzent leader Juan Suarez and an ald-d- e-

camp of Lacret are reported killed.

A BLACK KIVER CRIME.

llody of a 31an Found Tied In a SacU
with a Weight.

HOLLAND, Mich., April 1!. What was evi
dently a brutal murder came to light here
this afternoon. A fisherman discovered the
body of a man floating in Black river. The
feet were securely bound and a sack had
been pulled over the head and arms and tied
around the waist. A Strap was buckled tight
ly around the head through the mouth and a
heavy iron weight had been placed in the
sack to sink the, body. His skull was frac-
tured and other marks of violence were visi
ble. He was identified as Enos W. Lawrence,
forty-on- e years old, who was last seen two
weeks ago and, was j reported to have gone
norm.

The body was - found within two blocks
of where Lawrence formerly lived with his
wife. The river runs through a niarsh a
half mile wide where, at any point, it would
have been an easy matter to dump the body
w5;hout fear of discovery. Lawrence's wife
at the time of the disappearance said Enos
had gone north. She od everything she
possessed and left the city, telling no one
her plans or destination. Mrs. Lawrence
and her brother, Roy Coats, toave been lo
cated at Howard City and the sheriff has
gone there to place them under arrest, until
they conclusively prove they nad nothing to
do with the murder.

CABLE TO HONOLULU.

Little Prospect for Its Construction In
the Near Future.

. HONOLULU, April E.-Co- knel Spauld-ing- 's

friends here are not pleased with the
report of the Senate committee on foreign'
relations on the cable bill.? They take it for
granted that the present Congress is not
disposed to aid the company of which
Spaulding 13 the head. The Hawaiian gov
ernment allowed Spaulding eighteen months
in. which to launch his scheme. The option
will not expire for nearly one year, and in
the meantime the hands or thi3 government
are practically tied. If Congress should re
fuse to grant a subsidy to the New Jersey
company this government Is assured that
Spaulding will assign his contract and op
tion to any company that might ie able
to secure tne desired aid. Cable supporters
here would be glad to have the New Jer
sey and New York cable companies combine
if such a combination would insure the
building of the cable. It has been stated
that Congress will not act on the cable
question unless the Hawaiian government
opens the field to any other American com
pany ne.vlng approval of the United States
Congress. In regard to the foregoing a
Cabinet Minister stated this morning that.
much as they would like to see tne cable
built, no offers from any other company
would be considered until it was definitely
known whether or not Congress would aid
Spaulding. If the aid wks refused then
they would consider the latter's option as
ended, and other companies would be dealt
with.

Act
ing under this authorization, the board of
trustees of the Carnegie fine arts and mus
eum collection fund officially announces:

"First A- - prize cf $3,000 will be given for
the best painting in oil produced in the year
1S36 by an American artist, wherever resi
dent, and first shown in the Carnegie art gal
leries of Pittsburg, Pa., at an exhibition to
be held for five weeks, beginning Tuesday,
Nov. S. 1835. the successful work to become
the property cf the board of trustees of the
Carrregie fine arts and museum collection
fund, and to be hung permanently on the
walls of the Carnegie art galleries of Pitts
burg. The above offer is conditioned on the
exhibition of a work to be adjudged of suffi
cient artistic worth to properly represent the
best American art of the year.

Austin Abbott, Dean of New York tnl- -
- ' versify Law School.

NEW YORK. April 19-Au- stin Abbott.
LX D., dean of the New York University
Law School, died at his late residence. No.
16 East Fifty-fir- st street, this morning, after
an illness of about ten weeks.

Austin Abbott was born in Boston Dec.
18. 1S31. He was the son of Jacob Abbott
and a brother of the late Benjamin
Vaughan Abbott,,the well-know- n writer on
law; Dr. Lyman Abbott, of Brooklyn, and
Dr. Edward Abbott, of Cambridge. Mass.
He was graduated from the New iork Uni
versity in 1851 and eoon after that was ad-
mitted to the practice of law. forming a
Eartnershlp with his brothers, Vaughan and

conjunction with the former he
began the publication or " Abbott s New
York Digest" and "Abbott's Forms." He
carried these on alone for a number of
years. He was author of a series of books
on "Methods of Legal Procedure" which
have been adopted as standard text-boo- ks

and books for the desk and bench all over thecountry. In 1833 the New YorK Univerty
conferred on him the degree of L.L. D. and
in 1831 he was cabled on to assume the posi
tion of dean of the university law school,
with the ccalr of pleading, equity and evi
dence.

Rev. Dr. Cyrus Ilntes.
CLEVELAND. O.. April 19. Rev. Dr.

Cyrus Bates, rector of St. Paul's Episcopal
Church, in this city, died this morning of
pneumonia.

Dr. Bates was born in Geauga county.
Ohio, in IS 10. At an early age he enlisted
in the Union army as a private and won
the rank of first, lieutenant by bravery.
Wounds received WX Chickamauga caused his
dismissal from the service. At the close of
the war he practiced law for six years in
Cincinnati. Afterwards he entered the Epis
copal ministry. He was for a time professor
of theology at Gamwer oeminary and pro-
fessor of philosophy at Kenyon College. In
1S35 he came , to Cleveland a. rector of St.
Paul's. Dr. Bates was badly crippled as the
result of his wounds and for years had been
a great sufferer. -

FORCE AROUXD BULUAVAYO PLAN-XIN- G

SOMO SECRET DEVILMENT.

Inhabitants and Garrison In Danger
of Delno; Cut Off from the Outside

World and Murdered.

ENGLAND HATCHING A PLOT

to srnorE sorra Africa in re
venge FOR "Dll. JIJPS" DEFEAT.

Significant Armlnfr of the Inhabitants
of the Transvaal, and Germany

Hand In the Dusincss,

BITLUWAYO, Matabeleland. April 19.-- So

far as the situation is Improved here over
that of yesterday, It Is due to the departure
cf the enemy, which has been massed to the
north of the town for several days, and from
which an attack has been almost hourly ex
pected. This movement, however, brings lit
tle comfort to those in Buluwayo. The ex
cited manner In which the natives quitted
their positions indicated a confident purpose
of mischief. ' There is no evidence that they
were alarmed Friday at the demonstration
of the patrol of forty-tw- o men from Bulu
wayo against their vanguard. Although this
vanguard was driven back on the main body,
the patrol did not dare to place itself within
reach of the overwhelming numbers of the
main boiy.

The direction taken by this great body of
hostile natives after quitting the position to
the north has riot been learned. But it is
feared that the purpose of the movement is
to try and effect a Junction with the rebels
In the Matoppo hills, and thus sever com
munication to the southward. The road runs
through the Matoppo hills to the south of
Buluwayo and is difficult and dangerous for
fifty miles from here, at which distance the
road reaches the Mangwe Pass. This angu
lar and precipitous defile, it is felt,' must be
hell. It is of such a character that it can
well be made Impregnable against the at
tacks of native warriors. But for the same
feascn, if allowed to get Into the hands of
the natives, it would be extremely difficult
and perhaps impossible to dislodge them with
any force at present available. To leave this
pass to the enemy would effectually cut off
the Intercourse of Buluwayo with the outside
world. To hold the pass and to patrol the road
between It and Buluwayo, measures which are
felt to be imperative for the safety of this
place, requires a large proportion of the
available force, which is less than a thou
sand men in Buluwayo.

The threatened movement of the enemy on
the line of communications perplexes the au
thorities with the problem of how far they
can further denude Buluwayo of Its fighting
force to guard the road. The lack of cer
tainty as to the whereabouts and the imme
diate destination of the great mass of na
tives moving so near the town causes much
dreaa and anxiety.

The Force Increasing;.
CAPE TOWN, April 19. Advices received

here from Duluwayo are that the numbers
oi the Matabeles around Buluwayo aid
threatening that plaice continue to Increase;
that they now form a formidable force. As
a measure of defense against the expected
attack upon the town, dynamite mines have
been laid in the outskirts oi tne town ana
In the ground over which an attacking
party would necessarily approadh. These
mines have been wired ana connected witn
Instruments in the central laager, which
will be the point or retreat in case or at-
tack. From the central laager the ground
in which the mines have been laid is in fuU
view and the mines can be exploded by elec
tricity at the moment desired. An explosion
at tlhe moment an advancing horde or na
tives was over the mines would do tremen
dous execution among them. .

ARMING THE TRANSVAAL.

The Energetic Movement Claimed to
Have Its Oria-l-n In Germany.

LONDON, April 20. The Times this morn
ing publishes information going to show that
the arming of the Inhabitants of the Trans
vaal, which is going forward with such en
ergy, is being assisted from German sources.
A Cape Town dispatch to th'e Times says;

A Barberton telegram reports that the Ger
man steamer Bundezrath arrived at Delagoa
bay on April 14 and St. KomatI on April 13.

The nassencers were- - not 'disposed to allow
their luggage to be examined. Searchers,
however, uneartned numerous military ac-
coutrements. A German officer subse
quently produced a passport, and the party
proceeded to Pretoria, the capital of the
Transvaal.

A dispatch from Mafeking. Cape Colony.
to the Times, says: "There is native dis-
content throughout Bechuanaland aid the
adjoining districts. More police and mili-
tary are needed. Earl Grey has arranged
for a dally coach service irom nere to uu.u-wayo- ."

Chnmherlnlns Dnpllclty.
LONDON, April 20. The Berlin correspond-

ent of the Standard says that the German
press Is indulging in the bitterest comments
on England's action In South Africa, In

which they see a direct menace to the Trans-
vaal. They charge Colonial Secretary Cham
berlain with duplicity In his statements to
Parliament and In his messages to President
Kruger. The Standard's correspondent also
says that it 13 again reported that the Ger
man government intends to introduce a new
cannon into the army.

The Daily News says that military authori
ties consider tnat tne appointment or Uen.

who has been ordered to the Cape of Good
Hope to take command --of the British forces
In Matabeleland, is a measure of precaution.
nnd that it will probably be followed by the
dispatch of more troops. "The War Office

Telegrams have been sent summoning every
officer on furlough in Great Britain to the
Cape to return without delay. The militant
section of the Tories are in active revolt
against the policy in Africa of Colonial Secre
tary Chamberlain and Governor Sir Her-
cules Robtnson. of Cape Colony, and they
talk of adjourning the House on the subject.

STUDENTS' HIGH JINKS

MILLIONAIRES' S0XS U II All YARD
ARRESTED AXD FINED.

Maintained Disorderly House, a
Pretty Blonde Girl Figurine In

, Some of the Orgies.

BOSTON', April lS.-- The house 1532 Cam-
bridge street, Cambriige, was unknown to
the police three months ago, save that It
was inhabited mostly by Harvard men.
Yesterday the police termed it "a den of
revelry and Infamy," and the owner has
placed In windows the sign: "Rooms to let;
students barred."

The tenants, H B. McCune an Harry S.
Leech, students at Harvard, and sons of
New York families, In court pleaded guilty
to keeping a disorderly house, and were
fined $50 each, which they paid. A tenant
of theirs, another Harvard student, was ar-
rested later on a charge of fokgery.

Two morrfhs ago two studeAts were ar-
rested at 1552 Cambridge street' Cambridge,
for disorderly conduct. In the room with
the young men was Grace Woodbury, apretty young- - woman, who halls from Mar-blehea- d,

but who now lives on Columbia
street, Cambridgeport. The following morn-
ing in court Grace was placed on trial.

The students, who afterward proved to
be two members of Columbia College, New
York, were each fined $10. The young men
were at first arrested on a more eerioua
charges owing to the statements of the
girl. This was, however, dropped.

It now appears that these young men are
brothers of McCune and Leech, who were
Saturday morning summoned imo court for
disorderly conduct, on the complaint of the
proprietor of the house, Silas U. Bucking
ham. It is claimed that the acts of thyoung men reached a climax last Saturday,
when they Inveigled Into their apartments
two drunken players of the "hurdy gurdy."
They were Marcus O Sullivan and Michael
Carafallo, who were arrested for drunken-
ness. The students, it is charged, cut their
hair in fantastic fashion and sent them
out half naked and drunk. Later McCune
and Leech were arrested. -
