SENATE DECIDES, 27 TO 22, 'NOT TO
CORRECT THE TARIFF BILL,

Fruitless Effort to Repenl the Free-
Alcohol Clause—Debate on the Pick-
ler Pension Bill in the House.

WASHINGTON, April %5.—Senator Haw-
ley has announced his intention of offering
as an amendment to the general deficiency
bill, when it comes up in the Senate, his bili
already reported favgrably from the military
affairs committes to pay the amounts found
due to a number of States, including In-
diana, for expense incurred by them for en-
rolling, subsisting, clothing, arming, equip-
ping and paying troops employed In sup-
pressing the rebellion. Indiana’'s claim is
comparatively small, being only $1.£14.28
These claims have long been passed, but
never aald, Recently the State of New
York, becoming weary of delay, took leg
gleps to establish the wvalidity of its claim.
It carried the matter from one court to an-
ot! untll it finally reached the Supreme
Court of the United States. On last Mon-
day the Supreme Court decided In favor of
the State of New York, hence the bills must
be paid, and there is a fair prospect that
the members of the many States interested
will be able to form a combination strong
enougn to compe! the House conferees, in
spite of Speaker Reed's orders for economy
everywhere, to accept the Hawley amend-
ment when adopted in the Senate.

At the opening of the session Mr. Lodge
secured the adopticn of a resolution asking
the Postmaster-general to .ake steps for ex-
pediting the distribution of goods through the
postoffice. The resolution seeks to overcome
a congestion in the Washington pos<toffic: to
the pressure of seed shipments, the number
of seeds packages received being =so great as
20 block passage ways and obstruct busi-
ness.

Mr. Sherman again sought 1o proceed with
the blll concerning tax on fruit brandies, to
which the finance committee had offered an
amendment repealing the rebate tax on alco-
ol used In the arts. Mr. Peffer objected.
Thereupon Mr., Sherman moved to take up
the bill, and a test voie was in prospect.

Mr. Chandler again urged tha: Mr. Sher-
man's course Invited a discussion of the en-
tire tariff question, a subject which, as had
been announged, was as dead as Julius Cae-
gar. Wiith a tariff debate inaugurated, other
wressing subjects would be erowded out, said
Gir. Chandler.

Mr. sherman responded that there was no
purpose (o preecipiiate the wholp tariffl ques-
tion, and explained that millions were being
lost by the fallure to correct the errors of
the present law.

Mr. Peffer added his protest against open-
ing a tariff Lj(‘;l.'l_t.(-', whiich, he aaid, would
crowd back the bond resplution, which had
the right of way by unanimous consent.

Mr. Platt, of Connecticut, opposed going on
with the bill, and added: “*If we are to enter

n the correction of tariff mistakes, then I
hink we should correct ihe greates: mistake
5f all—the Wilson bill—by repealing it.”

Vith the repeal of that law the McKinley
law would be revived, Mr Platt zald.

“And then we would have less revenue in-
stend of more,” Interjected Mr. Gray.

The vote was then taken, much interest be-
ing manifested, as it was felt to involve the
chance of a geperal reopening of the tariff
question.

After this flurry consideration of the sun-
dry civil appropriation bill was re-
sumed.

It was agreed by unanimous consent to
hold a night session to-night for general
debate on the Pickler pension bill, and after
anr unsuccessful attempt by Mr. Pickler to
getl unanimous consent for consideration of
a resolution to set aside Saturday, May 2,
for consideration of private pensiom bilis
and by Mr, Terry to take up a private pen-

sion bill the fouse resumed consideration
of the Pickler general . pension bill, Mr.
Bartlett speaking in opposition. He thought
the scope of the law of 15% should not be
increased.

Mr. Gibson made a special plea for justice
to certain classes of persons in his State
who were soldiers for a time, but were not
regularly mustered.

Mr. Wheeler declarad that the “harangues’
of the past three days had been for the pur-
pose of trying to tell the country that the
Republican party was the friend of the sol-
dier and that the Democratic party was not.
He declared that the Democratic party had
been liberal in appropriations for the sol-
diers.

Mr. Curtls, of Kansas, declared that every
general pension law on the statute books had
been put there by Republican votes. The
only trouble with the bill under considera-
tion was that it did not go far enough, Mr,
Mahany also spoke in favor of the bill, At
10:06 the House adjourned,

ANOTHER PENSION VETO.

The President Disapproves the Fran-
cix E. Hoover Blll

WASHINGTON, April 25.—The President
to-day sent to the House a message veto-
ing the bill granting a penslion of $£0 to
Francis E. Hoover. The President says he
does not understand that it is claimed in
any quarter that the present heipless condi-
tion of this soldler s at all attributable to
his army service. Continuing, the President
says: *“He never applied for a pension until
after the passage of the law of 180, pro-
viding for a pension for those who had
served In the army and are unable to main-
tain themseives by manual labor on account
of disability not chargeable to army service,
The committee of the House of Repre-
semtatives in reporting this bill declares:
“T'he  testimony aoes not show the disease
of * 7 the soldier to be of ervice
origin.' The beneficlary I8 now receiving
the largest pension permitted under the law
of 1800. His condition may well excite our
sympathy; but to grant him a pension of
$0 a month without the least suggestion
that his pitiable disability is related to his
army service, and in view of the fact that he
is now revelving the highest pension al-
lowed hy-a general law enacted to expressly

meet such cases, it seems to me would re-
sult in an unfair discrimination as agalnst
many thousand worthy soidiers similarly
g'tuated, and would invite applications which,
while difficult to refuse in the face of such
a precedent, must certainly lead to the
breaking down of all limitations and re-
strictions provided by our laws regulating
nensions.

be dealt with as a businesa problem. It is
believed that this legislation should be com-
prehensive and final, and ghould terminate
the intimate relations of the government
with the enterprises of these Pacific rallroad

companlies.
No Successor Yet to Satolli.

WASHINGTON, April 25.—Cardinal Satoill
has recelved no intimation, official or other-
wise, as to his successor as papal delegate,

and the report that Delegate Alvaradi. pres-
ent nuncio to Mexico, would succeed him at
Washington is regarded as based only on
gpeculation, as no determination has been
reached at Rome. There is some doubt ex-
pressed as to whether the delegate to Mexico
would be transferred to the United just as
his services in Mexico were beginuning., As
yet there ig no intimation of Cardinal Satol-
1i's departure. There have been unofficial re-
ports current in Rome that a consistory
would assemble In June, in which case Car-
‘dinal Satolli might be summoned to Rome,
although his presence at the consistory
would not be imperative. The general Im-
pression prevails that when the Cardinal re-
turns to Rome he will become a member of
the Propaganda, as a result of his intimate
acquaintance with the affairs of the church
throughout the world, and particularly in
America.

Venezuela Seeking I'mmigrants,

WASHINGTON, April 25.—United States
Consul Plumacher, at Maracaibho, has fur-

nished the State Department with a copy of
a contract concluded by the Venezuelan gov-

ernment with Dr. Galavis for the introduc-
tion of 60,000 immigrants from Amerlca, Ger-
many, Switzeriand, Spain, Ireland, Italy and
Holland. Special inducements are offered by
the Venezuelan government to =ecure such
immigration. The consul says that Iif this ef-
fort proves uccessful it will be followed by a
vigorous policy of encouraging immigration,
g0 much needed for the development of the
vast resources of the country.

House Programme.

WASHINGTON, April 25.—The House pro<
gramme for next week was considered to-
day by the committee on rules, It was de-

ceded to let the debate on the pension bill
continue for a reasonable time, and as
many members desired to put themselves on
record on the bill there may be several nigh:
gessions ‘for speechmaking, most of which
will be done by the Republicans. No rule to
limit debate will be proposed by the com-
mittee, but the House may make an agree-
ment to vote at a certain time. After the
pension bill the bankruptcy bill probably
will be the order.

River and Harbor Bill Changes.
WASHINGTON, April 25.—The river and
harbor appropriation bill has been practicai-
ly completed by the Senate committee on

commerce, and will probably be reported to
the Senate on Monday. Some new legislation
is added to the bill. As to contracts, the
Secretary of War is to authorize them in
whole ‘or in part; he may aiso modify the
projects authorized if the cost is not in-
creased. All persons emp.oyed on public
works of engineering intrusted to the en-
gineer corps, it is stated, must be hired by
the officers of the engineer corps,

WASHINGTON, April 25.—8ecretary Olney.
received a cablegram to-day from Charge
Riddte, at Constantinople, saying that mis-
slonary KXnapp, who was charged with inecit-
ing the Armenians at Bitlis t0 insurrection,
had been dellvered by the Turkish author-
itles to the United States consul at Alexan-
dretta.

Graves's Case Against Carlisle.
WASHINGTON, April 55.—The case of Wil-
llam Graves, of New York city, against Sec-
retary Carlisle, to compel the latter to

award to him 24500000 of the recent issue
of bonds to which Graves claims he is en-
titled through acceptance of his blds, will
be heard in the Distriet Supreme Court next
Saturday. The case came up before Judge
Cole to-day and was deferred at the re-
quest of counsel for Graves, who wanted
more time to examine Secretary Carlisle’'s
reply. Assistant Attorney-general Dickinson
appeared for the Secretlary.

DISASTER IN MEXICO.

—

Sixty-Seven Men Eilther Killed, In-
jured or Entombed in n Silver Mine.
CHIHUAHUA, Mex., April 25.—The most

terrible mining disaster that has ever
ocecurred in northern Mexico han-
pened Thursday afternoon at the
Vieja mine, about twelve mileg from
this city, in the Santa Eulaiia
district. The mine is a very rich silver
mine and has been worked for the last
hundred years, The roof of the mine has
been supported by great pillars of ore, and
a few weeks ago P. R. Prieto, the owner,
tegan taking out these supports. Prieto
urged the miners, who are Mexicans, to
continue at work, in spite of protests, it is
said, and the terrible accident resulted.
Eighty-five men were at work when the
cave-in occurred. Of these eighteen escaped,
sixty-seven were burled, and of these thir-
ty-seven have been taken out, seven of
whom are dead and thirty seriously
crushed, and manvy will not live, There ig
very little chance of recovering alive the
thirty men yet under the earth. The Gov-
ernor left here to-day for the scene.

In a year or two they sold the
dramatization rights to Clark & Co., a
Western firm. Riley Brothers, who make
stereopticons, spent §,000 in getting out an
fllustrated lecture on the novel.

Coxe found out last winter that these lec-
tures, with the magic lantern accompani-
ment, depicting scenes in “Ben-Hur,”

The BSaturday ®Review, referring to the
Venezuelan question, says: “It is incambent

.on us to reach an. understanding on the
general question of arbitration before the

American commission reports, and we can
only hope that the Marqguis of SBalisbury will
not allow the accepted time to slip away un-
used.’””

The Under Secretary of State for Foreign
Affairs, Mr. George M. Curzon, is to make
a further statement In the House of Com-
mons on Monday regarding the progress of
the negotiations with the United States on
the subject of Venezuela.

general arbitration has been proposed in

England, It is considered in Washington that
the proposals for arbitrating the Venezuelan
frontier dispute were merged In it., The
Times says: It is assumed that the Marquis
of Salisbury rejected the Washington pro-
posals in regard to Venezuela. The Marquis
of Salisbury certainly did not accept the
proposals as they stood, but it was not
imagined that the action taken in regard
to them should possibly be regarded as a re-

Jection. The difficulty was in regard to the
definition of settied districts, and the Mar-

quis of Salisbury's efforts to protect British
subjects did not promise to be successful,
and accordingly he attempted to solve the
problem of Venezuelan -arbitration by solv-
ing the problem of general arbitration.” The
Times' statement that tHe Uruan incident
s settled is cilassed as being premature, al-

though it is added there Is every prospect
of its ultimatle satisfactory settlement.

The news of the sortie from Buluwayvo
and the heroism of several officers and
troops in risking thelr lives to save com-
rades has aroused much enthusiasm heres
and this feeling will increase when It be-
comes more generaily known that half of
the number of the wounded received their
injuries while assisting wounded companions
in arms. An officer was killed after glving
his horse to a severely wounded friend.

The news from Egypt shows that the
Dervishes along the Nile are unusually in-
active. It was thought that they would
have already attacked the lines of commu-
nication, but apparently they are waliling
for the Khalifa's orders or are planning a
combined attack on the Anglo-Egyptan
forces. There is - no let-up in the work of
forwarding ammunition and suppiies to the
front, and the most untiring activity is wit-
nessed on all slides. A special fleet of light
draught steamers will soon be placed on the
upper Nile. i

All signs point to a revival of the European
war scare with réhetwed force, after the
fetes attending the coronation of the Czar
are over. Another coup d'etat is believed to
be preparing in Bulgaria, and, by general
eonsent, the intention of taking the initiative
is ascribed to Russia. Hence the undoubted
anxiety in England to get the Venezuelan
question off her hands before the continental
complications begin.

PLANS OF MATAPELES.

They Will Attemmpt to Surround Bulu-

CAPE TOWN, April 5.—Every additional
item of news from Buluwayo shows that
the small body of British troops, three hun-
dred of which sortied Friday morning from
that town and engaged a Matabele army
occupying about four miles of the north
bank of the Umguza river, displayed the
gsreatest gallantry. Several remarkable ex-
amples of heroism are recorded on the part

of officers and troopers in saving the lives
of wounded comrades at the ri of their
own lives.

African situation. All statements to the
contrary, as repeatedly asserted, the situa-
tion has fined itself down to preparing for a
struggle between Great Britain and the
Transvaal (the latter backed by Germany),
for predominance in South Africa, and, up
to the present, the Boers have the best of it
by a large majority. Whila Mr. Chamberlain
has been dickerinz and twisting, President
Kmﬁer has gone straight to the front and is
openly arming and fortifying for the grand
struggle to come. ‘The Transvaal troops
could be placed In the field, to the number
of about 60,000, In a week or so, although
there is yet much to be done in the way of
preparations, but it will take Great Britain
several months at least to reach the stage
of preparation, and a great deal might hap-
pen in that time., Mr. Chamberlain has lost
four months of very valuable time; President
Kruger has not lost four hours of the same
time in preparing for the South African coup,
and, it is claimed in 'Boer circles here, the
Transvaal leaders will open the eyes of the
British considerably ‘when the right moment
arrives.
