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LARGER LOADED-CAR MOVEMENT,

BUT STILL BELOW THE MAXIMUM.
e ——————
Curtalling Free Transporiation teo

Politiclans—Two Cents Per Mile for
Ten or More Persons.

The loaded-car movement continues dis-
appointing. While it is a Hetle heavier
than usual, it falls considerably below that

of the corresponding week of 1885. How-
ever, it should be said that the freight
traflic of April last year, especially the
third week, was unusually heavy for April,
both east and wcst-bpund, The grain and
flour shipments castward have not been as
a8 light in years in April as this year, and
the export business {n provisions has been
lighter than usual, while the shipments of
cerealine produects, both for export and

home markets, have been heavier than in
1886. But In no special class of business
have the shipments shown as marked an
increase this month as in the movement of
live stock and dressed meats., In shipments

of live stock the increase s not as notice-
able in hogs as in cattle and horses. With
two auction sales each week, at which 0

to 600 horses are sold, largely for shipment
East and for export, and the striking in-
crease In number of cattle handled each
week at the Indianapolis stock yards, much
of which goes to Buffalo, Plttsburg, Jersey

City and New England points, is shown
the most remarkable improvement. West-

bound business, as well as east-bound, ls
lighter than in April last year. This is
doubtless in some measure due 1o the fact
that at the corresponding period last year
rates were somewhat demoralized, while
this year, for four months, theﬁ have been
ste y adhered to, and there has been no
object In merchants purchasing with a view
to taking advantage of the low rates that
are at such times taken advantage of. A
local agent says that while this business
from the East may not now be as heavy
as in April last year, the business of Marc
and April this year Is somewhat in excess
of the same months of 1885. In local bus-
inesa some improvement is noticeable. In
miscellaneous freights there is an increase;
harvest implements are moving freely, and
also lumber and material for street im-
provements, and local manufacturers are
shipping more goods.

There has been an understaniing among
the passenger officials of the transcontinen-
tal lines that army and naval officers travel-
ing at their own expense should be given
half-fara rate. It has heen found that some
of the roads are making the agreement cover
postal clerks and other government em-
ployes, and the abuse has become so great
that the chairman of the association has
Issued warning against the practice.

The question of issuing a 5,000-mile ticket
having gone to the general managers of thas
association lines, it I8 very likgly to be
adopted, but with such safeguards thrown
around it as to prevent it3s being traveled
on except by the purchaser of the bhook. The
question will be settied between May 6 and
May 10. Travellng men are much inter-
ested in the resuit, and are purchasing mile-
age only to meet thelr immediate require-
mants,

It is .ewvident that ten-ride party tickets
will be sold in the ontire territory west of
the Missouri river after May 1. An effort
is to be made to sell only to legitimate or-
ganized parties of ten or more, and these
tickets will be refused to ticket brokers and
the general public. The question of discrime
ination will come up, and the scalpers are
likely to give the roads trouble. It is be-
lleved that lines in this territory will soon
go back to the party tickets on a more lib-
eral scale than ever.

The general manager of one of the car
works which refuses to build cars at pres-
ent figures said, a short time ago, that the
works that take these contracts can but
lose money. He cited a case ‘where car
works were actually building cara at $6 per
car less than they would cost to build and
pay living wages to the men. The same
gaems true of the Ohio Falls car works.
Their skilled men, it is stated, cannot make
over §l per day at the prices for labor they
offer, and the officers of the car company
gsay thart it is impossible to pay more, a8 the
contracts were taken at very low figures.

If reports are correct the transporation
officials of the Wabash and the Lake Erie &
Western should get together and rearrange
their connections. The Wabash Plain Dealer
savs: “Travelers who use the Wabash and
Western roads via Peru are complaining be-
cause of the unsatisfactory connection made
at that point. The morning train out of
Indianapolis on the L. E, & W, is sched-
uled to make the seventy-five miles between
Indianapolis and Peru in three hours and
twelve minutes. This, even with all the
gtops, is very slow and could bhe run with
ease., but there is a regular stop of twenty
minutes at the L. E. & W. main line cross-
ing at Tipton and this stop is sometimes pro-
longed to thirty or forty minutes, and of
course it {8 impossible to make up the tima
thus lost and reach Peru in season to catech
the east“bound Wabash express, leaving
at 10:15, only thre= minutes after the Lake
Erie 152 due. The Wabash management can-
not hold the fast train a minute, and the
reaylt is that passengers from the south
from Wabash, Huntington amnd Fort Wayne
are frequently detained at Peru until 5:30 in
the evening.”

A Letter from the Father of His Coun-
try to Jonathan Truambull, Jr.
Montclair (N. J.) Herald.

The following letter from General Wash-
Ington to ilonathfan 'g‘rur’r]n_auill. j_ri. is now fn
the possession of a family in tals town!:

“Mount Vernon, Jany. 5th, 1784,
‘“Dear Trumbull,

“Your obliging letter of the 15th of Novr.
did not reach me until some days after we
had taken Pouamﬁlon of the City of New
York—The =Scene that followed of festivity,
congratulation, addresses, and resignation
must be my apology for not replying to it
sooner.—

“I sincerely thank you for the Copy of
the Adadress of Govr. Trumbull to the Genl.
Assembly & Freemen of your State—The
Sentiments contained in it are sucn as
would do honor te a Patriot of any Age or
Nation' at least they are too colncident
with my own not to meet my warmest ap-
probation.—Be so good as 10 present my
most cordial respects to the Governor and
let him know that it is my wish the mutual
friendship & esteem which have been plant-
ed & fostered in the tumult of public life,
may not wither and die in the serenity of
retireinent; tell him we should rather amuse
our evening hours of life, in cultivating the
tender plants & bringing them to perfec-
tion before they are transplanted to a hap-
pier clime.—

“Notwithstanding the jealous and con-
tracted temper which seems to prevail in
some of the States, yvet I cannot but hope
& believe that the good sense of the People
will ultimately get the better of the preju-
dices; and that order and sound policy—
tho' they do not come 80 2o0on as one would
wish—will be !nrodur:ed from the present
unsettled and deranged state of public af-
fairs—Indeed 1 am happy to observe that
the political disposition Is actnally melior-
ating every day. Several of the States
have manifested an inclination to invest
Congress with more ample Powers—Most of
the Legislatures appear disposed to do par-
fect justice—and the Assembly of this Com-
monwealth have just complied with the
requisitions of Congreasg, and I am informed
without a disentient voice.—Everyvthing My
dear Trumbull, will come right at last as
wo have often prophesied—My only fear is
that we shall lose a little reputation first,

“After having passed, with as much pros-
perity as could be expected, throu' the ca-
recr of public life, 1 nave now reached the
goal of domestic enjoyment—Iin which state
1 assure you, I And your good wishes most
aceeptable to me., The family at Mount

D'r Sir yr. most Affect. & Obedt Serv.’

The new clip of wool is beginning to
come in, and s said to be of excellent
quality. In commenting on the wool situa-

tion one of the largest of the local dealers
said on Saturday:

“The buyers here have opened prices at
12 cents for best medium wool, with some
doubt expressed about being able to main-

tain these prices through the season.
Wool is now lower in this country than in

Europe, and a few small shipments have
been made from New York to Europe. The
cause of this is the general depression

among woolen mills in this country. In the
aggregate these: are not using more than
half the wool they did in 1%82. The large
importation of shoddy goods accounts for
this. The following ¢lippings from the Bos-

ton Wool and Cotton Reporter explains the
situation: “The bulk of the business in for-
eign dress goods has been In fancy fabrics.
Black fancies have been good sellers, but
in all lines medium and low prices prevail.
The foreign mills, in order to compete
with our domestic manufacturers, have un-
loaded an enormous amount of worthless
stuff on the American market, and in addi-
tion to this have resorted to a gross amount
of fraudulent valuation, such as we spoke
of at length in our last issue. Were it not
for such methods of competition domestic
mills would be better able 10 cope with the
competition of foreign s. We trust that
speedy punishment will overtake those who
by such methods attempt to defraud the
United States government and the Amer-
ican people of what rightfully belongs to
them, Tae foreign beavers still attract a
large number of orders, in spite of the
worthlessness of the material. They are
full of imperfections, which are cleverly
concealed by the beautiful finish, and it is
this finish ‘which gives taem the lead over
domestic heavers. It secems dimpossible for
domestic milis to make a favric to com-
rare with these foreign goods for less than

® cents, while the latier sell here for 67%
cents, and even then have a better appear-
ance at first., The domestlc worsted yarn
marker continues quiet. Prices, which,
while nothirg more than nominal, are low-
er than they have been in previous years,
and some parties who are coverad with
more wool than they can find Immediate
use for are ready to offer, if they feel cer-
tain of getting their meney, Lo make con-
tracts for yarn at fignres whiea would com-
pel them to manufacture it at a loss.’

‘““The above comments are enough to ex-
plain the present depressed condition of
the wool market in this country. The
Wool and Cotton Reporter says of the
wool market: ‘We remarked lasi week that
our Western friends might rely ugon our
assertion that the alleged depressed condi-
tion of this market was a fact, and not a
device for depreciating prices in the wool
section. We wish 10 rg.llet‘ilte this I‘O'D(Hi-
tion; now it is quite probable that the
g'rowers will expect higher prices than

ealers will be able to pay.' "™

Cannot e Excelled.
One of the most activé business men of
this city remarked last Saturday that the
shippers of this city, and also the consigrees,

fail to appreciate ih¢ advantages the
railways entering here offer them. He
did not believe that there was a polint
in the United States which offered as many
advantages. To begin Wwith, of the fifteen

roads centering here there i8 not one but
has to meet sharp competition, and

such competitions that ghe requiring of an

Then consignees have another great ad-
vantage.

Million-Dollar Fire.

CRIPPLE CREEK, Col, April 25.—An
angry courtesan threw a la.TS at her lover
at 1 o'clock to-day and $1,000,000 worth of
property was destroyed in three hours. The
lamp hit the stove, igniting the oill and set-
ting fire to the furniture. In a few minutes
the buliding was in flames. This was
Cough's dance hall on Myers avenue, near
Third street. In a very short time the ad-
joining buildings had caught, despite the
afforts of the fire department. It soon be-
came evident that the fire was to be a bl
one, but no one thought it woul
reach such an a&area. The occupants
began to move out, but many had waited too
long and were unable (o save their goods,
Some barely escaped wlth ¢heir lives, Sev-
eral women were dangerously burned. The
heat became s0 intense that buildings on the
north side of Meyers sireet took fire. Every
wagon in town was pressed into service and
goods were hauled away, Not a tenth part
of the goods were saved, By the time the
postoffice had caught it became evident that
the only way to stop the progress of the fire
was to blow up the bulldings with dynamite,
This wag done under the supervision of the
firemen, and a number aof Lulldings had to be
sacrificed before the fire had reached them.

The fire started about 1 o’clock, and by 4
it had burned the blocks between ‘Third and
Fifth sireets, on Meyers, between Third and
Fifth streets, on Esnnett street, stopping
just this slde of the new Midland depot and
warchouse, between Third and Fifth., on
Carr, With the exception of a few buildings
an the Third-street side, nearly all the bualld-
ings between Third and Fith, on Eaton,
were destroved.

The property on Meyers avenue was ocou-

ied in the most part by demimonde and =a-
oons. The two variety theaters—the Topie
and Hollands—were there, and innumerable
dance halls. Reveral aceidents of minor char-
acter occurred, hut none was fatal. Grace
Clifton was badly burned about the face and
hands. J. Anderson, while placing a charge
of dypamite under the Sisters’ hospital to
blow it up, had a leg torn off by a prema-
ture explosion. The postoffice, on DBennett
avenue, ig a wreck, only the vault standing.
Twenty thousand letters and thousands of
packages were dedtroyed. The First National
Bank vault is standing. All the hooks and
papers were saved, and the bank opened for
business -while its bullding was burning in a
room adjoining the Bimelallic Bank. The
Episcopal and Congregational churches were
destroved. The eity jail, in which were con-
fined about twenty prisoners, has only the
iron cages left. The prisoners were re-
leased.

The Sisters’ hospital was blown up after
the patients had been removed to the Pike's
Peak Hospital, Mayor Steele ordered all sa-
loons closed, which prevented lawlessness, A
report was started that thisves were busy,
and a hundred deputies were at once sworn
in and the militia wasz ecalled out., but no
depredations were committed. Hundreds of
people were made homeless, but they were all
given shelter by the generous people of the
town. The fallen women were made wel-
come in the bpest houses in the elty. The
burned section is to be boilt up at once with
brick and stone. The total Insurance will
reach about $250,000.

Another Pension Veto.

WASHINGTON, April 25.—The President
¥ sent to the House a message veto-
ing the bill granting a nsion of 0 to
Francis E. Hoover, The President says he
does not understand that it is clalmed in
any quarter that the present helpless condi-
tion of this soldier is at all attributable to
his army service. Continuing, the President
says: “"He never gpplled for a pension until
after the passage of the law of 1890, pro-
vidi for a pension for those who had
served in the army and are unable to main-
tain themselves by manual labor on account
of disability not chargeable to army service.
The committee of the House of Repre-
rentatives in reporting this bill declares:
*The testimony aoes not show the disease
of the soldier to of service
origin.' The beneficiary is now recelving
the largest pension permitted under the law
of 18%. His condition may well exeite our
sympathy; but to grant him a pension of
&0 a month without the least suggestion
that his pitiable disabiiity is related to his
army service, and in view of the fact that he
i3 now reveiving the highest pension al-
lowed by a mral law enacted to expressly
meet such , it seems to me would re-
sult in an unfair discrimination as against
many thousand worthy soldiers simllariy
situated, and would Invite applications which,
while difficult to refuse in the face of such
a precedent, must |llfertaluly lead to the
breaking down of limitations and re-
strictions provided by our laws regulating
nsions, The value of pension 1 lation
epends as much upon fairness and justice
in its administration as it does upon its lib-
erality and generosity."

Disaster in Mexico,

CHIHUAHUA, Mex., April 25.—The most
terrible mining disaster that bhas ever
occurred in northern Mexico  hap-
gened Thursday afternoon at the

ieja mine, about twelve miles from
this city, in the BSanta Eulaiia
district. The mine is a very rich silver
mine and has been worked for the last
hundred years, The roof of the mine has
been supported by great Wllars of ore, and
a few weeks ago P. R. , the <wner,
began taking out these sulports. Prieto
urged the miners, who are Mexicans, to
continue at work, in spite of protests, it is
said, and the terrible accident resulted,
Eighty-five men were at work when the
cave-in occurred. Of these eighteen d,
sixty-seven were buried, and of these thir-
ty-seven have been taken out, seven of
whom are dead and thirty seriously
crushed, and many will not live. There is
very little chance of recovering alive the
thirty men yet under the earth.
