ItcMv at Chlcairo.
There is trouble between the lines of the

Central Passenger Committee and those of
the Western Passenger Association, says a
dispatch from Chicago. The difficulty arises
from the presence of the orders of the West-
ern roads In the territory of the Eastern
lines. The . Western men have for a long
time contended that, the Eastern roads did
not; divide the business from their territory
to the West In an equitable manner, and
some of the Western roads have felt much
aggrieved over the small amount of business
ahey have received from the East. They
have found it. they say, a matter of slf-preservati- on

to keep their orders in the ter-
ritory of the Eastern roads, as If they did
not do so they would .get comparatively no
business from that part of the country. The
Central Passenger Committee has. now dis-
covered these orders and Its wrath Is at a
white heat. It has demanded of the West-
ern Passenger Association that It forbid its
members to put any orders in the territory of
the Eastern roads. The matter has been
docketed for the next meeting of the Western
Passenger Association. Some of the Western
roads declare In advance, however, that the
obnoxious orders will not come out of the
Eastern territory until some better arrange-
ment for the distribution of business Is made
by the Central Passenger Committee than
the one It now has.

WASHINGTON April 27. For Indiana

"I had hoped," saii the
Governor, "that the1 Supreme Court would
not interfere in this matter. I believe that
the election under present conditions should
be held under the law of 1SS3 and that the
right of the hold-ov- er Senators to thc-i-r

seats should not be questioned. As you are
aware, thero was great pressure after the
previous decision of the court to have me
take a different position from the one I
took. A great many men of my own party,
anl good men, too, insisted that I should
take the position that there was no Legisla-
ture in existence. While I am a party man,
and would unquestionably favor my party
where I could without interfering with what
I can see to be my official duty, yet I told
them .the situation as I viewed it and gave
my position In an authorized interview be-
fore the meeting of the Democratic com-
mittee, in order that they might follow that
idea or any other as they saw fit.

"What I shall do In case the court over-
throws the act of 1SSG, whHch Is now admitted
to be the only apportionment act on the
statutes, I have not yet been able to de-

termine to my own satisfaction. There is
undoubtedly a question and it Is a matter
of doubt In my own mind as to whether or
not, under the decision In the Sullivan coun-
ty case, there Is any Legislature in exist-
ence. Now this committee that called upon
me stated that they had in their possession
pledges from a majority of both houses
that they would pass a fair and constitu-
tional apportionment-ac- t and nothing elseif called together. They did not present
tho.e pledges to me and It seems to me ifI were a legislator I would hesitate a longtime, before .1 would sign a pledge to an-
other co-ordin- ate branch of the government.

;I .vweftifcl,' do my duty as1 required by my
oa.tfi of.v office, after having ence had thecpportunlty tcf do that duty. However, I
take it for granted that they had thosepledges. Yet. If the Legislature were con-
vened and should rn.s an apportionment
law its constitutionality coulJ not e tested
before the election for want of time. And
in as mnch as the next legislature mu.tmake a new apportionment under the consti-
tution, it. would be a very natural thinjr
for them to pass some such act as that of
1ST5. .

Acelilenta In. March.,
The monthly record of the Railroad Ga-

zette hows, that in March, on American
roads, there were 134 . accidents, in which
twenty-eigh- t. persons were killed and nines
ty-fi- ve injured. As in February, no record
of a passenger being killed is shown for
March, which is certainly remarkable and
has never before occurred for two succes-
sive months. Of those injured forty-thre-e
were passengers and forty-nin- e employes.
Three of these accidents occurred on Indi-
ana roads.
