TAKEN BY SPANIARDS

AMERICAN SCHOONER COMPETITOR
CAPTURED IN CUBAN WATERS,

Loaded with Munitions of War for
Insurgents—The Filibusters in

Havana Prisons,

HAVANA, April 20.—The Spanish gun-
boat Mensagera has captured and brought

petitor, of Key West, loaded with arms and
ammunition, believed to be intended for the
insurgents. The Mensagera on Saturday
last sighted near Berracas, on the north
coast of the province of Pinar del Rio, a
suspicious looking schooner, which attempt-
ed to get away from the war vessel, She
Was. pursued, overhauled and boarded. In

r command of her were Alfredo Laborde, Dr.

. Bedla and two newspaper correspondents.
The Competitor, It appears, was last from
the Mosquito coast, where, it is presumed,
she took on the arms and ammunition found
on board of her. The latfer consisted of 38,-
000 cartridges, a number of packages of dyna-
mite, many cases of Mauser and Remington
rifles, and cases of accoutrements, ete.

The schooner arrived here this morning in
tow of the Mensagera. The men found om
board of her are held as prisoners.

Developments show that fhe expedition

was an important one. A number of the
filibusters are szald to have succeeded in
Jumping over board and swimming ashore.
Others, however, who jumped into the sea
were drowned. It also seems that the in-
surgent general Monson was a member of
the expedition. In addition to the arms and
ammunition captured on board the Compet-

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JACKSON TO TESTIFY|:

PEARL BRYAN'S BETRAYER MAY
TAKE THE STAND THIS MORNING.

Col. Crawford, His Attorney, Sald Last
Night He Wonld Declde Before
Court Opens To-Day. "

THE STATE'S CASE CLOSED

SEVENTY-THREE WITNESSES WERE
EXAMINED IN EIGHT DAYS.

Yesterday's Evidence Clinched the
Testimony That Leads Straight

to the Gallows,

THE CRIME PREMEDITATED

WOMEN SAW JACKSON NEAR IFORT
THOMAS BEFORE THE MURDER.

.

Dr. Freeman's Damaging Evidence
“ That FPearl Bryan Was Decapi-
tated While Yet Alive.

NEWPORT, Ky...d April 20—~The case
against Scott Jackson for the murder of
Pearl Bryan was completed this afternoon
as far as the prosecution {8 concerned, ex-
cept the rebuttal testimony that will follow
the evidence for the defense. The general
feeling is that the case is strong enough to
send the prisoner to the gallows. Colonel
Crawford, for the defense, waived his privi-
lege of making a statement to the jury out-
lining the proposed evidence of the defense
and this leaves an air of mystery about the
case which can only be cleared up as the
defense proceeds. The object of Scott Jack-
son's lawyers in taking this stand can only
be surmised. It is believed by many to-night
that the defense refused 1o make a state-
ment because It I8 intended to place Scott
Jackson himself on the stand and the attor-
ney's did not desire to advertise the fact
for fear of the crowd that would clamor
for admittance to the court room.

Immediately after the .adjournment of
court attorney Crawford was asked if he
would put Jackson on the witness stand,
but he would give no direct answer. *“If
Jackson s to be a witness," Crawford sald,
“he will be the first called by the defense,
I cannot tell whether or not Jackson will
testify until I have studied the case to-
night. 1 shall know definitely in the morn-
ing."”

There is every Indication that Jackson
will take the stand in his own defense,
Judging by questions which attorney Craw-
ford has been asking of several withesses,
questions which Jackson alone is In a posi-
tion to deny. In consequence the court offi-
clals are preparing for the greatest crowd
to-morrow that has attended the trial.

The case against Jackson was materially
strengthened to-day by the testimony of two
women who live on the Licking pike that
leads to the place where the hbody was
found. Oue of these ldentified Jackson and
Walling lo-day as the two men she saw
on the road on Thursday before the murder
and the other testifled that 4 carriage was
driven hastily up the road on the night
of the murder, carriages along the plke at
that hour being so unusual that she was
awakened and supposed it was some doctor

driving to a patient. The theory is that
Jackson and Walling went out along the
road on Thursday to select a secluded spot

for the murder and thus happened to be
seen by the wilness,

Attorney Crawford, for the defense, says
he will have about forty-five witnesses and
about twenty-five depositions to offer. This,
with the arguments, will carry the case into
next week. 7T'he prosecution has examined
seventy-three witnesses and occupied eight
days, including one day in securing a jury.

HEADLESS BODY PHCTOGRAPHS,

Photographer J. J. Ciarlo was the first wit-
ness of the moraing. He made numerous

photographs of Pearl Bryan's body and dif-
ferent portipns of it as it lay in White's un-
dertaking establishment in Newport.

“Did you visit a headless body at the
morgue of Mr. White?' asked Colonel Nel-

Bon.

#sYes, sir; T visited the body alone, then
with Sheriff Plummer and then with Pearl
Bryan's brother, and made photographs of
the body and different parts of the body.”

“Are these the photographs?* asked Col.
Nelson, showing the witness a bunch of
photographs.

**Yes, sir; these are the ones 1 took."”

Tae photegraphs were then offered in evi-
dence, after being shown to Colonel Craw-
ford. Jackson did not care to look at the
ghastly pictures, although they were almost
under his nose,

Colonel Crawford—Were these photographs
taken after the post-mortem?

“Yes, sir.”

“Then 1 o t to the Introduction of the
ghotocraphl or the reason that witnesses

ave covered all the ground which these
photographs have. Introducing them would
only have an improper and unfair effect on
the jury." .

“Objection overruled,” said Judgze Helm,
and the jury shown the phot phs, each
juror looking them over carefully, '

There were some half dozen of the picturos,
which were sickenin and ghastly. Oue
showed the cuts in the hands and fingers,
another the girl's nude bady, and another
the severed neck, the feet, etc. The effect
the pictures had on the jury was astound-
ing. It was the most impressing bit of evi-
dence ever submitted in a murder case, 1t
was calculated (o impress the jury, and it
surely had the desired effect.

Mrs. Bryan dur.-r.g the trying ordeal did not
once look in the direction of the piletures,
while Jackson attempted to look uncon-
cernad, with {1l success, He was undoubt-
edly a badly worried man.

en the jury had finished looking at the
first lot of pictures Colonel Nelson then in-
troduced a second set. The witnes: identified
the pictures and they were then shown to
Colonel Crawford, who objected to thelr go-
fng in evidence for the same reason a= he
o ted to the first set being offered. The
ohjection was overruled. Again Jackson
could have seen the plctures had he cared
to lean forward -a bit, but he either didn't
care to see the pictures or hadn't the
perve to look at the ghastly sight. Again
the jury looked aver the pictures.

EFFECT ON THE JURY.!

The silence in the court room was impres-
sive as they looked at the photographs. The
pictures consisted of the hands, feet and
legs of the murdered girl In various poses
or positions. When the jury Rad finished
the effect could be read on ewry juror's
face—that Scott Jackson was a gullty man,

Colonel Nelson then continued examining
the witness,

of the body thoroughly empty. Buppose also
next to the body there is found two or three
quarts of blood on the ground at the place
where the body lles; suppose the clothing Is
saturated with blood and the leaves of
bushes ecighteen to twenty-four inches above
the body are sprinkled with blood on the
under side; suppose the ground is loose and
spongy and blood found there at a depth of
six or eight inches, and there is no evidence
of disease or sickness at all in the corpse;

Special to the Indianapolis Journal,
SPRINGFIELD, Iil., April 2.—The Re-
publicans of Illinois have not yet decided
whether to support Senator Shelby M. Cui-
lom or Major Willlam MeKinley at the
St. Louwis convention. That will be deter-
mined to-morrow, as the delegates did not
reach the instruoctions stage of the proceed-
ings this afternoon. There was no bitter
wrangling in the convention to-day, as
many people feared, but there were a couple
of side Incidents in which the Hon. “Buck”
McCarthy, the three hypdred-pound *“‘boss™
of the stockyards district of Chicago, was the
central figure. This morning the Hon.
“Buck”™ wanted some tickets that wouid
admit his constituents to the convention; in
he wanted them bad. He therefore
marched his ponderous frame into the head-

quarters of the State central committee and
demanded a batch of the prized bits of

pasteboard, The tickets were not given to
him, whereupon he thrust Chalrman Jamie-
son to one side, picked up a big bunch of
tickets and walked out of the room. There
was a big crowd In the room at the time
and while every one was indignant, no one
felt equal to the task of stopping the giant
of the stock yards. The Hon. “Buck' then

proceeded to the meeting place of the Becond
district convention, and was quickly

in a heap of trouble, As soon as the meet-
ing was called to order, the Hon. “Buck”
became fnvoived in a quarrel with Wiliam

Webb, of the distriet central commitiee,
aboul seats at the convention. Buck pulled
& slungshot and attempted to strike his
opponent. In an instant ocvery man present
was on his feet and a free fight ensued.

Deputy Sheriff Hayes drew a revolver and
tried to use it, but was preveuted. Then
chairs were seized, and scarcely a man
came out without a bruised head.

A MONSTER CONVENTION.
. The State convention met at noon, nomi-

nated John R. Tanner for Governor, W. A.
Northeott for Lieutenant Governor, and then
adjourned until 9 o'clock to-morrow morn-
ing. This was done in accordance with the
pian mapped out by the so-called machine,
Never before in the history of the State
has the attendance at a State convention
Leen as large as was that of to-day. Fully

twelve thousand persons gathered in the
great dome buiMing at the State fair

grounds to watch the proceedings of the
convention. Although noon was the hour set

for cailing the convention to order, long
before that time the people began to arrive;
and when Chairman T. N. Jamieson, of
the State central committee, called the as-
semblage 10 order, there was scarcely stand-
ing room in any part of the house. Neither
the de;egates nor the spectators were given
the customary habit of cheering and shout-
ing. Once or twice applause was indulged
in on the arrival of some distinguished eciti-
zen of the State, but there was nothing
like disorder or wild enthusiasm.
According to the programme now prepared
the convention on assembiing to-morrow
morning will begin by nominating a Secre-
tary of State, then Auditor, Treasurer and
Attorney-general. Then, aceordlng to the
agreement between the “‘machine” leaders
and the McKinley men, the resolution in-
structing the national delegates at large to
support a candidate at the nationa! %
the present outlook there will probably be
a very lively discussion c¢ver this question.
