LOAFKD AT DALE'S SHOP.
Dale Hays that he formed Untner's ac-

quaintance while they were both In the
inrnltentlary. Dale .was pardoned ' by the
Governor two or three years ago, and re-

turned to Indianapolis. Ills pardon papers
occupy a conspicuous placu In the barber
shop In North Indlapolls. It seems that
about the only place IJntner did any loaf-
ing was at Dale's barber shop. The latter
says that Llntner was in the habit cf com-
ing Into his swhop- - three or four evenings
every week, ard that he i;encraliy fat
around until closing time, when he went
home. He was not there the Saturday even-
ing of he rnurler, Dal says. Tho ba'bers
confirm Harvey Range's statements to the
effect that Albert had no particular place
of spending his evenings, and seemed to
have no Intimate acquaintances. Roth
Range and Dale said that they could not
name anyone who had been a close friend
of LIntneT's. and that they had noMdea
where he tqent his time when he was not at
home or at the barber shop. Dale and
Veach, a barber employed In the bhop, say
that Llntner was temperate In his habits,
did not drink nor smoke and was very care-
ful to save his money. In the summer time
he followed the county fairs, working the
"shell game" and other gambling devices,
and always kept plenty or money on hand,
as he grequertUy had to nay as much as
jloO for the "privilege" of working In the
grounds. "Llntner oft?n told me," said
Veach. "that he was different from other
gamblers, who spent money as fatt as they
made It. Ho said that he never had to call
on anybody to stake him when be wanted
to go Into a game." The assertion of Mrs.
Llntner and Amos, that "Al always has
money." Is corroborated by the Etorles told
by the barbers. Mr. Dale Is confident that
Al Is not guilty and that he will bo able
to clear himself. "If Al says that he caw
account for his whereabouts on the night
of the murder you can depend ujoti It that
he will do so. He always means what he
says. He don't talk much, but what be
says goes."

"Why eTldn't he clear himself In Pollco
Court?" asked a bystander.

"He knew that thev would 'have him In-

Sine Which Makes No Racket.

"In railroad circles, said a man who baa
spent many years in the fervice, "there is
a growing deposition on the part of railroad
men who are fortunate enough to toe pro-
moted to higher positions to show a coolness
toward their old associates when they were
In subordinate positions, and this feeling Is
not confined to tho strong lines. The secret
of success in operating roads Is to have a
friendly feeling existing between the official
and the employe." The speaker cited J. Q.
Van Winkle, general superintendent cf tho
Ilig Four, who rose from an office boy;
George Stevens, general manager of the
Chesapeake & Ohio, who rose from mes-
senger boy; p. A. Bonebrake, of the Louis-
ville division of the Pennsylvania linear, and
N. K. Elliott, formerly general superin-
tendent of tho Vandaila; E. A. Gould, of the
Wabash, and a half dozen others, all of
whom manage their men with the greatest
success, the relations between the official
and tho employe belnar mutual, and the
employe anxious hat trains should be on
tlmo and the road operated economically and
safely. When there Is occasion to call a
man before them for violating rules It is
done In such a manner that the' violator
leaves the presence of the official wlfh a
feeling' that the correction was deserved,
and that such a thing will not occur again.
"I was led Into this train of remark," con-
tinued the speaJter, "through observing the
manner in which a railway official high
in authority spoke f a certain class of men
In the employ of railroad companies, whom
he charaterizod as leeches on the road. But
a few years ago this man occupied a' similar
position, and only through nepotism did he
reach hLs present position, in which he feels
secure because . a wealthy . relative Is his
backer. This uncharitablo feeling toward
associate employes has been noticeable the
last few months in freight circles. A few
months ago wcrd was vent out, with seem-
ing authority, to .the effect th-a- the-- rail-
road companies Intended . to cut down ex-
penses by reducing- - the number of fastfreight lines, and hundreds of agents and
clerks of these lines were tilled with anxiety,
but thus far the reform has not been In-
augurated and R Is well known that theattempt to consolidate fast freight lines
has by no means been a success. During
all this period of anxiety there were rail-
way, officials who had the Impression that
their positions were secure, and they showed
a disposition to make the situation unpleas-
ant for those who feared they were about
to lose their jobs." ' -

Discipline System.
R. B. Starbuck, general tuperJntendent of

tho Peoria, Decatur & Evansvllle, announces
that on May 1 the system of suspending em-
ployes for minor derelictions, of duty will bo
abandoned and a credit and debit system
for good or bad service Inaugurated, allow-
ing accumulated credits to qfft debits when
possible. In his circular to officers ami em-
ployes Mr. Starbuck says: 'This arrange-
ment is Intended to give continuous em-
ployment so long as services of employes arc
efficient and "satisfactory. 'Records will be
carefully kept In the olflca of general super-
intendent, showing the.'service of each em-
ploye. These records will bo confidential as
between the. company and each Individual
employe; that Is, any employe may be shown
his individual recoruVat any time, he may
desire o exuminetdt; but he may not underany circumstances be hown the record of
another employe. When the individual rec-
ord shall show an employe to be corele,
indifferent or Incompetent to the detriment
of the company's Interests, puch employe
shall be permanently retired from the serv-
ice. The removal, however, shall not take
place until the-Aaame- .' shall have been ap-
proved 'by the general superintendent. Each
employe will bo notified of all entries made
In tho record book 'opposite his namo. In
tho promotion of employes, their previous
record will be carefully considered. When
an employe performs an especiaHy meritor-
ious act. It will be made a matter of record
to his credit."

A Noiseless Switch EtiRlne.
Among mechanical engineers for tho past

two or three years one of the chief problems
has been the construction, of a switching
engine which will make but little noise, con-

sume ita own smoke and be-- free from any-
thing that Is annoying- - in Its operations. This
is desirable because eight out of ten switch- -'
lng engines are used at points where there-i- s

a dense population, and the constant
switching to and from yards near by be-
comes very trying on the nerves. Tho
Schenectady locomotive works have Just
completeel for the New York Central a
switching engine which goe3 far toward ac-
complishing such results. The engine is built
after designs of William Buchanan, superin-
tendent of motive power of the New York
Central, and is now in service In the making
up of trains In the yards at the Grand
Central Station, New York.

The Youiir Man Hound Over to the
Craiid Jury fur Murdering the

Womnn Husband.

After hLs preliminary hearing in Police
Court yesterday morning Albert IJntner,
charged with the murder of Leo Hirth, was
remanded to jail without bond, and Judge
Cox announced that the case must go to
tho srad Jury. Mrs. Prldget Hirth. widow
of the murdered man, and Dr. Richard F.
Ulster, deputy coroner, were the sole wjt-ncw- es

p'.aeed on the stand, and the score
or more of detectives and police" officers who
had been summoned were not called upon
to testify. Mrs. Hirth and her husband's
brother arri ved. early and sat fide by sldo
durinff the tedious routine of disposing of
petty cases. Among the spectators sat Mrs.
Llntner, mother of the accused. The case
against his brother Amos, charged with
arsociating with known thieves and loiter-
ing, was indefinitely postponed, and he was
released on his own recognizance. Peforo
Arnoa Llntner was called, Mrs. Hirth left
the court ' room for' a few moments. There
was a fctlr In 4he room as the prisoner,
Albert IJntner, was brought In. He took a
rat beside his attorney, Newton Harding,

and eat but a few feet from the witness
stand. Then Mrs. Hirth. leaning heavily on
the arm of detective Hplann, came slowly Into
the room, passing from behind the prisoner.
Police Matron Puchanon assisted her to the
witness chair and stood by to aid her. In
case she should be suddenly overcome. All
eyes were turned upon the witness when
the examination began.

"What is your name?" asked the prose-
cutor.

"Mrs. Prldet Hirth." replied the witness.
In a calm, distinct voice. . Throughout the
hearing Mrs. Hirth spoke clearly and with
precision. In answer to questions from the
prosecutor Mrs. Hirth said that she had
seen the prisoner fome months ago, when
he, with several other men, came Into her
husband's saloon. As they said hat they
had no particular business there, they were
ordered out of 'the place. Upon that occa-- -

tlon tho witness heard ' Llntner speak. She
remembered his voice the night of lh mur-
der, and that was what led to hl3 Identifica-
tion. Fhe was highly excited as the acene3
of tho murder passed through her mind,
and, half ri?lng from her seat, she pointed
to the prisoner and exclaimed vehemently,
"That's the man who killed my husband."

HER THIIU5T FOR VENGEANCE.
In an excited disconnected way Mrs..

Hirth went on to describe the scene at the
station house when she identified Llntner.
He spoke while In her presence. It was tho
ame voice' ehe heard on the night of the

murder, although calmer and less harsh.
Khe told of seeing the burglars at her bed-
room door. "There were two of them," she
said, "both heavily masked. , His ma.sk,
"pointing at the prisoner," was drawn tight
down across his face, and I could see the
marks of his face beneath." Mrs. Hirth
disregarded the elites lions of the prosecutor
and spoke excitedly and rambled on, "He
said to me, S - d you, I'll klir you. too."
Ho shot my husband and he fell on the
kitchen floor." 'Mrs. Hirth almn.t screamed
th last words and aro from -- her peat,,
completely carried away by her fury and
thirst for vengeance. 8he reached towards
the prisoner wlhtly and shook her clenched
lists almost under his face. "If I could get
my hamte on you." she cried. 1 would tear
you to pieces." Iantner sat unconcerned anlgreeted her wild words with a slight smllo
of scorn. Matron Uuchanan soothed the
excited woman and she sank back Into her
chair. After her passion had subsided some- -,

what. Mrs. Hirth was asarn questioned by
the prosecutor. In an Incoherent way, she
s.ikl that she had never known of any trou-
ble between her husband and the prisoner.
She said that $2o had been placed under
seme soiled, garments at the bottom of the
closet In her bedroom. The money was
stolon.

W. N. Harding. the prisoner's attorney,
began the cross-examinati- on by asking why
she had hesitated to Identify the prisoner.
She declared that she had not hesitated.
Sh? waj overcome by her desire for re-
venge. "Revenge i what I want, and I
will have- - It if It takes all my life." she
said. Mrs. Hirth was led away, attorney
Harding not caring to ask further questions.
IJntner was taken back to Jail.

If. as Llntner' friends say, that his de-
mand for a preliminary examination was
simply a ruse to Kain some idea ,of the evi-
dence thft hs.s been accumulated against
him by the police, he must have been disap-
pointed at the result of the proceedings in
Police Court, as nothing new was brought
out. On the other hand, no idea of what
defense will bo made was gathered by the
pol'ce. There was some fear that an attempt
micht be made to secure the prisoner's lib-
eration by Juduo Cox. and the police and
dte.tle hieathe eabr, now that additional
time Is Given In which to .secure Information
of Llntner'a movements on the night of the
murder.

livery person who la known to have been a
ercny of Llntner has been claly ques-
tioned, and all deny having any knowledge
of his whereabouts on that night. If heproves an alibi, Llntner will have to Intro-- ,
duce the testimony of person who are not
known to be his friends. A great many
persons who are suppose-- . to have had some
connection with him deny knowing him at'
all. and om& of them, when closely ques-
tioned, admit that they knew him once, but
that It was a long time ago.

AL LINTNKIVS dIAPITS.
Put for an accidental circumstance, Hir-ve- y

might have been a valuable wltnets to prove
an alibi. On the Saturday afternoon before
the murder Range was up tho canal flas-
hing with Amos, the prisoner's brother.
