FOUR MEN IN SCHOFIELD ROBBERY.

Charles Rhodes, Known as “Roots,"
Fut Under Arrest.

George K. Schofield’s residence, Nq, 159
East Ohlo street, was robbed three months
ago, the burgiars securing several hundred
dollars” worth of jewelry and watches. De-

tectives Kinney ard Thornton yesterday ar-
rested Charles Rhodes for complicity in the
aorime. Rhodes Is known to the pollce under
the alias of “Boots.” He is twenty-two

vears old and says he is a paper hanger.
The prisoner is held on the charges of bur-
glary and grand larceny. The pollce say
that Claude 8t. Clair, Frank Smith (arrest-
ed Tuesday), McCarty, alias Noble, and the
prisoner, Rhodes, were all concerned in the
schofield robbery. MoCarty, or Noble, i=s
now in jall at Hamilton, O., charged with
recelving stolen goods and having burglars’
tools, detective Thornton says that part
of the jewelry stolen from Schofleld's house
was found in McCarty's possession at Ham-
flton. St Clalr was sentenced to the peni-
tentiary for fourteen years for sand-bag-
ging paymaster Garaer, gt Burford's print-
ing estublishment., Sherlff Womack sent
Bi. Clalr to the peglitentiary yesterday in
the custody of two deputy sheriffs, who
also took Willilam Schaltz to prison at the
same Ltime,
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Vacillating Polley Leads to a FPretty
Condition of Affnirs on Vers-
mont Streel.

The report of the city engineer yesterday
on the remonstrance against a block pave-

ment on Vermont sireet, from West to Me-
ridian street, showed that of the fourieen
resident property owners eight had signed
the remonstrance. It was, therefore, or-
dered that all papers in the case be relerred
to the Council for its action.

This Is the result of the vacillating and
wavering policy of the Board of Works in
taking for granted that the last bite was the
best because the taste was freshest to its
memory, or, to be more clear, that the last
petition for an improvement really expressed
the wishes of the majority of properly own-
ers. Early in the season the board decided
to improve the down-town cross sireets, and
ordered resolutions prepared for asphalting
New York, Vermont, Michigan and North
slreets. These papers were prepared by the
city engineer, In the meantime a petition
had been circulated on West Vermont street
for an asphalt pavement, and it was signed
by many of the residents; in fact, by many
people who live on the street, but do not own

their property, and by many who ‘own prop-
erly on the street, but do not live on it.

Among others who signed it were the [fol-
iowing, who, under the law, hﬁ'e a right to
elgn such a petition or Lo iremonstrate
against paving Vermont street, belng resi-
dent property owners withic the meaning of
the law: Lillle Harmening, Georgia Abbett,
H., A. Walker, G. L. Knox, L. Resoner, M.
A. Maguire, Loulse Pfaflin and Lorenz
Kehr, eight in all, while there are only four-
teen resident property owners on the sireet
between West and Meridian streets.

A long petition was presented to the Board
of Works by other people asking that the
street be paved with cedar blocks, and the
board immediately ordered that the asphalt
resolution be rescinded and a resolution for
blocks be prepared. Bart Parker, clerk of
the bourd, suggested at the ime that it
would be best to simply order a resolution

for blocks and let proceedings on both be
completed, and in the meantime it could be

learned just what the properly owners
really wanted, when the contract couid be
let-under the resolution found to be (he most
accepiable. But this did not suit the board.
The members sald that seemed too much like
irying to pander to both factions, and they
did not care to do that. They were remihd-
ed that it had often been done before, and
had Grovod to be a most satisfactory way of
making such improvements. They refused
to be guided by the actlon of former boards,
which was contrulled by experience, and re-
scinded all action on the asphalt resolution,
Now come the people mentioned above
with a remonstrance against a biock pave-
ment, and it 18 found that they are a ma-
ority of the resident property owners. This
8 sufficlent to defea: the action of the board,
it 1s not now willing to admit its mis-
take made at first and rescind its action on
blocks and order the stree: paved with as-
phali. The elght property owners have a pe-
tition on file for an asphalt pavement, and
do not want blocks. They are a majority.
If the board had accepted the advice of the
clerk of the board, who Is thoroughly fa-
millar with the work of the depariment, it
could now simply substitute Its original reso-
lution and give the kind of pavement wanted
by the property owners, but under the cir-
cumstances it must begin at the beginnin

The board also had other information, At
the time the first petition was filed it was
told that only six people on the sireet fa-
vored block pavements, Including all resi-
dents of the city who own property on the
streei, while, Including the same people,
twenty favored asphalt. A poll of the owners
of property on the street is on file with the
original petition. These same six, who were
listed on that poll as favoring blogks, are
the six resident property owners who do not
sign the remonstrance agminst asphalt.

COMPLAINT AGAINST SUPERIORS.

Bourd of Safety Will Have No More of
It on Peolice und Fire Forces.
Yesterday John Fox, captain of fire com-
pany No. 5, was acquitted of the charge of
Incompetency by the Board of Safety. Chief
Webster reached a barn fire early and found
that Fox's company was the first to arrive,
but that two other companies got water on
the fye before he did. Fox's explanation was
that he had only two men and that his driver
was a new man and drove past the water
plug. Before he could return to it another

company had attached to it. He then as-
sisted another company.

Albert Rees was ordered to appear before
the board and answer to his failure to com-
ply with the order of the board that he pay
$25 a month on certain debts owing by him.
He bad been ordered to pay this amount each
month on bills amounting o about §1%, and
falled to do so.

To prevent members of the police and fire
forces from making complaint of their su-

rior officers direct to an individual mem-

r of the board, the following rule was
adopted:

“It is ordered by the board that any mem-

“All complaints must be made to the chlef
fire engineer or superintendent of police. Ap-
peals from the decision of the above named
officers may be made to the Board of Com-
missiopners when in regular session.

“Members of the police or fire force must
not frequent the office of the Board of Com-
missioners unless sent by a superior officer
or having business with the board."”

TURNING AWAY FROM ASPHALT.

The Board of Works is serlously consider-
ing the advisability of not laying any more
asphalt pavements on account of the expense
of keeping them in repalr., This year there

ICE CONSUMERS’ HOWL

THEY DON'T LIKE THE FIFTY PER
CENT. INCREASE IN PRICES.

Talk of a Combination to Bring the

Trust to Terms, us the
Grocers Did.

Now that the hot season has apparently
come to stay, the retall lce business has
taken a sudien boom, and there is much and
gevere criticism upon the combination re-
cently entered into among the ice dealers of
the city. The criticism 18 upon the price
charged, and compared with the prices of
last year there Is much room for complaint.
The rate this year to private famillies is 30
centsa a hundred pounds, Last year it
ranged all the way from the cost of delivery
up to 20 cents, according to the shrewdness
of the purchaser in making a deal. The aver-

age price was less than 2 cents, and con-
sumers, therefore, feel it Is an imposition to

demand from them a rate equal to an in-
crcase of over 50 per cent.

The local dealers and manufacturers who
are parties to the agreement are the Polar

Ice Company, the Artificlal Ice Company, the
Crystal Ice Company, the Clty 1ce Company,
Hall Brodhers, the Caplial City Ice Com-

pany, the Indlanapolis Ice Company, the
Benner company and two or three small

dealers, There Is no organization to the ex-
tent of the election of officers, but those
who know say the combination is as strong
as any trust, and cannot be broken. The
public, dependent upon the members of the
combination for ice supply, however, remem-
ber that it has been but a short time since
an organization made up of the retall gro-
cers and butchers of the city made the com-
bination come to its terms, and accomplished
its purpose in very short order. The combi-
nation fixed the rate to grocers and butchers
at 20 cents. The latter thought 15 cents
sufficient, and tireatened to go Into the ice

business themselves unless that rate were
inade. The ice dealers quickly came to their
erms,

It is from the private familles that the
greatest profit is to be made, and it is this
class of consumers that is now betnf heard
from, It would not be surprising if some
sort of a co-operative plan should be estab-
lished by which lce may be secured at a
more reasonable rate, It is said that there
is an abundance of ice In the hands of In-
dianapolls men which is stored at the north-
ern lakes, and which ean be purchased at a
rate that would make the cost delivered in
this city much less than the rate established
by the combination of dealers. It was the
knowledge of this that was used as a lever
by the grocers and butchers. Private con-
sumers acting together could do the same,
and there is some talk of doing i,

Yeaterdasx it was rumored that the present
price of vents a hundred was to be in-
creased as soon as the season had falrly
opened. A member of the combination was
agked about this last night. He admitted
that such a thing was contemplated, but that
it would not be a general increase all over
the city. “Within a reasonable distance of
the center of the ity the rate established is
considered high enough,” he said, “and it
will probably remain the same throughout
the season. Buat out in the outskirts the cost
of dellvery is greater than near the center
of the city. Not only on account of the
greater haul is this true, but because of the
increased shrinkage. Such rsons as live
outside a district to be established will prob-
ably have to pay more than 30 cents for ice
before the season has advanced far,”

The gentleman added, in the course of the
interview, that the rate established was sim-
ply a falr price, and wag low enough. H
sald It was lower than In Cincinnati, Chi-
cago and other cities. *“It is not fair.,” =aild
he, “to compare this year with last year.
Last year none of the iee dealers made any-
thing, and several of them failed on account
of the indiscriminate cutting. It was war all
through the season, and the people were the
only ones to profit by it. This year the deal-
ers propese to make a falr profit, and it can
only be done by establishing and mainiain-
inf a fixed price.”

t 18 said that ice can be manufactured for
% cents a ton, and by a new process Lhe
cost is sald to be considerably less, It would
not be tod low to say that the average cost
of manufacture of ice s §1 a ton. One wagon,
employing tgvo men, handles, according to a
local dealer's figures, between twelve and
fifteen tons, Taking tue lowest figure, the
cost of the manufaciure of the capacity of
one wagon and two men would be $12. The
wages of the two men, cost of keeping the
horses and interest on the investiment would
not exceed $6, maklﬁﬁ a (otal cost of %18
Estimating the shrinkage at 25 per cent,
nine tons of this would be dellvered to the
consumers. The cost of this amount to the
consumers is $68, leaving a difference of 8
for profit and to cover the cost of colleciion
and hookkeeping, the estimated cosat of man-
ufacture iIncluding all the expenses of main-
taining the plant,

It was the study of the above figures which
caused the grocers and butchers to take their
determined stand. They knew, also, that
natural ice could be purchased at $1.30 a ton
at the lakes, or at $2.50 a ton lald down in
this city. They, therefore, obﬁcteﬂ to plr-
ing (he local combination $4, but were will-
ing to aliow the combination 3. Now, the
private consumers are figuring that $3.50 a
ton to cover the cost of shrin&a.!a and de-
livery ls a little large, and are objecting to
it. The talk of a possible increase of the
price has tended to emphasize the objections,
and it may be that there will be an effort
made toward a comblnation of consumers (o
meet the combination of dealers.

L]

Fee and Salary Case Will Probably Be
Handed Down by Judge
McCabe.

1t is probable that two important decisions
wil be handed down by the Supreme Court
next week. The May term begins on Mon-
'day and It is pot {mprobable that one of
them will come down that day, while the
other will be deiayed until the latter part
of the week.

The first is the fee and salary case which
has now been in the hands of the couri
some months and has been anxigusly looked
for by the county recorders of the State.
It s the impression among attorneys thal
the opinion in this case is by Justice Mc-
Cabe. It is said to have been finished and
passed on by the court early this week.

The second and more important decision
to come down is that in the apportionment
suit, brought in Marion coumy (o over-
throw the act of 1885. The oplnion In this,
which is thought to have been intrusted to
Justice Howard, will probably be brief, in-
asmuch as aMmost all the ground has been
gone over In previous decisions. The case
will probably obtain a record as the mosi
expeditiously handled suit of importance that
has ever gone through the courts of In-
diana.

If the decision proves favorable (o the
contention of the Republican State commit-
tee it seems likely that the suit instituted
at Noblesville covering all apportionment
acts will be withdrawn. Since ii was begun
the point has been made and accepted on

all sides that the post-belilum amendments
to the federal Constitution, supplemented by
the amendment of 1881 to the Siate Con-
stitution, wiped out all aﬂaortianmeMs pre-
vious to that of 1 recent decisions
have overthrown all t since then.
Therefore, if the decision is nst the act
of 1885, the statute books will be clear of
apportionment laws.
