LONDON, May l-—Nascir-ed-Din, Lhe
Shah of Persia, was assassinated tnis after-
noon. He was shot by a fanatical member
of a secret society as he was entering the
inner court of the shrine of the 8nah Abdul
Azim, six miles south of Teheran, the capital
of! Persla. The assassin fired at the Shah's
heart and hiz alm was true. Immediately
afler the shooting the Shah was carried to
his carriage and in i1t conveyed to the palace
in Teheran. There he was attended by Dr.
Thologan, his chief physicilan, and other
physicians, who were hastlly sent for, but
in spite of their combined efforts, his Majes-
ty expired soon after his arrival the
palace, or at about 4 o'clock this allernocn.
The assassin, who was promptly arrested,
is saild to be a Sayyid from Kerman, or
from the province of that name. It iy be-
Heved that the murderer has accomplices.
The heir apparent, Muzaffer-ed-Din, was im-
medlately advised of the assassination of his
father and will leave Tabriz, where he was
sojourning, for Teheran, s0 000 as possidie,

Al ihe Persian legation In tais city the
opinion i= expressed that the murder wus
the desd of a famatic and was not the out-
come of any especially designed movement.
But, according to a dispatch which has been
received here from the Teheran, via St
Petershurg, the assassin was a member of
the Babl secret soclety, a criminal associa-
tion which has hitherto made attempts upan
the Shah's life with a shot front a revolver.,
It Is known that the Shah was arranging
for a great celebration on May 6.

A dispatch from Teheran to the Times re-
garding the situation in Persia, Incident
upon the assassinalion of the Shah, says:
“Much discontent has existed for some time
through the dearness of provisions, partly
caused by the excessive issue of copper
colng. Considerable alarm prevalls here and
Prince Naib ec Sultanen (third son of the
late Shah) has retired to his palace at the
request of the govermment!t. The assassin's
name is Mollah Reza, and he is supposed to
be from Babec.”

An article in the Times on the late Shah
¢alls to mind that at the beginning of his
reign he put to death by the thousands the
members of the Babi sect, whose crusade
against the corruption of the public and
private manners in Persia was so popular
as to becomeé a menace to the government,
““The chief apprehensions that now arise,”
says the Times, “'are lest the new Shah's
eldest brother, Zil es Sultan, should at-
tempt to dispute the accession. (The late

Shah is sueceeeded by his second son, and
not the eldest.) Zil es Sultan Is governor
of Ispahan, and was for a long time the
virtual ruler of southern Persia, till the
jate Shah, in 1890, greatly reduced his pow-
€r and disbanded his regiments,”™

Mr. George N. Curzon, Under Secretary
of State for Forgign Affairs, who I8 ack-
nowledged auvthority on Persis, considers
Mozaffer-ed-Biry Mirza Vallahd, the new
Shah, a man of Srt-at intelligence, but he
‘has _been =o secluded all his life as to have
no &nowledge of the dutles Incumbent upon

film as ruler of Persia.

Nascir-ed-Din, the dead Shah, was born
AprH 24, 189, and suceeeded to the throne
on Sept, 10, 1848, on the death of his father,
He was crowned at Teheran, Cet. 20, 1849,
and his Valiahd, or heir apparent, is his
second son, Muzaffer-ed-Din, who was born

March 25, 183, and who has four sons and
fifteen daughters.

TRIBUTE T0 HARRISON
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GENERAL _HENDERSON, OF I0WA,
PRAISES THE EX-PRESIDENT,

And Statesmen and Correspondents at
Washington Profeas to See a Po-
Hticeal Motive in the Speech.

MAJ. M'KINLEY’S SWIFT RACE

RAPIDLY DISORGANIZING THE ALLI-
SON AND REED FORCES,

And They Are Sald to Be Casting
About for a Candidate on Whom

They Can Unite Their Support.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.

WASHINGTON, May l.—Gossip to-night
turns about Representative Henderson's
possible motive in Lbringing into to-day’s
debate on the bankruptcy bill the name of
ex-Fresident Benjamin Harrison. Mr. Hen-
derson, during his speech, said he would
read a letter from one of the most eminent
men in contemporaneous life. After read-
ing the letter he announced that its author
was" ex-President- Harrison, and the lowa
Representative then added a glowing trib-
ute to the ex-President. Under ordinary
circumstances it is quite probable that the
incident would have passed without notice,
and that Mr. Henderson's assurance that
he had no ulterior purpose in the mention
of Mr. Harrison's name would be accepted
as true. But the present circumstances are
not ordinary, The events of the past two
days have made the presidential situation
extraordinary. In two States, as far apart
as Vermont and Illinois, the McKinley sen-
timent has shown Iitself to be able to over-
turn 4all plans made by party managers.
Thae anti-McKinley forces have been routed.
It Is idle to deny this plain statement. Mr.
Manjey, Speaker Reed's manager, affects to
feel no loss of confidence, and states that
on Sunday night he will issue the usual
statement showing the relative strength of
the two candidates, Reed and MecKinley.
But the truth Is that Mr. Manley's table
will arouse little interest. The general opin-
fon is that the anti-Mc¢Kinley men are just
now ih a weritical position, and that unless
something is done to rally the broken and
dismayed forces the battle is lost. There-
fore, the idea is strong to-night that Mr.
Henderson's mention of General Harrison's
name to-day was for the purpose of un-
r'urllng & new standard about which the op-
position ean rally and make a fresh stand.
Mr. Henderson is Senator Allison's repre-
sentative in the House. The relations be-
tween General Harrison and Senator Alli-
son are known to be so cordial that it has
always been understood in Washington that
the lowa Senator was Mr. Harrison's pref-
erence for the presidential nomination, and
in all careful lists of the probable strength
of the various candidates Mr. Allison has
always been credited with a strong follow-
ing in the Indiana delegation. Hence It is
argued “that Senator Allison, recognizing
that the anti-McKinley men, being almost .
overwhelmed now, when Allison or Reed
are the recognized standard bearers, belleve
that General Harrison is the only name
which can galvanize the now moribund op-
position Into new life. .

The members of the Indiana delegatjon d
not discuss the proposition. The State con-
vention meets next week, and they prefor
that the matter be discussed then and there.
They concede that the present situation has
givén a fresh impetus to the already pow-
erful sentiment against instructing the del-
egation for Mr. McKinley. With the excep-
tion of Messrs. Royse, Hardy and Johnson,
all the Representatives expect to attend.
Mr. Henry has already gone, and Leighty,
Steele and Hemenway left to-day.

QUAY UNDISMAYED.

He Doesn’t Think the Springfield Con-
vention Settles Anything.

‘Washington Special to Pittsburg Commer-
cial Gazette.

“The result in Illinois is by no means con-
clusive. Three of the four delegates at large
elected at Springfield to-day are pronounced
anti-McKinley men."

The above statement was given to the cor-
respondent by Senator Quay at 1 o'clock this
morning.

‘““That Quay train will go to 8t Louis, and
I believe that Senalor Quay will be the nomi-
nee of the convention.” Colonel Moody was
here to-day arranging for four trains of Pull-
man cars to carry the Pernnsylvanlia dele-
gites and Quay enthusiasts to Si. Louis,

The leaders of the opposiiion (o McKinley
are conspicuous for their absence to-night
from their usual places of resort. They were
advised earl( of the result, and did not wish
to talk until they knew aill the particulars.
Senator Allison was at home, but modestly
declined to discuss the matter. Reed, Alli-
son, Morton and Quay have no intentlon of
withdrawing. It is declared thelr names will
be presented to the St. Louis convention,
and that their friends are confident that
there will be more ballots than one before
the next Presldent is nominated. They do
not propose to be stampeded by the lcss of
a few delegates, and can be relled upon to
give a run for the money.

MANLEY'S PREDICTION.

He Says McKinley Will Not Be Nom-
inated—iatt's Views.

NEW YORK, May 1L—In a communication
to the Commerclal Advertiser to-day on the
outlook for the Republican presidential nom-
ination the Hon. Joseph H. Manley, of Au-
gusta, Me., says: “Any speculation to the
effect that friends of Speaker Reed mean to
withdraw him from the contest or that they
are discouraged is baseless, There has never
been a single instant during the campaign
