WEAKNESS SET IN AT CHICAGO AND
FRICES WENT OFF 1 1-4C.

Lack of Support Undermined All
Other Board of Trade Markeis,
with Exception of Lard.

CHICAGO, May l.—Improvement in the
neather conditions in the winter wheat belt
and heavy May deliveries created a weak
wheat market to-day, and July closed 1%4c
below yesterday's final figures. Corn and
oats participated in the weakness and closed
e lower each. Pork and ribs closed lower,
lard showing a slight advance.

Wheat was fairly active at times and the
range for the day was 4c. The easiness at
the start was influenced in a measure by the

THE LONG-EXPECTED IMPROVE-
MENT STILL IN THE FUTURE.

Dun & Co. and Bradstreet Note a
Trifilng Increase, but Nothing Gilv-

ing Much Encouragement.

NEW YORK, May 1L.-—R. G. Dun & Co.'s
weekly review of trade, which issues to-
morrow, will say: As the season advances
there is more business, but advices indicate
that on the whole the prevalent fecling is
that the gain is less than there was reason
to expect. While retail trade has been ac-
tive enough to materially lessen stocks and
obligations, and thus to prevent a greg.t
many threatened embarrassmepts, it has
not yet brought enough new business to
mills or factories to prevent decrease of
unfilled orders and closing of works. Sub-
stantially the same state of things exists
in all the great industries notwithstanding
the strong combination in some. Evidence
of inadequate consumpiion appears in the
fact that the general range of prices for
commodities, farm and mine, as well as
manufactured products, s nearly 1 per cent.
lower than it was April 1, and the lowest
ever known, the decline since October,
1892, being 18.7 per cent. Speculation has
raised cotton an elghth, ithough' receipts
and crop prospects still favor lower prices,
and accumulated stocks of unsold goods

are.very large. Wheat has declined 45c for

cash, with better accounts of winter ané
rapld seeding of spring. With only two
months of the crop year remaining, there
is little 10 encourage higher prices.

Silk has weakened a little owing to the
vverloading of Japanese dealers. Wool is
weaker, tne wool year closing with the
Ereatlest quantity of wool on hand ever car-
ried at this season. April sales were small-
er than in any month since June , 184. Ex-
ports continue, both of domestic and for-
eign wool, and sales by manufacturers who
lack orders to continue production. Wool-
en goods have not improv in demand,
and flannels have opened 5 to 15 per cent.
lower than last year, though the material
decrease of production has given to other
men’'s goods a rather stronger tone. Dress
goods are helped by the restriction of for-
eign imports, but the association reports
that on the whole machinery is not more
than half employed. Some cotton mills have
ceased production, including one large print-
ing establishment, and stocks on hand ‘still
decrease, tho for brown goods there has
oeen a better legitimate demand, and great
gunntltlea of ginghams have been moved by

rives at prices low beyond all precedent.
The decrease in shipment of woolen s
from Europe has been quite marked, and
stocks in warehouses are large and increas-
ing. Large purchases of lake ore by the
principal consumers, contracts securing
control of low phosphorus ore and lower
rall rates to Chicago for Connellsville coke
in order to compete with Pocanontas coke,
are the main features in the iron industry,
but the revival of the demand is yet de-
ferred. Higher prices for nails have caused
active buying for the week, but large con-
sumers decline to contract as yet for bars,
and the rod combination has fallen through.
Middlemen still sell steel billets at $19 at
Pittsburg, against £0 asked by the pool,
but the stock avallable is sald to be only
30,000 tons. Structural prospeets are good,
but in other branches the demand is less
active, and Bessemer pig is weak at $13 at
Plttsburg.
