WHAT HENRY CLLEWS SAYS.

“Wall street has to record another week of
dullness, postponement and partial decline in
prices.,” says Henry Ciews. “The spirit of
specu.at'on has been absolutetly stagnant, al-
though In investment business there has been
a falr amount of transactions. We note no
marked change in conditions calculated to
induce either free buying or seiling, nor any
tec materially affect vaiues. The London
market has been injuriously affected by the

new and perplexing aspects of the situation
in South Africa. which has influenced our
securities on the London Exchange unfavor-
ably; and the continued continental sa.es of
African mining shares on that market have
indirectly Increased the exports of go!d from
this center. Over two miliions was shipped
Tuesday; Thursday’'s German steamer took
oul about two and one-quarter miilions; and
to-day further sums are to be szhipped; so
that the week’'s exports are largely Incldent
to transient speculative conditions In Europe,
they are not expected to reach any serious
aggregate. These facts, together with a
fresh attempt to raise the Cuban question
in the Senate, have been the unfavorghie
factors of the week. On the other side Jf
the situation, there has been a continuai.ce
of the better tone in the commercial mar-
kets, and the welcome resolution of the House
of Representatives 10 adjourn on the 18th
Instant. The unfavorabie set of conditions
nave per overba.anced the favorable
factors; and this must be accepted as ac-
counting for the silght decline in quotations.

“The attitude of Wall street (s simply that
of waiting for something to turn up. The old
conditions have been watched and weighed
untii they have become stale and unin-
fluentiali. They do not excite distrust, but
gimpiy lack stimulative force. Though spec-
ulators are wearled of duillness and post-
B:‘nemem. they do not venture to sell. The

rs are cautious amnd certain leading op-
orators usually found on that side of the
market are said to be prophesying a higher
range of va.ues. Stocks certalnly are not, as
a rule, distrusted; they are regarded as con-
sldm‘:ly below their intrinsic vaiue. Yet
there I8 an indefinable something (hat pre-
venis operating upon these convictions, at
something appears to be that, in the general
situation, there is a biending of conditions
that are distinetiy hopeful with others that
are disturbing. Ii seems to be a broad rule
of the national condition that while the raw
material of prosperity Is ready to hand and
walting utilization, the mechanism for con-
verting it into wealth Is deranged and dis-
trusted. We have really no seriously un-
sound congditions of trade to contend with,
Having undergone three years of widespread
liguidation credit, though suspected in some
quarters, should be In a generally safe and
soivent condition. There {8 no inflation of
values in any department of either trade or
finance., In & few branches of Iindustry
there may have been a brilef oversupply of
oods, but production and !mportation have

n and are now being very sharpiy con-
tracted, and the country is fast moving to-
wards a state of underproduction and of
meagre stocks of merchandise,

“(ertainly, too, there is nowhere any in-
flation of prices. All the rise that occurred
in the bopeful spurt of 18% has since been
lost, and the current level of commercial
values is probablg as low as at any time
within the last thirty years, and on many
important lines of goods it Is lower. In cer-
tain important branches of production there
is a very large reduction from the volume
of previous years. Since the crisis of 1590
our construction of raliroad has averaged
only 2,500 miles per year, whereas for the
five next years previous the average new
mileage was 6,000 miles; the outlays on roli-
ing stock have also been similarly reduced,
and yet, within this period, there has been
an ingrease of fully 7,000,000 in our pcpula-
tion. Can it be said that there is no great
increase of railroad constroetion and equip-
ment impending? ‘There has been a like
check upon shipbuilding and upon the con-
siruction of dwellings. We have nowhere
any ‘booms,” no speculation in any kind of
commodities or enterprises. In the homes
of the people there ‘has been for three years
a sharp curtaiiment of outlays on articles
a? comfort and luxury. The postponement
of domestic repairs and replacements hase
been general, and in our factories and work-
shops there has been a reduction of outlays
on repalrs or renovations of plant, Three
years of such deferments has accumulated a
vast *amount of necessary repléenishment
which needs to be undertaken,

“The country is suffering from this long
period of enforced conservatism and post-
ponement of necessary wants, and cannot
much longer defer supplying them. Such a
condition of affairs has always proved to be
the occasion for a revival of business, some-
times sieady, at other times sudden, and
there 1s no a'fparent good reason why the
rresent situation should fail to result in a
Ike outcome. It {8 an utter milsconception
to -upgose that this recovery Is belng or wil]
be held back by any insufficiency of money.
The amount of money ir circulation, outside
the treasury, is to-day $150,000,000 greater
than It was In 1880, and is larger per head
of population than it was then; and yet, at
the same time, a decline of 11 per cent. in
the clearings of the banks of the United
Siates within the last five years shows that
less currency is neeled now than in 1830, so
that we are really in the midst of a relative
inflation of the currency. The facts bhere
cited are conclusive evidence that we have
already on hand all the material needful to
a sound and general revival of business
th.roughout the country.

“The mechanism required to bring about
that revival, however, is not ia such a hope-
ful condition, By the mechanism, I mean all
the varlous agencies needful to make ac-
cumulated wealth reproductive. The disposi-
tion to invest is now held under restraint,
Private capital stands aloof from new ven-
tures and clings to those tested by experi-
ence, at no matter how low rates of inter-
est. The trustees of capital are timid and
elther k their funds idle, or seek tem-
porary well-secured employment for them at
nominal rates. The contributions of inven-
tion, in the shape of new economles In pro-
duction through which capital operates is
suffering a sort of paralysis. Unquestion-
ably, this suspension of enterprise s, at this
stage, almost entirely due to political causes,
Those causes show themselves In the core
rupt perversion of legislative powers to the
personal ends of professional liticians to
a degree which is shaking confidence in the
very basis of our political fustitutions. At
the moment, the special exhibition of this
prostitution of politics is found in a willing-
ness to debuse our monetary system to the
silver basis, for no better purpose than to
attract the support of a mass of ignorant
voters who are misled by men interested In
the production of that metal and are bent
on foreing an unlimited market for it, at
whatever cost Lo the Nation. This 18 the
point at which the prevailing paralysis of
capital is most acute; and it is here alone
that we can look for the beginnings of im-
provement. From this point of view, the
preparations for the national election are
watched with intense solictitude. Fortunate-
ly. the apparent drift of the preliminaries to
the great battle of November affords some
ground for hope. There seems to be no
doubt that certainly one of the parties, and
possibly both, will declare in favor of the
unqualified maintenance of the gold stand-
ard; and there I8 apparently good reason for
expecting that the party best satisfies
the copservative sentiment of the Nation on
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this probabliity gains strength during the
next six months, may confidence in the en-
hrged'emplayment of capital be expected to
grow."

DAMAGE BY THE BUGS

CAUSES GRAIN SPECULATORS ToO
BOOST THE PRICE OF WHREAT.

Unfavorable Weather Helped to Ad-
vance Corn and bm-—!'rovl-lon-
Were Wenk and Lower.

CHICAGO, May 9.—Wheat was firmer to-
day and under reports of chinch bugs in Iili-
nols, Hesslan flies in Indiana and conflicting
reports from the other wheat States, July
closed at 63%c, or %%e above yesterday. Corn
and oats also came in for an advance on ac-
count of unfavorable weather. Provlisions
alone sulked and declined to join the ad-
vance.

There was a good trade and active market
for wheat, fluctuations covering 1lsc range.
Feellng developed was considerably
stronger during the early hours and
higher prices ruled, after which there
was a moderate reaction and the
close was steady at %W@G%c advance. The
early strength was due chiefly to bug stories
from Indiana, reports of damage coming
from that section due to the Hessian fly, and
as the advices came from the same parties
who were the first to forward the damage
last year, the same had a good deal of effect
and offset the other bear news at hand.
There was good active buying by promi-
nent operators and offerings for a while
were small. Exports for the week made a
better showing. The small Argentine ship-

ments also had a like effect on the market.
The Ohlo report made the condition & per
cent., against 57 per cent. a month ago. Out-
slde markets higber. Among the bear influ-
ences at hand were the rains in Texas and
Kansas, where moisture was badly needed,
and the Michigan State report, quite favora-
ble. Cabies, too, were %d lower, reflecting
esterday’'s decline on this side. There was

ut little rain In the Northwest, and receipts
were as liberal as a woek and year ago this
date. The weather forecast had a weaken-
ing effect and caused prices to recede some.

There was a good general trade in corn,
the market rullnq actlve within %%ec range.
The feeling developed was stronger and
higher prices ruled early in the day, after
which an easier tone was manifested, but
the close was steady at X@%c advance.
There was a good demand from shorts from
the start and some of the leading sellers of
yesterday were the most active buyers to-
day. The selling was scattered, but a good
ghare of the same was for country account,
The strength came chiefly from the action
of wheat. :

There was a good trade In oals; shorts
bought liberally and there was also a fair
number of outside buying orders, which
were, it was said, due 1o fears of damage
to the crop by bugs. Offerings early were
light and it required but little buying to ad-
vance prices lc. The bulge offerings were
increased and prices reacted 3c, butl closed
with a net gain of %c. Trading was en-
tirely in July &nd September.

Prices in provisions had a further decline
to-day. July pork, which closed yesterday at
