YICKSBURG, Miss.,, May 1l.—One of the
gnost terrible river disasters of recent years
occurred last night about twenty-five miles
below this city. The towboat Harry Brown,
of Plitsburg, upward bound from New Or-
Jeans, exploded her bollers at 11 o'clock and
sank In less than five minutes. Eieven lives
are known to be lost, including:

Pllot Dravo, who was lgst, was a resl-
dent of Pitisburg jand an excelient man,
whose death will be greatly regretted. The
bodies of three dead men who were brought
here are at an undertaking establishment.
They have been embaimed and will be sent
to thelr homes. The towboat Honshell was
90 near the scene wheén the explosion oc-
curred that her yawls wgre lowered at once
and promptly. manned. They saved many
lives that would have been lost d4f it had
not been for thelr prompt service. Captaln
Kelm, the master of ithe Brown, although
serioualy injured, remained on the after part
of the cabin roof of the Brown, where he
had been blown by the explosion. He was
seen this morning by a reporter and sald:
“The afterpart of the cabin floated off from
the bull and as it sank to the bottom of
the river I directed the efforts of the men
who were at work rescuing the boat's crew.

Myself and pilot, Daniel Kane, were in the/

Brown's pllothouse when the explosion oc-
curred. It would be impossible for any one
to teil how many of the seven boliers ex-
ploded, as the darkness prevented seeing
anything. It seemed that the hull went
down in less than a migate, I have no blame
t0 attach to any one. The cause of the ex-
plosion will never be known, as the chief
engineer, Willlam Doughertiy, who was on
watch, was lost.”

The officers and boat's crew spezk in the
most grateful praise of the officers and crew
of the steamer St Joseph, who contributed
cothing and other substantials. Captain
Xelm expects to send the crew of the Brown
10 their homes by rail as soon as he recelves
instructions from Pittsburg. The coroner
here heid an inquest on the dead bodies and
returped a verdict of accidental death.

The Harry Brown was one of the most
powerful coal towboats in service on the
river. 8She was 210 feet long, forty-nine feet
aix inches beam and six feet deep In the
fhold, with a net tonnage of 77.156. She was
owned by W. H. Brown & Sons, of Plits-
burg, who do oot insure their steamers. She
thad just gome from Louisville with an im-
mense coal tow for plantations along the
Jouisiana coast, and was returning with
empties. She was bullt In Plitsburg 4n 1879,
and had powerful machinery. Only three
weeks ago the Sam Brown burned at Louls-
ville, and the Harry Brown took her tow to
the South.

iXQispateh from Pittsburg says: The Hairy

ffown was owned by W. H. Brown & Co.,
the extensive coal operators, of this eity,

and was one of the largest towboats in the
country. It was valueg at 350,000, and was
not insured. The press dispaich from
Vicksburg was the Ahrst Intelligence Capt
Bam Brown had of the explosion. A short
apo later he recelved a telegram stating

at the explosion had destroyed the boat,
kiliing three men instantly and injuring a
number of others. Some of the erew were
missing. The Brown had a crew of twenty.
ght persons, as foliows: Captain Keim,

with him, so that he could help the assignee
to unravel the entangied affalirs of the com-
pany.

ATURNKEY'S BLUNDER

SISTER OF AN ALLEGED POISONER
PRESENTS HERSELF FOR TRIAL,

While Mrs. Fleming, the Real Defend-
ant, Sits at Liberty Among the
Court Spectators.

NEW YORK, May 11.—The trial of Mary
Alice Almont Livingstone Fleming, who is
charged with having poisoned her mother,
Mrs, Evilana M. Bliss, on Aug. 30, 1808, was
begun to-day In General Sessions, before
Recorder Goff. The trial promises to be
long drawn out and a great deal of expert
medical testimony will be offered on both
sides. The prosecution charges that Mrs,
Fi.oming gave her mother poison in a dish of
chowder, which she sent to her home.

When the work of selecting jurors was
about to be begun and the defendant had
been called to the bar, a Yyoung woman
dressed in black emerged from the door
leading from.the cells and, after refusing
all the flowers that were thrust at her by

morbld women spectators, advanced to the
bar and sank into the defendants’ seat. As-

sistant District Attorney MclIntyre, the pros-
ecutor, for a moment seemed dumfounded.

Then, summoning one of the sheriff's offi-

cers, he ordered him at once to bring the
right defendant to the bar. It was then
discovered that Mrs. Fleming, the defendant,
was sitting at liberty among the court spec-
ators in the rear of the court room. At the
request of the deputy sheriff she arose and
took her proper seat at the bar beside her
sister, who had taken her place. The wom-
en are strikingly like each other. The pros-
ecutor made a formal complaint to the re-
corder and Mr. Brooke, the attorney for
the defense, was called on to exp.ain this
singular transaction, He confessed himself
unable to do =0, but the matter was after-
ward explained as a turnkey’'s blunder. The
man received a severe reprimand.

Mrs. Fleming is a daughter of the Iate
Robert 8ift Livingstone. Her sult for breach
of promise against Fleming, an oil broker,
was a sensational case of sixteen or eigh-
teen years ago. She was arrested at the
funeral of Mrs. Bliss, her mother. During
her incarceration she has given birth to a
child, which has shared her prison cell up
to the present time, Last week she won a
suit for the possession of $5,000, which was
left by her father.

MAY ABSORB BROAD RIPPLE LINE.

But There Will Be No Shake-Up in the
Cltizens’ Company.

If surface indications are to be relled
upon those people who have expected to

Street-rallroad Company at the annual
meeting to-day will be disappointed. The
story has been current that a Palladelphia
faction in the coampany, led by R. W, Clay,
has been endeavoring to obtain control, and
that the May meeting would see the Mc-
Kee-Verner syndicate cast out of the direc-
tory. This notion was pronounced entirely
erroneous by Mr. Clay last evening In the
course of a conversation with a Journal re-

porter. “There will be about 40,000 of the
90,000 shares of the company voied to-mor-
row,” sald he, "and I think the vote will
be unanimous on eve?r proposition. There
has never been any disagreement between
Mr. McKee and myself, nor among any
members of the company, SO0 as
kKnow." \

FIGHT OVER $3,000,000

SANTA MONICA HARBOR PROJECT
HAS AROUSED THE SENATE.

Speeches in Opposition to the Appro-
priation Made by Messra. Berry,
Vest and Caffery.

DEFENDED BY SENATOR FRYE

IN A SPIRITED ARGUMENT IN FAVOR
OF. THE PROPOSITION.

Criticisms of President Huntingtom

Characterized as “Savoring 9! the
Slogan of the Sand Lots.”

WASHINGTON, May 11.—-The California
deep-water harbor project was before the
Senate most of the day. It is seldom that
a local fmiprovement arouses so much feel-
ing among Senators, manifesting itself In
a debate of unusual animation and of con-
siderable personal feeling. Mr. Berry, of
Arkansas, began the debate to-day, de-
claring that this proposed expenditure of
$3,000,000 was against the public interest and

in the private interest of C. P. Huntington,
of the Southern Pacific. Senators Vest and
Caffery took the ground that no appropria-
tlon should be made at present. Mr. Frye,
chalrman of the commerce committiee, re-
plied to the strictures on the proposition,
and vehemently characterized the criticisms
of Mr. Huntington as “‘savoring of the slo-
gan of the sand lots.”” Mr, Frye will go

on to~morrow.
At the opening of the. session thé Senate

passed bllls for the restoration of lands
within Fort Lewis (Colorado) military res-
ervation to the public domain; to validate
the acts of certain deputy United States

marshals in the Indian Territory.
In reporting the bankruptcy bill from the

judiclary committee Mr. Teller stated that
it favored the substitute of the Senate

bankruptey bill for that passed by the

House. Mr. Mitchell, of Oregon, added that
the minority of the committee favored the

House bill
The joint resolution was passed authoriz-
ing foreign exhibitors at the Tennessee

Centennial Exposition, to be held in Nash-
ville, Tenn., In 1897, to bring to this country
foreign Maborers from their respective
countries for the purpose of preparing for
and making their exhibits, and allowing ar-
ticles imported from forelgn countries for
the sole purpose of exhibition at sald ex-
position to be Imported free of duty under
the regulations prescribed by the Secretary
of the Treasury. _
Bills were passed for the use of *‘national
military parks as fields for military ma-
neuvers by the State or federal forces; au-
thorizing the county of Navajo, Arizona, 1o
jssue bonds for a courthouse, etc. A bill
roviding for a life-saving station at Port
onita, at the Golden Gate, Callfornia; ap-
g:;nprlstlng $650,000 additional for the public
ilding at Portland, Ore., and fixing this
as the lmit of cost.

SPEECHES IN OPPOSITION.

The river and harbor bill was then taken
up, the question being on the only remain-
ing amendment for a deep-water harbor at
Santa Monicz, California. Mr. Berry, a
member of the commerce committee, spoke
in opposition to the amendment. He de-
clared that this proposed expenditure of
$,000,000 against the recommendation of
government engineers and against the ad-
vice of the California Senators was the

most unjust and inexcusable proposition he
had ever seen in connection with rivers and
harhors.

Mr. Vest, a member of the commitiee on
commerce, sald he could not see the necés-
sity of this expenditure either at Santa Mon-
ica or San Pedro. He took no stock, he
sald, in the attack on Mr. Huntington be-
cause he was a rallroad president and a
rich man. Like other men, he looked after
his own Interests. Mr. Vest belleved Mr.
Huntington was sincere in saying Santa
Monica was the best point for a harbor.
The Benator sald he dropped out of account
all talk of monopolies and lobbles. Any
United States Senator who would permit a
lobby to control him was unworthy of a
seat here, sald Mr. Vest. He based his ob-
Jjection on the fact that the country did
not have a full treasury, the river and har-
bor bill already reaching an enormous ag-
gregate. If the “endless chain”™ continued
and great a opriations were made then
there must more bonds. Under these
circumstances this improvement could well
afford to walt. Unfortunately, said Mr.
Vest, Mr. Huntington is a political factor
in California. Not even a town meeting
can be held there without asking if this
man s a Huntington man and that man an
anti-Huntington man. In view of this state
of public feeling Mr. Vest said he did not
believe In settling this question and making
the ap priation now.

Mr. ffery, another member of the com-
mittee, believed that the present need of a

1 | deep-water harbor at either of the points

urged was. not apparent. If there was such
a need he would not allow any sudden spasin
of economy over the condition of the treas-
ury to influence him. He did not share the
views of Mr. Vest, he added, as to the se-
rious condition of the treasury. There {8 a
comfortable balance of $270,000,000 In the
treasury. Such trouble as existed came from
the constant agitation of the financial ques-
tion. As the operations of the Wilson act
proceeded and developed Mr. Caffery ex-
pected to see the government revenues in-
creased and made adequate to the govern-
ment needs,

Mr. Frye, chairman of the commerce com-
mittee, next spoke. He had two pages raise
a huge map in the front area, just hefore the
presiding officer's desk, which led Vice Pres-
ident Stevenson to remark: *““The presiding
officer has some dlfﬁ-ruia' in recogn?zing the
Senator from Maine." 7ith pointer in hand
Mr. Frye gave the geographical and hydro-
graphic points on the map, showing the
natural advantages of Santa Monica over
San Pedro. Mr. Frye spoke of the mistakes
made by the army boards in reporting on the
deep water harbor, They had overlooked
the exposure of San Pedro, the terrific south-
wes: gales which would sweep out
of the elevated tracks a WwWo-
iman would sweep ont with her
broom. Referring to Santa Monica the San-
ator said the proposed amendment gave other
roads than the Southern Pacific ample rights.
Mr. Huntington had offered to build them
their tracks-at $10,000 a mile, Why was it,
then, he aszked, that telegrams from the
Atchison, Topeka & Banta Fe roads had
fallen ilke snow flakes on Senators for the
last ten days. Was it the old fight between
the Southern Pacific and the Atchizon, SBanta
Fe & Pacific? They made that fight once
and they went into bankruptcy. Mr. Frye
gald he happened to have had a little experi-
ence in this line, having b2en a small stock-
bolder, and only a few months ago he had
pald an assessment on it

The Senator referred to the loose statement
of bribery. He belleved the amenities be-
tween Senaiors was the grea:est source of
bribery, the ylelding of conviction, that ex-
isted. He would rather have the kindly feel-
ing and respect of Senators, than to own all
the rallroads in the world. One Paclfic coast
paper had stated, he said, that if this amend-
ment prevailed bis “pocket®s would be lined
with gold.” With a gesture of intense
deprecation Mr. Frye sald that since his
mother had put a pocket in his first panta-
loons they were lined with just enough gold,
and no more, than the needs of the moment
required,

Another issue had crept into this case, he
said, which was gravely unjust. He referred
to the siatements made by Senators White
and Berry concerhing Mr. Huntington. Paus-
ing midway in the middle aisle Mr. Fryve ex-
claimed: *"'This savors of the slogan of the
sand loi® of the Golden Gate, where the name
of ‘Huntington is conjured to frighten bables
with and used by demagogues (0 make weak-
kneed politicians tremble.” Was Mr. Hun-
tington to be debarred of all legislation, pro-
ceeded Mr. Frye. “Was his name to be
brought here as 1 ghost to frighten Senators
against voting ae their consclence dictated?”

Mr. F'rye spoke of the vast business enter-

rizes of Mr. Huntington—his development at
Newpor News of the finest shipyard In the
world, his ships running to Norfolk, New Or-
leans and other points. Sa, said Mr. Frye,
the Senate must cut off these localities from
the benefits of the river and harbor bill be-
cause Huntington was there. No, it was too
paltry, added Mr, Frye, to stop any legisla-
tion with demagogic cry of Huantington. He
employs 75,000 men, and he pays them the
day their wages are due. Mr. Frye reviewed
the reports of army engineers and gave his
own experience at nia Monica bpay. As he
looked from the bluff down on that bay he

CONDITION OF WINTER WHEAT.

May Returans Show an Increaes of 5.6
Points Above April Average.

WASHINGTON, May 11.—The May re-
turns of the statistical divislon of the De-
partment of Agriculture on the condition
of winter wheat show an increase of 56
points above the April average, being 8.7
against 77.1 last month and 529 in May,
1885, The averages in nine principal winter
wheat States are: Pennsylvania, 64; Ohio,
55; Milichigan, 90; Indiana, §5; Kentucky, 77;

No
Ilinois, %0; Missouri, 81; Kansas, 9: Cali-
fornla, 100. The returns of the correspond-
ents of ‘the division of statistics show that

excepting a few Siates, there has been gen-
eral improvement in the condition of winter
wheat throughout the country and the re-
ports collected through the climate and crop
services of the Weather Bureau. Covering
the week embracing the last three days of
April and the four days of May compared
with the reports of the previous week
indicate a general improvement in the con-
dition of winter wheat in the principal wheat
States, but show that in Maryland, New
York, Pennsylvania and Oklahoma the con-
g;lon of winter wheat was not so prom-
ng.

Special reports to the department show
crop prospects excellent in Great Britain and
France, good In Russia and Austria-Hun-
gary, fair in Germany, Italy and Roumania
and unfavorable only in Spain.

The condition of winter rye on May 1 was
87.7 per cent.; of barley, 88.2: spring pasture,
93.2; meadows, 91.8. The pronortion of spring
plowing accomplished by May 1 this season
was rather above the average, being 79.6 per
cent., or 1.9 points above that of an average
year.
