"It Is a hard thing: to get beyond th com-
monplace in matters social, but the rose
party given by Mrs. Jeannptte D. Ruby last
Wednesday to the Current Topic Club, in
honor of Miss Geneve E. Reynolds, was on
of the prettiest and at the game time one
of the most unique of festas. It waa truly
a rose party. The house was filled with
roses. Roses In bowls, twined around chan-
deliers, festooned about mirrors, vorn by
the guests. Every gue3t had been fore-
