OF TOO LITERAL MIND.
"Another of the Sankey hymns that was

taken to be a deliberate throwing of the
Armenian gage of battle In the face of the
Turks was the familiar old tune, "Only an
armor bearer, yet I may stand, waiting to
follow at the king's command." Still an-

other old-tlx- er added to the trouble, "Hold
the Fort, for I Am Coming." Thl3 almost
provokes a smile when It Is sung In public
In this country, but in the uneasy state of
the Sultan and his people even this poor old
tune was regarded as a note of defiance. The
Sultan could apparently imagine the holding
of no other forts than those filled with hos-
tile Armenians threatening the very founda-
tions of his throne with their weapons.

"But the words that probably did the most
to create the feeling that the Christians
were dangerous revolutionists were those
contained In Revelations and running &s
follows: ' -

"AnJ I looked, and behold a horse, and his
name that sat on him was death, and hell
followed after him. And power was given
them over the fourth of the earth to kill with
swopd and with hunger and with death and
with the beasts of the earth.
' "And the kings of the earth, and the great
men, and the rich men, and the chief cap-
tains, and the mighty men,and every bond
man, and every free man hid themselves in
the tents and In the rocks and mountains,
and said to the mountains and the rocks,
'Fall on us and hide us from the wrath of
him that sltteth on the throne.'
. "Everything of a similar nature," contin-
ued Mr. Fllllan, "or anything in the Bible
which contained the least reference to arms
or battle was taken as a threat against the
sacred person and authority of the Sultan.
Tho Bible is full of these passages, and the
hymns used by the missionaries are founded
so generally on the Idea of soldiers fighting
for a principle that there was no loophole
for escape when the obstlnaVe Turks had
once made up their minds that an onslaught
on the empire of the Sultan was intended.

"There is no Huch thing as argument or
appeal in Turkey. When the Sultan de-

clares that certain steps shall be taken
there is but one thing to do submit, and
consider yourself fortunate if banishment
and not death Is the fate decreed. The
latest news that I have from Armenia is
that not one Christian church remains open
In tho land. All are closed, Christianity is a
dead letter, and the missionaries need ex-
pect little mercy unless this country speed-
ily Interferes in their behalf. What can
they hope for from ignorant fanatics who
slaughter people by thousands because they
sing 'Hold the Fort and preach 'Thy
Kingdom Come?'

"It may ound strangely to American ears
that tho Turks are in real fear of races
whom they formerly treated with contempt;
but It must be borne In mind that th
Turkish empire Is crumbling and that no
one knows better than Sultan Abdul Hamid
the weakness of his defenses. The Russo-Turki- sh

war was --the beginning of .the end
for the Turks. Prior to this they were a
fairly powerful people, and had no reason
to fear the tribes of Asia Minor, To-da- y

the Turks number less than eighteen mil-
lions and the Armenians outnumber them.
They know this, and In the fear of the loss
of their control . they go out to kill,
prompted by the man who sits in his palace
on the Bosphorus surrounded by guards
and officials whom he distrusts, starting at
his own shadow, who even, on his way to
tho mosque for prayers, rides at a full gal-
lop lest the bullet of an assassin shall find
his heart."

Valuable Services Rendered by Hon,
Gcorjte W. Julian. Sylvrntcr John

son and Cyrus M. Smith.

In the peaceful ruburb cf Irvlngton ll vt
three men now resting on their military
laurels, Whc?ft war reminiscences make a
interesting narrative. These gentlemen,
Messrs. George W. Julian, Sylvester John-
son and Cyrus M. Smith, did their soldiering
simultaneously, as It were, end were mem-
bers cf the same regiment, their term cf
service leing eight days arid their military
function to help swell the general chasa
after the affrlghtc-- d John Morgan in Ms
meteoric flight through southern Indiana and
Chio. Certain Incidents which they recount
of that famous bloodless campaign are not
to be found In the printed chroniclesu

When the bold Confederate marauder,
after flitting like a jack-o'-lante- rn thrcuc
Kentucky, suddenly invaded Indiana the
little newspaper headlines hitherto devoted
to him speculating as to hl whereabouts
and motives suddenly flared into big type
and the tocsin of alarm was sounded
throughout tho State, After landing In Har-
rison county he struck due north, capturing
the old town of Corydon on his way, and It
was evident that he meant to penetrate to
the Hoosier capital, burn the StaUhoume,
take the arsenal and do cllvfrs ether serlouj
things. Indiana was exctted. Governor
Morton Issued & call for volunteer mlllti
to repair to Indianapolis forthwith, end at
this point the reminiscences cf our trio be-
gin. Late In the night of July 5, 1SC3, ac-
cording to Mr. Julian, the little town of
Centervllle, Wayne county, was aroused by
the violent clanging of b-il- s, and peop!
hastened from their beds to learn of th
Governor's urgent demand upon "all able-bodi- ed

white male citizens." The following
day was spent In drumming up recruits, and
twenty-fou- r hours after the first alarm
these recruits were en route, by freight, to
Indianapolis, where they arrived in the gray
of dawn and were marched down Washing-te- n

street to Military Park. Mr. Julian, beln
about the tallest man in his company and
his height accentuated by tho wearing of &

long linen duster, was either designedly or
by chance, placed next to the shortest man
to be found, and as the awakened citizens
peeped from their bedroom Minds som of
them irreverently snickered and commented,
audibly upon the grotesque pair.

Indianapolis was acreep with would-- b

fcldlers and trains from all directions were
continually bringing In new crowds, all eager
for tebel gore; but the converting of these
crowds into a military force could not be
ucccmpllshed in the turning of a hand, and
they were constrained to whet their teeth
and bide their time, which hey did, utilizing
Military Park, the Circle, and all available
places for camping grounds. While the or-

ganizing was going on the boys wcro not
neglectful of the amenities of life. Mr.
Smith tells of seven preachers in his com-
pany who were ilie butts of a disproportion-
ate number cf jokes, the most popular of
which was to "doctor" their canteens with
rank beverages such as preachers are sup-
posed not to be Intimate with. One of these
clerical gentlemen being hastiiy summoned
from a nap to fall In line and march down
street unconsciously bore on his back in
conspicuous letters this legend;

- "OLD BOURDON WHISKY!"
Meanwhile Morgan hought:bmY cf his

raid upon Indianapolis and began, presum-
ably, to suspect that Indiana was not his
proper latitude after all. General Hobson,
from Kentucky, with four thousand cavalry
was coming after him hot-fo- e, while the
ubiquiuou3 Hoosier, springing up on all sides,
threatened to devour him. Things began to
look bilious for John, and turning east-
ward along a course parallel with the Ohio
river he got precipitately hence at the
rate of forty miles a day. By the time the
Indianapolis troops were organized he had
crossed the State line into Ohio.

A step aside from this delightful
babel, and yet in it, on the gray estone steps
of an old Southern church perched an old,
withered black woman, distinctly of that
parsing type the former slave. Beneath her
worn old black straw hat. not an atom of
trimming on it, she eyed the crowd so ad-

miringly and astutely that I at once wanted
her opinion as an unbiased, nonclub mem-
ber.

"Lots of women in town to-da- y, Auntie."
"Sho'ly, eholy," she answered, with unc-
tion; "looks like de pick o de worl' had
done drap down on dls place."

In a street car a typewriter girl was heard
to say: "I'm Just crazy about this club con-
vention, and have had my head out of the
window' half the day looking at the nice
women going by; if I don't get to some of
their sessions I shall simply have a fit."
From these two votes on the outskirts may
faintly be measured the club enthusiasm
which has reigned over Louisville the past
week. In a sense, at least, "the pick" of
the women of the United States has been
In great and forceful convention; and in
an equally accurate sense they have been
royally entertained by "the pick of Intellec-
tual Louisville."

HYMNS PROVOKE RAGE

TUB SULTAN CONSIDERS MOODY AND
SAN KEY'S HOOK SEDITIOUS.

"Hold the t ort and "Onward Chrla
tlan Soldiers' Brought the Wrnpona

of the Turks on-th- c Armenians.

One of tho chief causes of the wholesale
massacre of the Armenians by the Turks
proves to have been an Innocent little vol-
ume of Moody and Sankey hymns. It ap-
pears that in the seclusion of the Sultan's
Palace the sacred songs that are so familiar
to the church-golni- ? public of America were
pored over by the ru?plcious leader of the
faithful and his advisers until the convic-
tion became firmly established In their
minda that tho hymns were nothing less
than the sentiments of a band of murderous
rebels. This Interesting story is told by he
Rev. George II. Fllian, once the Armenian
pastor of the Evangrellcal Church at Mar-sova- n,

Asia Minor. Banished from the Su-
ltan's domlnlon.3 for the crime of preach-
ing, Mr. Fllian came to this country and Is
row an American citizen. lie had previous-
ly been educated In America and had grad-
uated from the Chicago Theological Sem-
inary In 1S82. lie speaks English perfectly.

"You can Judge of the state cf mind of
Sultan Abdul Hamid," said Mr. Fllian to
the writer, "when I tell you that three
words from the Lord's Prayer chosen as a
text by a fellow-preach- er of mine in Ar-
menia threw the Sublime Porte into a rage
and nearly cost the preacher his life. The
three words were Thy kingdom come;
and the Turkish authorities construed this
to man that the Armenians were extolling
tho glories of some antI-TurkI- sh ruler.
Word speedily reached the Sultan of the
preacher's seditious utterances and he was
seized, heavily ironed and thrown into
prison. Here Is a photograph of him taken
after his arrest."

The picture was that of a stalwart, black-beard- ed

Armenian standing erect with heavy
chains on hl3 wrists.

"The preacher's life was in great perit,"
continued Mr. Fllian, "but fortunately the
news cf his arrest penetrated even that deaf
and dumb country to the outside world and
eventually reached the British Prime Min-
uter. Through the Iatters intervention the
life of the culprit who had preached the
coming of the kingdom of Christ was spared
on condition that he left the country never
to return.

"One of the hymns Jhat first attracted th
attention of the Turks to the supposed dan-
ger to be feared from the missionaries was
the famous old rallying song cf the- - church:

"Onward, Christian soldiers,
Marching as to war
With the cross of Jesus
Going on before;

"Christ the royal Master
Iads against the foe.
Forward into battle,
Let his banners go.

"It . seems hard to believe the statement
when It is made In this country, but It Is a
fact f'aat after the versra had been trans-
lated into the TuriLjh language they were
Interpreted by-th- e Mohammedans to be a de-
liberate attempt on the part of the Armen-
ians to provoke an uprising against the
Turks. The warlike tenor of the song, was
declared to be a call to arms, and the Sul-
tan probably saw In its imagination - "the
armies of the unbelievers besieging the cates
