OUTSIDE AID NEEDED

ST. LOUIS TNABLE TO RELIEVE ALL
THE TORNADO SUFFERERS.

Resolotions Adopted by the Municipal
Assembly Asking Assistance for
the Many Destitute.

DEATH LIST NOT GROWING

IN EAST ST. LOUIS THE KNOWN VIC-
TIMS NUMBER ABOUT 100,

Many People Reporied Missing in the
Mound Clity—Only One Life Lost
in the City Hospital.

8T. LOUIS, Mo., June 1.—Both houses of
the Municipal Assembly of 8t, Louls to-night
adopted resolutions asking outside aid for
the tornado sufferers. The appeal calls at-
tention to the calamity which has befallen
the city, rendering many citizens destitute
and homeless, and asks for all the ald that
¢can be sent. AH donatlons are to be sent to
the Mayor or police commission of St. Louis,
or to any other committee which may have
charge of the relief funds. To-night's ac-
thhn is not Iin accord with the position taken
Dy the Mayor in deciaring that outside ald Is
not needed.

A sharp disagreement has arisen among
the different members of the rellef commit-
tee. Many desire to ask outside assistance,
while others oppose it. At a meeting of the
executive commities of thc rellefl commit-
tee, held to-day, much of the time was given
over to a discussion of the misunderstand-
ing that has gone abroad concerning the
attitude of the committee on the subject of
outside relief. A statement for the press
that will be prepared will endeavor
te show the gentlemen who called the
meeting for to-morrow that at no time has
any outside assistance been refused when
it was offered, but they will strenuously op-
pase the issuance of any appeal from the
eity to the outside worid for help. Mr.
Bpencer, president of the Merchants’ Ex-
change, =ald to-day: "St. Louls caunot al-
ford to go on record as begging for funds.
We have nearly $112,000 invested already and
it may get to 3200000, Long before that
time we will have matiters In shape <0
know approximately how much we will need.
If it becomes necessary to call for as;-ai':_t-
ance from the outside we will do it, but
the neécessity is not now apparent.”

Reports were made by the ministers of
the various Protestant churches to-day re-
garding the damage to the different houses
of worship.

THE EKNOWN DEAD.

The known list of dead in 5t. Louis to-day
foots up 141 names, all of thése bodies having
been recovered. 'Besldes mhis, it i® known
that thirteen other persons have been killed
in the storm, elght in the river, whose
names are known, and five within this city
whose names are unknown, None of these
bodies have been recovered, Of the 141 dead
bodies recovered in this cily, but one remalins
unidentified.

The logs of life In East St. Louis, which
has beén generally excessively estimated,
has assumed far less serlous proportions as
the days have passed. Instead of being near-
Iy two hundred, as Is clalmed by many, the
list ¢f dead numbers one hundred identified,
with two, a man and & woman, unknown,
In addition to this one man is missing, and
elght are so seriously injured that they will
probably die,

“The work of clearing up the debris and
repalring the damage comtinues with
unabated vigor, despite the drizzling rain,
that has been falling all morning, making
it uncomfortable for workers and victims
alge. All day vesterday teams that had
bé¢n donated to the use of the storm suf-

prers were used by many to move from
the!r dismantled homes to places of security
and shelter, and this good work still goes on
without cessation. Great numbers of peo-
ple are recelving ald at the different relief
depots in the way of food, clothing and
housebold necessities that have been do-
pated by the citizens of St. Louis,

Many thousands of peopie from the sur-
rounding country who came to St. Louls
yeaterday to see the destruction caused by
the storm have left for their homes, but
hundreds still remain. In East St Loulis,
where it is related that at least 10,000 peo-
ple wisited the ruins, there was a terrible
erush &t the depot Sunday night when they
started to return home.

LOSS TO SHIPPERS.

An officlal estimate of the loss to shipping
has not yet been made, and will not be
until the submerged boats have been exam-
Ined. The first estimate of 8,000,000 has
dwindied down to less than $500,000, and the
chances are that these figures will be re-
duced materially. Five persons were cer-
tainly drowned, and probably others. The
continuous rains are a great drawback to
the vigorous efforts that are being made to
start the atréet lights. Superfntendent of

SENATOR TURPIE IS WROTH

DECLARES HE WILL HAVE THE BILL
PASSED OVER THE VETO,

Ssevernl Measures Approved by Mr,

WASHINGTON, June 1.—The President to-
day returnfed to Congress three private pen-
sion bills with his veto in each case, In the
case of uwo of the bills, granting pensions to
Mre. Amanda Woodcock and Jonathan Scott,
both originating in the House, he points out
that, owing to careless description |in the
bils, the pension could not be paid under

thelr terms. In the other, a Senate bill

granting a pension to Helen M. Jacob, the

President foreibly sets out? his objection to

allowing pensions to widows of soldiers who

remarry. The bill was originaily jntroduced
by Senatnr Turpie and fixed a pension rate
for Mrs. Jacobs at $16 a month. The House
amended the bill by reducing the rate to $12.

Mr. Turpie acqulesced in the rmh..u-:ion. but

Mr, Cleveland to-day vetoed the blll. Sen-
ator Turpie 1s indignant at the President’s
action and declares that he will have the
bill passed over the President’s veto. This
is not an impossible undertaking, as a re-
cent canvass of the Senate on the Francis

Hoover veto Indicated that it would muster
the necessary two-thirds vote. The veto
reads as follows:

“Ty the Senate: I herewith return without
approval Senate biil numbered 149, entivied

“The entire absence of any fixed or rea-
sonable principle or rule regarding private
pension legiglation at this ime suggesis the
danger of it® near approach, in many cases,
to caprice and favoritism. Though I have
in a number of Instances deferred to the
judgment of Congress, and refrained from in-
terpasing objections to bilis of 'this dharacter,
which seemed to me to e of doubtful merit,
I am unwhlling to follow such a wide de-
parture from a palpably just pension theory,
and assent to the esfabllshment of such an
unfortunate precedent as this bl Involves.
There is no duty or obligation due from the
governmens to a soldier's widow, except [t be
worked out through 'the deceased soldier, She
is pensioned only because he served his coun-
try, and because through hla death she as
his wife has lost hle support. In other
words, she becomes a beneficlary of the gov-
ernment because she is a soldier's widow,

THE NICARAGUA CANAL.

Majority Report of the House Com-
mittee on Commerce, -
WASHINGTON, June 1.—The report of the
majority of the House committee on com-
merce in favor of the Nicaraguan canal,
signed by nine members, was submitted to
the House to-day by Mr. Sherman, of New
York. It deals with the canal project from
the financial and engineering standpoints,
and particularly analyzes the report of the
government board, of which Colonel Ludlow
was chairman. The questions pro‘osed for
the board are said to have been the feasi-
bility, permanence and cost of construction
of the canal. The first two questions are

said to have been definitely settled In the
affirmative. The modifications of the com-
pany’'s project suggested by the board are
sald to look to results desirable at some
future time, but which the company deéem
pest to defer until the demands of com-
merce require larger accommodations, so
that they may be accomplished when the
canal is In operation and a revenue accru-
ing to make the charge less onerous. To
have charged the rallroad system of this
country, in its inciplency, with the cost of
the heavy superstrucoure and equipment
now in use would hawve been injurious. The
deepening and widening of the Suez canal
after its bullding I8 quoted as a preceadent.

Tae report Impeaches the commission’s es-
timate of unit prices of work on the canal
by exhaustive quotations from statements
of engineers. Whether the depth of the ca-
nal and harbor €haill be thirty feet at the
outset, whether four locks shall be used in-
stead of three, whether the water elevation
gnould be 110 feet instead of 108, and other
differences between the commission and the
company are sald to be detalls depending
on whether the policy of making provision
for all demands in all time to come |s
adopted. Because of its testimony of unit
prices the report reduces the estimates of
cost on the hasis of the board's plans from
$133,000,000 to $102,000,000, but holds that $102.-
000,000 will be an ample appropriation.
Stress Is laid on the prospective benefits of
the canal to the Paclfic coast States and the
Allegheny coal mining and iron interests.
In conclusion, the report says that the board
of engineers have stated that they believe
the canal entirelr feasible, but differ with
the engineers of the company as to the
probable cost of the work. The advantages
of the canal are so great that the report
says that the canal should be built by gov-
¢eroment assistance to the company, even
if it costs over $150,000,000.
