Report for Indiana Submitted by the
Rev. E. D. CurtU, IM). Other Re-

ligious Gutherlngs.

NEW HAVEN, Conn., June 2. The seven
tieth anniversary of the Congregational
Home Missionary Society and its three asso
ciate societies, the Educational Society, the
Church-buildin- g Society and the Sunday- -

school Publishing Society, began la3t evening
with a meeting of secretaries and superin
tendents. The number of missionary labor
ers in the service of the society the last
year, together with those engaged in su
perintending the work, is 2.038. . Of these
1,345 w-?r- in commission at the date ot the
last report, and 693 have since been ap
pointed. Tho number of congregations and
missionary districts which have been fully
supplied, and where-- the cospel has been
preached at stated intervals, is 4,110. The
number of those who have preached in for
eign languages Is 208. The number of Sun
day-scho- ol and Bible class scholars is not
far from ISj.343. The organization of 241 new
schools is reported, and the number under
the special care of missionaries is 2,483. The
additions to the churches, as nearly as can
bo ascertained, have been 12,138, namely, 8,-1- 53

on Confession of Faith and 3,933 by let-

ters from other churches. One hundred and
twenty-thre- e churches havo been organized
in connection with the labors of toe mis-

sionaries within the year, and twenty-fou-r
havo assumed the entire support of their
own gospel ordinances. Ninety-si- x houses
of worship have been completed and 1C2 ma-

terially repaired or improved. Three chap-

els ara. reported as having been built within
tho year, and sixty-nin- e parsonages have
been provided. .. . t

Tho society begdh the year with a net debt
of $132,140.00. The receipts . of the national
60ciety during the year from contributions,
legacies and other sources were &3S,G06.33,

and the auxiliaries raised and expended on
their own fields S239.HI.C2. making tne roiai
income for the year. (Including 111,070.43
casn In band for drafts payable on the first
of the year) $7.818.38. The expenditures of
the national society for missionary labor
and expenses during the year have been
JWO.713.74, and the auxiliaries have expend-
ed $3y.l41.2 on their various fields, making
the total expenditures for the work (includ-
ing $8,523.38 cash In hand for drafts payable
at the end Of the year) J708.37S.74. Tne net
debt of the society at the close of the fiscal
year, March 31. 1S86, is $31,700.41.

The report for Indiana was made by the
Rev. E. D. Curtis. D. D.. Indianapolis. State
superintendent. The receipts from Indiana
within the year were $l,76$.7t. Superintend
ent Curtis reports: Twenty-nin- e missionaries
have been employed a wnoie or part or xne
year, supplying thirty-fou- r churches and
siven out-statio- ns, and performing over
twenty-tw- o years of labor. Thirty-seve- n

Sunday schools report an aggregate member-
ship of 3.4S5. Two churches were organized
and four additional centers of work formed.
The year has been on cf unusual activity in
church erection, about one-flf.- ti of our total
number of churches having been engjed in
the work of building or general repairs. "It
is gratifying." the report fays, "to note the
prosperity which has attended Plymouth
Church, Fort Wayne, durin? the Ave years
ending June 17. in which it has been
aided. Commencing with leas than one' hun-
dred members, and with the only property a
small frame church standing upon a leaped
lot In the western p3rt of the city, the
church, after five years, assumed self-rup-po- rt,

having - meantime secured a centralproperty costing some $30,000, largely paid for
it, and no, with 400 members and one of the
best equipments for Christian service in thecity, i going forward to win new conquests
for the Master. Already it has become the
mother of a new and vigorous offshoot, the
South Church, wh:Ch has a fine field, a con-
venient edifice, and over which Rev. Ezra E.
Frame was Installed Oct. 1 as missionary
pantor.

"Be&iupe cf the lack of necessary funds
the society has not assumed the support ofan evangelist. The churches have held pro-
tracted services and the pastors have gen-
erally helped each ether during special sea-
sons of . religious Interest. The Jamestown
Church, which has occupied In much feeble-
ness a peculiarly hard and sterile field, was
visited during the winter with a powerful re-
vival. The reformation exiended to many
families heretofore opposed tJ the gospel
and Inaugurated an era cf faithful Blolestudy, with profound reverence- - for its teachings and spirit. Forty-on- e were added to thechurch, more than doubling its membership
The revival extended to other churches inthe vicinity, and under the faithful preachin
of the pastor, Rev. Claude E. Grove, one ofthe young men of the Jamestown Churohgave 'himself to the gospel ministry, forwhich he ir now preparing. Tii churches atFort Wayne were blest by union servicesheld under Dr. Chapman, rivmouth Churchadding 100 to her membership during theyear, mostly on confession. Manv churcheshave received considerable accessions intheir regular work. aJmlfions taking sJaceat nearly every regular communion season."

Similarly, "Maryland and New Jersey have
yet to speak, but their stand is well known.
The following can be taken as the strength
of sound money: Connecticut, 12; Delaware,
6; Cdaine, 12; Maryland, 1C; Massachusetts,
30: Michigan, 8; Minnesota, 12; New" Hamp-
shire, S; New Jersey, 20; New York, 72;
Pennsylvania, 04; Rhode Island, 5; Vermont,
S; Wisconsin, 24; District of Columbia, 1.

' This estimate will be conceded by the most
rabid silver men to be very conservative. It
concedes to free sliver every delegate from
Ohio, although it is safe to claim at least
ten from that State. It surrenders West
Virginia and every Southern State, though
It Is believed that In several Southern
States the sound-mone- y men In the big cities
will be strong enough to pick up some dele-
gates here and there. But even on this low
estimate it will be. seen that the sound-mone- y

men control more than cne-thlr- d of
the delegates, and that, as the free-silv- er

men have only a majority vote, they cannot
nominate a candidate without the aid of the.
sound-mone- y men because of the two-thir- ds

rule which prevails In the Democratic con-

vention.

They pre-
pared the resolutions, which will not de-
nounce President Cleveland, Secretary Car-
lisle, Senator Lindsay and others by name,
nor the Louisville, Lexington and other
"gola-standar- d" papers, but they will de
nounce the financial policy of the adminis-
tration In such severe terms as Indirectly
to condemn the President and Secretary of
the Treasury. Outside of the financial
plank, which is a most emphatic declaration
for free and unlimited coinage of goU and

WILL WOOD CAN'T TESTIFY

JUDGD HELM HIXES AGAIXST LET-

TERS 1YXUTTEX TO JACKSON.

Witnesses Identify Wnlllng ns the
Man Seen with Pearl Hryan the

Day Before the Slurder.

Special to tho Indianapolis Journal. .

NEWPORT, Ky.. June 2.A wild story
waa circulated to-d- ay that Scott Jackson
told lellow-prlsone- rs in the Newport Jail,
before his removal to Covington, that he
could tell a story on tho witness stand
which would acquit Alonzo Walling. When
seen about the report Jackson denied that he
had ever given anyone such an intimation
and denounced the report as a fake. In con- - J

nection with this it came out in Walllng's
trial to-d- ay that the evidence which Jack-
son gave during his trial, in which the blame
was laid largely on Walling, Is not proper
evidence in Walling trial. The prosecu-
tion is running against etumbling blocks
every day, and It is generally admitted that
it will have hard work to convict Walling.

There was a sensational charge made
against .Walling thU afternoon when Col.
Nelson was arguing with Judge Helm to
overcome an objection to the introduction
of letters from Will Wood to Jackson and
other evidence concerning Jackson.

Attorney Hays sought to introduce Scott
Jackson's damaging admissions to Dr. Gil-

lespie, of Greencastle, the lloosler dentist
having come here to testify, but the court
ruled against him. Then he asked to in-

troduce Scott Jackson's letters to Pearl
Bryan, but the court again ruled adversely.
These decisions were of the greatest Im-

portance, for they made it harder for the
State to prove the motive for the girl's
death. Attorney Nelson argued against the
decision, and for the first time in the trial
Colonel Washington asked that the Jury be
taken from the room.

Colonel Nelson, in sustaining his point,
said that Alonzo Walling, on his own con-

fession, knew that Pearl llryan was coming
to Cincinnati, and not to have an abortion
performed on her, but that Jackson was
bringing her here for the purpose of mur-
dering her. And that Walling knowing
these facts aided in the execution of the
crime.

"He knew that Jackson Intended to take
her to a room and give her quick poison,"
said Colonel Nelson, "and let her be found
dead there. At the same time Walling went
to the raKroad station to meet their victim,
and when he saw her, he did not warn her,
but aided Jackson to carry out his plan,
thu3 proving a conspiracy."

Judgo Helm, however, stood by his decision
sustaining Colonel Washington's objection,
fcaylng: ;

"Nothing about Scott Jackson can be In-

troduced in this case, except to prove him
the principal in a crime in which Walling
aided, cr to prove a conspiracy. These let-

ters and conversations are prior to the time
any consph-ac- y could have been formed."

FISHBACK IN COURT.
Hon. W. P. Flshback, dean of the Indiana

Law School, of Indianapolis, occupied the
bench with Judge Helm a. part of the morn-

ing. Fred Bryan, a brother of Pearl, and
Dr. Gillespie, of Greencastle, were both on
the stand to-da- y.

Alonzo Walling Is still more or less an un
known quantitjAto the prosecuting lawyers.
There Is something in his actions whlcti can
hardly be explained. His or attorneys are
probably well aware what the young man's
evidence-wil- l be, but his own brothers are
In ignorance. With them he has exchanged
no confidence concerning the crime with
which he Is charged. Clint Walling, who
was rhe first of the prisoner's relativcg to
arrive In Newport, has1 had the best oppor
tunty to gain his brother's version ot the
tragic story, but he says his brother has no:
talked aim him upon the subject.

"All that Lou baa told mc," he said. "Is
that he Is innocent and believes he will come
out all right. He has never told me any-
thing about the crime and what he expects
to make known upon the witness stanu."

Walllng's uncle, James F. Fawcett. arrived
in the courtroom Tuesday morning and oc-
cupied a seat Just behind the prisoner.

with Pearl Bryan. Attorney Shepherd, forwaning, aiiemptea to araw out tne aim
s.'cn that Johnson had told him QSheuherd
that Jackson. Walling and Pearl Bryan
were in Walllngford's saloon on Thursday
night instead of Friday night, but the wit
ness denied the insinuation. Johnson ad
mltted he had been In the workhouse.

POINT FOR WALLING.
The above mentioned witnesses, together

with a half dozen ethers, all testified to see-
ing Pearl Bryan with Walling or S.?ott
Jackson or both on the Thursday end Fri-
day previous to the Saturday, Feb. 1, when
the body was found at Fort Thomas.
