For Instance, lily wears an underskirt and
bodice of greesa =atin; over this fall petals
of white satin, and up thé bodice seams,
back and front. ars vellow brown stamens.

“Wild rose wouid wear curled pink satin
petals falling over a white tulle skirt with
the bodice of Qru‘-n satin, and long tabs
fulling among the big rose leaves to repre-
sert the calyx.

“"Rose garden skirt of white satin having
bunds of green velvet ribbon sewed on it
1o represent a trellis, and bunches with the
Dottom finished by a garland of pink roses
and leavee, The white satin corsage is
trimmed to match the skirf. Fink roses in
the hair and a basket of ea in the hand. |
