THAT “GLORIOUS CLIMATE.”

Californians Discover that They Have
Three Seasons Yearly.

San Francisco Chronicle.

The qualities of California as a summer
resort would be better appreciated could the
peculiar arrangement of her seasons be
more fully understood. Californians them-
selves are only just beginning to realize that
they possess but three seasons, instead of
the four whnich tradimron ascribes to aill the
lands of the globe. The California spring is
uchered in with the first coplous rains taat
fall, sometimea beginning tn late October,
more frequently in November, often de-
ferred until December, A month later a
green carpet covers the hills and wvalleys,
wild flowers begin to bud and biossom, de-
cidious trées commence tQ leafl almost upon
their last year's foliage, and while yeliow
leavesa s&till cling to tne branches, farmers
begin to plow and seed, and every green
thing enters upon its period of most vigor-
ous growth. 1he months fly swiftly by,
filled with work, and before the rains have
fairly ceasged, in late May, summer is ush-
ered In with a wilderness of bloom and a
largesse of frult. Graing falls before the
reaper in July. Hay is r‘ftpn cut in April.
Corn ripeng in August, but the extendea
dry season enables the ranchman to go
methodically about als harvest and when the
rains are late one may, in November and
even in eariy December, ride through fields
where the great yelow eara are still await-
ing the harvester. Grapes, which begin to
ripen in July, are in their perfection in late
August, but it is not untll late Seplember
or October that they have acquired the full
measure of saccharine matter waich makes
them ready for the vintage. Cherries, cur-
rants, blackberries, apricots, peaches,. plums,
nectarines and pears ripen in steady pro-
cession from May to the end of August, and
these four months, as the season of full-
est bloom and most generous fruitage, as
well as of the highest average temperature,
may juﬁtlﬁ' claim the title of summer,

The tage 15 by no means over when
they are finished. Late peaches and pears,
as well as grapes, are very plentiful for
weeks aml months thereafter. The second
crop of grapes scmetimes yields generously
in November, Nuts are gathered In October
and November and late apples often hang
on the trees until December days nave come.

California, except in the high Sierra, has
absolutely "'no t'tne for winter. Nature
never rests in the Golden State, no matter
for how brief a period. Yet, having all her
time for the tasks she sets herself, she is
enabled to go leisurely about them and in
the case of some fruits and many table veg-
etables, she takes a longer time to mature
her products here than elsewhere. On the
other hand, she works with ineredibie swift-
ness in many cases. Where, except here,
can carnations be seeded and brought into
prodigal bloom within a few weeks? Where
else will ollves fruit the gecond year, and all
mamner of decidious fruits bear the second
year from grafis?

Clearly fined as Califo 's three sea-
sons are, when we measure them by certain
mafle products they are wofully entangled
and confused as we scan the entire field,
Strawberries blcom and bear ripe fruit in the
fullest perfection every month of the year,
in certain of our Sowthern countries, rasp-
berries bear al intervals of six weeks for
eight montins of the year, frequently offer.
ing ripe fruit for the table in April and
again in December., Oranges and lemons
can be plucked every day in the year. Green
peas and all manner of salad vegetables
can be grown for the table all the year
round, providing they are given plenty of
water. Flowers never cease blooming in
our gardens. Were it not tor the deciduous
frui our vineyards, our cornflelds and our
pumpkin vines, weé could never date a let-
ter except by the caléndar.

CUBAN PATRIOT DEAD

GEN. RAFAEL DE QUESADA SUC-
CUMBS TO BLOOD POISONING.

Fought All Through the Ten-Year
War and Was Ready to Fight
Again—An Unfair Trial.

NEW YORK, June 7.—The Press this
morning says: Gen. Rafael de Quesada died
in his apartments in Hotel Endicot yester-
dag. He was fifty-nine years old. The im-
medjate cause of his death was blood pois-
oning, following an operation on his throat.
By his degth Cuba loss one of her best
and ablest friends.

General Quesada was born In Puerto
Principe in 1837. He went to Mexico, where
at the breaking out of the trouble caused

by the arrival of Maximillian, he offered

his services to the government to fight
against the usurper. When the ten years'
war began in Cuba, Quesada at once en-
I'sted against Spain. He was made a gen-
epal and fought all through the revelution,

hen the rebellion ended he went to Vene-
zuela and was soon prominently identified
with the Venezuelan National Guard. In
the revolution there he fought with Crespo,
and when he came to New York only a
saort time a he was chief of President
Crespo’s staff and he stood godfather to
one of Crespo's sons. His coming here was
for the: purpose of offering his services to
Mr. Palma, the Cuban delegate, and it was
generally believed that the next expedition
that left New York for Cuba would be
headed by him.,

AN UNFAIR TRIAL.

How the Crew of the Competitor Were
Sentenced (o Death.

WASHINGTON, June §.—The testimony of
Frederick W. Lawrence taken before a sub-
commitiee of the Senate committee on for-
eign relations May 20 in regard to the situa-
tion in Cuba, has been made nudlic. Mr.
Lawrence stated that he had goase to Cuba
as a newspaper correspondent and had been
expelled. He sald that as a corr2spondent
he had found it impossible to secure much
information from the Spanish authorities and
that he learned afterwards that what was
given out was untrue. Speaking of the im-
prisonment of Walter Dygert, he said: "I
found Mr. Dygert imprisoned at the prison
in Guines, in a little cell In which there were
twenty-two other men and in which sere no
sanitary arrangements worth speaking of.
The room was very small and it was simply
filthy. The people with him were the dirties:
men 1 ever looked on in my life and I have
been In a great many American prisons,
Dygert sald he had been there about thrée
months and Mr. Lawrence said the Spaaish
authorities had then been satisfied for two
months that Dygert was innocent of Lhe
charges against him.

Referring to the trial of Laborde and Mil-
ton, captured on board the Competitor, Mr,
Lawrence said that neither the prosecation
nor the defense asked any questions; that
five were tried at once, and that the trial,
‘which resulted in the sentence of death, last-
ed less than a day. Asked if there was an
interpreter present, Mr. Lawrence said !'here
was, but that he did not make his presence
known to the prisoners until they were asked
whether they had anything to say in cheir
own defense. These long stalements were
read by the judge advocate in Spanish. The
evidence was given in Spanish and not frans-
latea in their hearing. “Their defender did
not communicate to them the substance of
it nor utter one single word to them,"” said
Mr. Lawrence. “l have every reason to
think their defending counsel could not speak
English, They were asked what the{_ had to
ug' in defense, but not in English. The pre-
siding officer of the court-martial—it con-
sisted of ten members, what we might call
the jury—said to Laborde in Spanish, ‘What
have you to say?” He said a few words and
20 it went until the last man was reacned—
William Gildea. The presiding officer spoke
to him, but he did not understand nim, and
then the interpreter got up and =aid, ‘D2 you
wigh to say anything? Gildea arose ang
said: ‘An have got to say is I do not un-
derstand one word that has been said to-day
fur or against me, and at any rate, I appeal
to both the British and American consuls.’

General Horrero Humbled.
MADRID, June 6.—As a result of recent
troubles between General Borrero and Mar-
shal Campos, culminating in an attempt to
fight a duel, an officlal decree has been is-

sued removing General Berrero from the
command of the fixth Army Corps.

The Supreme Military Court met to-day to
conslder a communication from the Minis-
ter of War calling #s attention 1o the ac-
counts of the projected duel. The court
will name a military judge and prosecutor
to investigate the case, with the usual dila-
tory formalities, required to obtain from
the Senate permission to proceed against
Marshal Campos and General Borrero,
members of the Senate, The impression
prevails that it will be impossible to avert
a duel, and that it probably wiil
take place far from  Madrid, per-
baps beyond -the frontier, Seldom has
any military scandal caused such a pro-
found and painful sensation. As the aged
marshal (he is sixty-seven years old) is
thandicapped by corpulence and slow action
of the heart, it is probable that he would
be the victim in an encoumter, Hence pop-
ular and military sympathy is aroused in

his favor in a nation ever ready to admit
noble and generous impulses.
