A letter was re-
ceived at Reed’'s headquarters here, written
by Mr. Manley, just before he left Augusia
for St. Louls, in which he said that he had
not ziven up hope of Reed's nomination.

One of the Reed managers said: ““The
Speaker couid not believe that Mr. Manley
had spoken &8 quoted until we received a
corroboration of the Interview. He has
made a mistanke. We do not question his
motives at ail. Probably he was laboring
under the discouragement capsed by the
adverse decizion in the Alabama contests,
which he had expected to galn, as the seats
undoubtedly belonged to us. Perhaps he
was dizcouraged, #lgo, by the number of
McRinley shouters who have arrived early
on the scene. We know that no one cawu
regret the interview to-day more deeply
than Mr. Man‘ey does.

THE FREE-SILVER PLANK.

The Old Leader, After Eleccted Dele-
gate at Large, Gracefully With-
draws from the Comtest.

8T. PAUL, Minn., June 11.—As a decided-
ly dramatic close to the most exciting Dem-
ocratic State convention held,in Minnesola
for many years, Michael Doran, for a
score of years the poiltical leader and na-
tional committecman from this State, to
day defeated every move of those who
sought to bring about his defeat, winuning
not only in the passage of a gold platform,
but also in being chosen by a large vote
to lead the Minnesota delegation at Chi-
cago. After winning the third fight of the
day and by a vote of 526 to Z27 being placed
at the head of the delegation, Mr. Doran
took the floor. He denied several sensa-
tional charges that had been made against
him during the day. After a spirited de-
flance of his enemies in the present conven-
tion, he begged to be allowed to retire from
the delegution and asked that Mr. Danlel
W. Lawler, of St. Paul, one of the best and
most favorably known Democrats in the
Northwest, be named in his stead. There
were vigorous protests from the conven-
tein, but his request was granted, and one
of the best-known Democratic leaders in
the United States gracefully retired from
the arena after winning one of the hardest
fights of his life. The opponents of Doran
selected ex-Congressman O. M. Hall as the
most likely man to defeat the old leader
and in the ppreliminary debate some very
hard blows were given. The vote resulted
Doran, 526; Hall, 227,

The delegates at large are D, W. Lawler,
P. B. Winston, Chauncey Baxter and Lo-

gan Breckinridge. Tbhe financial plank that
was adoppted is as follows:

“We are unqualifiedly in favor of the
present gold standard of value. We favor
the use of both gold and silver as money
and believe that our government should
coln end keep in circulation as a part of
the circulating medium as large an amount
of sliver as can be empioved without de-
stroying or threatening to destroy the ex-
isting parity of value between the unit in
gold and the unit in silver. We are opposed
to a descent to monometallism and particu-
larly to a sliver monometallism with its
depreciated and depreciating standard of
value., We are firmly convinced that the
free and unlimited colnage of silver by our
government at the ratio of i to l—without
co-operation on the part of the other great
commercial nations of the world—would re-
duce this country to a condition of silver
monometallism, entalling on us a financial
panic and commercial and industrial dis-
aster. We are utterly and irrevocably op-
posed to the adoption of any such policy.”

MONROE, La., June 11.—Charles J. Boat-
ner (Democrat) claims that he is elected in
the Fifth congressiongl district by between
6,000 and 7,000, Mr. Benoit (Populist) sald,
in response tc a question: *“It is hard to
determine who is elected at this time.
