water before it is filtered. No reservoirs
would be needed here."

Mr. Davis estimates that in the near fu-
ture tho city will consume 20.000,000 gallons
of water a day. To purify that much
water would require a ten-ac- re filter of
the sort Mr. Haxen favors. Mr. Davis says
that at a rough estimate it will cost
$COO,000 to build filters. He believes that
the city will find it unsatisfactory to oper-
ate Its own plant, declaring that water
consumers in other cities which own their
own water works have to pay higher rates
and are burdened by Increased taxation.

While he was talking yesterday Mr. Da-
vis reverted several times to the unfair
treatment he had received at the hands of
the newspapers. The water used by the
company, he said, did not come from the
river at all times, and draughts were made
upon the river bed only at Infrequent in-

tervals. Mr. Davis Is particularly acrimo-
nious In denouncing the city sanitarian,
who. he says, has been infamously unfair.
All the stories told by city officials and
the newspapers nt the expense of the
water company. Mr. Davis says, are bound
to cause a reaction in favor of the com-
pany, after untold harm has been done
property holders by the depreciation of the
value of their property, due to false reports
of impure water.

A meeting of the board of directors of
the Indianapolis Water Company has been
called for next Monday. Yesterday Mr.
Davis sent telegrams summoning the of-

ficials to this city. He says that he pre-
sumes they will come. City officials fay
that they did not ask Mr. Davis to take
this step. When they are here, however, a
conference may be arranged between the
directors and tho Board of Public Works,
when the subject of the city acquiring the
plant will be considered.

Mr. P. A. W. Davis, vice president of the
Indianapolis Water Company, was quoted
yesterday as paying that the city could
purchase the water works at JI.W.OCO, but
that he did not believe the stockholders
would take a, lower figure. The city ofli-cia- ls

seem to regard the price Bet by Mr.
Davis as extremely hlsh. although it Is
admitted that no one Is In a position to
determine the price that should be paid
until something Is known of the floating
Indebtedness of the company. A Journal
reporter talked to Mayor Taggart last
night.

"What do you think of the price Mr.
Davis puts upon the water works?" ho was
asked.

"I could not answer clearly until I knew
what the floating debts of the company
amount to. Their capital stock and bonded
debts amount to $1.WO,000. The most I can
say is that I regard tho price as high."

"Would such a price prevent, the city
from purchasing?"

"We would have to make special ar-

rangements to purchase, no matter what
price Is asked. All we will have available,
even after the Belt railroad bonds mature,
would be about $700,000. Hat we have a
plan for purchasing

"What Is the plan?"
"It Is too immature to outline Just now."
"Will tho city appeal to the Legislature

for permission to lacreaso its indebted-
ness?"

"That will be unnecessary. We can buy
without doing that."

"Through trustees?" . .

"No, I would not favor a plan that would
not allow the city to purchase outright
and assume full controL"

Mayor Tagart said that he had not
thought about the proposition for the city

Kingan &. Co.'n Snft Asratnst Water
Company Now on Trlnl.

The case of kingan & Co. against the In-

dianapolis Water Company, to quiet title
to a section of White river at Broad Rip-pi- e,

was on trial yesterday before Judge
Brown. Tho water company claims the en-

tire control , of the water In White river
from its dam at Broad Ripple as far as the
back water extends. Kingan & Co. own a
strip of land on the river bank, and claim
title to the center of the river. This is
where the company has been in the habit
of cutting loe. The contention Is that the
easement of the water company does not
give it any control of the water of the
river adverse to the owners of property
along the bank. Tho case is being fought
by the . water company, for a decision in
this case virtually decides whether the
company can control any of the river bank.

Nitrates Instead of Nitrites.
An unintentional error in speaking of

tho recent examinations of thecity water,
caused the statement in the Journal that
last Monday tho analyses showed 1.5 parts
to' the million of nitrites in the water.
This is incorrect. Tho report should have
said 1.3 parts of nitrates and not a trace
of nitrites. This Is according to the an-
alysis made by Prof. Q. W. Benton. The
analysis made by Dr. Ferguson showed a
trace of nitrites the same day. .This dif-
ference, Dr. Fefguson thinks, was duo to,
the fact that the water was taken from
different hydrants and one may have, been !

used more than the other, and that the
waier analyzed was really pumped into
the mains on different days.

A Nevr Source of Pollution.
City Sanitarian Ferguson yesterday re-

ceived reports from Dr. Bates, the health
officer at Broad Ripple, which discloses an-

other source of contamination of the water
of White river. Since the discovery of the
first pollution at Broad Ripple Dr. Bates
has quietly investigated White river and
its tributaries. He finds that many farmers
have been disposing of dead animals by
throwing the carcasses Into the brooks and
creeks. In tho vicinity of Allisonville sev-
eral cases were found where this had been
done. The State Board of Health will be
asked to take steps to prevent a recurrence
of this practice.

for investment In the water works, and the
memlxrs of the board have expressed
themselves as believing it unwise to go to
the.limlt, as tho city would be left power-
less to assume other obligations If a con-
tingency calling for a large sum of money
should ever arise. The Mayor and his
Board of Works have given this subject
much consideration, and have canvassed a
number of plans that have been suggested.
No definite conclusion has been reached,
Mr. Moore says, as nothing was known as
to the price which the water company
would sell its plant, but t 'ie question has
been discussed upon,, the presumption that
the figure at which it could be bougHt
would exceed tho city's ability to purchase.
One plan considered was that the city as-
sume the management of the plant by hav-
ing it ptrrchased and operated by trustees,
but this is regarded as not feasible, because
the city would have to assume the sameobligation as. if the money were borrowed
and the plant purchawed outright. Anotherproposition suggested is that the cltv buy acontrolling interest In the captital stock or
the company. Mr. Moore asserted that the
board has made no overtures to the watercompany, and has received no propositions
from it. Beyond talking the matter over
no steps have been taken, he says.

"Has th board - ever talked about thevalue of the plant?"
"Yes, we have discussed tho question, andsome of us have expressed opinions as towhat the water works are worth, but thetalk has been in the nature of individualopinions, as we are not familiar with thevalue of water works, at least, I am not,and I do not believe the other members ofthe board woujd undertake to express anaccurate opinion." ,
"What figures have you heard sug-

gested?"
"Oh. the price set has rnnged all the wayfrom $300,000 to I2.OUO.0OO. We would have tohave men acquainted with water 'worksplants look over the works here and adviseus as to what would be a fair price."

M It. DAVIS'S HIGH PRICE.
Mr. Moore seemed to think that $2,500,000

was a high price, although ho insisted that
he was not qualified to speak definitely.
Several other questions have been consid-
ered by the board in connection with the
subject of purchasing the plant. Assum-
ing that the city buys the water works in
its present condition, the question has pre-
sented itself as to how much it would cost
the city to secure an adequato system of
filtration and a good water supply. '

There
is also some trouble in disposing of the
question of the water company' bonded
and other debts and Mr, Moore says that
It is not known whether they are in suchshape that they would have to be assumedby the city, or if they would be dischargedor assumed by the stockholderswhen the plant passes into thehands of the city. Mr. Davis Issaid to have asserted that the plant wouldpay for Itself in thirty years. Last year
the Income of the water company, he sayswas $27o,000. T ie first year the plant passes
Into ttje hands of the city, ho thinks, Itsincome should amount to as much if notmore. Setting aside $100,000 a year for run-ning expenses the city would have left $173,-0- 00

to apply to the payment of the debt"Those things are matters of mere detail '
said Mr. Moore. "Mr. Davis does not seemto have taken Into consideration that $C --

"In buying the water works would thecity have to be bound by the valuation
Rlaced upon the plant by the stock-olders- ?"

"No. I think not. The contraefwith thewater company expires next January.
There is a provision which gives the city
the right to purchase by prlvlng the com-pany six months' notice. I think there isa proviso that a controversy as to thoprice to be paid may be submitted to arbi-trators. The city, as I understand it. cannot be compelled to purchase even though
If gives notice that it will do so. and myimpression Is that an appeal would tie fromthe decision of the arbitrators, If it wereunsatisfactory."

THE SUFFERING MINERS.

A Committee from Linton nnd Sulli-
van Dtstrlctn In Town.

The annual closing exercises of the In-

diana Kindergarten and Primary Normal
Training School took place yesterday after-
noon at Plymouth Church. The fiont seats
of the auditorium were occupied by the
president, Mrs. John B.' Elam, and ho
members of the executive board of the In-

stitution, while the large platform held the
students, numbering nearly sixty, and the
speakers. Misa Eda Weser played, a
"gavotte . In E flat" for the students to
march to the platform. The invocation
was made by the Rev. M. L. Haines and
the graduates as a chorus sang "Holy, holy,
holy," by J. B. Dykes. The address was
made by Rev. J. A. Milburn, who, by the
way, said he did not like the term "ad-
dress," and so he called the remarks he
made a talk.

He complimented tho work of Mrs.
Eliza A. Blaker. superintendent of the
kindergarten schools of this city, as one of
the greatest moral forces Indianapolis has
ever known and an ornament to the city.
He spoke of tho law of general averages,
which condemns tho majority of persons
to mediocrity, but said that "we were all
castle-builder- s, thank God for that." Tie
told tho class of thA prosaic side of life, but
urged them to begin life with moderate,
but high Ideals, ambitions for a high moral
and spiritual lifo. In speaking of the work
ho felicitated the class on its avocation,
the life of study and education, "for." said
he, "the people who have lifted the world
have been educators." He pictured to the
class tho conditions and surround-
ings of children ard tho possi-
bilities which the teacher had In
forming the young life to be one of
noble inspirations. In regard to kindergar-
tens he said: "I believe the kindergarten
to be tho greatest moral force; greater
than the church or state. The church
touqhes humanity about two hours each
wcck. and the state i given up largely to
corruption and to the lower forces. The
power of the kindergarten not only touches
the child, but through the child goes to tho
home." In direct address to the class he
mado the remark that tho members would
bo greater forced In the4 world than any
professor in any university, for they had
tho child when its nature was most plaMic.
In addition to the ethical and intellectual
side of the work he would have the teacher
cultivate the manners of the children, teach
them how to carry themselves, how to cul-
tivate the charm of a soft voice.
