CLEVELAND, a, June ll-H- on. C. W.

Fairbanks, of Indianapolis, who Is to be
temporary chairman of the St. Louis con-
vention, spent the day with Governor Mc-

Kinley at Canton and started for St. Louis
to-nig- ht. He' was seen by a reporter on
the train to-nig- ht and asked what he re-

garded as the probable action of the con-

vention on the money question.
"I am of the opinion that the convention

will declare unequivocally . for sound
money. I should not be at all surprised to. '
see it adopt the financial plank of the
Indiana platform."

"With the ratio clause left in?"
"No, I rather expect to see the ratio

clause stricken out If the convention adopts
the plank. As it stands now the plank
pronounces emphatically against the free ,

coinage of silver at a ratio of 16 to 1. '
My opinion is that if the convention, sees
fit to adopt that plank ft will simply ob-
literate the words 16 to 1. That will place
it squarely against the free coinage of
silver at any and every ratio. Whether
the Indiana plank Is adopted or not you
can rest assured that the convention Is
going to pronounce in no uncertain man-
ner on the financial question. There will
be no straddle or anything approaching
a straddle. It will be a pluln statement,
one which he who runs may read In favor
of sound money."

"Will the tariff question or the nioney
question be the Issue of the campaign?"

Meet the Money Issue Squarely
To the Editor of the Indianapolis Journal:

The news from St, Louis about the finan-
cial plank of the Republican platform to
be adopted next week is not reassuring.

NEW YORKERS FOR GOLD.

So Platform AVlll Be Accepted That
la Uncertain In Tone.

UTICA, N. Y.. June 12.-- 'In the commit-
tee on platform New York's delegate will
demand that the money platform shall be
an unequivocal statement for gold. .By that
I mean that not only shall It avoid a strad-
dle, but that Us language shall be plain:
and pointed for gold, with no chance for
misconstruction by any individual. In do-

ing this under instruction by New York's
delegation we believe that we shall repre-

sent not only the Interests of New York
State, but the entire business and financial
world in these United States."

Edward Lauterbach, delegate at large to
the Republican national convention at St.
Louis, made this statement this afternoon,
on the special train going West. Mr. Laut-
erbach Is to be the New York State mem-
ber of the i committee on platform at the
convention and the statement, therefore, is
probably more signincant than if coming
from any other lips.

"New York, I repeat, will accept no un-

certain plank," continued Mr. Lauterbach.
"liy that I mean that we shall even go to
the length of refusing to abide by such a
plank. We owe it to the immense business
interests of our State."

"What is your idea of a proper plank
On the linanclal question?"

Mr. Lauderbach took a pad and pencil
and wrote this:

"We are entirely opposed to the coinage
of silver as full legal tender money and to
any change In the existing gold standard,
except by international agreement, to
which England. France and Germany must
be parties. All debts and obligations of
the government shall be payable In gold.

"With perhaps some even more explicit
language added," said Mr. .Lauterbach,
"that expresses my ideas." .

A few moments later Mr. John A.' Slelch-e- r
came through the car and said: "I

have a plank prepared by Mr. . Wm. J.
Arkell. which I will present to the commit-
tee on resolutions. It is concise and I be-
lieve covers the ground fully. Here it Is:
'We declare and affirm that all the obliga-
tions of the government shall be payable
In. gold coin of the present weight andfineness

When Mr. Lauterbach saw the platform
he smiled and said: They arc all drift-ing our way."

TELLER WILL DOLT.
Though He Does Not Say So, He Gives

, Tbnt Impression.
CINCINNATI, O., June 12,-Se- nator and

Mrs. Teller remained here to-nig- ht while
en route from Washington ,to St. Louis.
They resume their Journey w. Sen-
ator Teller' was interviewed by the En-
quirer, the free-silv- er organ, as follows:

"What do you think the Republicans will
do at St. Louis, Senator?"

AID FOR CUBANS.

Expedition of Fifty Men on Board the
' Stennier Bermuda.

NEW YORK. June 13. The World this
morning says: The steamship Bermuda
was to have left Philadelphia last night
with another cargo of arms and ammuni-
tion for the Cuban insurgents. The pres-

ence in this city during the last fortnight
of Col. Francisco Lej'de Vldal has) been
the subject of considerable comment
among the Cubans. Vldal was In com-

mand of the last party of filibusters that
the Bermuda carried to Cuba. Yesterday
morning Vldal received a secret order
from the Junta, and he and his companions
left the house at once. Each man carried
a machete in a canvas sheath. They went
to Jersey City, where they were Joined by
a dozen more Cubans, and all took the
train for Philadelphia. These, with the
others already on the spot, comprised the
expedition that was expected to sail on
the Bermuda! The expedition consists of
fifty men. among them being several phy-
sicians, who carry with them a full sup-
ply of medicines and surgical Instruments.
Stowed away in the hold of the Bermuda
are 1.000 Mauser rifles, four llotchklss
guns and a large number of machetes.

OctroRea by Spaniard.
ATLANTA, Ga., June 12. Dr. A. J. Diaz,

now residing at No. HO Washington street,
Atlanta, received a letter yesterday from
a friend In Cuba,, In which, among other
Spanish atrocities, there was a. descrip-
tion of the destruction of two Red Cross
hospitals, together with the butchery of
inmates, doctors and nurses, including sev-

eral females. One of these hospitals was
located at Manguarl and contained seventy--
