Inflamed with anger when Burns tickets
were refused. A number of decent, sub-
stantial business men of both parties were
completely disgusted with .the obnoxious
conduct of the Burns "heelers."

"I never saw a more disgraceful election
in my life," hotly declared a respectable
Democrat. "It is oufrageous that Burns
should press the street gangs Into service
here.- - What good are these police?" said
he, waving his hands toward a half dozen
patrolmen, who were standing about un-
der command of a sergeant.

STATEHOUSE CROWD VOTES.
Riots seemed Imminent three or four

times in the afternoon. At one moment four
or five young men approached to vote, sur-
rounded by a number of Burns workers.
The leader of the crowd gave his name and
said that he "roomed in tho Statehouse."

"Then you can't vote here," shouted one
of Galvin's friends. "Tho Statehouse is
outside this district."

"No, it's not," angrily retorted one of the
street gang, and before the challenge could
be decided another vote for Burns was
thrust Into the ballot box by the willing
"Commodore." It was asserted that nine-
teen votes were put into the box for men
who claimed that they "roomed In the
Statehouse."

"I wonder when Tim Griffin started a
boarding house?" sarcastically inquired an
amused bystander, .who had no interest In
the election.

Tim Griffin was found over In the Sixth
district presiding over the destinies of
Herman Rlnne.

"What district is the Statehouse located
In?" he was asked.

"There is no election to-da- y in the State-hou- se

district."
"Is it in the Fifth district?"
"No. Why?"
When he was informed that some of the

men from the Statehouse wcro voting in
the Fifth district Tim led to hedge.

"Oh, lots of the boys board in the Fifth.
They board in all parts of town."

The cat was out of the bag, however.
Considerable bad blood was stirred up

by tho presence of the Statehouse forces,
and the police were compelled to clear the
ground about the voting place. A Galvin
man was boiling with indignation and could
scarcely be restrained from calling out the
entire crowd of Burns "heelers." Many
other Incidents of a like nature were noted,
and but for the presence of the police there
is little doubt that the outrageous conduct
of the Burns crowd would have caused sev-
eral fights. The flagrant disregard of the
law which prohibits city officials from tak-
ing active part in elections caused con-
siderable lndigant comment by the more
intelligent, law-abidi- ng citizens of the Fifth
district. A great many men who would
have gone to the polls to vote for Galvin
were deterred from going near the school-hous- e

when reports of the disgraceful
scenes which were being enacted came to
their ears. At 5 o'clock les3 than a thou-
sand votes had been cast, which was re-

garded as light, considering the interest
that was manifested in other districts.

Republicans who are familiar with the
Fifth district believe that Burns might have
been defeated if his opponent's forces had
been better organized, notwithstanding the
forces of city employes, ureet-ca- r men and
the brewery element that were working
like slaves for "Mike" Burns. The entire
vote cast was but 1.2TG. a very small por-
tion of the strength of the district. Of this
number Burns received S71 and Galvin 4U3.

ALL ONE WAY IN THE SIXTH.
Herman Rlnne was elected In the Sixth

district simply because he had no opponent.
A little more than a week ago Mr. George
F. Borst, receiving assurance of support
from voters of both parties, who decided
to appoint a fusion candidate to down Her-

man Rinne, a close friend of Jacob W.
Loeper, agreed to allow his name to be used,
although he never formally announced his
candidacy. Last Thursday Mr. Borst deter-
mined to withdraw from the contest, be-

lieving that he would sufTer defeat, as some
of the Democrats who promised to support
him as the anti-rin- g candidate began to
talk politics and wavered towards the beer
syndicate man. His withdrawal was an-
nounced Thursday evening. Friday night a
number of prominent citzens. Democrats
and Republicans, decided to vote for Borst
in spite of his withdrawal. Believing that
he would be overwhelmingly defeated by
the combined efforts of the Frenzel-LIeb- er

clique, who are bitterly opposed to him, Mr.
Borst had his friends go to the polls yes-
terday morning and take up all tickets
bearing his name. A great many voters
who came to vote for him were informed
that he was not in the field, and they went
away without voting at all. During the
dav many persons whose support Mr. Borst
had not expected went to him and ex-
pressed regret because of his withdrawal.
Mr. Borst said yesterday afternoon that his
only reason for withdrawing was that he
had suffered defeat three years ago when
ho ran against the "ring" candidate, and
that he did not feel that he could afford to
sacrifice himself again In a hopeless con-
test.

"From the expressions that have been
made to me to-da- y by Democrats vnd Re-
publicans I believe I might have been elect-
ed, and I am sorry now that I did not stick
it out." said he. "The Frenzels and Lie-be- rs

are opposed to mo most bitterly, be-
cause they know that I am as good a Re-
publican as they are Democrats, and cannot
be influenced. With the beer syndicate
against me. and with party lines clrawn. I
thought, after canvassing the question care-
fully, that I would be defeated, and con-
cluded that I could not afford to sacrifice
myself a second time. I urpred tho Demo-
crats to put up a reliable young man of
their own party, but they insisted that I
make the race. Wrhen I found they were
allowing politics to come In, after promising
rne that they would vote for me regardless
of party. I knew I had no chance, as the
district is Democratic."

The day was monotonously long to the
election clerks and Rinne workers at the
schoolhouse on Union street, where the
election for the Sixth district was held, as
the vote polled was very, very light. Tim
Griffin, armed with a roll of Rlnne ballots,
sat disconsolately on a corner stone at tho
schoolhouse, regretting that there was no
"scrap" in which he could take a hand. The
"boys" were sent to reinforce Burns's
"gang," or. rather, "gangs," for they were
plural, decidedly plural when it was found
that there was to be but one candidate In
tho Sixth. The faithful Tim remained be-
hind to guard against any surprises, and to
outflank any movements that might be
made against his beloved friend Herman
Rlnne, who. he vouches, is not a ring can-
didate and does not wear the Frenzel col-
lar. The clerks had an easy time counting
th votes when the polls were closed, at 6
o'clock, as there were but 275 cast, and they
were all for Rinne.

SLOAN COMES OUT AHEAD. .

In the Third district Henry Wetzel was
opposed by F. J. Van Vorhis and George
W. Sloan. All of the candidates were on
the scene early In the morning, and neith-
er seemed over-confident.altho- Wetzel's
supporters were not slow in declaring that
either their favorite or Van Vorhis would
be elected. Sloan' followers were working
quietly, however, and did effective work,
as the results show. As in the Ninth and
Eleventh districts, the "vest-pock- et voters"

those who came with their minds made
up as to who they would vote for seemed
vastly In the majority, and the ticket ped-
dlers were slow in disposing of their mer-
chandise. Generally when a voter was ap-
proached by one or the other of the work-
ers, ready to press a ticket Into his hands,
he would smilingly declare that he "had his
ticket."

Several workers had two lots of tickets,
one bearing Mr. Wetzel's name and the
other Van Vorhis's. It seemed to be the
field apainst Sloan. An uncertain element
In the Third and Eleventh districts was the
negro vote, and men supposed to have in-
fluence with colored voters were working
like beavers. From the hour for opening
the polls until they were closed at night the
clerks and challengers were kept busy. At
2:30 in the afternoon 530 men had voted,
but at no time were the crowds about the
school building very large, as the voters
came up. voted quickly and then hurried
on about their business. The crowd was
orderly and there were no exciting, Inci-
dents in the Third district, although the
excitement was intense. The result was
close, the vote standing Sloan, 203; Van
Vorhis. 3. and Wetzel. 2T.S.

The election in the Kleventh district was
held tn Shoolhouse No. 32, corner of Illi-
nois and Twelfth street. The candidates
were John B. McNeely and James B. AU-fr- e.

Until noon the friends of McNeely
were doubtful as to the election of their
candidate and feared that the Frenzel "In-
fluence" would cause his defeat. The elec--

At the school election yesterday the fol-
lowing ticket was elected: Commissioner
Third district, George W. Sloan; commis-
sioner Fifth districtMichael J. Burns;
commissioner Sixth district, Herman
Rlnnc; commissioner Ninth district. Frank-
lin Vonnegut; commissioner Eleventh dis-
trict, John B. McNeely.

Of the commissioners elected three, Von-
negut, Sloan and McNeely, are avowed anti-cli-

que men and their election, with three
hold-ove- rs on the School Board, Blackledge,
Scott and Hendrickson, assures the end of
the Frenzel regime. When the board or-

ganizes In July Adam, Russe, Roth, Rlnne
and Burns will constitute the minority,
with Rlnne a possible member of the ma-
jority.

The conflict yesterday between the Fren-
zel clique and the reform candidates was
the most hotly contested that has ever
been witnessed In the history of the In-

dianapolis School Board. Backed as the
Frenzel campaign was by the courthouse
ring, the beer syndicate and other unto-
ward elements, the reformers recognized
that It was necessary to bring all their
power to bear, and they apealed to the
good sense of the citizens of Indianapolis,
who have grown tired of bosslsm in the
management of tho public schools. The in-

telligent voters made up their minds long
ago to elect the rpform candidates and
were largely In evidence yesterday. Vonne-
gut, Sloan and McNeely hoped that they
would be elected when they saw many
voters pome to tho polls and take tickets
from their pockets, but the Frenzel clique
did not die easily and resorted to the most
disgraceful methods which have ever been
witnessed.

Mr. Franklin Vonnegut realized that he
was to have a bitter fight with tho Frenzel
clique yesterday morning when he reached
school No. 14, where tho election in the
Ninth district was held. The forces of his
opponent, Charles F. Fiel, were early at
work. They decorated themselves with
lavender ribbons, the color of the German
Lutheran Church, which was said to be
opposed to Mr. Vonnegut on sectarian
grounds. Mahy of Mr. Vonnegufs friends
looked upon this as an unfair effort to im-
press voters with the impression that the
church was working for Mr. Piel, and, not
to be outdone, decorated themselves with
bits of red ribbon. Mr. Vonnegut was ap-
proached by men who tried to wring money
from him on the plea that It was necessary
to bring out certain voters. Mr. Vonnegut
refused to accede to these corrupt demands,
and afterward the voters who needed
money to get them out were seen going to
the polls under the lavender colors. At no
time was Mr. Vonnegut boastful. He was
in a philosophical frame of mind, and said
that he was prepared foe defeat if it could
not be avoided. He was apprehensive that
some overt act might defeat him before
the day was ended, as the other side en-
gaged in obstructing the election as much
as might be.

Methods of obstruction were adopted by
the Piel men in Mr. Vonnegut s district anda scene equal to some of those enacted in
the days of old. "bloody Fifteenth" marked
the closing of the polls. At that time sev-
eral hundred voters were in line trying to
get at the window, through which the votes
were being handed in to the election in-
spectors, Joshua Zimmerman and Samuel
V. Perrott, both Piel men. At two minutes
before C o'clock one of Perrott's friends
broke through the line of waiting voters
and handed in his ballot. Zimmerman ob-
jected to its being placed in the ballot box.
Perrott thn returned it to the voter. Just
as the clocks were striking 6 Zimmerman's
brother Charles forced himself to the front
and passed in a ballot to his brother. The
window was then closed.

Zimmerman attempted to plce the ballot
Into the box. but was prevented by Perrot,
who declared that it should net be cast un-
less he was allowed to cast one for his
friend, who had got mixed uji with the
crowd again. Angry words followed and
the men clinched in a struggle. The ballot
bax was knocked over, but was not injured.

In an Instant the windows were forced
by the crowd outside, and the people clam-
bered Into the room-- Election Judge Demp-se- y

and others pulled Perrot away from
Zimmerman, whom he was about to stran-
gle. For several minutes police officers re-
mained outside without interefering. but
they finally came Into the room and forced
away the crowd.

When the men came to their senses both
apologized and the two contested tickets
went into the box. They were both for
Tiel. That was a half hour after the polls
had closed. Neither Perrot nor Zimmerman
would admit that any trouble had occurred,
but the above story is vouched for by Mr.
Dempsey, who only gave it to correct what
he said were incorrect statements made by
an election clerk. The vote was: Vonne-
gut. 1.010; Piel. 920..

BURNS'S "GANG" IN THE FIFTH.
The outrageous methods of the "gang"

were not more clearly demonstrated any-
where yesterday than in the Fifth district,
the home of Assistant Street Commissioner
"Mike" Burns, who lives In the Fifteenth
ward, which he formerly represented in the
Council and which is part of the district.
Back of him were the beer syndicate, the
courthouse ring, the Frenzel clique and cer-
tain street-ca- r influences. Burns was an
employe of the street-ca- r company under
the Frenzel regime and has many friends
in the employ of that corporation. Early
in the day "Mike" Burns and the streetgangs were on the grounds at schoolhouse
No. 12, corner of West and McCarty streets,
ready to duplicate incidents of election
times in the old "bloody Fifteenth."

"Commodore" Higgins presided over the
ballot box, ready to reject votes for Burns's
contestant. John Galvin, upon tho slightest
pretext, and to shove them In when put
into his hands by the cohorts of the
"gang." in spite of the protests of the chal-
lengers. Late in the afternoon Mr. Galvin
admitted that his forces were poorly or-
ganized and that he had no chance to win.
in the face of the odds against him. "Vest
pocket votes" were not so much in evidence
ns in some of the other districts, and
"Goose" Eden and other Burns backers
stood In droves about the schoolhouse yard,
supplied with tickets. Whenever one of the
many wagons and buggies that were util-
ized to bring out ths Hums voters was un-
loaded voters were seized bodily and
rushed through a gauntlet of Burns men
up to the window, when tickets were placed
in their hands, and there were plenty of
workers there to see that they were hand-
ed to "Commodore" Higgins and placed in
the ballot box.

At 4:30 o'clock but one man could be
found who had Galvin tickets and his sup-
ply was soon exhausted. At that time Mr.
Galvin had just arrived and had no more
tickets. Another lot was found, but not
until several voters had been induced to
vote for Bums.
