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REVIEW OF THE TEXTS AND TEACH
INGS OF PAST TWELVE WEEKS.

A Series of Lessons Coverlns; the
Most Interesting; Portion of the

Earthly Career of Jesus.

INTRODUCT10N.Every man. who

acquires, enduring fame is the product
of some masterful purpose (PhlL ill,
13,' the result of a struggle after
some ideal. Hence. in the study
of any historic character it Is Im
portant to determine the ruling motive. If
that is pure and exalted the unanimous
verdict of mankind places the - person
among the good. If the motive Is held ten
aciously and pursued vigorously until a
measure of success is attained, the man is
accounted great. By such considerations
all find their rightful places in the estimate
of posterity. These statements apply with
peculiar force to the life of Christ. Ills
mission was to save men from their sins
(Matt. 1, 21), than which there could be no
holier or higher. That mission filled all
His thoughts, governed all His actions,
subordinated all Ills desires, setting Htm
apart from men as supremely good and su
premely great, unifying all His traits in
one incomparable personality.

PERIOD. Our lessons for the past quar
ter treat select passages from the most in
teresting section of the life of Jesus, be
ginning In the autumn of the year 29, and
continuing to the close of His earthly ca-

reer, a period of about six months. During
that time His high purpose appears as
never before. While alone with the disci-

ples, journeying in Berea or Judea, or rest
ing In some quiet retreat; while minister
ing to the eager throng of the needy and
unfortunate; while confronted by scribes
and Pharisees or arraigned before the Jew-
ish and Roman tribunals; while hanging on
the cross or appearing after the resurrec-
tion in every Instance He was manifested

'aa the Savior. His teachings were per
vaded by the epirlt of one who desired to
make men wise and good. His deeds were
on the elevated plane of mercy and . help
fulness, designed - to inspire ; confidence -- in
His ability and to awaken resolves for a
better life. Viewed from such a stand
point these six months In the life of Jesus
raise Him into matchless sublimity and
glorify Him In the eyes of all men.

PARABLES. The teachings of Jesus In
this period were almost exclusively para-
bolic in form. The six parables which we
have studied the great supper, the prod
igal, son, the rich man and Lazarus, the
Pharisee and the publican, tne pounds ana
the vineyard are esteemed .by critics as
literary gems. They all have a double
bearing and value. Evidently they were
designed at the time to exhibit the failure
pf tne Jewish church, the consequences of
that failure, and God s impending judg-
ments. They have also a permanent, and,
to us. more interesting aspect. They con
tain fundamental truths of universal appli
cation. New and appropriate titles might
be given thus: "The Saved Soul's Rich Re-
past." "Departure from God and the Mode

must have observed that during this period
Jesus was more profoundly spiritual. It is
not intended to intimate that at any prior
time He was worldly or carnal, but that
as He advanced In His career there was
an Increasing manifestation of that which
was In Him from the beginning; the divin
ity shown oyfmore brilliantly through the
humanity in which tnat divinity tabernac
led. (Heb. li, 16.) There was reason fcr this
The Incarnation was a. humiliation for
man's sake. He came to the lower 'plane
of our nature that He might t be touched
and He gradually ascended to the higher
planes that He might draw men after Him.
There are passages In the narrative that
transcend the earthly and the temporal.
There are sentences In His addresses that
bear a peculiar luster such that one won-
ders that they were ever uttered by mor-
tal lips. What is true of His words and
deeds is also true of His bodily form.
Transfigured on the mountain, it terrified
the soldiers in the garden and finally as
sumed a spiritual state, appearing, disap
pearing. (Luke xxiv, 31), and nnally de-
parting. . .

AAiuiTiuN. rne revelation or tne real
Christ was accompanied by a revelation of
human nature. The Influence ot His teach-
ing. His work. His personality : upon the
disciples was Just the opposite of what was
intended. As He became more wonderful
in their sight they realized more fully the
advantage of association with Him. They
perceived that He was able to do great
things for them and tney oecame eager for
that which lie had to bestow. Their ambi
tion increased, and during the quarter sev-
eral exhibitions of it have appeared. On
the journey toward Jerusalem James and
John uniting with their mother, urged Jesus
to grant them positions of honor one on
His right and the other on His left nand
in His kingdom. At this request the ten
were creatly offended, showing: that they
cherished the same spirit of preferment.
Later in the upper room there was a sharp
contention to determine who should be
greatest in the kingdom. These disciples
were typical men. it is exceedingly nirncuit
to subdue in the human heart aspirations
for place and power. These disclosures of
the infirmities of the apostles only serve
to increase the luster of their Matter who
rises above them in superhuman dignity.

HATRED. The brilliancy . of Christ's
character and the Influence, of His words
and work upon the people produce a far
different effect upon the chief priests and- -

the scribes. At first It awakened their
envy and that quickly degenerated into en
mity, wnicn increased wttn riis rame and
tho manifestations of His glory. In the
latter portion of His ministry that hatred
became extremely Ditter and violent, ex
ceeding all limits. In one of our lessons
there was a display of hierarchical madness
and fury most shocking to contemplate,
having no parallel In the annals of bigotry
and persecution. The tragedy of Calvary
is an exhibition or tne deep depravity of
the human heart. But over against It ap
pears the patient Savior prayine for Ills
enemies, the only one unmoved in the
tumult of the hour. No one possessing His
power could have submitted so calmly to
insult and to death, unless in acting the
part of ,a redeemer giving his life a ran
som. 1 , .

t DESTRUCTION. One lesson of the quar-
ter, that of May 31, announces the over-
throw of Jerusalem. It may be thought by
some that this is opposed to the spirit of
a Savior. But it must be remembered that
Jesus Is not vindictive, but predictive in
that passage. He foretells the doom of a
city tnat had long been the capital of the
chosen people. Moreover, while the de-
struction was in one sense retributive, it
was in a higher sense preparatory. As one
may demolish "an old building to make
room for a better, so the city must be
blotted out that the redeeming forces to be
employed in the world might have larger
and better fields ror activity. Terrible as
was the slaughter under the Roman army,
the after centuries were advanced thereby.
Hence even in tnese extreme measures
Jesus remains what He was in His more
benignant moods, the Savior of men. Ayer

SOLICITUDE. In nothing does the
Savior spirit displav. itself more fully than
in the anxiety of Christ for the welfare of
those who were about Him. illustrations
of which may be found in many of the
quarter's lessons. Take a few instances.
At the time of the supper, the debate
among the twelve having ended. He turned
to Peter and said: "Satan hath desired to
have you, but I have prayed for you,"
Later, as He foretold the disasters that
would befall Jerusalem. He warned and
exhorted the disciples that they might es-
cape the evils that were Impending. While
on tho cross He prayed for the executioners
lest they might instantly be destroyed, nnd
with benign look, while In the ngon'es of
death. He provided for His mother. These
four cases of solicitude concerned friends
and foes. It was a great heart, the heart
of a Savior, that could thus yearn over
men and enfold them in Its keeping power.
With utter forgetfulness of self, even to
the end. He sought to save those who were
near Him.

COMFORT. The first nnd the last lefson
of the quarter pertained to the resurrec-
tion of Jesus, a good beginning and n good
ending. The one showed how He came out
of the sepulchre, the other how the apos-
tles received Him. Here are two great
thoughts the tomb Is empty, the crucified
Savior is restored to His followers. Both
thoughts are full of comfort to the believer.
Jesus is mightier than the grave; He lives
to bless them who trust Him. The life of
Jesus on earth does not terminate In de-
feat and death, but tn victory and life, Tho
uplifted hands of blessing, the parted
clouds on Olivet's brow, the ascending form
in the presence of worshiping disciples, the
upward yearning look as He dlsapjoars
Into the heavens from which He came
these are the closing scenes of the wonder-
ful career of the glorious Christ but the
memory of those last hours of the won of
God among men fills every heart with hope
and adoring praise.

An attorney Interested in the legal stand-
ing of the Toledo, St. Louis & Kansas City
says it is not probable that any attempt
wUl now be mad$ to reorganize the com-
pany until next fall. The first mortgage
bondholders attempted to secure a decree
of foreclosure this month, but were unsuc-
cessful, and the matter has gone over till
October. Interests In the road are In dis-
agreement as to a , reorganization. The
first mortgage bondholders Insist upon a
heavy assessment .on both the preferred
and common stock, but are willing to give
up 20 per cent, back InteresL The pre-
ferred stockholders have appealed from
Judge Itlcks's decision to the effect that
the preferred stock did not constitute a
lien on this property. Stock certificates,
unless the Instrument securing the lien is
duly recorded, simply make the holder an
owner of the property subject to the lien of
creditors. The wording of the preferred
stock reads: "This stock constitutes a Hen
upon tho property and net earnings of the
company next after the company's first
mortgage." Preferred stockholders state
that unless this stock constituted a lien on
the property they never would have given
up their interest-bearin- g bonds in the roads
which went to make up the Toledo, St.
Louis & Kansas City road at the time of its
organization in 1SSG,' which bonds at the
time were turned into preferred stock.Never in the history of the road have itsearnings been as satisfactory; and thejudges and owners of, the property speak
in very complimentary terms of the man-
ner In Which the road has been handledsince It. B. F. Fcirce was appointed re-
ceiver.

The Seaboard Alr-Ll- ne Trouble.
Tho fight between the Hoffman and the

Winder factions of tho Seaboard Air-lin- e

has been renewed. Three years ago the
Hoffman faction crowded out the Winder
party, and the Hoffman party reorganized
the entire management, bringing E. St.
John from the Chicago tt Kock Island to
manage the affairs of the Seaboard Air-
line, and that he has done much to bring
the road to the front must be admitted by
the disgruntled faction. ' If is stated that
Interesting developments will grow out of
the suit that ex-Gene- ral Manager Winder,
of the Seaboard Alr-lln- e has ' instituted
against President Hoffman.

J100.0OO damages for libel, to draw his sal-ary for a long period of time, although he
had been relieved from his duties as gen-
eral manager. Mr. Winder claims that henever drew his salary, and as a result con-

dered. The present Seaboard management

of these trains are being run than ever
