Among Their Rivals at Henley-on-

Thames—Spurts Over the Course.

HENLEY-ON-THAMES, July 1. — The
near approach of the days set uplrt for the
royal Henley regatta—July 6, 7, 8 and 9—is
the already very great interest
manifested in the gallant young Americans
who are going to uphold the glorious tra-

proved in form and have most deservedly
won the approbation of the press and pub-
liec. On all sides the New Haven oarsmen
are classed as thorough gentlemen and
sportsmen of the first water.- Consequent-
1y, however strong may be the desire
among kEnglishmen ‘to sce the grand chal-
lenge cup successfully defended by a home
crew, nobody will begrudge the Yale boys
the victory if they defeat the crack crews
of Greatl Britain, and their triumph s cer-
tain to be greetad as enthuslastically as if
Leander or New Coliege turns out to be
winner, The utmost good feeling prevails
on all sides, the cup of good fellowship is
overflowing, and when rival

’l‘h_v Trinity (Cambridge) people have heen
particularly courteous to the Americans.
J. B, Close, the coach of that collega's first
crew, has done everyithing possiile to assist
Mr. Cook in his work, and when Clark, the
coxswain of the Yale boat, was under
the weather the coxswaln of first Trinity
took his place and thus added te the good
feeling existing a2t Henley.

“Bob” Cook, this morning, was on horse-
back and put the Yale men over the sec-
ond half of the course in 3:25. with a
thirty-eight stroke. This s the best time
vet made, and it has done much to give
confidence to the Aemricans and their sup-
porters. The New College crew did the
same distance in the same time afterwards,
but under better conditions. There was a
strong wind off the Bucks shore this morn-
ing and a heavy fog made matters still
more uncomfortable, but the Yale boys
were ont for early practice. They were
compelied, however, to wait until 11 o'clock
for the ends of their slides to be lowered
and placed at the angle they occupied pre-
vious to trying the English style of even
slide. Then they did some short stretches
abave the bridge with the old oars and
slides in position, and pronounced them-
selves as lwing satisfied. Mr. Cook during
this preliminary work coached the crew
and seemed better satisfied than for some
days past. Clark. the American coxswain,
waus well enough to be In the Yale boat
and handled the ropes admirably, in spite
of the fact that he was all muffled up.

Leander did the course in 7:10, covering
the first half in 3:31 with a thirtyv-eight
stroke, bhut the members of the crew were
exhausted at the finish. Trinity. rowing
short stretches agalnst the serond crew
of that college and with the latter very
close, did the course in 7:23. New College
made a record over the minute barrier,
going 127 feet hevond, i

Leander and New College are Yooked on
as Yale's strongest rivals and the Iatter,
it s admitted, will take a lot of beating.
Trinity Hall, with five members of the
crew which beat Cornell, may also be
logked on as certain to nut up a good race.
and so the contest for the cup may be sald
to have narrowed down to Yale, Leander,
New and Trinity Hall

Nearly one-half of the seats on the grand
stand near the finish have besn turned over
to the Americans for the accommodation
of their friends, and it was the desire to
have as many as possible of the latter pres-
ent, which, combined with ether reasons,
prompted the Henley regatta people to
bring about the withdrawal of the Eton
schoolboys, Had they not done g0 the
first tria! heats wou'd have been rowed
on Monday rext and manv people from
across the Atlantie, Yale men especially,
might have missed the pleasure of seeing
Yale win her first heat.

Later this afterngon Yale did the last

DETAILS OF THE RECENT EARTH-
QUAKE AND TIDAL WAVE.

—

Thousands of People Drowned,

Killed or Injured and Many Build-
ings Swept Away by the Sea.

L

VANCOUVER, B. C., July 1.—The Em-
press of China arrived last night with
Yokohama news to June 18. Regarding
the recent earthquake the Yokohama Malil
has the following: It wille be some time
doubtless before the full particulars reach
Tokio of the ecruel disaster that has over-
taken the people living along the coast of
Rikuzen and Rikuchu. Betweed 8§ and 8:2)
p. m. on the 15th a violent scismie dis-
turbance occurred in the ocean off the
northeastern coast of the main island. Ac-
counts thus far received place the center
of the disturbance in the vicinity of the
celebrated island Kinkwa Zan. Following
the coast line nortgward from Kinkwa Zan
we find these reports from the various

places on the beach:

Onagawa Fataham—Many lives lost, ani-
mals destroved and houses inundated, but
no definite number stated.

Washinghami—Forty, houses
and several deaths.

Oakatsuda-—-Fifty persons
thirty houses washed away. Prison doors
thrown open and. scveral prisoncrs sup-
posed to be lost., as well as some of the
wardens., Quantities of mail matter swepl
away.

Motoyeski (or Shiqua)—Eighty houses
swept away; seventy-five corpses recovered
up.to 1 p. m. on the 1ith.

Kamaishi—Over one-half of the town
swept away: many persons and animals
killed: telegraph office washed away.

Myako—Much injury to life and property.

Kuji—The same fate as above.

Hachinovo Minato—Eleven persons killed,
two missing: school building destroyved;
bridges swept away. Some accounts speak
vaguely of thousands of lives lost and five
hundred houses swept pway on the coast
of Cjika and Motoyoski alone, but that
seems to be exaggerated. One statement
{2 1o the effect that thirteen shocks were
felt in the neighborhood of Ishimaki. but
they must have been comparatively slight.
U'ndoubtedly there has been a great loss
of life and property and large tracts of
rice flelds have been inundated and de-
stroved.

Following are additional details regard-
ine damage done and lives lost through
the tidal wave:

Onani, Mura, Motoyshi distriet—Build-
ings swept away. %: deaths, 408,
Hashakimi—Bulldings swept

deaths, 400: wounded, 100,

Koldzumi Muorad—Deaths, 1,450,

Utatsa Muraw, Motoyvoshi district—Build-
ings swept away. 600, there being abso-
Iutely nothing left; deaths, o00; waounded,
250.

Okachihama, Momo district—TDuildings
swept awav, 40: deaths, 21; wounded, 5.

Zendai—In three districts of Motovoshi,
Ojika and Momo, in Myidaga prefecture,
there were most disastrous damages by
the tidal wave during the night of the 15th
inst. Motovoshi alone had 1,030 deaths and
550 buildings washed away.

Cruelties Denied by the Morte.

WASHINGTON, July 1.—The Turkish le-
gation recelved from the Sublime Porte the
following telegram under vesterday's date:
‘“The news nublished lately about the so-
called cruelties of the Mussulmans and th:
imperial troops in Crete are %ibsolutely
false. The truth is, on the contrary, that
the Christians themselves burned the
housges and clive trees of the Mus=sulmans
and committed sacrilegious acts in the
mosques, The Mussulmans burned, in re-
turn and in a solrit of vengeance, a few
Christian houses. But the imperial troops
are doing thelr best to protect all prop-
erty without distinction.”

ATHENS, July 1.—Replying to-day to the
Turkish minister relative to the dispatch
of supplies and volunteers to the island of
Crete. the government has deeclared that,
communication with foreign countries he-
ing free, they could not prevent the de-
partures, The Cretan Insurgents have
adopied 2s a flag the Hellenic colors, with
a Byzantine eagle in the center.

The
supply of provisions there is short, The
mounted infantry of the colonial volun-
teers have left for Matabeleland.

Disorders in Chinn.
8T. PETERSBURG, July 1.—Advices re-
ceived here from Shanghai show that dis-
orders are rampant in different parts of

China. The Mussulman rebellion in the
northwestern district of Kan-8Su has as-
sumed the greatest proportions. The se-
cret societies in the country are again in-
eiting the natives agalnst the Eureopeans.
Famine and plague are also reported to
be raging in the southern provinces of
China. - ]

Fighting in the Duteh Indies,
THE HAGUE, July 1.—-Official dispatches
received here from the Dutch Indies say
that there has been renewed serious fight-

ing between the Duteh and Achinese at the
fortress of Anakalo-Eng. The Achinese
lost 112 killed and the Dutch had 9 Killed
and 13 wounded. It i= also announced that
the Dutch have captured the Slbreh fort-
ress, mecting with siight resistance.

Grent Demonstration in Honor of the
Republican Bolter.
DEXVER, July 1. —Senator Henry M.
Teller, on arriving in Denver this evening,
was met by a great outpouring of people
from all parts of the State. The demon-
stration was nonpartisan and it is doubt-
ful If the scenes of enthusiasm have been
paralleled in Western history. The explo-
sion of a bomb at the Union Depot at 8§ p.

m. announced the arrival of the Benator’s
special train in Denver, The streets were
jammed with people. Immense flags and
pennants, pictures of the Senator and ban-
ners of welcome were everywhere dis-
playved. An immense parade was already
formed. Military and ecivic and labor or-
ganizations made up the procession and
“the ““Teller Silver Club,” two thousand
strong, was in Iine. As the Senator step-
ped from the train there went up a mighty
shout. The roar of human velces drowned
out the noise of the bombs.

A carriage was in walting, and after
much c¢ffort the Senator reached it. Flve
hundred young men detached the horses,
tied a long rope to the pole and dragged the
vehicle. Along the line of the nrocession
the Senator was accorded a continpuous
ovation. At Seventeenth street and BEroad-
way Senator Teller reviewed the parade.
His remarks to the crowd were brief and
mainly local. *‘1 beideve now that all the
friends of silver have to do Is to get to-
gether,” he sald. “There are friends enough
of silver to dominate and control this coun-
try and adopt a monetary system that is an
American system and whilch is not adopted
to suit Great Britain. This country is big
enough to take care of Itself and its affairs
without the interference of any other na-
tion. When we are united all other sec-
tions of the country will unite with us,
and we will have a true, honest and Ameri-
can systegp of nnrncc-."_,

THIS IS THE ESTIMATE ON THE
PARADE TO-MORROW NIGHT.

Entries for Races at Broad Ripple—
Lights to Be Tested To-Night—
Two Band Concerits.

+*

It is now believed that more than two
thousand bicycle riders will be in line In
the big parade to-morrow night. There
have been a great many inquiries about the
competition for the prizes, of which there
are three offered. The lady having the
best decorated wheel will receive a silver
tea set, the man with the best decorated
wheel will receive a gold watch, and the
club making the best showing will get a
large pane! picture in a beautiful frame.
So many have signified their intention of
decorating their wheels for this competition
that it was with some difficulty that a plan
has been devised for properly judging
them. The judges, who will be the repre-
sentatives of the four daily papers in the
city, will be on a trap, and will view the
parade as' it passes Meridian and St. Clair
streets. They will make notes of the deco-
rations and determine, if possible, from

this view, who are the winners. If this is
not pessible they will again view the par-
ade as it returns. During this time they
will not know the riders, And to make the
award of prizes it is necessary for all in-
dividuals competing to finish the parade
and then form immediately afterward on
the east appioach to the monument, It has
been decided tlgat no numbers will be used,
This is so as to make it impossible that
there can be any charge of favoritism In
making the awards. The judges might be
able to learn who held certain numbers,
and some people might be dissatisfied, but
it will be nearly impossible for them to
recognize the faces ot the riders at the dis-
tance they will be from the parade. As
spon as the parade is finished the judges
will be at the monument and designate the
winners, but no one who fails to take his
place on the east approach to the monu-
ment after the parade can be considered in
the competition. The competitors will be
detained not more than ten minutes, and
this is merely for the purpose of identifys
ing the winners.

As stated before, the parade will be led
by the White Cyele Club, composed of
twenty-five members, in white uniforms
and riding white enameled wheels, These
wheels will be beautifully decorated. The
other clubs of the city are invited to com-
pete for the club prize. The Outing Club
has decided to enter, and will have about
150 members in line. The Indianapolis

Cycle Club will have about fifty members
out. There are a number of other clubs in
the city, but these are the only ones which
have asked for places in the parade. The
parade will form at the monument, and all
riders can obtain colored lanters atter com-
ing down town. They will be furnished
free by the Cycle Track Association.
