The bondholders are rot
pleased with its management, it costing M
per cent, of the gross earnings to operate
the road.

It Is stated officially that the Big Four's
receipts from sales of tickets the last three
months at Indianapolis fhew larger In-

creases over last year than at any other
point on the system.

The Monon has proposed to the author-
ities of Frankfort. Ind.. that if they will
vacate a right of way for a switch across
Clinton street the company will build an
$3,000 depot at Frankfort.

Twelve of the forty Cincinnati. Hamilton
& Dayton passenger coaches which are to
go through the Indiana. Decatur & West-
ern shops have been rebuilt and repainted
and present a fine appearance.

The Cincinnati. Jackson & Mackinaw is
coming to the front as a passenger line.
The company has Just received several new
day coaches, two baggage cars and two
parlor cars of the most modern type.

The Increase in shipments of export
freight via Norfolk has been so marked
in the last two years that both the Penn-
sylvania and the Louisville & Nashville
are negotiating to get terminal facilities at
Norfolk.

To meet the aggressiveness of the Cin-
cinnati. Ha nilton & Dayton on its mam
line the Big Four and the Toledo & Ohio
Central will put on another well-equipp- ed

passenger train between Cincinnati and
Toledo.

W. C. Squires, of the Sheffield Car Com-
pany at Three Rivers, Mich., is exhibiting
a railway velocipede which is run by a gas
engine. The experiments are given on the
line of the Wabash and Pittsburg, Fort
Wayne & Chicago.

The tracklayers have reached Adrian,
Mich., with the track of the Lima North-
ern, where connection is made with the
Wabash. This is the point that the road
was originally projected to, but it has been
decided to build to Detroit.

Since taken out of the hands of a re-
ceiver the Toledo, Ann Arbor & North
Michigan has been steadily coming to the
front, and the first six months of this year
earned $008,702.47, an Increase over the cor-
responding period 1S53 of $52,372.24.

D. B. Robinson, the new president of the
St. Louis & San Francisco, has issued a
circular announcing that no changes would
be made in any department until after the
meeting of the board of directors in New
Y'ork next week, which Mr. Robinson will
attend.

The annual statement of the Louisville &
Nashville, which will be published in a
few days, will show that in the fiscal
year ending June 30, 1S96, there was an
increase in both gross and net earnings,
and that the road has earned 2:8 per cent,
on its stock.

The fast freight trains put on over the
Vanderbilt lines and the Big Four, between
New Y'ork und St. Louis, have proven u
great card for the roads, and the time is
now being met by competitors, which
means the beginning of the end of slow
freight service.

The heads of the departments of the
Pennsylvania lines west had a conference
in Pittsburg on Thursday, when the ques-
tion of further reduction In expenses was
thoroughly canvassed, and it became ap-
parent that the limit of reduction In forces
in the various departments had been
reached.

John Ferguson, general baggage agent at
the Uion Station, states that the receipts
from excess baggage carried in the. month
of June were the largest of any month in
the history of the Union station, and this
when it was claimed that business was dull
and It did not. nay to keep the traveling
salesmen at work.

The Cincinnati. Hamilton & Dayton, in
connection 7ith the Indiana, Decatur &
Western and the Monon via Roachdale, is
doing a much larger passenger business
than the passenger officials of the three
lines had anticipated. A through car Is
run dully een Cincinnati and Chicago
over the new line.

The promoters of the new union station
in Boston have been authorized by the rail-
road commissioners of Massachusetts to is-
sue $5,000.1100 of bonds, the whole amount
to be Invested within ten days in real es-
tate, on which the promoters of the enter-
prise now hold an option. The promoters
will then have $.1,000,000 additional to put
Into the station and its surroundings.

It is stated that the American Railway
Union will take up the caso of the Plantsystem, on which all employes who are
members of that organization have been
discharged. President Debs is reported as
saying the A. R. U. will make it interest-
ing for that company or any other railroadcompany which dismisses men for being
members of the A. li. U.

The directors of the Wabash have declared
a dividend of 1 per cent, on the deben-
ture A bonds. Although the statement
this ear will show a surplus of 2 per cent,
applicable to dividends on these bonds, the
directors considered it conservative to ap-
ply but 1 per cent, of this surplus. Lastyear there was a deficit of $.',00,000 so that
the surplus this year is very gratifying to
the directors.

The Erie Railroad Company reports thegross earnings of the entire system forMay at $2.5rd.C!0. an Increase of $79,454 as
compared with the same month of lastyear, and net earnings of $704. G7, an in-
crease of $l0,r.l5. The expenses for the
month this year include one-twelf- th of the
taxes for the year. For the six monthsending May 31 the company reportsgross earnings of I14.3S9.2.S3, an increase of$).SSS as compared with the corresponding
period of the previous fiscal year, and netearnings of $3.3i):7S4. an increase of S301.03J.

The belief strengthens that the Penn-
sylvania Company will secure the Cleve-
land. Akron & Columbus and make It apart of the Panhandle system. George
Saul, once president of that road and theOhio Southern, is said to be playing an im-
portant part in the deal as a matter of re-
taliation for the unceremonious manner theBrlce people ousted him from the presi-dency of the C. A. & C. Mr. Saul Is re-
ported to have the confidence of the Hol-
land bondholders, and It Is thought thebondholders will follow his advice in thematter.

General Fowler, chairman of the trans-
portation committee for the G. A. R. En-

campment at St. Paul, has about completed
arrangements by which the rates of all the
railways will be 1 cent per mile. Already
the Western Passenger Association has an-
nounced thl3 rate with a thirty-da- y limit,
and a like rate has been named by the
Central Passenger Committee, embracing
the following territory: Illinois, Indiana,
Michigan. Ohio, western New York, west-
ern Pennsylvania and Ontario. A ratef
one fare for the round trip, with thirty
days time limit, has been made in the
territory of the Trunk Line Association,
taking in all the territory east of Buffalo
and Pittsburg to the seaboard, as far east
as Boston. The Southern Passenger Asso-
ciation has ma.de a rate of one class stand-
ard farj for the round trip, with the usual
limitation of thirty days and deposit of
ticket. The Soo line, reaching New Eng-
land and other Eastern points, has named
a rate of 1 cent per mile, with thirty days
limit. The pacillc const lines from St. Paul,
namely, ths Great Northern, Northern Pa-
cific and the Western division of the Soo
line, will probably announce a rate of one
fare for the round trip, which will be the
lowest rate they, have ever made for any
occasion. Next week Information will be
sent out from the headquarters of the na-
tional G. A. H. at Indianapolis giving to all
local posts full particulars regarding rates
fiom various sections of the country.

K Miopm ut Cumberland.
Oscar Murray, receiver and vice president

of the Baltimore & Ohio, after giving the
shop question a thorough canvass, has de-

cided that Cumberland, Md., Is the proper
place for the principal shops of the road,
and Cumberland Is to be to the Baltimore &
Ohio what Altoona is to the Pennsylvania
lines. The shops of the Baltimore & Ohio
at that point have always had a good repu-
tation for the locomotives they turned out,
ar.d it Is stated otilcially that while the
company is having its locomotives and cars
built by contFtxt at present, it is the in-

tention to improve and enlarge the shopj at
Cumberland, so that the company can build
its own locomotives in the near future. It
has been characteristic of the Baltimore
& Ohio to build it h own locomotives, and the
motive power olhchils. ever bince the days
whvn Superintendent of Motive Power Per-
kins built engines that were I'ar in advance
of engines of other roads, have taken a
deep Interest in designing and construct-
ing locomotives of the niost perfect and
powerful type, peculiarly adapted to the
mountain curves and grades. When it was
considered dangerous to run trains at a
high rate of speed around sharp curves
the Baltimore & Ohio motive power officials
built engines with the front drivers "blind."
or without flanges, which enabled them to
go around the. bonds as smoothly as if
they had only one pair of drivers. In lS'SQ

the Baltimore & Ohio had the finest en-
gines in its passenger service that could
bo seen on any road, and to-da- y its mo-
tive power Is equal to that of any other
trunk line In the country. Most of the
engines are built by the Baldwin locomotive
works on special eloigns furnished by the
motive power orhcials of the road, and are
acknowledged to be splendid machines.
After the Cumberland shops have been
equipped with all the latest Improvements
the company will build its own engines,
and the greatest cure will be exerclseel in
the designing as well as In the selection
of materials.

Unlawfully Collected.
The Interstate-commerc- e Commission

yesterday, in an opinion by Commissioner
Knapp, announced its decision of two cases
brought by the Lynchburg Boarel of Trade
against the Old Dominion Stoamship Com-
pany, the Merchants' and liners' Steam-
ship Company, ' the ' Ndrfolk & Western
railroad and the Eaet Tennessee, Virginia
& Georgia, now the Southern Railway Com-
pany. The commission rules as follows:
"Under the fourth section (the long-and-short-h-

section of the Interstate-commerc- e

act) a carrier is not Justified in
charging more for the shorter than for the
longer distance by competition at the lon-
ger distance point of other carriers which
are themselves Hibjet--t- that act "in the
absence of authority from the commission
under the proviso clause, of the section.
When rates are relatively unjust, so that
undue preference is afforded to one locality
or undue prejudice Vsultff to another, the
law is violated and its penalties Incurred,
although the higher rate is not in itself
excessive, and such rule is especially ap-
plicable where a given relation in rates,
long continued and concedediy equitable,
is suddenly and almost completely reversed,
merely because other carriers to tie longer
distance point have disregarded their leyal
duties. During the period between May
29 and Aug. 1. 1S4. when greatly reduced
rates were charged by defendants to Knox
ville. Tenn., dealers at Lynchburg, Va., an
lntermedlto locality, were entitled to rates
over the elefendant lines from New York,
Providence and Boston not greater than
those accepted at the, some time on like
trailic over said lines to" Knoxville, and the
excess paid for transportation by the Inter-
vening Ljnchburg dealers over contem-
poraneous rates to Knoxville was unlaw
fully collected. Reparation is ordered ac-
cordingly."

railway that General Manager Hays pro-
poses to introduce American rules through-
out the Grand Trunk system in Canada.
