CHICAGO, July 3.—The feature of to-
dayv's market was the semi-panic in nro-
visions and the resultant decline of 2T%e
in nork and .l0¢ in lard and ribs.. Wheat

view of the holidays, and declined 5§c. Corn
and oats ruled weak also, declining lzc and
.c each.

It was a dull day in the wheat pit, and
while the early transactions were at some
advance, the market #oon turned weak.
It had every appearance of a holiday mar-
ket, and the business was largely in the
way of evening up, as neither iongs nor
shorte were willing to stand on open trades
until Monday. The early strength was due
to the better Liverpool cables, the bulletin
of the Missouri crop report, which came
just at the clo=e yesterday, and did not
become generally Known until the board
had closed, and a fresh instaliment of crop
damagze reports from the Northwest. Un-
der these influences there was a momentary
buying spurt, which sent the price up some
at the start. But there was plenty for
sale at the advan~e, and as some doubt be-

gan to be felt as to the reliability of the
damage reports prices began to weaken.
Trade was not active eénough to get up
much  interest or call out much support,
and as longs were disposed 1o c¢lose out,
in view of the two days' holiday, the mar-
ket got weak and sold off 1e from the high
mark. The liberal receipts at St. Louis—
84,000 bu—and freer movement at this point,
egpecially of new wheat, were factors
which had a tendency to cause the setback
to prices. The weakness of coarse grains
and provisions, togetheér with the estimate
of 130 cars of wheat for to-morrow, caused
a further deeline, and the market closed
around the bottom.
