Has a Stroke of Paralysis,

TOLEDO, O, July % -Hon. Frank Hurd
is dying at his rooms at the Boody House
from the result of three strokes of ap-
oplexy. The f(irst stroke o¢curred about
noon to-day, the second at § o'clock and
the last at 10 o'clock. He rallled and be-
came conscious during the evening, but has
been unconscious since 10830 and ﬁll.ﬂ death
is but a matter of a few hours at the best.

Frank Hunt Hurd was born in Mount
Yernon, O, De¢. 25 1841, He graduated at
Kenyon College, in 1858, studied law. he-
came county prosecutor in 13831 and State
Senator In 1886, In 1804 he was elected as
a Democrat to Congress and served one
term, being defeated in IS6. He was again
elected in 1878 and 182 but was defeated
in 1880 and 1888, Ie codified the Ohio crim-
fnal laws In 18688. In.recent yvears he was
consaplcunous ax an advooste of frea trade

elected eity solicltor. {2 resumed the

Then turning to the delegates who
surrounded him, the Governor said: ““That
was the greatest speech ever made. 1 had
rather be able 1o make that speech than be
President. Common men are sometimes

ade Presidents,. but it takes talent and
brains to talk like that.”

At the conclusion of Bryan's speech, and
while the appiaunse was at f{td highest
ditch, a remarkable scene took place. W.
V. Gatewood, a delegate from the Twelfth
Texas district, bearing the banner of the
L-one Star State, marched through the
nisles, and the banners of+ every sliver
State joined the procession. As the march-
ers reached the Nebraska delegation the
exciting scene was at 119 height. The ban-
ner bearers climbed upon chairs, and, with
Texas and Nebraska side by side, the blue
banners were formed Into an apex, which
waved to and fro with the music until or-
der was restored.

The Repubiican silver men who bolted
from the St. Louils convention have been
scurrying about the city visiting the lead-
ers of the gold delegations, trying to get
them to vote for Teller, so as to prevent
the nomination of Bland, which they fear
will be made if the gold delegates refuse
to vote in convention. They have not met
with mueh success, as the gold men have
no intention of voting for any stiver man,
much less any Republican silver man.

STRENGTH OF CANDIDATES,

Estimates of the Various Managers—
Bland Iin the Lead.

CHICAGO, July 9.—As the time for bal-

loting draws near the managers are mak-
ing their final estimates of strength. The
Bland forces are the only ones to give
exact figures, and their general total of
about 300 votes is considerably short of a
majority. To clear up misapprehension
Secretary Sheerin, of the national commit-
tee, stated that the voting strength of the
convention is 330, of which 45 is a majority
and 620 a two-thirds wvote. Mr. Nicholas
Bell, of the Missouri delegation, roughly
figureg the following as the main sources
of Bland's strength: Missouri, 34; Texas,
3; Arkansas, 16; Illinois, 48; Tennessee,
24: Utah, 6: Oklahoma, 6; Indian Territory,
f; Washington, 6; Georgia, 26; lLouisiana, 16,
These, however, aré counted on as a nucleus

and there are other delegations, in whole
or in part expected to fall in line. The
Missigsippi caucus to-day which determined
to give the Mississippi vote to Blackburn
first, and then to Blund, has & new source
of encouragement to the Bland men.

The Matthews managers say they do not
expect to show their strength on early bal-
lots. Delegate at large Menzics says Gov-
ernor Matthews will start with at least 30
A recent rough
count showed 88 Matihews votes, but they
are not counted on from the start. The
hopes of the Matthews men are in a walit-
ing game.

State Senator Baylesg, of lowa, who is
keeping the tally for the Boles men, posi-
tively declines to Indicate their sources of
strength. It is said, however, that the
Hnltlvs vote will exceed 8 votes on the first
bhallot.

Chalrman James, of the Kentucky dele-
gation, makes large clalms for Blackburn
and saye Kentucky, Colorado, Wyoming.
Missigsippi, Tennessee and other States will
give Elackburn a total of 130 votes,

Members of the Chio delegation say the
McLsan vote will run sometning over fifty
at the =start, and will grow from that time
forward.
