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INSANE LIDA STEVENSON DELIBER.
ATELY STARTED THE BLAZE,

- > —

East Wing Destroyed, with a Loss
Under BL13,000-Several l-.:-e
Patientis Now at Large.

*

The east wing of the County Asylum,
generally known as the poosrhouse, was al-
most totaily destroyed by fire yeésterday
affernoon. 'The fire started in the attle
at noon and was the result of the prank of
an insane woman,

Lida Steverson, an inmate from this city,
had been urruly of late and had been kept
in the attic, apart from the other insane
patients, who occupied the third floor of the
east wing. Yesterday morning the matron
thought the woman could again be allowed
10 mingle with the others, and the attend-
anht, Mrs. Anna Martindale, went up into
the attic and brought her down. This
was shortly before the dinner hour, and

when the time for dinner came the Steven-.

son woman asked to be mllowed 10 go into
the attic 10 get a can of fruit. Her mother
had ecalled on her the day before and had
brought her the fruit. She was permitted
to go after it. Sheg returned to the dinner
table and presently said she smelled smoke.
She was in a fine humor, constantly re-
marking, “I smell smoke.” In about five
minutes the others, In:luding the attendant,
thought her sense of smell was either very
finely developed or she had some fore-
knowledge of the presence of smoke, The
supposition is that she deliberately set fire
to the straw cot on which she had slent
during her confinement in the attic. Sev-
eral days ago Lida Stevenson secured some
matches, but the attendant took them all,
as she supposed, away from her. The
woman was searched carefully, but it is
now believed that, with the cunning of an
insane Dnerson, she carefylly concealed a
part of them, expecting to be searched.

When the odor of smoke was finally de-
ti-t-t_-'-d it was reallzed at once that the fire
would be a bad one. The attendant ran up
into the attic and found the whole reom in
flames. She rushed into the corridors and
shouted the alarm. In a moment the wild-
est  disorder prevalled. Superintendent
Meyer was on hand, and seeing the danger
that threatened the institution, he gave
some hurried orders for the removal of the
inmates and hurried to get the institution's
fire apparatus to work., He also telephoned
to the fire department for assistance.

The fire apparatus at the institution con-

sists of a small amount of fair hose and
several tanks of water near the roof of

the building. Thera is also & steam pump,
and a well which gives a very small supply
of water. As quickly as possible the super-

intendent had the pump working and di-
rected a stream of water toward the fire,
which by that time had enveloped the
whole upper portion of the east wing. At
the same time the supply from the tanks
was being drawn upon. The inmates who
were able to assist worked manfully, but
there was too little water and too little
hese to fight a fire of such proportions and
at the top of the building.

About 1:20 the chemical and hose wagon
from No. 1 engine house arrived and the
local force was materially assisted, but the
fire was gaining gradually and making fi=
way through the upp=r nart of the floor
and down to the floors below. The chemical
and hose wagong from West Indianapolls
and chemicals Nos. 2 and 3 from the clity
reached the scene about 2 o'clock, and then
a4 stronger ight against the fire was begun,
The fire was now considered bevond con-
trol, and it looked as if not only the east
wing, but the entire main building, was
doomed.

GETTING OUT INSANE INMATES.

Superintendent Meyer again called for
help from the city, and a little before 3
o'clock the steamer from No. 1 company
arrived, and then short work of the fire
was made. The engine was planted on
the bank of Eagle creek, a quarter of a
mile away, and threw a stream of water
upon the burning buiiding. The superin-
tendent was convinced then that the east
wing only would be destroved. After two
hours' hard fighting the last sign of fire
was destroyed, and the fire companies left
the place,

Among the inmates and the attendants
_t!w fire occasioned the greatest confusion.
I'he east wing, where the fire oceurred
contained the women's department. On the
fitst floor was the dining room and kitchen
for the entire institution and some small
store rooms. On the second floor were the
sieeping apartments and the sick ward,
and on the third floor were the apartments
for the insane women. The attic was used
only temporarily, as In the ecase of the
Stevenson woman, for the occasiona! con-
finement of an insane woman who would
become unruly and whom it was unsafe to
allow with the other inmates. There were
less than twenty insane natients on the
third floor at the time of the fire, and they
were taken out by the attendant without
any difficulty. The second-floor Inmates
who were well enough assisted in removing
the sick Inmates to the lawns outside,
where they were made as comfortable ns
possible. Cots and bedding were brought
out. In fact, furniture of all kinds was
carried on to the lawn, and there was no
diffieuity in making the sick even more
comfortable than in the house.

When it was thought that the whole
buflding would be deéstroyed there was
neces=ity of removing the insane men from
the west wing. This was a desperate un-
dertaking, for some of the patients are al-
most as savage as wild beasts. There were
thirty-four of them. Most of them. how-
ever, were rational enough to be taken out
without any trouble. Others fought when
taken out, and several persons were often
required to remove and guard one patient,
There was sufficient help, however. The
people living in the neighborhood for a
mile anound came early and gave their ase
sistance. There was a number of inmates
too, who weie able to assist. They guurd:
ed the Insane, e¢arried out furniture and
carpets and ailded materfally in keening
the fire contined to one wing of the bulld-
ing. A squad of policemen, Including the
detectives, under Captaln Quigley, was
present.

There were some pitiable scenes during
the time of the fire and the dsorder which
followed. In all there are about 230 inmates.
Probably one-third of these were either in-
sane or sick. and another third were en-
feeebled with age. Poor old men. racked
with paln, could be seen l¥ying upon the
ground upon a temporary bed, which per-
haps they Improvised themselves. Sick
women and children could be seen trying to
make themselves comfortable amidst the
noise and turmoil going on all about them.
I'here were Inmates to whom the fire
proved a severe shock. Several women
fainted at the first alarm, and in one in-
stance a woman was carried from the east
wing after the fire had a pretity fair start
and it was dangerous to enter that part of
the building at all.

Just west of the main building Is a little
brick structure one story high, bullt with
five or six rooms side by side. all opening
Into a court yard. It is simply a row of
rooms under one roof. This was the poor
asylum previous to the erection of what Is
now known as the old part of the present
main building. It must have served the
county half a eentury ago, when onlv a
half-dozen were in the county's care. Now
the bullding is given up to a few o'd men
who are not ill, but on account of their age
are entitled to some consideration. They
sleep here in order that they may not have
to climb the stairs in the main building.
Their humble apartments were crowded
yeslerday afternoon. Other old people
suffering with various complaints and too
fll to be exposed to the excitement of the
crowds and seeing the fire, were carried in

these rooms, where they could -
tively quiet. « ot e

LIDA STEVENSON ENJOYED IT.
Through it all Lida Stevenson sat under
the shade of a big tree on the lawn and en-

joyed the fire she started with a good deal
of glee, 8he would grin and laugh In ec-
stasy, but when asked why she made the
fire, or if she had done it, she would laugh
and deny any knowledge of it. All she
would say was that she was the first to
smell the smoke. She seemed to think this
had been a great plishment.

An examination showed that the fire had
burned the roof off the east wing and had
burned down and gutted the wing through
to the first story. The floor at the bottom
of the building was not burned. One wall
had partly fallen, but very little of it had
tumbled into the bullding., and it was be-
Heved that the debris which had failen in-
side could be removed and that the kitchen
and dining-room could be used until some
better arrangement had been made.

THE LOSS UNDER $13,000.

Insurnnce of R12.500—-0ne Fire De-
partment Horse Dead.

The loss is estimated at between $12.000
and $13.000, This is on the bullding alone,
and is covered by insurance. The loss on
furniture and other articles in the building
will beé small, as nearly everything of value
was removed, All the stores of provisions
were taken out, and Lbeds, bedding, chalrs
and even the carpets were safely removed
before the fire had gained headway enough
to interfere with the work,

The run to the fire coat the life of one
of the West Indianapolis fire department’s
horses, The horse was hitched to the
chemical, which is a double ‘affair, and very
heavy., It was arranged that the apparatus
should be met on the road by a team to re-
lHleve the horses, and this was done, Super-
intendent Myers sending a team from the
poor farm. The horses were not driven

hard on the way, and with this relief it
was not supposed the trip back with empty
tanks would hurt the horses, but when they
reached headquarters one of them showed

slgns of lllness and soon died. The horses
of the department had bech msured until

recently, when, as a matt of economy,

the clty refused (o renew the polici:s. -One

of the horses of the No. 1 chemical ef this

city dropped to the ground when it reached |
the poor farm. Another horse was fur-

It is believed the
building can be rebullt and ready for oc-
cupancy in twe or three weeks., The present
plan of structur= will not be changed, ex-
cepl that more modern arrangements may
be made in the exterior., The outlines of
the bullding, corresponding In shape to
those of the west wing, will remain the
game, and thus the old foundations and
part of the wails will be available.

This is the fr=st serious fire which the
poor farm has experienced In about thirty
vears, Then the part which was destroyed
yesteraay wiastnot in existence, The only
building was that now constituting the e¢x-
treme portion of the west wing., It was re-
bulit, and later, when the building was en-
larged to its present slze, it wae incorpo-
rated as a wing of the whole, a main part
belng erected between it, and anothoer Wing
like it, which was built further east. The
two wings were connected with the main
part by long structures, in which are sleep-
Ing apartments and long corridors,

The insurance on the bullding amounted
lo $12.500, carried in the Gregory & Appel
agency. Pollcies for $2.500 each were {‘.t'-lrl

PUGH IS RETAKEN.

'i‘lle Dangerous Man That Escaped—
One Inmate Hurt by Eleetric Car.
Captain Splan, of the detective force,

found John A. Pugh, one of the inmatesg of

the poor farm, at 7 o'clock last night. He

sent the man to the police station and he
will be returned to asylum to-day.
Pugh is one of the three insane patients
who escaped. At roll call last night the

officers were instructed to look out for him.

The three insane men were especially
wanted bv the officers of the Institution.
There were several other inmates who went
away during the excitement of the fire,
but they were expected to return at meal
time. One of them, Fdward Martin, a
colored man, is now at the City Hospital.
He¢ was struck by an Irdiana-avenues car
at New York street and received a broken
arm and several bad briises, He was c¢roas-
ing the street and heard the motorman
sound the gong, but thought the ecar was
on the other track. At the hospital he
#gaid the blame for the accident rested en-
tirely with himself. As to his leaving the
Poor Asylum, he sald he had been re-
peatedly taunted there for lving at the
expense of the county when he was able
to make his living himself. He concluded
to try it and thought there would be no
better time to leave than during the con-
fusion occasioned by the fire. He sald he
intended to sell brooms.

MOTHER'S FATAL MISTAKE.

Mra. William Shannon Gave Her
Child Carbolie Acid.

Mrs, Willlam Shannon, of 46 Rockweod
street, made a fatal mistake Wednesday
evening in attempting to give her baby
medicine. Mrs. Shannon has been in the
habit of getting medicine for herself and
family at the City Dispensary. Last Tues-
day she went to Dr. Bahr, of that institu-
tion, and got medicine for herself and chiid.
The medicine for herself was composed
mostly of carbolic acid and was to be ured

externally, while the medicine for the child
was to be taken internally. Both Dbottles
were properly labeled with the name of
the patient and the contents, but Mrs.
Shannon did not look at the label., In the
t:a_u;t the medicine for the child has always

een placed in a large bottle and that for
herself in a small one, but the last time
the acid which she was to use was placed
in the large bottle and the baby’'s medicine
in & small one. It had become a habit
for her to pour out a teaspoonful of the
contents of the large bottle and give it to
the child.at certain intervals, and Wednes-
day she gave the child a teaspoonful of
carbolic acid and it died while physicians
were working tryving to save its life.

Both Mr. and Mrs, Shannon have been
gick for some time and out of work. They
had no means to bury the child and the
neighbors raised enough money to bury it
vesterday afternoon. The mother was

rostrated by the accident and is nearly
nsane.

ROBB WITHOUT A GUARD

A CONVICTED MURDERER APPEARS
ON THE STREETS OF THIS CITY.

+

Supposed to Be in Michigan City, but
Sent to Insane Hospital—Permit-

ted to Roam mt Large.

*

For some time there have been rumors

that.Charles E. Robb; a murderer whom
the public supposes to be confined in the
Michigan City prison, had been seen walk-
ing about the streets of the city. In faet,
the rumor has been that he was seen enter-
ing the law office of ex-Gevernor Thomas
Hanna, -
The story of Robb's crime, his subsequent
conviction and sentence is famdliar to Jour-
nal readers. It was just two years ago to-
night that he shot and kiljed E!l Wilson,
with little provocation. Robb, who Is a
colored man, lived at 115 Newman street,
in a house which he owned. It was a dou-
ble house and the other half he rented to
Ell Wilson, also colored. Wilson had been
living in the house about three months
when Robb killed him. Wlilson failed to pay
the §7 due for the third month’s rent. He
had only $.00, and this he gave to Robb,
promising to pay the balance July 14. He
failed to earn the money. He had two

daughters and thetr support censumed all
the money he could earn at the odd jobs
he found. He had some words with Robb
about his failure to pay the rent, and then
it was agreed that the balance for July
was to be pald on the 31st. On Saturday
night preceding the murder Wilson came
home very much discouraged. He had
sought all day for work, but was unable to
gel anything to do. Not only was the rent
troubling him, but the question of provid-
Ing food for his children was becoming
an alarming one. He had a little money In
his pocket and he proposed to take his two
daughters with him and go to market to
purchase food. On the porch he met his
iandlord, who asked where he was going.
He told him he was going to market.

“Well, why don’t vou pay me the rent,
then?” Robb demandad.

Wilson explained that the few cents he
had was all that stood between his chil-

+4 dren and sarvation.

“Well, et them starve,” grgwled Robb,
“but remember, don't try to beat me out of
my rent.”

The men exchanged a few words and
Robb #aid: *“Waeil, I'll give you until Tues-
day night, and then, if you don't pay me,
u}ni you go, and that will not be the end
of it."”

Tuesday night came and Wilson had
falled to make any money. He had a
wagon, and his eldest daughter suggested
that he sell {t. The idea seemed to please
Wilson, and he went to tell Robb about
it. The men met on tue¢ front porch of the
double house. Robb again warned Wilson
not to try to beat him out of the money,
Wililson then went into the house to get a
drink of water. As he stood in his kitchen
talking to his two daughters, Roob stepped
to the door and fired a shot at him from a
revolver. The bullet strack him in the
heart and he died instantly.

Robb ran, and was latéer captured by Cap-
taln Campbell. He was tried at Lebanon
on a change of venue, ex-Governor Hanna
defending him. The jury found him guiity
and fixed his punishment at tifteen years
in the penitentiary. An attempt was made
to get him off on the plea of insanity. At
the time of the trial there was much com-
was much cominent upon the verdict.

APPEARS ON THE STREET.

It now develops that Robb had not been
in the penitentiary long until he was ex-
amined and pronounced insane and that,
at the request of ex-Governor Hanna,
Governor Matthews issued the requisite
order 1o have him transferred to the Cen-

{ tra!l Hospital for the Insane. The action

of the Governor was not made public and
it has been the general belief that Robb
was serving the time for which the Eoone
Circuit Court sentenced him.

Regarding the rumor that Robb had been
seen on the streets of the city, it has been
learned that on at least one occasion the
murderer was in the city and unaccom-
panied by any guard. He and his wife
walked about the city at their will and
no one was with them, either to prevent
the murderer escaping, or to protect an
unsuspecting people from the attacks of
a4 Mmadman.

Mr. Hanna was asked, wvesterday, if it
were true that FRobb had been in his office
accompanied only by his wife.

“Yes, it is true.,” he said. “Robb is an
old soldier and has been drawing a pen-
gion of 3 a month, On account of his in-
sanity, I applied for an increase for him.
His family is destitute and the small pen-
sion goes a very short way with six chii-
dren. I had his case well under way and
it became necessary for the pension exam-
ining board to see Robb. The members of

the board would have had to go to the !

asylum to see him and they would have
taken their time about it, so, in order to
expedite matters, the hospital authorities
congented to let Robb come over to the
city to be examined. His wife went over
after him and, I suppose, took him back.
I was sur{;rised when 1 saw him come
into my office and supposed, of course, an
officer was with him. 1 learned, however,
that he was accompanied only by his
wife. They had been before the board .and
had come up to get money from me o
buy their dinners.”

The insane hospital was called up by
telephone and the physician in whose care
Robb has been was asked if it were true
that Robb was allowed to leave the insti-
tution. He sald it was true.

“But,”” he sald, ‘** he was in charge of
the United States at the time.”

Asked what officer of the United States
came after Robb, the physician sald he
did not remember. He knew Robb had
been allowed to come to the city about
some pension business, but could not re-
member the particulars. Fe said that
Robb was at the institution at present.
Asked as to his insanity, he sald: “Robb,
I suppose, is insane. He i3 very quiet and
harmiess.”
