NORTH DELAWARE-STREE- T RESI-
DENTS' CLAIM FOR THEIR WALKS.

Delegation Defore the Council Com-

mittee South Del aivn re-Str- eet Peo-
ple Also Have a Grievance.

North Delaware street property owner3
vho remonstrated against cement sidewalks
on that thoroughfare, from Massachusetts
avenue to Seventh street, will not allow
the ordinance recommended by the Board
of Public Works to be passed by the Com-
mon Council by default. They are up in
arms against it, declaring that the im-

provement, is unnecessary at this time.
Quite a large number of them appeared
before the Council committee on sewers,
streets and alleys lat night to advance
reasons why the improvement should not
be made. Major Taylor, M. B. Wilson and
Colonel Perry were there urging that the
Improvement be made. Major Taylor said
that everybody knows North Delaware
street to be one of the handsomest streets
In the city. He asserted that the present
sidewalks should be replaced with cement.
He ventured the assertion that no one liv-

ing on the street has any right to object
on the ground of expense, as it will not
cost anyone more than most of them
not more than $100. Colonel Perry argued
that the property owners ought not to ob-

ject to the Improvement, as It would make
a beautiful street still more beautiful. In-
cidentally, he declared that the sidewalks
are bad and too rough to be used in com-
fort, i

Justus C. Adams Is opposed to the im-

provement at the present time. In the
course of a few years, he said, it will be
necessary for the roadway to be Improved,
and, in his estimation, it would be better
to wait until then for the sidewalks, so
that the entire work can be done at one
time, without subjecting the property own-
ers to the annoyance of having the street
torn up twice.Beslde this, he declared that
the improvement 13 unnecessary. With the
exception of some places where property
owners have had their sidewalks broken
for water and sewer connections, he said
the walks are smooth and In good condi-
tion. The board has power, he said, to re-

quire property owners, or whoever may be
responsible, to place them in proper re-

pair.
Mr. Klefer also objects to the proposed

irrprovement. He declared that he has
lived on Delaware street twenty-eig- ht

years and had fielped pay for Improve-
ments three times during that period. The
sidewalks, he said, are 75 per cent, better
than those on North Meridian street or on
Capitol avenue. He admitted that therewere spots where the sidewalks are rough
and uneven, but it was because they had
been torn up and replaced improperly. This
was particularly true at St. Joe street,
where city employes put in a catch basin;
also at the No. 2 schoolhouse, where thegrade was changed so that part. of the
sidewalk is forty-liv- e degrees higher than
other sections.

Messrs. Ayers and Holllday spoke briefly.
The former said that he favored brick side-
walks, if the improvement Is to be made. In
preference to cement. Mr. Ayers declared
that Major Taylor was mistaken in saying
that the matter of expense wa3 a small
matter. From his knowledge- - of the street
he thought it would cost each property
owner nearer than $100. He, like
others, thought the improvement unneces-
sary, as ho had never found pools of water
on the sidewalks.

L. C. Walker said that his experience was
that the people of Indianapolis do not op-
pose improvements when necessary. For
hi own part he had raised no objection to
the improvement of Pennsylvania street
when he lived there two years ago. but
after the cement went down he found the
leaves falling off his shade trees and was
compelled to dig trenches and keep them
rilled with water to prevent the trees from
Aylng. A number of his neighhors lost
trees for which they would not have taken
S"00. Mr. Walker al?o Slid that he knew
the sidewalks on his part of the street are
in first-cla- ss condition. If parts of the
sfdewalks are good, he asked, why should
the board order the whole destroyed In or-
der to improve poor sections?

"When you find some good pavements,"
said Mr. Walker, "are they to be de-
stroyed because others are not? I walked
all the way down town to-nig- ht and I
could not find enough water for ColonelPerry to drink, if he ever wants it."

There was considerable amusement when
Colonel Perry replied that he had but lit-
tle occasion to use water.

"Repairs, and not general Improvement,
Is what we need." continued Mr. Walker.
He declared that ninety out of a hundredproperty owners oppose the improvement.

"Are you gointr to order this thing be-
cause th Board of Public Works says foryou to do it? Are you going to submit to
the dictation of three men. holding office
by appointment? It was never the inten-
tion of the legislature that this body
should be so controlled. The people were
given the power to veto the actions of this
board when the Common CounciJ was pro-
vided for. Councils have submitted to the
dictions of the board and responded blind-
ly when ordinances were presented with
the command. 'Here, sign this.' "

"This Council has not done that. Mr.
Walker," interrupted Mr. Montgomery,
chairman of the committee.

Before rendering a decision. Mr. Walker
declared that the eemmittee should per-
sonally Inspect Ihe sidewalks. "If you find
that they need Improving well. I hardly
know what I would sav in such a cast
but I am sure you will agree with what
these gentlemen have said to-njh- t."

Mr. Rronan said that he did not wish to
stand in the way of Improvements whn
improvements are necessary. but he
thought it unwise to improve the side-
walks at this time, when the roulway
will have to be Improved later on. He be-
lieves both should be done at the same-time- .

A number of others also spoke of the
Injury that will be done to trees, but thegreatest stress was laid on the ideas that
the sidewalks are good and improvements
unnecessary, and that In any event the
improvements should be postponed until
tho roadway Is repaved.

Messrs. Montgomery. Dewar and Woody,'
who constitute the committee, asked a num-
ber of questions of the different rrmon-strator- s.

Chairman Montgomery announced
that the committee had heen over the side-
walks of the street and Intended to give
the subject the careful consideration which
It merits. The report of the committee, he
said, will be presented at the next meeting
of the Council, Aug. 3. Before that time
the committee will Inspect the sidewalks
again and will hoid another meeting for
private consultation.

SOUTH DELAWARE-STREE- T

Property Oivncrs Complain to the
Doard of the Repair..

South Delaware, from South street to
Madison avenue, has been in an almost
Impassable condition for a long time. The
contractors, Fulmer & Seibert. until re-

cently refused to repair the brick pave-
ment, claiming that they could not be held
responsible for ordinary wear and tear of
the street.

Trouble Tvlth the Rain.

Yesterday morning one cottager at Acton
emptied the water out of his shoe before
he put it on, for it had been under a
leak In the roof, and another drained the
water from her stove before she built a
fire In it. It was Chautauqua day and the
usually Interesting programme had to be
shortened, for none of the twenty-si- x grad-
uates in the course were present to receive
their diplomas and the attendance was
small, as a number of the faithful spent
the time before the kitchen lire drying out.

In the morning the president of the
Chautauqua Society of the State, Rev. J.

3Ionthly Rental of Realty to Re Paid
in Gold An Option on Ground

. and Dulldlnfr.

HOLT REPUDIATES IT.
Committee Will Hnve Naught to Do

with Ilold-Ov- ir Scheme.
Chairman Holt, of the Democratic State

committee, yesterday denied any knowl-
edge of the Democratic plan to nominate
Senators In the hold-ov- er districts and de-

clared that it had not the sanction of his
committee. Senator Turple gave this ex-

persons elected could take their seats. In
most of the instances where this has been
done the Democratic candidates are the
same persons who were elected two years
ago. In their districts, as I said, these
nominations will be made by way of pre-
caution."

. Mr. C. WV Fairbanks, In speaking of it,
declared ,that the Republicans would not
follow suit, but would abide by the deci-
sion of the Supreme Court. Said he:
"Every hold-ove- r Senator holds by as
good a title now as he could possibly se-
cure by a new election, and no subtlety
can prevent each of them from serving
out the remaining two years of his term.
The law under which the election was
held was a Democratic law. and good
faith, if nothing more, would seem to
lead our Democratic friends to uphold,
rather than attempt to defeat the will of
the people already expressed under their
law."
