He spoke of the home, school
and church as the three great institutions,
and that around ali these was the law, or
state. He said that patriotism is an innate
principle given men bty the Divine Being;
and that principle is love.

Following him was Franklin Landers,
who was engaged to speak4n B. F. Shive-
Iy’s place. Just before he began his speech,
Mr. A. M. Atkinson, chairmpan of the day,
made a public statement in which he said
that under no consideration would a politi-
cal speech be allowed. Mr. Landers began
by sayving that he was sent there to de-
fend the Democratic party and that he
could not make a patriotic speech without
referring to party principles. He was al-
lowed to proceed, but immediately com-
menced to speak of the issues of the day.
Mr. Atkinson arose and called a halt, but
cries of ““Go on" from the audience prompt-
ed Mr. Landers to continue. He referred
to the time when the men met to frame
the Declaration of Independence, and that
they had both gold and silver money; that
it was 15 to 1 then.

Here Mr. Atkinson again interrupted him
by saying: “I call time right now. I am
not going to allow the spirit of the day
spoiled by a political speech. The good-
fellowship that rules this day shall not be
overthrown. For fourteen years we have
met here in peace and harmony and this
has always been one of the best days of
the session. If a patriotic speech cannot
be made without bringing in politics, none
shall be made."”

A hot discussion followed, in which Mr.
Landers refused to make an address with-
out bringing in pariy principles. Rev. L,
L. Carpenter explained what the manage-
ment meant by Patrietic day; then Mr,
Kingsbury, the candidate for Governor on
the National ticket, declared he would not
speak in the afternoon, as he had prepared
a political speech. In the midst of the
wrangle, as the ladies of the choir had
quietly withdrawn, Professor Hackieman
started the song, ““Blest Be the Tie that
Binds,” in which the audience joined. After
the song was finished, the president dis-
missed the asscmbly to meet at 2 o'clock.

The tabernacle was about half filled at

the appointed time and after a song Dr.
Carpenter annouunced the appearance of
James A. Mount, HRepublican candldate
for Governor. Mr, Mount refrained Irom
discussing politics. He said In part:

“In all countries days are observed In
memory of epochs in their history. We ob-
gerve the Fourth of July as our natal day.
We observe Decoration day in memory of
our fallen soldiers. Their graves are the
Nation’s sacred shrine, the patriot’'s Mecca,
to which they go with flags and lowers,
a tribute of love t4 the dead and a renew-
3{ gt fidelity to the country for which they
i},

“You have planned wisely in ordering
Patriots’ day. There is yo theme more ap-
propriate, no subject more worthy, o
cause more honorabie, Patriotism inepired
the colonies to independence. Patriotism
has maintained our natjonality and is our
anchor cof safety for the fature. It is well
to take a retrospecidve view of our coun-
try. The history of the Pilgrim fathers is
ever new. They planted the germ of liber-
ty on Flymouth rock. ‘Weary of oppres-
sion and longing for libarty, they turned to
the wilds of the new werld. Dangers they
braved for liberdy ' 'of '¢consclence and ac-
tion. They reared a generation that
breathed the air of liberty and imbibed the
cause of freciom. From these descended
the patriots of the revoiution. From these
sprang the heroes of 1776. By a heroism
worthy of patriots and hy devotion to prin-
ciple they gained thelr independence and
established a free govérnment. The vice
tory of labor and the fruits of toll have
blessed our land and created our wealth.
We rejolce to-day In o free and prosperous
country. The survivors of the great army
joined the march of peaceful pursuits.”

Paying a tribute to the home, school,
church and state, he closed with: ‘““The
sun of our destiny 15 rising higher and high-
er. With the glorious past {s the resplend-
ent present, the hopeful future. Our coun-
try will move forward to a higher destinv.™

Mr, Kingsbury was then asked to speak,
but declined, Mr. Crist made another ad-
dress, in which he referred to the patriot
John Brown. At the conclusion of his talk
all sang “John Brown's Soul Goes March-
ing On.” Mr. Atkinson made a few re-
marks, also Mr. McWhirter, of Indian-
apolis.  Professor Hackleman sang the
“Star-spangied Banner.””  After this the
audience sang ““America™ and was then
dismissed,

MIDNIGHT DUEL AT SEA.

Terrific Combat in the Strait of Ma-
Incea Between a Sguild and a1 Whale,
Natura

We were cruising in the stralght of Ma-.
lacca, between the Nicobars and the Malay
peninsula, and had succeeded In killing a
full-sized sperm whale. He had been a
tough customer, needing all our encrgies
to cope with him; but a well-directed bhomb
clos the negotiations just before sunset,
As usual, he had ¢jected the contents of his
gtomach before dyving and we especially no-
ticed the immense size of some of the
masses floating aboui. By common consent
they were about as large as our hatch-
house, which measured 6x6x8 feet. T must
d:stinﬂug gtate that these masses were not
square, but frregularly shaped masscs, hit-
ten or torn off In blocks from the bo&y of
some glgantic squid,

The whale was secured alongside and all
hands sent below Tor 2 good rest prior to
commencing to “cut 1n”’ at daybreak. I had
the wateh from eight bells to midnight,
and at about 11 p. m. was leaning over the
lee rail, idly gazing scaward, where the
rising moon was making a broad lane of
silvery light upon the smooth, dark waters,
Presently there was a commotion in the
sea, right in the way of we moon. and T
immedintely went for the night glasses to
ascertain if poesible the nature of it In
that neighborhood there are several active
voleanoes, and at first 1 judged the present
disturbance to be one of these, sending up
debris {rom the sea bed, A very short ex-
amination satisfled me that ithe trovhle,
whatever it might be, was not of voleanie
or seismic origin. 1 called the capiain, as
In duty bound, but he was Indisposed to
turn out for anything short of actual dan.
ger, #o the watch and I had the sight to
ourselves, We edged awny a little under
the light draught of wind, so as to draw
nearer to the scene and reasnily were
able to reallze f1s ful! significeance. A very
large sperm whale was engaged in deadly
confiict with a monstrous squid, whose far-
reaching ientacles enveloped the whale's
whole body.

The livid whiteness of those writhing
arms, which enlaced the cachalot like a
nest of mighty serpents, stoed out in boid
relief against the black bowlder-like head
of the agzgressor. FPresently the whale
raised itself half out of the water. and we
plainly saw the awful-looking head of the
gigantic mollusk. At our distance, =ome-
thing under a mile, it appeared about the
size of ane of our largest oll casks, which
held 336 gallons, l.dke the rest of the
calmar visible, it was of a peculler dead
white, and in it gleamed two eyves of inky
biackness, about a foot in diameter.

To deseribe the wonderfu! contortions of
those two monsters, locked In o deadiy om-
brace, is far beyvond my powers. but It
was a never-to-he-forgotten sight. The
utter absence of all sound, for we were not
near enough to hear the turmoil of the
troubled sea, was not the least remarkab'e
feature of this. titanle encoumer. All
around the combatants, too, were either
smaller whales or immense charks, who
were evidently assisting in the destruction
of the great squid. and getting a full share
of the feast, As we looked spellbound we
saw the writhings gradually eecase and the
encireling tentacles gradually slipped off
the whaie's body, which seemed to float
unusually high. At last all was over, and
the whole commation had quickly subsided,
leaving no trace behind except an intensely
strong odor as of a rocky coast at low tide
in the full blaze of the sun. Since that
night T have never had a doubt either as
to the arigin of all sea-serpent storles or
the authenticity of the old Norse legends
of the Kraken: for who could blame a sca-
man witnessing such a sight, and all un-
accustomed to the close observation of
whales, for reporting some fearsome mon-
gter :ﬂlg_h horrent mane and floating “many
a rood.

Such writers speak of skim
milk as milk deprived of i1s nutri-
ment, whereas skim milk is more nutrie
tious, the fu!l milk bearing the same reias
tion to it that cocoa bears to chocolate—
that is, being deprived of injurious exceoss
of fat. Full milk i unwholesome to drink
or cook with., When used., cooking the al-
bumen of the milk bocomes the same as
the white of hard-boiled eggs. The moles
cules of starch food get coated with fat,
which causes imper{ect digestion. The
speak of vegetarian food as though a

‘vegetables wore of the same com ition,

whereas there Is great difference between
them., They speak of checse us though aill

four-fifths fat. Full milk cheese, 'ittle

than half fat. cheese, one-Afth fat.
