PAWNING RENTED WHEELS.

Bicycle DeaIerNIIavtnr Considerable
Trouble with Thieves.

The bicycle dealers of this city have been
troubled a great deal this summer with
thieves who rent wheels and then make
way with them. While It is true that they
have lost very few wheels, yet they have
been put to an endless amount of . trouble
to recover wheels which were rented and
not returned. They have at last reached
the conclusion that It is not safe to rent
a wheel to any one not personally known
at the store or properly vouched for by a
responsible person. This rule, which has
recently been adopted, has Inconvenienced
many people who want to rent wheels.

The loss to the dealers has probably been
not more than a half dozen bicycles, but in
many cases they have been put to con-

siderable expense in hunting for wheels,
besides finding them sadly out of repair
when at last recovered. The most brazen
work of this clas of bicycle renters was
described yesterday by Mr. Beaning, of
Dickson & Reaning. Several months ago
a young man whose appearance was such
as to Inspire confidence called at the store
and stated that he wanted to buy a bi- -
cycle. He said he was employed by the
Rig Four and had seen Mr. Render's wheel
and liked it so much that he concluded to
buy one. He wanted several changes made
In the wheel and while these changes were
being made wanted to get another wheel
to ride. A second-han- d wheel was fur-
nished him for the purpose. He used it
a few days anil returned It. Ills wheel
was ready, but he said he did not want to
take It out until he could pay all that was
elue on It, which would be in about a week.
In the meantime he borrowed another
wheel, which he returned in a few days.
Nothing more was seen of him until about
two months later, when he again appeared
at the store and said he had been sent to
Cleveland hv the Rig Four road and that
accounted for his failure to get his wheel.
which In the meantime had been sold. His
story wn told so plausibly that It was be-
lieved. He ordered one similar to the one
he had previously had m;ido. He then bor-
rowed a wheel to ride while his own was
being completed. A day or two later he
callrd at the store and said a friend want
cd to buy a second-han- d wheel and could
not pay more than about $."0 for It. lie
wanted to take the wheel to show to his
friend,, who could not get away from his
work to call when the store was open
A bicycle was given him and that was the
last seen of the young man for several
days.

Mr.'Rennlng became suspicious, went to
the Rig Four office and inquired for the
man. As roon as the name was mentioned
Mr. Hinder smiled anu said the young man
did not work for the company and that
Mr. Reaning. was not the only one who
would like to bring him to account. The
young man's father Is employed by the
companv and Mr. Reaning was referred to
him. The father la a reputable citizen who
has many lines of sorrow caused by the
actions of his son. - e father said he
would see wha't could be done. Mr. Rean
ing told him that his son would be prose
cuted criminally if the two wheels were
not returned Immediately.

The next elay a boy called at the store to
know if a certain wheel, giving the number
and description, had been paid for. This
was one of the wheels that was misinr.
Mr. Reaping told the boy that the wheel
had not been paid for and was a stolen
wheel. He demanded to know what had
been done with It. The boy refused to givo
any Information, but when Mr. Reaning
took him by the arm and told him that a
policeman would be called and he would be
arrested for concealing stolen goods he led
the wav to a chattel mortgage office In
the Ingalls Rloc. where the wheel had
been pawned for $lC.r0. Trie holders of the
wheel refused to give It up and Mr. Rean
ing notified the father of the bov who had
received the wheel and tokl him that It
must lie returned In twentv-fou- r hours.
The wheel was returneu the next day.
Then the search for the other wheel bogan.
In the meantime the police had been look
ing for the boy. but could not finu him.
A few . days later Hearsey recovered a
wheel whichQiad been rented from him by
the same young man. Mr. Reaning wvnt
to the iawn shoi where Hearsay's wheel
had been found and f ere found his own.
It had be,n pawned for a pmall amount.
In notes it was found that the
same young man had rented a wneei irom
the Central Cycle Company and had
pawned It. It was recovered also, lie bad
all four wheels at one time, but all were
recovered.

From meager reports gathered It seems
that at least eip'U or nlnu wheels were
rented last Saturday which were not re
turned at the proper time and some of
them were recovered only after th? assist
ance of the police had been askeel. All of
them were fir-all- located and returned.
In the case of the young man who bad the
four wheels at on time there was a f trong
Inclination to have him arrested and tried
on the charge of crard larceny, but the
entreaties of his father prevailed and he
is still at large.

GENERAL MANAGERS OP IVESTEUX
LINES LXADLE TO AGUEE.

Joint Traffic Asaoclatlon Ilefnaen Any
Stttlafactlon to the Central

Freight Committee.

The general managers of the Western
lines met at Chicago yesterday for the
purpose of taking some action calculated
to stiffen the grain rates, but they had
poor success. While the meeting was In
session It was announced that the Missouri
Pacific had reduced the rates between the
Missouri and Mississippi rivers to 4 cents
and that the Great Western had taken an
other slice out of the rates between Kansas
City ahd Chicago by reducing the rate to
7 cents, a cut of 2 cents. This reduction
goes Into effect at once. No action toward
meeting It was taken by the other lines.
but there Is a general feeling that they
will be compelled to make the same rates
as the Great Western. Among grain men
the opinion is that the rates will be re
duced still more In the near future, some
holding that the rate will yet be 10 cents
from Kansas City to New York.

A meeting of the Colorado lines of the
Western Passenger 'Association was also
held yesterday for the purpose of determin-
ing on the running of several excursions
from the eastern territory of the WesternPassenger Association. It was tlecided to
iun several excursions during next month.
The excursion business to the West has
been lighter this year than for many years
and the roads are very anxious to do some
thing to increase the volume of their
tramc.

The Grain Hate In the Went.
The. Kansas City Star says of the situa

tion in the West:
The grain rate situation was never more

demoralized than it U at present. The bot
tom has fallen out of tariffs and some of
the railroads are carrying grain to market
at an actual lo?s. The war between
the East and West lines and the lines lead
ing to Galveston and New Orleans is now
on In earnest, tnd may result In a duel of
extermination. The rate ot 10 cents on corn
and 12 cents on wheat from this city to
New Orleans made by the Memphis and
Missouri Pacific Is an almost unprecedented
cut and Chicago grain dealers at lirst re-
fused, to believe it had been made. These
roads have practically annihilateel the tn- -
tire rate from Kansas City to St. Louis.
The Chicago Great Western's reduced
tariffs from Missouri, Kansas and Iowa
points to Chicago Mill " go Into effect
Wednesday. None "of the other Chicago
lines has met the Great Western's cut. but
will be forced to do so. just as the com-
petitors of the Missouri I'acillc and the
Memphis will have to meet the gulf rates
made by those lines. The Rock Island
railway has announced that It will grant
the privilege to shippers of routing grain
from Western points through Kansas City
as well as through St. Joseph. This Is a
recognition of Kansas City as a grain mar-
ket. An illustration of the unprofitable
rates at which grain is being carried is
given by the Hock Island, which states on
i.ts new rate sheets "these rates are not
regarded as a fair compensation for the
service, but are forced on this company
by the action of competing lines." The
Missouri Pacific announces another cut of
from 1 to 3 cents on grain to St. Louis.
If this goes on the roads will soon be haul-
ing grain for nothing. The week Just closed
has witnessed the liveliest grain trade In
southern and central Kansas that thosj
sections have experienced in live years.
Just now the bulk of the old corn from
that section Is going to St. Louis and New
Orleans, but dealers from Northern, East-
ern and Southern points are all buying
heavily. The shipments, while onormous,
do not in any sense represent the business
done, as a very large amount of corn has
been contracted for but is held awaiting
cars. Nearly all the roads deny from their
general oftices that there is a car famine
and claim to have ample facilities, but It
Is a fact, nevertheless, that they cannot
keep up with the demand for empties.
Similar reports come from Iowa and Ne-
braska and there is no longer any doubt
that the low grain rates are forcing grain
to move in Immense quantities.

Corn Rate Cnnslng Trou1Ie.
There 13, considerable feeling among the

lines of the Central Freight Committee
against the officials of the Joint Trjffic As-

sociation because of the refusal of that
organization to rescind Its action regarding
the reduction of rates on corn from Mis-

souri river points to New York. The cut
was made some time since and was from
40 to 23 cents. The Central Commirtee
roads tried hard to have the reduction re-

moved, but the Joint Traffic people were
firm and said that the Immense amount
of cribbed corn in the West Justiiied the
reduction. The result has been, the Cen-
tral roads claim, that the gulf lins have
been compelled to take an active part in
the fight with the result that they are get-
ting the bulk of the traffic and taking from
both the Western and Central Committee
roads an immense amount of business that
would otherwise have come through Chi-
cago. The Central Committee people are
inclined to lay all the blame for this con-elitl- on

of affairs on the shoulders of the
Joint Traflic Association and they are sore
accordingly.

The earnings of the P.urlington rond for
the month of June show a deficit of $72,771.

A TEMPORARY RECEIVER

COURT'S RULING I. UXIOX XATIOXAL
8. AD L. ASSOCIATION.

Some Damaglnff Evidence and Affida
vits in the Case How Governor

Slatthevrs's Stock Was Carried.

Special Judge Hammond surprised the
attorneys engaged in the suit against the
Union National Savings and Loan Associa
tion by announcing late last evening that
he would appoint a temporary receiver for
the association. Messrs. Pickens and Cox
were directed to prepare a formal entry.
which will be placed on record this morn-
ing, when the appointment will be made.
Counsel for the defendant association an-
nounced that they would give notice of an
appeal and prepare to carry the case to
the Supreme Court at once. By giving an
appeal bond the affairs of the association
will remain under the control of the pres
ent management until the Supreme Court
has passed on the case. The officers of
the association hope they may be able to
stave off bankruptcy by this course of
action.

Judge Hammond decided Xo take this ac-
tion, after some peculiar evidence was ad
duced yesterday. W. T. Noble, now secre-
tary of the Marion Trust Company, for
merly manager of the loan department and
one of the directors of the association.
testified that while he was connected with
the association Governor Matthews was
credited with holding stock on which he
paid no dues. In order to keep the stock
alive the dues on the stock were paid by
the association out of the contincent or
expense fund he was uncertain which
and dividends were credited thereto. He
also testified to alterations having been
made in the association's books, for whatpurpe se he was unable to stMe. It was
about the time that a committee of stock
holders residing In Berne, Ind., came to
Investigate the books. Before their ar-
rival figures were changed by Mr. Noble at
the direction of Nicholas Ensley. The
committee learned that good dividends
were being paid on their stock and re-
turned home satisfied. Subsequently the
figures were changed again and the
amount of dividends reduced. Mr. Pickens
undertook to show by Mr. Noble that Mr.
Griffin. A. R. Gates, Nicholas Ensley and
other heavy stockholders had filed blank
notices of withdrawal, so that they might
take out their money when the association
became too shaky. Objections to thl3 tes-
timony were sustained by the court. Mr.
McBnde stated that counsel for the plain-
tiff was drawing Inferences upon false pre- -

sumptions. He admitted that Mr. Ensley
had filed notices or withdrawal at a time
when he expected to use the money for a
spe-ctfi- c purpose, but afterwards voluntar
ily waived his right to withdraw. Then
Mr. Pickens asked permission to file two
affidavits. To this counsel for the associa-
tion also strenuously objected, stating that
the court had begun the case with the un
derstanding that only oral evidence was to
be introduced. Mr. Pickens replied that no
such rule had been entered and that the
association had the right to file counter
evidence. Against their protest, the court
allowed the affidavits to be filed. Before
they wore read the defendant's attorneys
demanded time to read them. Mr. McRride
and Mr. Elliott retired for a consultation
with the officers of the association. After
some time they returned and again ob
jected to the Introduction of the affidavits.

rbut they were overrule by the court and
the affidavits were read. It was upon the
allegations of the affidavits that the order
for the appointment of tne temporary re-
ceiver, taken In connection with the evi
dence already Introduced, was made. The
sworn statements are made by W. A.
Pickens, one of the attorn'eys for the plain
tiffs, and Samuel Morrison, a bookkeeper
who recently made an examination of the
books.

SOME SERIOUS CHARGES.
In his alfidavlt Mr. Pickens recites that

various plaintiffs have been induced to
withdraw from the suit by the officers of
the association, or emissaries sent by them'
to the different plaintiffs for that purpose.
He says that several new plaintiffs came
into the case after the suit was filed, but
that since the adjournment two week3 ago
the association has succeeded In procuring
the interest of four of the plaintiffs. He
says that ho be'ieves none of the stock
has been purchased by individuals for their
own use, but that it has been bought up by
the association. He also charges that ef
forts have been made to purchase the In-

terests of other rlaintiffs. sd that the suit
might die for want of prosecution, and
allow the officers to avoid an investigation.
He says furthor that if the association is
left In the hands of the present managers
they will have opportunity to borrow large
sums of money in the name of the assocla
tion for the purpose of paying the with
drawals of their own stock, with the pur-
pose of making an assignment for the ben
efit of creditors, placing the association in
the hands of some person friendly to their
own interests.
