Friends reared he had committed suleide
and searched for him. This afteinoon he
applied to a colored family near the fair
groundas for food, and officers arrested him
as he was leaving the house. He was very
much exhausied from cxposure, and was
taken before Squire Kenton, who fixed his
bond at £ and sent him to jail.

INDIANA MINERS

Proposed to Fight the Rituminoas
Operators’ Association.
Chicago Evening News,

The coal mining industry in portions of
Indiana is in a deplorable condition owing
to the fact that the miners and operators
cannot come to an agreement as to the
price to be paid the miners for taking ont
the coal. Since May 1 there has been a
praetical suspension of the coal business
and the miners will’ not work nor can the
operators obtain the ngcessary help to en-
able them to carry on thelr businezs. The
condition to which the mining industry has
been reduced in Indiana is simply deplor-
able, for the miners are out ¢f work and
have been so since May 1 and are sultering
for the plain necessaries of lile, and the
operators have, by reason of the strike,
lost their contracts and most of them
could not resume business in weeks, even
if the strike ghonld be declared off to-day.

The price of coal has steadily declined
and competition is so strong that it is not
possible for the operators, as they claim,
to resume work at the prices for mining
coal demanded Ly the miners. The rate
paid In eastern Illinois for mining coal is
65 cents a ton, but the Indlana miners de-
mand &) cents. The dizspute between the
operators and the strikers is this: The
miners say there is & profit to the operator
at such a rate of wages as is demanded,
while the operators deny the truth of the
statemens. Whatever the truth may be
the fact is that the coal mining industry
of the State is prostrated, which would
probably not be the case if the business
WF?P,DNﬁlahIP al the advance asked.

While the Indiana coal is the better prod-
uct, it cannot be generally sold for more
than the Jower gradés mined in the adjoin-
fne States. The alleged reason for the

lower rate pald in Illinois is that there {s
no oerganization among the miners of east-
ern Illinois, and consequently they are
powerless to resist the demand of the op-
erators that they shall receive only &5
eents a ton. The Indiana miners are fad-
erated in a mine workere' union, and ecan
act anitediy on the question of wages and
other matters afiecting thelr interesis. The
federation is backed by the labor federa-
tions of the United States.

it is now proposed Ly the Indiana miners
to carry the war against the Indiana Bitu-
minous Coal ©perators’ Association inato
the whole country and declare a baycott,
in which they expect the Amaigamated As-
sociation of Iron and Steel Workers wiil
join. If this project is ecarried out It will
result in closing every iron and steel plant
in the country that is uging coal from nen-
unien mines. In this way it iz expected to
close the mines in eastern lIllinoig that ave
now paying the iS-cent rate instead of the
8h-cent gscale demanded by the Indiana fed-
eration.

Should this boycott be Inaugurated it is
quite likely that the Illinels miners would
Join the movemont, and how and when it
would end i= a most serious gquestion. It
could not terminate untll the miners, the
operators and the fron and =teel industries
had suffered incalculably.
one that gives a strong emphasis to the de-
mand for some tribunal ef arbitration com-
petent to deal with these labor disputes
and settle them upon the principies of jus-
tice to both the contending parties,

CUT IN THE COAL RATES

WARRING FREIGHT OFFICERS AFT-
ER MORE WESTERN BUSINESS,

-

Attempt to Prevent Cut-Rate Tickets
from Falling Into the Hands
of Scalpers,

CHICAGO, Aug. 1.—-The warring freight
oftficers of the Western roads have turned
their attention from grain to hard coal and
a big tumble in rates on the latter commod-
ity from Chicago to the West is threat-
ened. For some time past the major part
of the hard-coal shipments from the East
have been going around Chicago via Peoria
and the smaller gateways to the South.
The Iowa Central, in connection with the
Lake Erie & Western and other Eastern
roads into Peoria, has captured the bulk
of this traflie for lowa points. The Chi-
cago Great Western has resolved to get
a slice of the business and to-day ans
nounced that on next Monday it would cut
2212 cents per ton off the rates from Chica-
20 to Hampton, Marshalltown and Manley
Junection, la. Corresponding reductions wiil
be made to other lowa points where the
present charges are higher than the re-
duced tariffs will be.

Officers of the Western Passenger Asso-
clation are making vigorous efforts to pre-
vent scalping of the cheap-rate tickets to
be put on sale in this city next Thursday.
The chairman of this organization gave the
fellowing statemant to the press to-day:

“Understanding has now been reached
with rezard to the fire chiefs’ meeting at
Salt Lake City whereby the speciul rate
of £30 from Chicago and $27 from 8t. Louis
will be used as the selling rate only, not
to he tendered to the connecting lines in
the =ale of tickets on Aug. ¢ only. Steps
will be talen whereby the chairman will
he given description of all tickets sold for
this occasion, so that any tickets which
may be purchased by brokers and trans-
ferred from original purchasers will be

refused for passage. No pains will be
spared to prevent the use of these tickets
by brokers.”

GIVEN FOR PHE FIRST MONTH OF
THE NEW FISCAL YEAR.

Increased Miseellnneous, Civil and
Navy Expenditures the Cause—
The Treasury Statement.

WASHINCGTON, Aug. 1L.—The compara-
tive statement of the government receipts
and expenditures jssued by the Treasury
Department to-day shows the total receipts
from all sources during July to have been
$30.000.209 and the expenditures $42058468,
leaving a deficiency for the morntih and the
fiscal year thus far of $13,059,249. The in-
ternal revenue receipts during the month
were $14,302,532, an increase of §1404,117 over
the first month of the last fiscal year. On
the other hand the customs receipts, which
were §12527,350, show a falling off of $1,319,-
54 compared with July of last vear. The
miscellaneous receipts, which are 2,562,346,
show an increase of $475,028 over the month
far the last fiscal year, All but two items

of the expenditures, war and interest

The treasury statement of the
public debt issued to-day shows
the public debt less cash in _ the
treasury at the close of the month te Rave
been $866,154,512, an Increase for the month
of $10,80.758, The debt is classified as fol-
lows: Interest bearing debt, $847.384,250;
debt on which interest has ceased slnce
maturity, $1.632,64G; debt bearing no inter-
est, $373,215,094; total, $£1,222,212,9%4, which
does not include 8555.212,973 in certificates
and treasmary notes, offset by an equal
amount of cash in the tpeasury.

The circulation secured
by lawful money amounted to $18.838 651, a
decrease for the month of $335,080, 'The
amount of registered United SBtates bends
to secure cipculatlon notes was 3220 544.450,
and to secure publle deposits $18,923000,
The monthly statement ef the Director of
the Mint shows the colnage at the United
fitates mints during July to have been as
follows: Coid, $2.918200; silver, $1.092,000, of
which 230,00 was in half dollars; minor

coins, $21.000. Total coinage, $4,081,200,
To-day’'s statement of the condition of
the tggasury shows: Avallable cash hal-

He was graduated
from Yale University In 1879, and for some
time was an assistant te the United Siates
district attorney for the Southern distriet
of New York, till 1882, He was chaimman
of the New York Democratic campaign
commiltee in 1892,

Not the Famous [fetty, byt with as
Many Peculiarities,

Springiield Republican.

Alrs, William ., Green, of the Eastem
States of America, one of the best known
eritics of New England has favored Spring-
fleld with a number of visits within the
past few weeks., She is not, hewever, the
famous “Helty"” Green, of New York. It
is one of the trials of her life that she is
not, for although she enjovs herself ex-
ceedingly when she is allowed to pass as
piain Mrs. Green, she spends a large por-
tion of her time in explpining to anxious
reporters and soliciting committees for
benevolent objects that she is not lletty of
fabulous wealth. And in spite of her con-
stant efforts in this direction, she is a sad-
ly misunderstood woman. Whenever she
accompanies her little old traveling bag
and her cane off the cars at the station
here, envious glances from all who think
they know her follow her progress down
the platform, and “we wish we had half
the money Hetty has” is passed from
mouth to mouth. And Mrs. Green does
not like this.

For since the time when the public began
to enjoy the sight of greatness, the pubiie
has passed a large portion of its- time in
looking for its unhappy victims. So the
latter, whether their greatness is the re-
sult of posseesing either a fuiure or a past,
or an unusuaily large number of the units
of calculation in the great 16 to 1 puzzle,
are unable to travel in quiet conteni. The
public wants to see them. It often hap-
pens under such circumstances that people
who like such notorfety attempt to parody
_the prominent people of the country. In
such cases we pity the prominent ones,
whose “doubles, and how they undid
them,” form many sad stories.” But in still
other cases, as with Mrs. Green and Het-
ty, some similarity of appearance, or as in
this case, of name and peculiarities, leads

of hotels with an interspsrsion of rallway
cars. Her profession is that of a traveler.
She has a regular route, which.extends
from Portiand to Cleveland, with stopping
piaces at all the principal cities between
She covers this route as freguently as pos-
sible, but not in regular order at all. .She
1s eccentric in her movements, and darts
Lere and there in a most unexpected man-
ner. She left this ecity for Boston a short
time ago and on reaching there found it
ralninf. She does not like rain. so she camp
back to Springficld again, The train left
there just seven minutes after her arrival,
and she had just time encugh to secure a
ticket, but she enjoyved the ride.

In her capacity as traveler, she is proba-
bly the best-known woman to hotel clerks
in New England or New York. They all
know her name, but none have known her
initials, and nane know where she lives,
These two points of ignorance lead to a
wide diversity in the appearance of her
name on the hetel register. For she never
signs her name. She arrives, and the clerk
does the rest. Sometimes they borrow in-
it'ale for her, but micre often they write
simply “Mrs. Green.” And as for residence,
she changes this every day, so it is really
impossible for them to keep track of her,
Scme of them register her from Nivw York,
although she rawcsly goes there. But when
they can, they learn from what favored
city she comes to them, and use that
name. Thus it hanpens that she is regis-
tered on the books ef the different Spring-
field hotels ag living in New York, Boston,
;".nrttland. Worcester, Albany, and all points

«ast,

Put it is in the capacity of critie that
Mrs. Green excels. It iz this which makes
her so valuable an ally of all the hotels
which she visite. She Is a close observer,
and has no hesifation in saying what she
thinks. It is from her that the hotel clerks
and employes learn to see themselves as
others see them, and often, as they aver, as
no one else but Mrs, Green sees them. Her
favorite pet name fer those with whom she
is offended is ““You impudent voung brat. "
She addresses the tra#n caller at the Union
Station here as “You roarer,” because, as
she explains, she does not like the color of
bis voice. And when he announces that
the train for a series of monosyilabic howls
is about to start, she invites the roarer to
her side and sweetly requests him to tell
her what he said. And he does. So Mrs.
Green never takes the wrong train.

She likes Springfield, and has been com-
ing hc-r:p “ever since Soringfield was in-
vented,” but she does not like the peopie
here, nor the hotels. But then. she savs,
they are better than most hotels. YWhen
she does not like the appearance ef anv
hotel she goes elsewnere. She starts for
the Cooley, perhaps, but there are toe
many men there, so she drives to the
Haynes. Here she daoesn't like the news-
stand in front, so she e= back to the
Worthy, but this has the appearance of
an unfurnished store, she thinks, so she
trics the Maszas=ait. This is all wrong. but
she must stay somewhere, so she stays.
At her pext visit she may go contentedly
to any of the hotels she scorned before.
Sometimes ghe even drives around to all of
them, and because none are satisfactory,
she goes on to the next city without stop-
ping here at all.

Her criticisms are not always pleasing
to'the hotel men, however. At one of the
prominent houses here she ence called har
waltress some very fantastically worded
names. The proprictor soon remonstrated]
with her, when Mrs. Green said in sur-
prise, ""Why, she doesn’'t mind a little thing
ke that, does she?” Thus AMrs. Green
goes around like an angel unawares, know-
ing not of the good she does. She does not
like to be interrupted. and is in constant
terrer iest she shall be hunted down by
sockers for ascistance fram the imaginary
Hetty. Consequently she takes great pre-
cautions on going to her room for the
night. At the Cooley her parting request
to the clerk is, “Den’'t let anyvbody disturb
me. If President Cleveland himself oalls
for me tell him I'm net at home.” The
clerk dislikes to take the risk, but he hae
to do it. And Mrs. Green's first words to o
stranger who approaches her are always,
“I'm not Hetty Green. Who are vou?"

No one knows Mrs. Green's history or
why she travels, DBefore her husband's
death some years ago the two traveled to-
gether in just the same way, oniy that
their stop at each place was perhaps a
trifle longer. Since she has been alone,
she has lived as hefore. She travels for
nleasure, or else she wounldn't travel, she
rays. She carrys all her worldly possessions
in a small trunk, a littie brown bag and her
hands. Among the most valved of these
is the certificate of her hushand as a2 mis-
ter Masorn. This she carries so that,in case
of any trouble she could show it *nd re-
ceive ussistgnee from Masons, She says she
wiill show it to the Prince of Wales if she
ever sees him, as he would then take an
Interest in her.

Her ideas on the waman she is not are
fresh and interesting. She considers Heot-
ty & tamd, because she doesn’t stop at
good hotels. Mrs. Green has little sympa-
thy for the people who do not try at Irast
to enjoy life, and she thinks Jetty doesn’t,
“Het. v Green iz all right,”” she savs, “but
I don't want to be she. I'd a geood deal
rather be mys=elf. And when peonie come
toe me and =ay, ‘Hetty, we want some
money,” I just tell them that they have
made 2 mistake.”

Concerning so5 peculiar a character of
whom se little is known, it is natural that
many superstitions should be held. At
the station hereMor instance it is pepular-
ly supposed that she carries several mil-
lion dollars in her brown hand bag. But
she is a business woman, and while she
pays cash for value she always says she
bad not received, she does nol trust her
financial resources in such loecatiens as
hand bags, but in spite of her shrewdness,
her keenncse at eriticism, and her ability
to care fer herscelf in so much travelng,
she is not at all the new woman. She is
a pleapant-faced, kindly looking old lady
of eighty-five yvears, whose diminutive size
and slow walk goes oddly with the story
of her accomp'ishments, She is wonder-
fully active, howaver, for 2o old a woeman
and like a true traveler, hopers in the far
distant future to dle In the harness, and
to have an obituary that dees not call her
“Hetiy."”

RIDING ON A RAIL,

Wilbar Enjoys It with Certanin Modi-
fications,
San Francisco IExaminer.

Easton G. Wilbur, the sensational Oak-
land bicycle rider who pedals his bicyele
on a singlae rail of a raiiroad track, made
a trin from Tiburton to Santa Rosa with-
out accident. He will return to his home
to-morrow. He rode the =ingle rail behind
a train all the way and was the wonder
of the country pmiﬁﬁ. Mr. Wiibur doez
not ride on Saturday, because he is a
Seventh Day Adventist,

In Qakland Wilbur is known as the “bhi-
cvele freak.” The other day he astonizhed
the natwes by riding down Brozdway
standing on his head and pedalling his
wheel with his hands. Then he came up
the street riding his wheel backward. He
was mounted In his seat with his face
toward the rear wheel and the handie
bars clutched from behind., Mr. Wilhur
found that he created =0 much excite-
ment that he tried a new trick—that of
riding on his ear. Getting a good start
down Broadway Wiibur clutched his
handie bars and raising hlmself into the
air, went spinning down the sireet with
the side of his head resting on the sad-
dle. In order to perform this feat cne
has to be a perfect balancer, and Wil-
bur possesses this quality. Wilbur's s.n-
sational ride on a single rail after a train
over a narrow-gauge irestie was the cii-
max of his recklessness., It s the talk
of the bicyclers and Wilbur is proud of
the feat.

“Of course a man takes chances in mak-
ing these rall trips,”” said Wilbur, in dis-
cussing his rides. “In order to ride a
whee! as 1 do one must have perfect con-
trol of the. machine. For years I have
been studying the bicyeie, and I can ride
on it in more ways than any other man
in the ecountry. 1 ride a bicyvele standing
on my head or on my ear, pedal it back-
ward, and, in fact. I ride in every ocon-
ceivable position: but this wav of riding
became rather stale to me. [t was not
exciting enough, so I conceived the idea
of riding a rail. - At first I tried to ride the
rail straight without using a companion
wheel. This method stumped me, but 1
hope to achieve success al it some day.
My method of riding a rail is a simple
one. 1 take a companion wheel hy my
side and grasp the handle bars firmly in
the center with my right hand. This en-
ahles me to keep a perfeet baiance with
my left hand. take hoid of the singie
bar on my riding wheel. This bar peints
directly toward my body. When onee 1
get on the rail 1 am all right, becauvse 1
can keep my balance perfectly. Of coursa,
I learned to ride a rail on the ground be-
fore 1 took that trestle trip. 1 wanted
some exciti sport., so I concluded to
follow the train over the trestle. My Mght
companion wheei ran along one of the
beams which is laid a!ognlde the track,
Over the water .I sped, looking at moth-
ing but the rail ahead of me. You kuow
you can’'t go sightseeing when you are
riding en a rail. During that long trip
over the narrow trestle I

YELLOW SEA ENGULIFS THE COAST.

International Socialist Congress in
London Adjourns After Resolving

for Many Reforms.

SHANGHAL Aug. 1.—News of 2 terrible
disaster. involving great loss of life, has
just reached here. A tidal wave, estimated
to have been about five miles in length,
swept in from the sea on Sunday last and
inundated the coast of Hae Chow; in the
northeast of the province of Kiang Su.
The damage done was very great. Many
villages were destroyed, and it is estimated
that at least feur thousand people were
drowned. In addition, an immense num-
ber of caitle periched. the rice flelds were
submerged and almost totally destroyed,

with the result that a famine is feared in |

that @istrict during the coming autumi.
The first indication of the catastrophe
was the sudden appearance in the Yellow

| sea of a huge bank of water that was

rushing shoreward with terrific velocity.
The water off the coast is shallow, and

when the wave was some distance away
it began to burst and the roar could be
heard for some distance. From the stories

of eyewitnesses and the reports of the
people of the country bhack from the coast,

the wave was five miles wide. Thousands
of tons of water were thrown for miles

inland, and everything in its .path was
swept away. Had it not been for the grad-
ually sloping land under the water, the
effects of the wave would have been far
more disastrous than they actually were,
This had the effect of greatly retarding the
progress of the immense guant!ity of water,
whieh, had it been unchecked, would have
swept far inland over the comparatively
flat country. In many cases whole familles
were lost., There is already much suffering
among the survivors, who were miserably
poor before the disaster, and are now ab-
solutely homeless and foodless, It is feared
that later detalis will add te the number
of lives lost and the extent of the damage

done.
