was affected to the extent of nearly a
point, despite continued improvement in
1the trade outlook evidenced by further aa-
vanter In foreign raw and domestic refined
grades of the products. The chief sufferers
carly were the grangers and internationals,
& the forenoon the deulings were
characterized by further liquidilion, and a
degree of audacity on the part of the bears,
twa of the leaders of this contingent exert-
Ing unremitting pressure agalnst the list.
Thelr demonstrations were ulleged to be
on an advance in call money rates
to 3% per cent., which took place about
midday, and reports of urgent demands for
money In mercantile circles in this city,
Their manipulation was greatly assisted by
a continued disturbance of loans, especially
In cases where falr amounts of Industrial
Securities were mixed in the collateral,
There anpneared to he an almost complete
Jack of support, and this clrcumstance off-
set the partial Influence of falrly large cov-
ering orders.
