VICTORIA'S SPEECH.

The Queen's Remarks at the Pro-
roguing of Parliament.
LONDON, Aug. 14.—-The Queen's speech
at the proroguing of Parliament first men-
tions the advance of Dongola and then
says: '"The conditions in some portions of
the Turkish emplire continue to furnish
cause for much anxiety.

Disastrous Floods in India.

LONDON, Aug. 14.—A special dispatch
from Bombay savs that heavy floods have
been caused by the rising of the river Kist-
nah.

(Concluded from First Page.)

late for the voyage to Bplixbergen. 1 con-
sidered It wisest to stop and prepare for
winter., We shot bears and walruses and
buiit a hut of stones, earth and moss,
making the roof of walrus hide tied down
with rope and covered with snow. We
used the blubber for cooking, light and
heat. The bear meat and the blubber were
our only food for ten monthg. Thé bear
skins formed our beds and sleedingghag.
The winter, however, nassed well and we
were both in perfect health. Spring came
with sunshine and with much onen water
to the southwest. We honed to have an
easy voyvage to Snoitzbergen over the floe
of ice and the onen water. We were
obliged to manufacture new clothes from
Ilankets and a new sleening bag of bear
skin. Qur provisions were raw bear meat
and blubber. »

“On May 19 we were at last ready to
start. We came to open water on May 23,
in 81 degrees, 5 minutes north, but were
retarded by storms untll June 3. A little
south of 51 degrees we found land extend-
ing westward and onen witer which
reached west northwest along its north
coast. But we nreferred to travel south-
ward over the ice through a broad sound.
We came on June 12 to the south side of
the island and found much open water
trending westward, We salled and paddled
in this direction in order to proceed across
to Spitzbergen from the westward cape, but
Paver's map was misleading.”

Dr. Nansen's account concludes as fol-
lows, after touching upon the details of his
meeting with Jackson, which have already
been cabled to the Assoclated Press: ““We
left Franz Josef land in the steamer Wind-
ward on Aug. 7, and had a short and very
pleasant passage, thanks to the master.y
way in which Cantain Brown brought his
ship through the ice, and thence in the
open sea to Vardoe.”

NANSEN'S RESCOUL.

Doctor Accldentitliy Found by
the British Explorcer Jacvkson.
(Copyright, 1884, by the Associated Press.)
VARDOE, Norway, Aug. 4.-—-The captain
of the Windward, the British steamer
which has just returned from Franz Josef
Land after taking supplles to the British
north pole expedition, commanded by Jack-
son and known as the Jackson-Harms-
worth expedition, filed a telegraphic mes-
sage here yesterday describing the acci-
dental meeting between Jackson and Dr,
Nansen, and forming one of the most re-
markable incldents in the history of arctic
exploration, for it appears that the Nor-
weglan explorer had been living In a hut
quite close to one of the English explorers’
stations for a long time previous to the
meeting of the two men, yvat neither of
them wias aware of the other's presence

describes his accidental meeting with Dr.

Nansen while the latter was travirsing the
fce pack, and it appears that it was a
lucky meeting for the Norwegian explorer,
as the latter was misled, owing to inac-
curacies in the map drawn by Payer, the
discoverer of Franz Josef Land, and also
because Dr. Nansen's two chronometers
and his watch having stopped, bhe Was
quite unable to establish his position, and
was conscquently trying to march west-
ward to Spitzbergen over the ice pack.

Jackson, after meeting Nansen, con-
ducted the iatter to Elmwood. the head-
quarters of the British expedition, where
the Doctor awalited the arrival of the Wind-
ward, which left the Thames on June 10
and Vardoe on June I8 to take supplies to
the .Jackson expedition. Jackson, in the
dispatch tiled by the captain of the Wind-

| ward, sald:

“On June 17 1 met Dr. Nansen three miles
out on a flo2 8 8. E. of Cape Flora, and
under most extraordinary circumstances,
He had wintered In a rough hut within a
mile or two of our northern limit in 1885,
and this spring we unwittingly came within
few miies of his winter quarters., Dr.
Nansen left the ¥ram with one companion,
Licut. Sigard Scott Hansen, a lieutenant
in the Norwegian navy and director of the
astronomical, meteorological and magnetic
ohservations, and reached latitude §6.14,
traveling northeast from where he left the
Fram, which was in latitude 84 north,
longitude 162 east. Dr. Nansen expressed

faction at meeting with us. You under-
stand bow greatly the meeting affected me
and my pleasure in the extraordinary
chance which was thrown in my way to
render him service and restore him to his
friends.””

Jack=cn then describes his own experi-
ences in exploring the western parts of
Framz Josef Land, telling how he has drawn
extensive accurate mans and has discov-
ered new regions, adding: “When the
Windward left In 1895 we went on a month's
expedition to the northwest in a little hoat,
the Mary Harmsworth, and discovered
a large tract of land to the westward of
hitherto unknown limits and a magnificent
headland composed of ice from its summit
to its foot., and having at its base a huge
rampart of jce. We named it Harmsworth
cape, and only approached the base of the
headland with the greatest difficulty owing
to surging masses of heavy ice and furious
gales, during which our boat was upon
several occasions nearly smashed to atoms,

“We landed on the coast as often as pos-
gible and ascended the highest peaks and
made numerous geclogical and botanieal
collections. Far up Cambridge bay we dis-
covered another lofty ice headland and
named it Cape Fridtiof Nansen. There
our hoat wag nearly lost owing to her sea
anchor having carried away and a huge
block of jece which was swéerving round
stove In several of her planks. But we
managed to bail her out, and then, rig-
ging another anchor, with cars, we' had al-
togetbher a very exciting voyage.

**This spring has been phennmc-nn’[y mild.
Although we marched north a great dis-
tance, using =ixteen dogs and a pony, we
met. after a fortnight, open water reaching
from the face of a huge glacier east to the
precipitous end of ancother huge glacier
west, Advance by sledges was thus cut off,
We then struck southeast, down Markham
sound, and added greatly to our discover-
jes of 1595. But we were agaln stopped by
open water, reaching entirely across the
sound, so we turned westward and suc-
ceeded In exploring the entire western
shores. During April terrific snowstorms,
coupled with riges in the temperature, en-
tirely broke up the ice and prevented
marching, but we took a number of valu-
able photographs.”

It is believed here that the Fram may
turn up here or at Spitzbergen shortly, as
she stood the ice very well, has plenty of
provisions on board, and there was no sick-
ness among her crew when Dr. Nansen
left here on March 14, 1885.  Prof. Mohn
says the scientific results of Dr. Nansen's
ohsarvations are magnificent and that sev-
eral islands have been discovered. Dr. Nap-
sen, in describing their life during the win-
ter of 18%-6, said: “When the bear’'s flesh
had been exhausted we were obiiged to kill
the weakest dogs to feed the others, and,
continue thus until the whole pack had
been slaughtered. Myself and my compan-
jons started in the direction of Bpitzbergen
on May 10. After that we occupied six
weeks on snowshoes, dragging sledges and
kayakas (the Arctic canoe), loaded sledges,
after us. We went partly over land and
partly over sea ice, We reached Jackson's
winter quarters, where we found all in good
health. We remained there about six
weeks until the steamer Windward ar-
rived. 1 left the Fram in good condition
and drifting, locRed in the ice,

“The Windward will take to England four
Englishmen of the Jackson-Harmaworth
expedition, whose names are Child, Bur-
gess, Fisher and Blomquist. Mr. Jackson
proposes to remain in the Arctic regions
until next summer with the intention of
pushing further north. Jackson and his
companions are in excellent heajth and
spirits and full of hope as to the results of
their expedition.”

MELVILLE'S VIEWS.

He Says Nansen's Theory of the Polar
Carrent Was Not Borne Out.
WASHINGTON, Aug. 14.—Without ques-
tioning the accuracy of the reports that
come by cable from Norway., announcing
the return of the Arctic explorer Nansen
safely from his novel and adventurous
voyage in the Fram, Commodore Melville,
engineer in chief of the navy, who was
a member of the ill-fated Jeannette party,
which served as the pattern for Nansen's
attempt to reach the north pole, holds that
the result of the 2xplorer's voyage, as now

understood here, clearly proves Nansen's
theory of wpolar drift to be groundiess. In
the opinion of Commodore Melville, Nan-
sen has only closely paralleled the cele-
brated voyvage of Wyprecht and Payer in
the Tegethotl, and has followed their drift,
The Tegetho!f rounded the north point of
Nova Zembla with the intention of travers-
ing the north coast of Siberia. Her com-
manders got in the ice and drifted north
and east, being favored by the gulf stream
in tha early 1all. Afterwards, when the
stream lost its forece, they drifted south
and west, bLringing up on Wiltsee island,
one of a small group southward of Franz
Josef land. During the winter their
ship was crushed and in the following sum-
mer they escaped in their boats and were
picked up off Cape Nassau, one of the
headlands of Nova Zembla. Nansen, Com-
modore Melville points out, has had a very
similar experience. He did not enter the
ice on the side of the polar basin from
where he was picked up, so his trip fails
utterly to preve that a current exists that
may be relied on to carry a ship across
the polar waters and bring it down on the
east side of Greenland. As a maiter of
fact, he was last heard from, according to
Cemmodore Melville, eastward of Nova
Zembla, and he has just drifted northward
and back again. This is precisely in ac-
cord with the judgment passed upon Nan-
sen’'s theory before he undertook his voy-
age, by Cormmodore Melville, who had care-
fully calculated the probable drift in the
Arctic regions north of the New Siberian
islands from the experience he had with
the Jeanette. As to Nansen's course, he
says that while it s not known exactly
just where he entered the tce, ne doubtless
entered northward of Nova Zembla and
this would give him just the right drift to
emerge where he is reported to have been
picked up.

After reading the Vardoe cable letter to-
night Commodore Melville said: *“*In read-
Ing the later dispatch of this evening it
seems a most extraordinary condition of
affairs that the two principal officers of
the Fram should have been found so far
away from thelr shinp and separated from
the other members of the ship's company.
If the dispatch is authentie, and it would
not be fair to doubt it, the meeting of
Nansen and Jackson is to be considered
an extremely fortunate one for the former,
With his chronometer and watch stopped
he had lost his reckonings and without
doubt would have perished had he not
met Jackson. It is extraordinary that
nothing is sald definitely of the where-
abouts of the Fram beyond the fact that
she was abandoned in 8 degrees north
Iatitude, The dispatch says that the high-
est northern latitude was made north of
the New Siberian islands. That is possible,
but not probable. I doubt if the Fram
ever attained a higher latitude than §
degrees, If indeed she reached so far as
that; and, if the Nansen party attained
a latitude of 86 degrees, It must have been
upon the fixed ice cap over which it could
be comparatively easy traveling.

“The dispatch =tates that the expedition
sailed or steamed its way southward and
westward to Franz Josef Land. This is
hardly possible. It matters not where a
ship is put In the moving polar pack to the
northward of the coast of Siveria, any-
where from Nova Zembla to East Cane at
Bering strait, if she holds togeiher she
would be spewed out between Nova Zembla
and Franz Josef Land, or between Franz
Josgsel Land and the Spitzbergen. Or, if it
is possible that there ja oven water or
running lce or drifting vack to the north
of Franz Josef Land, It is possible for a
ship to come out between Spitzbergen and
Greenland, though the latter ig very doubt-
ful. The Arctic ocean as sounded for more
than thirteen hundred miles by the Jean-
nette expedition was found to be a very
shallo'v sea, from sixteen to thirty fath-
oms. Currents do not move very rapidly
in such shallow waters. If the theory that
an lce cap rests at the uorth pole of the
earth holds good, It should extend south to
about &5 degrees north !atitude, and as the
polar pack i# driven to the north and west
along the edge of this cap. the result is
to shove the loose ice out of, the channels
before mentiencd. The dispatch s so
meager in detail that I dislike 10 comment
on its possibilities.

The
damage to property in Rushville and vicin-
ity cannot at this hour be estimarted.

The trouble occurred ncarly two miles

from the works, at the corner of Wake
Park and BEast Madison avenues. A num-
ber of the nonunionists live in that vicinity.
Eight or ten of ghem were going home

from the works together. Just as they
turned the corner a crowd of strikers, who
had been hiding behind a saloon. attacked
them. Btones were hurled and George
Plumb, one of the nonunionists, pulled a
revolver and fired. Plumh was then shot,
as he claims, by Henry Snell, striker. The
firing became general and at least twenly
shots were exchanged. The fight lasted but
a few minutes and as soon as it was over
the strikers disappeared. The police had
not anticipated any trouble in that quarter
and it was some time before they had ar-
rived on the scene and began an investiga-
tion. Ambulances took the injured men to
hospitals or their homes, and the =earch
for the men who did the shooting was
begun.

L.ater in the evening the police arrested
J. H. Whitlan, a striking machinist, form-
erly employed by the Brown company He
wag seen to throw a revolver, all the
cartridges in which had been fired, through
an open door into a barber shop.

A Boy Resents an Insult to His Sister
and Gets Into Trouble.

P. J. Lewis, a negro forty-two years old,
Hving at No. 257 West Seventh street, be-
¢ame involved in a difficulty with the Hart
family which resuited in him being locked
up in the station house on the charge of
assault and battery with intent to kiilL
Little John Hart, only fourteen years old.
accompanied him to the lockup and was
charged with shooting with intent to kill.

Last night Lewis went to Hart's home
at 42 Mill street and wasg met by Louisn,
the daughter, who invited him to have a
drink of beer which she had Iin a bucket.
He refused, with some insulting remark.
Her brother Jack appeared from work,
and, sesing the difficulty that his sister
was in, took a hand. He drew a large re-
volver and went at Lewis, who succeeded
in wrenching it from him before he had a
chance to use it. A general melee fol-
lowed, during which John Hart appeared,
and, soeinﬁ that Lewis was getting the
better of his brother, went after his re-
volver. Lewlis seeing the danger from the
other source, quit Jacob and went for
John. They clinched and the boy fired,
striking Lewis on the hip, but the bullet
did not enter, merely making a scratch.
