H. Burgoon is general superintendent. Mr.
B. was at one time superintendent of the
Peoria division of the Yandalia,

The Erie Railway Company, in connection
with the Cincinnati. Hamilton &. Dayton,
announces an excursion to Niagara Falis
from points on the line of the Cincinnati,
Hamilton & Dayton, making the rate the
Joint Traffic Association authorizes, which
is $1.75 higher than the rate made by the
Lake Erie & Western line from Indian
apolis.

An ofiiclal of one of the road3 terminating
at Atlanta says the mall carried by rail-
ways centering at that point amounts to
fully 1.2'W pieces dally, each piece weighs
from an ounce to two pounds, and if postage were paid on this mail matter It would
increase the revenue of the Postofflce De-
partment at that ono railroad center $75,000
a year.

General Manager Sands, of the Norfolk
& Western, announces that the position of
general spuerintendent, made vacant by
the death of A. C. Hippy, has been abol-
ished. R. P. C. Sanderson, superintendent
of motive power of the road, has resigned.
and that position has been abolished. The
position of engineer of maintenance of way
has also been abolished. The latter was
held by J. B. Fuller.

It Is stated that the Brice neonle have
left the whole matter of the Lake Erie
& Western becoming a member of the Jcint
irafiic Association to George Bradbury,
vice president and general jnanager of the
Brice lines. If this be true tho labor of the
Joint Trafllc Association committee in that
direction will be in vafn, as Mr. Bradbury
is not n believer in associations and v. ill
not share in the expense of their main
tenance, although in many cases the Lake
Erie & Western Is governed by the action
of the Joint Trafllc Association.

The Great Western has canceled its no-
tice that It will, on Aug. SO, sell tickets
from Kansas City to the G. A. R. encamp
ment at St. Paul. This action Is taken be-
cause of the declaration of the Rock Island
that It has no Intention of selling the tick
ets at Kansas City upon other than theagreed dates. The roads have agreed to
change the selling dates of tickets in the
territory within 230 miles of St. Paul from
Aug. 31. Sept. 1 and 2 to Sept. 1. 2 and 3.
Tho proposition to make Aug. 30 the see-
ing date for all points on the lower Mis-
souri has been negatived.

Contrary to the general expectation of
the Western road, no meeting was called
at Chicago yesterday to take action regard
ing the cut rates between Chicago and St.
Paul announced by the Lake Michigan Car
Ferry Company. It was expected that a
meeting would be held, but no steps in
this direction were taken. The roads pre-
fer to wait the action of the Chicago Great
Western in the matter, and unless It stirs
up a fight on the rates made by the ferry
company. It Is not likely that much more
will be heard of the affair unless the ferry
company should reduce the rates again.

Chairman Caldwell, of the Western Pas-
senger Association, has handed down a rul-
ing to the effect that local associations have
no authority to remit a fine Imposed on
any member of the association for any
violation of the agreement. If any line
which has been fined fee that It has suf-
fered an Injustice, Its sole remedy Is an
appeal, and with this a local association
which Is a subordinate member of the gen-
eral association has nothing to do. The
chairman has also decided that under the
general agreement the roads have the right
to make tho same rates for bicycle meets
that they make for country fairs and sim-
ilar exhibitions.

A. A. Zion. superintendent of the Union
Railway Company, says the history of

lines will not show an equally
good record of trains arriving on time In
any year as thus far In lSS. Local trains
aro usually on time, having no connections
to wait for. but the Improvement has been
most noticeable with the through trains,
and the exhibit is the more favorable when
it Is considered that trains from the East
or West are reported to be turned over to
the Indianapolis line often one to two hours
late, but when the Indianapolis line gets
hold of such train It almost Invariably
reaches this city on time, demonstrating
that the track and power of Indianapolis
lines is at the highest standard.

C. E. Schaff. general manager; George
Klttredge. chief engineer, and William Gar-stan- g,

superintendent of motive power of
the Big Four, who have been in St. Louis
three days, returned yesterday afternoon.
They Inspected the new buildings which are
being erected to take the place of those de-
stroyed by the cyclone. Thes con-
sist of one freight depot CH feet
In length by fifty feet in width,
another depot GOO feet In length by thirty
feet in width, and a roundhouse. The
larger of the freight depots' will be occu-
pied to-da- y, and the other depot and the
roundhouse are well advanced. The new
depot will be much more commodious and
convenient than those blown down.

Some of the members of the Pennsylvania
Voluntary Relief Association are agitating
the question of a revision of Its by-law- s,

which as now framed are hardly Just to
the membership. When a new man is cm-ploy- ed

the first thing suggested to him is
that he become a member of this organiza-
tion, pay his dues, and In case of accident
or sickness he receives its benefits. This
employe, a few months after, may be dis-
missed from the company's service owing
to business becoming dull. The ground
taken Is that In such a case as this the
member either be allowed to continue his
membership by paying the dues required
or have a portion of the money paid in
dues paid back to him. That in such cases
there Is an Injustice one of the officials
admits Is quite apparent, and the question
Is yet unsolved how this Injustice to the
discharged man can be overcome.

Superintendents Reynolds and Houghton,
of the Big Four, are revising the schedule
of passenger trains between Cincinnati and
Chicago. The running time between those
points of two of the through tralm Is to
be ct.t down one hour, and the time of thse
two trains between the points will b eight
hours. The time of Train IS. which now
leaves Chicago- at 12 o'clock noon and ar-
rives at Indianapolis at 6:10 p. m.. will be
cut down an hour, the train leaving Chi-
cago at 1 p. m. instead of 12 o'clock noon.
It is expected that the changes will take
effect the first Sunday In September. For
some years tne three Ilres between In-
dianapolis and Chicago have been making
common time, but th" Big Four people are
in shape to give faster service, and now
propose to do so.

TOPIC, Al G. 1C.

David's Confession and Forgiveness,
as Related In Pnulnis xxxll, Veres

1-- 11 Only One Way' of Peace.

By Rev. JAMES E. GILBERT,
Secretary of American Society of Itellglous Edu-

cation.

INTRODUCTION". This Tsalm is usually and
properly ascribed t David. It Is one of the
seven de.!jrnated penitential. Intended to hovr

the way by which firmer find peace with God.
and to teach the nature and e.Tecti cf repentance.
The title Maschll, written in nest Bible, is
significant, given because it contains Instruc-
tion. Grotius thinks the Tsalm was designed to
be sung on the yreat day of atonement, for
which time It was certainly appropriate. It Is

supposed to have been composed after David" s
transgression with Iiath-Sheb- a (II Sam. xl. X--

and subsequently to his obtaining pardon, upon
the preaching of Nathan. (II Sam. xll.
This is the probable reason for its selection by
the International committee at this time as a
lesson. It follows immediately upon the leeson
of last week. (II Sim. x. This fact de-

serves to be specially noted. The king-- of Israel,
victorious over enemies, honored and exalted, fell
Into sin. But he repented and found favor. Here
Is warning and encouragement for all.

BLESSED. The r?alm opens with the decla-

ration of the happiness of a restored tinner.
That happiness results from the removal cf four
evilsr-transgress- lon, sin. Iniquity, culle evils
tl at had made a home tn the heart and cor-

rupted the life. Let every sinner know that he
Is required to give up only what is troublesome.
The method of this removal is adapted to the
evil. Transgression Is forgiven. There Is no
otl.er way of release, for a law broken demands
punishment, unless the law-giv- er Is pleased,
upon conditions which he may specify, to cancel
and pardon. (Mark 11, 7.) The fin Is covered,
concealed from the sight of God and man. so
that neither thall look upon It any more. (Psalm
clil, 12.) The Iniquity, that which Is contrary to
equity, is not Imputed, not charged against the
person. (Rome.ns iv, S.) lie is released from it
as lrom a debt. The guile, the deception, whlrn
tills the heart cf an ungodly man. departs with
his repentance. Afterward he Is slnctie, mean-
ing what he say. Knowing that tiod tees his
heart. (John 1, 47.) messed lsfcuch a man. both
because of the exierierccs and the condition i.ito
which he comes, and because God has Nruujut
la him and for him a migtry deliverance.

DISTRESS. When or.v r.Jolces In any new
found good he naturally reverts to his prior con-
dition. His joy is increased by considering the
former borrow. The law of contrast oierateB in
spiritual things with great precision and force,
(i'balm xl, 2.) Accordingly, after desctiblng tlie
blessedness of the forgiven finner. the alm
sets forth the terrible sttte of one awakened but
unforglven. conscious of EJn. but seeing no re-
lease from it. Tnere are many such, passing on
day after day, clinging to that which is the cause
of all their diftiess. The sinner is here de-
scribed as roaring, groaning all the day lor.g. a
continuous sorrow, not removed by pleasure or
busineff. The reluctance to bumble one's self
before God Increases the misery. The secret re-mo- ree

not only on the spirit, but im-
paired the health of the sinner. (Gen. 111. 10.)
it seemed as if some deep-seate- d malady, like
the very hand of God, lad laid held on the
bodily frame. (Job xlx. 21.) Th bent Olmbs)
waxed old, and the Ir.fumities of ae crept on.
All thlo was more keenly realized after It had
been succeeded by the blessedness mentioned.

MLTHOI'. How can one eccape from tuch dis-
tress? That Is the supreme question of all lands
and ages. Every man has experienced this
heavy burden, and may have cried out In dark-
ness but found no remedy. Every system of re-
ligion is an attempted ar..wer. and that Is the
best system which furnlhes the most complete
answer. David tells how he found relief. It was
a ve.-- y simple method, which any one may cm-plo- y.

He confessed to God. (Lev. xxvl, 4') He
iTcotrnized God as the Judge, and went directly,
personally, humbly, contritely to Him. He did
not hide, or extenuate. It was an open, ful!-heart- ed

acknowledgment. rrov. xxvUl. 12.) And
God did the ren, that which was mentioned. He
forgave. lie covered. He canceled. That was all
that Tavld could do. (Job 111. IS. 14.) Had he
attempted anything else It would hive been utter
folly. Had he relied upon sacrifices or cere-
monies of any kind, he would have failed. No-
tice how closely he Joins his act "and God's act.
There was no delay, no bewilderment, no long
continued pleading. He confessed, and God for-
gave. (I John 1. 9.) That was the whole story.

CONFIDENCE. One man's good experience
comforts every other who hears of It. (II Cor.
1, 4.) If a Western miner finds gold hundreds
more go to the same place to dig. The records
of divine pardon and human blessedness are the
richest treasures of tbe race, a literature Inspir-
ing confidence In all who read. David declares
that after he had sinned, rerented and found
forgiveness, every one would be induced to pray.
He had been such a great offender, his ofien
was so notorious, that no one could despair. His
restoration marked an epoch In the displays of
wondrous grace. Paul had a similar thought
(I Tim. 1. 16), calling himself the very chief of
sinners. Moreover. In times of violent trials,
afflictions and temptations, when the ralrs de-
scend, the winds blow, and the floods beat, thegodly man wh has thus larnd to pray, will te
undistuibed. (Ipa. xllll. 2.) He win reix.se in
the assurance Af the love of God, who with ten-
der care watches ovr those who turn to Him.
Thus David's conversion Is made an untold bless-
ing to many.

liEFUGE. From the contemplntion 'of eood
that will come to others the I'talmfsl reverts
ef-'a- to himself. This Is ope cf the Interesting
features of a new experience. The thoughts are
cgotlftic and altruistic, vibrating between on'sown gain and the profit that will come to the
world. For no man ever yet received anything
but others had a share In It. (Rom. xlv, 7.) Dut
the gool heart only recognlxes the fact. ioDavid, considering that troubles will overtake
htm, declares th.it God was hi hiding pb ce.
the same God who forjrave xrould rrcttct. il'ealmlx. .) There teems to come ovt--r him at this
point some remembrance cf earlier life, when r:e
waa hotly pursued or closely besieged. (I Sam.
xxill. 7, S.) Whether fleeing tfore an enemv or
shut in, he would be prerved. (Ex. xv.) Thlapreat thought was an Inspiration or a deduction.
It is certainly good lcglc fcr a man to believethat a pardoning God will be a keeping God.
(Rom. v, 2.) If evils are removed from the
heart. why need one fear evils from without?(Horn. vlli. 39.) David was anticipating the ex-
periences of triumph and rest granted to the
apostles. He heard above all alarms songs of
deliverrnce. (Acts xvl. 25.)

DOC ..1TY.In the seventh verse David spoke
to God the confluence of his own heart. In the
ciprhth and ninth verses God spoke to him. On
the higher spiritual planes such intercourse Is
possible and ought to be frequent. One reuson
why men her.r so little from God Is that their
ears are stepped. (Matt. xlii. 15.) The Psalmist
hears what God has to say to every penitent andpardoned sinner. And what Is it? Not a dis-
closure of mysteries that belong only to God.(Ieut. xxix. 25.) Not a series of laws .by whichduty Is to he determined. The law has done its
work. (Rom. viit. 3.) Dut Instruction "in theway in which the man should go." that is. In
the true path of holy living. Listen to that word
Instruction! An opening to the understanding
and a building In it c practical living truths!
From the moment of pardon be ready to receive
Instruction. (I Pet. ii. 2.) Then God will guide
with Ills eye. His eye shah be upon the lertrner
to witness his behavior. Then comes the ex-
hortation: Ib not an the horse. guidd by bit
and bridle. De a man. acting freily. gladly, ac-
cording to what you know of the divine will,
not by compulsion but In love.

CONTRAST. It is now time for the sweet
singer of Israel to orlng his hymn to a close.
He has celebrated the tender mercy of God to-
ward him. reviewed his former distress, shown
how he made the transfer and whal the effect
will be upon others, breathed out his assurances
In the ear of God and received a message for the
future. In conclusion he desires to exhibit thestartling contrast between the righteous an! thewicked, for the spiritual benefit of the former.(Eccl. vlli. 12, 13.) "Many sorrows shU be to
the wlched." h exclaims, without giving par-
ticulars. He ppeke out of his exterience.(Verses 3 e.nd 4.) Into his statement one may
read the Icng-draw- n str.ry of wretchedness cf
the world-wid- e race. (Item. vlli. 22.) Turningaway from the dark picture he Joyfully and ex-ultir.-

proclaims the happiness of "him who
trusts In the Lord. After all David preferred
this brighter side of hl life. And so he ex-
horts: "Be glad." "rejoice." "shout." all ye
that are upriphl in heart. (Ezra Hi. 11.) Of allon the globe entitled to har-plness- . non
have si good reason to rejoice as they who look
within to an approving: conscience and look up to
an arprovlntr God.

Tlie Luke Erie Jt Western AVI11 Not
Join the Joint Traffic Association

General Railway News.

Regarding rumors of Impending receiver-
ship for the Louisville. New Albany & Chi-

cago railroad. President Thomas, of that
company, is of opinion that the depression
In the company's securities Is traceable en-

tirely to alarm over the recent decision of
Judge Taft removing the Injunction against
the Beattyvllle railroad bondholders, which
allows them to again sue on the alleged
guarantee of th Kentucky company's
bonds by the Monon, although seventeen
such actions have hitherto been decided in
favor of the Monon. The effect on quota-
tions of the securities, however, seems to
General Thomas excessive and indiscrim-
inate. He says the bond3 of the New Al- -
bany company ought not to decrease in
value even If the Beattyvllle litigants
should succeed to the full extent of their
hopes and that tho stockholders would also
find means to defend themselves, but legal
defenses against the unjust claims have
not been exhausted by the New Albany
management. General Thoma says: "The
lawyers of the Monon deem the defense
of the company to be Impregnable, but
should the litigants attain final acknowl-
edgement in their favor the claim would
rank only as an unsecured debt, subse-
quent to all the existing mortgages, and
It would be extinguished by an assertion
of the rights of the mortgagees. Should it
ever become necessary for the mortgagee
to take action to extinguish the claim there
seems no doubt that the road will be ul-

timately restored to the shareholders and
that there is no danger of their stock be-
ing wiped ouL The equity In the road Is
valuable and the best efforts of the man-
agement will be directed to maintain It in
the present stockholders."

W. II. McDoel, vice president and general
manager of tho road, sent a tele-
gram last evening stating thiit there Is
not the least, ground for sucn a report.
The company Ubes not owe a dollar it is
not able to pay. A local railroad man who
Is well Informed concerning the affairs of
this company says but few companies are
In better shape- - than the Motion finan-
cially and physically: und'ir the Thomasmanagement .m,i ovem? nts have oeen maue
which have placed It among the standaid
roads of the country; little money need
be expended on roadbed or 'equipment of
the Jme3 for some. years, and in depressed
times this Is a very importan item. The
road, he pay, is being managed econom-
ically, meets, ftJl current expenses and Is
paying its fixed charges with the greatest
promptness; not a uodar has been ex-
pended unwisely in the Improvements made
to the property. He felt sanguine that It
will- - te among the k--st of Indiana roadsto go Into the hands of a receiver.

The
older of tho fast freight lines are appoint-
ing agents in new fields and the trunk
lines and leading systems of railways are
paying out more money to keep fast
freight lines in operation than ever before.
A few days ago a representative of the
Journal. was In, New York city and In con-
versation with several prominent railway
ofiiclal asked ithe cause of thl3 reaction
the last feW' months in favor of fast
freight lines." Of the number approached
on the subject ,was J. D. Layng,
vice president and general manager
of the West Shore road, and
one of the best-inform- ed railroad officials
in the coutrj. He answered the question
by baying, that for the last twenty-fiv- e

Floods) Alontr White River Cnnne the
Cuninilsslonrr to Ilrronsililer

Their Former Action,

Mayor Tapgrart and City Controller
Johnson met with the Hoard of Park
Commissioners yesterday afternoon. Noth-
ing dtitiito was decided on. Before the
Circuit Court la asked to condemn any
tracts of land for park purposes the May-
or wlir Inspect the different pieces under
consideration. The Circuit Court is not In
session and appraisers to condemn the
property cannot be appointed until Judge
Brown returns. J. C. Towers, the park
engineer, is about to leave the city for
a week or ten days. While away he will
visit the Cleveland and Detroit park sys
tems, said to be the best and most com
plete in the West. Meantime the Mayor
will Inspect tho ground now being consid-
ered, with the commissioners. Until th
land that will bo bought is decided on
thero is no means of knowing how much
money the board will require. When this
is determined the Council will be peti-
tioned to allow the commissioners to issue
park bonds to raise the money.

Since the recent floods, when a large
part of the ground originally considered
for a part of the Fall creek system was
overflowed, the advisability of beginning at
Capitol avenue and continuing thence
northeast. Instead of at Washington street
and White river, is now being discussed.
George Merritt yesterday urged that tho
board follow the original plan. It will
take a large sum of money to hulid levees
to protect the lowland near White river.
and the commissioners sevm to think It
unwise to undertake that scheme at pres
ent. It la likely that the park driveway
will commence at Capitol avenue and fol
low Fall creek. Instead or beginning at
Washington street and White river. After
ft system Is well established It Is claimed
that the lower end or the drive can bo
undertaken, if found desirable, and a prac
ticable way of heading on the high waters
can be devised.

the undertaking.

He is one of the many owners
of harness horses who are of the opinion
that the Indianapolis track is as good or
better than the best.

For a week past the members of the In-

dianapolis Driving Club have been besieged
by men who make a business of following
races with gambling devices, such a3 "Old
Hi" and various wheels of fortune. They
are anxious to get permission to operate
during the races here. To all the same an-

swer has been given. The Driving Club Is
unwilling to consent to anything of tho
kind, and none of the many who have
sought the privilege have secured It. At
nearly all race courses these things go as a
matter of course, but the Indianapolis Driv-

ing Club cannot see it that way. The priv-
ilege generallv brings a handsome revenue
to the projectors of the races sometimes it
is sufihient to pay several pursesbut it is
believed that the people wlil give the races
In this city the support which they de-
serve, and that it will not be necessary for
the club to depend upon other than the
gato reeeipts and the usual privileges to
make the meeting a financial success.

It is. there-
fore, considered a fortunate thing that the
raees h rc do not open until Tuesday after-
noon. R.v that time every one of the four
or live lu-v.ire- d hordes will have had ample
time to get acquainted with the track on
which he is expected to race. It will in-
spire the hores with confidence. They not'
only get accu-iome- d to the quality of soil,
but f?(.-- t familiar with he surroundings and
feel more at heme. This is worth a good
deal, horsemen say.
