LOUISVILLE, Aug. 15—The 1. A. W.

divigion, but were disqualified, the
going to W. E. Baker, of Minneapolis;
8. Aker, of Philadelphia, second; Nat But-
ler, third. This race was the last on the
card, the last of the meet. It was called
in the [ace of an approaching storm, but
before the race had well begun it became
stormier even than the elements overhead,
Nearly all of the big men who started for
the trial heats were omitted, and the entry
left to the election of the riders. Tom But-
ler and Zelgler stald out, but Cooper,
Gardiner, Coburn and the othess made a
representative siring. A triplet manned by
Schrein and the two Johnsons was in the
pace. When the men broke for the ma-
chine Cullabhan waited and hooked on, al-
though the machine got away so slowly
that half the field bunched in front of it
before there was any semblance of the
usual formation in a paced event. Gardiner
went to the front, with Bald, Cooper and
Jack Coburn, and dropped back, catching
the meachine safely. This was but the
signal fcr one after another of the contest-
ants to go up head, some catching suc-
cessfully and some failing to make good
their game, While this was going on
Cooper and Bald came together, Cooper
elbowing his great antagonist, while the
Buffalonian adopted similar tacties and
reached out viciously for his successful
rival. Trouble kept up throughout the bal-
ance of the ride, and the grandstand man-
ifested its displeasure by hissing every time
the bunch came around. The consequence
of the final sprint was that Cooper wog
out, with Becker a length back. and Cal-
lahan in third place. Aker, of Philadelphia,
and Nat Butler were unplaced, finkshing
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- @8 named, but when all the protesting and

wrangling was over Cooper and Callahan
had been disqualified, and the champion-
ship went to Becker, a.er taking sgcond
and Nat Butler third. Gardiner and BEald
came in as named in Butle's rear.

SANGER'S GREAT VICTORY.

Up to the time of this unpleasant affair
the feature of the day and of the mect S0
far was the victory of Sanger in the two-
mile handicap for professionals. If any one
doudted “Wooden Shoe's" popularity he
should have heard the crowd cheering when
he scored his first and only victory of the
meeting and seen his enthusiastic friends
shoulder him and carry him bodily from
the track. The Milwaukeean hgd played
In hard lines, but he retrieved himself,
riding the event in his old-time form and
winning in a driving sprint that carried
him around the bunch as though he was

trying to run cireles about them. Sanger
had scratched, with Kenmedy, Louie Calla-
han and Eaton just ahead of him, and
these four succeeded in getting together
early in the game. Callahan paced for the

first half mile and then Sanger came up.
The result was that he caught the big

bunch ahead. The field at once slowed
down and the men loafed along for nearly

NEW YORK, Aug. 15.—The great Fu-
turity stakes of the Coney Istand Jockey
Club Is over, and the ninth renewal has
gone into history with an outsider as the
winner. A better day could not have been
desired, for the track, while a lttle heavy,
was in good conditlon. The day was well
nigh perfect, and the ten thousand people
who filled the grand stand and lawns were
out in holiday attire to watch the contest
which is supposged to stamp the best two-
year-old of the season. The crowd walted
in patience to see the big race, watching
the very ordinary two-year-olds in the
opening dash, the fine contest between half
a dozen horses In the fall handicap and a
three-horse race.

At exactly five minutes to & o'clock the
bugle called the ten contestants to the post,

and with little enthusiasm they trotied

One, two and three false breaks were made
with a number of single breakaways, and
after a delay of twenty-five minutes they
were sent away in falr crder, with Ogden
in the lead and Box second, Panmure third
and Rhodesia fourth.

Hon. John K. Cowen Relates an Inci-
dent of Current Interest.
Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
WASHINGTON, Aug. 15.—Hon. John K.
Cowen, the Democratic member of Con-
gress from the city of Baltimore, who has
come out for McKinley and Hobart, was
here to-day. Mr. Cowen was president of
the Baltimore & Ohio railroad, and is now
one of its receivers. He is the vice presi-
dent of a company which owns a number
of silver mines in Mexico, but he is none
the less an uncompromising gold man, He
related to-day an incident that occurred

when he first met Mr. Bryan in Congress.
“I had introduced myself to him,"” said Mr.

Cowen, "“and then told him that if entirely
agrecable to him [ would like for my own
information to have his answer to one or
two questions about free coinage. He cour-
teously said it was entirely agreeable. I then
asked if he denied the existence or opera-
tion of the so-called Gresham law relating
to the currency, namely, that where there
was the free colnage of two metals at a
fixed ratio the metal that was overvalued
at the mint wouid drive out of circulation
the metal that was there undervalued. He
said: ‘No, that law of currency is well es-
tablished.’

“I then asked him if he thought under
free coinage, with one ounce of gold worth
thirty-two ounces of silver in the market,
that gold and silver would circulate to-
gether upon the ratio of 16 to 1. He =aid
‘Yes." *‘You believe, then,” I sald, ‘that sil-
ver bullion would advance in price from
about 65 and 685 cents an ounce—its then
price—to $1.29 ner ounce, measured in the
terms of gold? and he said, ‘Yes, that is
my belief.,” My reply was this: 'ﬁryan. I
am vice presidenr of a silver mining com-
pany, and if silver rose to 31.29 per ounce
it would be about 0,000 a year in my
wcket. It seems funny to me that by the

LONDON, Aug. 15—The grand old man
of China, Count Li Hung Chang, went to

the grand o!d man of Great Britain, Wil-
liam E. Gladstone. The Chinese envoy
drove from Chester, where he was received
by a guard of honor and was heartiiy
cheered by large crowds of people. His in-
terview with Mr. Gladstone lasted three-
quarters of an hour; they discussed,
through an interpreter, a variety of topics
and, after enjoying tea, were photographed
together. The veteran statesmen seemed to
enjoy each other’'s company. Mr. Gladstone
told Li Hung Chang that he was glad Chi-
na had generally followed a system of free
trade. Li Hung assented, but said that it
had been found necessary to place some res
strictions on merchanits. The finances of
China were in a condition requiring great
More raflwayvs were necessary to de-
velop commerce. He intended to do all in
his power to secure moreé rallways. Mr.
(Gladstone presented Li Hung Chang with

a set of his own works and the Chinese
envoy presented Miss Gladstone with his
photograph and some packets of highly-
prized tea. The Chinese statesman t(hen
proceeded to Barrow-in-lIurness to inspect
the ship-building yards and the large iron
and steel works.

A week from to-day Li Hung Chang will
be on his way to the United States, which
leads to the reflection that America is less
likely to benefit from the tour of Li Hung
Chang than Russia, Germany, France or
England. Count Li, and every member of
his suite, down to the cook's assistant, is
impressed more by material evidence of
strength and by display than by anything
cise, A represcatative of the Asso-

ciated Press visiting (Carlton House
Terrace to-day was quick']y given to un-
derstand that what would always live in
their memory and what would ve spread
broadcast among their countrymen on taeir
return to China was the overpowering
magnificence of the Russian coronation
ceremonies, the irresistible appearance of
the German army and the uncoubted power
of the british Heet seen at Spithead when
the Chinese envoy visited wne Queen at
Usbhorne.

Ui republican simplicity of Li's recep-
tion in Yaris did not appeal to them. Doubt-
less the still more simple reception they
wiil meet with in the United States will not
impress them, particularly as intrigues in
China render it imperative that Li should
hurry home, and he will not have time to
really understand the strength and wealth
of the country. Further, coming from a
race where etiquette is of the sirictest,
they were displeased with the
careless tone of official life in France.
In London this has not been the case, and
they teel their importance more decidediy.
TThat these things will count in China s
tuture foreign rejations seems assured, uas
certain members of the suite have Kept a
diary of events and impressions which, if
not maede public, will be laid before the
rmperor.

CRIMINAL CASE OF TRAIN WRECK-
ING AT RAVENSWORTH, VA.

railed, but Only One Man Injured—

WASHINGTON, Aug. 15.—The Ches-
apeake & Ohio F. F. V. express, bound
through Washington to Cincinnati, was
thrown on a side track at Ravensworth,
Va., eighteen miles below Washington, at
12:19 o'clock this morning, by train wreck-
ers, and the engine., mail car, express car
and cone truck of the comblined baggage
car and smoker were derailed. The only
on2 injured was hapgagemasier E. 8. Coif-
man, whose back was slightly hart by be-
ing thrown from a chair. The train left
here at 11:37 e'clock last night., Near Ra-
vensworth the switch had been tampered
with by wreckers just beyond a curve,
which prevented the wreckers' work being
seen until the train was close on to the

spur track. Engineer Fowler applied the
prompiness and

force, but succeeded in stopping the train
only after the engine traveled on the ties
almost one hundred feet. The &witch
lamp had been removed, the switch lock
broken and the switch was thrown for

the side track. The unknown wreckers
waited near the track, and as the flagman
went back to protect the train a bullet
sped by his head, but missed its mark.

he train was held until 4:45 o'clock this
morning, when it proceeded with all ex-
cept the mail and express cars, a Southern
engine being substituted for the disabled
one. The main line was obstructed sev-
eral hours and trains this forenoon were
from twenty minutes to an hour and a
half late. Railroad detectives were dis-
patched to the scene of the wreck, and
are now making an investigation.

It is said that the train it was intended
to wreck was one of the Southern railroad
express trains, on which was a large sum
of money. Baggagemaster Coffman’s in-
jury proved to be merely a slight sprained
back. No material damage was done, and
the passengers in the sleeper were not
awakened by the accident.

Collided in a Cut.
CINCINNATI, Aug. 15.—A head-end col-
lision took place about 3:30 p'clock this
morning, three-quarters of a mile east of

Torch Hill, O., on the B. & O. Southwest-
ern road, and fifteen miles west of Par-

kersburg, W. Va. West-bound passenger
train No. 1 and east-bound freight train

No. 80 came together with a crash in a
cut. The trainmen apparently had no time
to jump, and they all went down with
their ‘engines. Engineer Fred Rumpf and
firemman Huffman, of No. 1, were instantly
killed, also the engineer, Willlam John-
ston, of No. 8. Fireman Thompson, of
No. 80, was badly scalded, also brakeman
Overly, of No. 8. Postal clerk Orgen was
slightly ln{uro-d. The engineer of the
freight had orders to take the siding at
Torch Hill.

The postal car was considerably damaged,
but the other cars of the passenger train
were not injured.

GREELY INTERVIEWED.

The journey was one
of extreme danger and it is most remark-
able that he returned alive, According to
the reports, land reached by my expedition
is the most northerly land yet attained as
Nansen's most northern point is at sea,
He just went two degrees and 32 minutes

further north than did Lockwood, and
Brainard of my expedition In IS82. When
Nansen's observations are worked out they
will orove his explorations and will also
make interesting reading. Every explorer
should be given credit for having made a
truthful report.”
