INDIANA OBITUARY.

Maj). James Conner, Who Had an En-
viable War Record.
Special to the Indlanapolis Journal,
RICHMOND, Ind., Atg. 16.—Maj. James
Conner, aged seventy-two, digd Friday
night at his home in Fountain City, after
a long illness. He was one of the well-
known citizens of Wayne county and had
an excelient war record. Mr. Conner was
bern in New Garden township, this county,

in 1824. At the breaking out of the civil
war he enlisted in Company D, Eighth in-
diana Infantry, and was commissioned its
gccond lleutenant and subsequently pro-
moted to first lleutenant. At the expira-
tion of his term of service he returned
home and almost immediately recruited a
company of 120 men The citizens of
Wayne county donated 124 horses, and they
were assigned to the Second Indiaana Cav-
alry as Company C, and Mr. Conner was
commissioned its captain. At Corinth he
was promoted to major of the regiment. In
1862, on account of failing heaith, he re-
sign=d and returned home, but in the spring
of 183 enlisted as a private in the One-
hundred-and-first Indiana. At Chickamau-
ga he was wounded in the right arm and
disabled for a time. He was detailed to the
recruiting sgervice and returned to Indiana
and raised Company B, One-hundred-and-
twenty-fourth infantry. At Atianta he re-
ceived an injury from which he never re-
covered. After a war record of four years
Mr. Conner was discharged and returned
here, remaining until 1577, when he moved
to Fountain City.

Thomas Leslie.
Special to the Indianapolis Journal,
COLUMBUS, Ind., Aug. 16.—Thomas Les-
lie, one of Bartholomew county's pioneer
citizens, died at his residence in Elizabeth-
town, this county, last night, aged seventy.

Washout on the Big Four.

MARION, Ind., Aug. 156.—Several serious
washouts have resulted from Saturday’s
storm, the most serious being on the Elg
Four railroad between Jonesboro and this

eity. The company had put in a fill sixty
feet across, with a culvert in the center

seventeen feet high and fifteen feet aercs.
TEris aperture was insufllicient to permit the

accumulating fleed to escape. The waters
backed un until they were nearly on a
level with the track, and then the whole
thing gave way. The enormous stone of
which the cuivert was constructed were
whirled down the zuley a hundred feet.
The ralls and ties were left suspended,
with nothing under them for a distance of
sixty feet. Just what time this accident
sceurred is not known. The nerth-bound
Big Four passenger train was late and did
not come along until nearly 8 o'clock. It
passed over all right, and the disaster was
discovered by the track walker about 11
o' clock.

Jonesboro seemed to be the center of the
storm. The Presbyterian Church wyus struck
by lightning, as were also the re€idences of
J. T. Howard and It. T. Stevens, At Fajr-
mount Winsiow’'s livery barn was struck
by lightning. Many peopie were attending
the fair at Fairmount and <could not get
home. The hotels were crowded and about
twenty-five men were gleeping in Winslow's
barn when it was struck by lightning., No
one wins hurt. Several small bridges on
Deer creek were washed out. Over eighty
head of hogs were drowned and four horses
and cattle were killed by the lightning.

! Fifteen Lives Lost During a Cyclone

in Alabanma=Vercury in Dallas,
Tex., at 10S in the Shade.

SELMA, Ala.., Aug. 16.—News was re-
ceived here to-day from Augustine, Perry
county, fourteen miles from a telegraph
station, that a terrible and most destruc-
tive cyclone swept over that place on
Thursday last, leveling everything in its
path. Twelve negroes and three white peo-
ple were killed by houses falling in on them
and ten other persons were more or less
injured. Twenty-four head of horses and
mules were crushed to death by falling
barns. The cyclone was followed by the
heaviest rain that has fallen in that sec-
tiom in fifteen vears. Creeks and branches
were converted into raging torrents, sweep-

ing away cotton, corn and other crops,
causing heavy losses to planters.

Furious Wind at Florence, Ala.
